PHIL	MARTELLI
Head	Coach

In	 22	 seasons	 as	 head
coach	 at	 Saint	 Joseph’s,	 Phil
Martelli has	 built	 a	 program
that	is	consistently	one	of	the
top	 in	 the	 conference,	 a
perennial	 postseason	 partici-
pant	 and	 a	 key	player	on	 the
national	scene.	In	doing	so,	he
has	 earned	 his	 place	 among
the	 top	 coaches	 in	 the

school’s	storied	history	and	has	become	one	of	the
more	respected	coaches	in	the	game.	

Martelli	is	the	Hawks'	all-time	leader	in	career	vic-
tories	 with	 a	 mark	 of	 413-286.	 Setting	 the	 school
record	for	wins	in	a	season	(30)	in	2004,	Martelli	has
guided	SJU	to	20	or	more	victories	nine	times	in	the
past	 21	 seasons,	which	 is	 the	most	 for	 any	Hawks'
coach.	His	record	of	201-150	in	Atlantic	10	play	is	the
most	conference	wins	for	any	active	coach	and	ranks
second	all-time	in	the	league.	

Seven	of	Martelli’s	players	have	reached	the	NBA,
with	 three First	 Round	 draft	 picks	 - DeAndre’
Bembry	 (2016),	 Jameer	Nelson	 (2004)	 and	Delonte
West	(2004)	-	and	a	second-round	selection	Ahmad
Nivins	(2009).	Dwayne	Jones	and	Ronald	Roberts,	Jr.
each	 had	 NBA stints	 while	 undrafted	 free	 agent
Langston	Galloway	earned	All-Rookie	Second	Team
honors	with	the	New	York	Knicks	in	2014-15.	Nelson
(Denver),	 Galloway	 (New	 Orleans)	 and	 Bembry
(Atlanta)	are	currently	playing	in	the	NBA.	

Martelli	has	been	at	his	best	when	 it	counts	the
most	as	his	18	postseason	wins	(7	NCAA,	11	NIT)	are
the	most	in	school	history.	He	has	taken	SJU	to	the
postseason	in	four	of	the	last	five	years,	and	13	times
in	his	21	seasons	at	SJU.	

Saint	 Joseph’s	 2015-16	 team	 made	 its	 mark	 as
one	of	 the	best	 in	 school	history,	 compiling	 a	28-8
record	 for	 the	 second-most	 victories	 for	 a	 Hawk
team.	SJU	won	its	second	A-10	title	in	three	seasons
and	 advanced	 to	 the	 NCAA Second	 Round	 for	 the
first	 time	 since	 2004.	 Martelli,	 who	 recorded	 his
400th	 career	 win,	 earned	 Big	 5	 Coach	 of	 the	 Year
honors	as	the	Hawks	were	the	third	most	improved
team	in	the	nation.	He	also	had	two	of	the	best	play-
ers	in	the	league,	as	DeAndre’	Bembry	was	the	A-10
Player	 of	 the	 Year	 and	 Isaiah	 Miles	 was	 the	 Most

Improved	Player,	with	both
earning	 All-Conference
honors.

He	 has	 also	 served	 the
game	 of	 basketball	 as	 a
Past	 President	 of	 the
NABC’s	 Board	 of	 Directors
and	 as	 	 member	 of	 the
NCAA	 Division	 I	 Men's
Ethics	Coalition.	In	2016,	he
was	honored	with	the	Gene
Bartow	 Award	 by
CollegeInsider.com	for	out-
standing	 achievement	 and
contributions	to	the	game.	

The	 2014-15	 Hawks
were	 challenged	 after	 los-
ing	 three	 All-Conference
players	from	the	2014	A-10
champion	 team,	 but	 saw
the	 emergence	 of	 sopho-
more	 DeAndre’	 Bembry	 as
he	topped	the	A-10	in	scor-
ing	and	earned	All-Conference	First	Team	honors.	

In	2013-14,	Martelli	and	his	veteran	team	turned
in	one	of	the	more	memorable	seasons	in	school	his-
tory,	 adding	 another	 A-10	 Championship	 to	 his
résumé.	 The	 Hawks,	 led	 by	 seniors	 Langston
Galloway,	 Halil	 Kanacevic	 and	 Ronald	 Roberts,	 Jr.,
won	20	of	26	games	 from	mid-December	and	 cap-
tured	the	school’s	third	conference	title	and	its	first
since	1997.	SJU	went	24-10	and	reached	the	NCAA
Tournament	for	the	sixth	time	under	Martelli,	falling
to	eventual	champion	Connecticut.

The	 2012-13	 season	 saw	 an	 experienced	 Saint
Joseph’s	 squad	 reach	 the	 Atlantic	 10	 Quarterfinals
and	earn	a	second	consecutive	NIT bid,	for	the	11th
postseason	berth	in	Martelli’s	career.	

In	2011-12,	Martelli	and	the	Hawks	became	one
of	 nine	 teams	 in	 the	nation	 to	win	 20	 games	 after
losing	20	the	previous	season,	and	also	returned	to
the	postseason	with	an	NIT bid.	Five	different	play-
ers	 received	 Atlantic	 10	 honors,	 the	most	 ever	 for
the	 Hawks.	 SJU	 also	 scored	 two	wins	 over	 Top	 25
teams	(Creighton	and	Temple)	and	Martelli	became
SJU’s	all-time	leader	in	victories.

Martelli	 guided	 young	 squads	 in	 2010-11	 and
2009-10,	after	coming	off	a	2008-09	season	that	saw

the	Hawks	go	17-15	for	his	ninth
consecutive	 winning	 season.
Among	 the	 highlights	 of	 ‘08-09
was	 Ahmad	 Nivins	 becoming
the	third	Hawk	in	six	years	
to	 garner	 the	 Atlantic	 10’s
Player	of	the	Year	Award.	Nivins
was	 also	 chosen	 by	 the	 Dallas
Mavericks	 in	 the	 2009	 NBA
Draft,	 becoming	 the	 third
Martelli	player	drafted.

The	 2007-08	 Hawks
reached	 the	 Atlantic	 10
Championship	 game	 for	 the
third	 time	 in	 four	 years	 and
earned	 the	 program’s	 19th	 bid
to	 the	 NCAA Tournament,	 and
Martelli’s	fifth.	The	11th-seeded
Hawks	 fell	 to	 sixth-seeded
Oklahoma	 in	 the	 NCAA First
Round,	while	ending	the	year	at
21-13.	

Martelli	 turned	 in	 another
top-notch	 coaching	 perform-
ance	 in	 2005-06,	 as	 the	 Hawks
went	from	a	10-12	record	to	win
eight	 consecutive	 games	 to
reach	 the	 Atlantic	 10	 champi-
onship	 game	 for	 the	 second
year	 in	 a	 row.	 SJU earned	 its
sixth	 consecutive	 postseason
bid	to	the	NIT.	

In	2004-05,	Martelli	turned
in	 perhaps	 a	 more	 remarkable
coaching	 job	 than	 in	 2003-04
when	 he	 was	 the	 consensus

National	 Coach	 of	 the	 Year.	 Faced	with	 the	 loss	 of
two	NBA	first-round	draft	picks,	Martelli	guided	SJU
to	21	wins	in	the	calendar	year	of	2005	to	post	a	24-
12	 record.	 Saint	 Joseph’s	 posted	 the	 conference’s
best	record	(14-2),	won	its	fifth	straight	regular-sea-
son	title	to	tie	the	league	record,	earned	the	A-10’s
top	seed	and	reached	the	title	game.	He	was	named
the	 Atlantic	 10	 Coach	 of	 the	 Year	 for	 the	 second
straight	season	and	the	fourth	time	in	his	career.	SJU
made	an	exciting	six-game	run	 in	the	NIT,	 falling	 in
the	title	game.	

In	 2003-04,	 Martelli	 guided	 a	 focused	 and
unselfish	 squad	 that	 became	 the	 most	 compelling
story	 in	 college	 basketball.	 The	 Hawks	went	 unde-
feated	in	the	regular	season,	reached	the	pinnacle	as
the	 top-ranked	 team	 in	 the	nation	 and	 earned	 the
school’s	 first-ever	 number-one	 seed	 in	 the	 NCAA
Tournament,	 while	 advancing	 to	 the	 Elite	 Eight.
Jameer	Nelson	was	the	consensus	National	Player	of
the	 Year	 and	 with	 teammate	 Delonte	 West,	 were
both	 first-round	 selections	 in	 the	 NBA Draft.	 SJU
opened	 the	 season	 ranked	 12th	 in	 the	 polls	 and
moved	up	throughout	the	year,	taking	the	top	spot
on	March	8,	2004,	for	the	first	time	ever,	while	fin-
ishing	fifth	in	the	polls,	for	SJU’s	highest	final	ranking
since	1966.		

Martelli	joined	with	Nelson	to	sweep	the	national
coach	 and	 player	 awards,	 marking	 one	 of	 the	 few
times	in	history	that	the	top	player	and	coach	were
from	 the	 same	 school.	He	was	 also	 the	Atlantic	 10

SJU’s	foes	have	outscored	the	Hawks,
651-414	from	the	three-point	line.	Saint	Joseph’s	is	converting	32.8	per-
cent	 of	 its	 three-point	 attempts	while	 the	 opponents	 are	 hitting	 35.6
percent.	Saint Joseph’s	is	averaging	18.3	three-point	field	goal	attempts
per	 game,	while	 the	 opponents	 are	 taking	 26.4	 threes	 per	 game.	 The
Hawks	rank	291st	in	the	nation	in	three-pointers	made	per	game	(6.0).

The	point	guard	is
averaging	a	team-high	14.8	field	goal	attempts	per	game,	and	his	total	of
341	shots	is	104	more	than	the	next	highest	by	a	Hawk	(237)	by	Charlie
Brown.	 Kimble	 took	 a	 season-high	 18	 attempts	 versus	 both	 George
Mason	and	Dayton.	

INJURY	BUG:	The	Hawks	are	certainly	jinxed	with	significant	injuries	this
year,	 with	 the	 latest	 setback	 being	 Shavar	 Newkirk’s torn	 ACL.	 The
streak	of	bad	 luck	began	this	summer	when	sophomore	Pierfrancesco
Oliva,	a	starter	in	2015-16,	was	diagnosed	with	a	knee	condition	that	is
causing	him	to	miss	the	year.	James	Demery suffered	a	stress	fracture	in
the	first	game	on	Nov.	12	that	forced	him	to	miss	10	games.

DEAN	 OF	 COACHES: Now	 in	 his	 22nd	 season	 as	 Saint	 Joseph’s	 head
coach,	Phil	Martelli	is	the	dean	of	A-10	coaches.	He’s	the	Hawks’	leader
in	wins	with	a	413-286	record,	and	has	a	201-150	record	in	Atlantic	10
play	for	the	most	conference	wins	of	any	active	coach,	and	the	second
most	all-time.	

THEY’RE	BACK:	Although	 Saint	 Joseph’s	 returned	 12	 players	 from	 last
year’s	A-10	champion	team,	only	 four	of	 them	averaged	double-figure
minutes	during	that	season.	Shavar	Newkirkwas	the	lone	starter	return-
ing	while	James	Demery and	Lamarr	Kimble were	the	other	two	players
seeing	significant	playing	time,	making	key	contributions	off	the	bench.

One	 of	 the	most	 famous	mascots	 in	 college

sports,	 the	 Saint	 Joseph’s	 Hawk	 celebrates	 its
60th	anniversary	in	2015-16.	

The	Hawk	is	best	known	for	staying	in	constant
motion	by	flapping	its	wings	throughout	every	bas-
ketball	 game	 and	 representing	 the	 Saint	 Joseph’s
motto,	“The	Hawk	Will	Never	Die”.	

The	idea	for	the	Hawk	as	a	mascot	was	originat-
ed	 by	 Jim	 Brennan	 during	 the	 1954-55	 season.
Brennan,	an	ex-Marine	and	SJU	cheerleader,	at	first
wanted	to	secure	an	actual	hawk,	but	later	switched
to	 the	 costume	 idea.	 	 The	 student	 government
raised	the	120	dollars	needed	to	buy	the	initial	cos-
tume,	which	Brennan	donned	for	three	years.		He	made	his	debut	as	the	Hawk	on
January	4,	1956,	a	69-56	win	over	La	Salle	at	the	Palestra.	The	Hawk	has	not	missed
a	men’s	basketball	game	since	that	first	season.	

In	addition	to	the	constant	flapping,	the	Hawk	is	also	recognized	by	its	“flying”	in
figure	eights	around	the	court	during	timeouts.		The	constant	motion,	coupled	with
the	 scrappy	play	of	 the	University’s	athletic	 teams,	helped	 to	 spawn	 the	 school’s
familiar	slogan	“The	Hawk	Will	Never	Die!”	A	few	years	ago,	ESPN	used	a	“flap-o-
meter”	on	the	national	telecast	of	a	Saint	Joseph’s	game	to	estimate	that	the	Hawk
flaps	its	wings	3,500	times	during	a	regulation	game.

The	Hawk	is	unique	because	it	is	one	of	the	few	mascots	in	the	nation	that	travels
to	every	game,	and	the	student	who	holds	the	position	gains	a	tuition	scholarship.
The	student,	who	is	selected	through	an	interview	process	during	the	previous	spring
semester,	also	serves	as	a	team	manager	for	the	men’s	basketball	team	and	travels
with	the	squad.
