COMMON CONNECTIONS

Rookie Julia Nystrom played on the Sweden National team with Penn’s
Stina Almqvist. They duo also played against each other in club basket-
ball. Quaker’s assistant coach, Ashley Robinson, was a member of the
Saint Joesph’s women'’s basketball team from 2009 to 2015. Robinson
earned her undergrad and masters and was a part of the 2013 Atlantic
10 Championship team. Robinson holds one bachelor’s degree and two
master’s degrees from SJU.

IT'S BEEN A WHILE
Tuesday game will be the first between the Hawks and Quakers in over
two years, or 748 days to be exact.

PENN PROBLEM
Since the 2018-19 season, St. Joe's is 4-0 against lvy League teams not
named Penn. The Hawks are 0-2 in that timeframe against the Quakers.

PUT IT ON MY CHARGE CARD

Graduate student Katie Jekot has established herself as a master of
taking charges. This season, the Enola, Pa. native has drawn 10 charges,
including a season high three against Villanova.

LAST SECOND MAGIC AGAINST YALE

With 2.4 seconds remainin? in regulation, graduate student Alayna
Girbble launched a three from the corner for the gamewinner against
Yale. The triple pusehd Gribble to a game high 14 points. Rookie Laila
Fair made her first career start against the Bulldogs and tied her career
marks in points (12) and rebounds (6).

UNDERCLASSMEN SHINE IN VAN CHANCELLOR CLASSIC

The Hawks spent their Thanksgiving weekend in Katy, Texas at the Van
Chancellor Classic and some underclassmen made the most of their
opportunities. In the three games, freshmen and sophomores accounted
for 53.9% of all scoring. Rookies Mackenzie Smith (17 pts), Laila Fair
(12 pts), and sophomore Olivia Mullins (11 pts) all posted career marks
in points.

EMI NLI

Coming from Melbourne, Austrialia, the 6 foot standout, Emi Devenie,
signed her National Letter of Intent on November 15th. She is currently
doing a prep year at Royal Crown Academic School in Ontario, and will
be arriving at SJU for the 2022-23 basketball season.

DOUBLE-DOUBLE PLEASE

Junior Kaliah Henderson posted her first double-double of the season
against Monmouth as she led all players in both points (16) and re-
bounds (10).

NOT MY YEAR - CRIMSON SHIRT
Junior Jaden Walker and rookie Kaylie Griffin will be sitting out this
season and taking a crimson shirt year - not to be confused with redshirt.

OUR HAWKS > YOURS

St. Joe's jumped out to a 15-0 lead over UMES in the season opener and
the rest was history. The Hawks tallied 84 points, the most in a game
since defeating UMass 84-79 on Jan. 13, 2018, in the 84-49 blowout of
the lesser Hawks. The 35-point margin is the largest for SJU since a New
Year's Eve rout of VCU, 49-41, in 2017. Graduate student Katie Jekot
(16), freshman Talya Brugler (14), and rookie Mackenzie Smith (12)
led the Hawks in scoring.

NOT SO DIFFERENT

The 2021-22 Hawks roster isn‘t so different from a season ago. In fact,
77% of the roster is the same, including 84% of the scoring from last go
around. The losses for St. Joe's were Alexis Santarelli, Lula Roig, and
Olivia Ramil.

A 1991 and
1993 graduate of SJU, Griffin (nee
Anderson) has compiled an overall
record of 385-310 in 23 seasons as
a head coach, and a 337-277 record
over 20 years at Hawk Hill that has
included ™11 postseason appearances.

The eighth coach in NCAA Division |
history to lead her alma mater to the
NCAA Tournament as a ﬁlayer and a
coach, Griffin's squads have posted
six 20-win seasons and six victories
over nationally-ranked teams, while
her players have been honored
as Atlantic 10  All-Conference
performers 20 times and 16 have
gone on to play professionally.

Despite =~ numerous COVID-19
interruptions, the Hawks went 7-10
overall'in 2020-21.

Guiding a veteran squad, Griffin
brought SJU back to the postseason
in 2017-18 as the Hawks advanced
to Second Round of the WNIT and
finished with a 19-15 overall record
marking the most games played (34}
in a single-season in team "history.
Capturing the Hawk Classic title in
November, the Hawks battled back
from injures during conference play
to five of their last six conference
games and carried that momentum
ug to the title game of the A-10
Championship. Along the way, senior
Chelsea Woods earned All-Big 5 First
Team and A-10 All-Conference Third
Team honors, with junior Sarah
Veilleux being selected Big 5 Scholar-
Athlete, named to the All-Big 5

Under Griffin's leadership, Saint
Joseph’s posted one of its most
memorable seasons in team history
in 2012-13 as the Hawks claimed the
Atlantic 10 Championship for just the
third time and earned the automatic
NCAA Tournament bid. Led by a
senior class that had advanced tothe
?_ogtseason _every year, the Hawks
finished with a 23-9 record that
included wins over #5 Maryland and
#11 Dayton.

In addition to the team’s success,
a trio of Hawks were singled out
for their performances, “led by
NCAA Woman of the Year nominee
Chatilla van Grinsven. With Griffin's
guidance, van Grinsven turned in
one of the more dominant seasons in
recent SJU history, becoming just the
fifth player in SJU history to average
a double-double for the year en
route to being named to the A-10
All-Conference First Team and as the
Big 5 Player of the Year. The duo of
backcourt mates Shields and Cloud
hqlﬁed propel SJU to new heights,
with Shields garnering A-10 and Bi
5 Most Improved Player honors an
[-AAA distinction, while Cloud was
named the Most Outstanding Player
of the 2013 A-10 Championship.

Backed by a veteran-laden team in
2011-12, 'the Hawks earned their
third-straight WNIT berth and posted
their most wins (22) since the 2003-
04 season. Moving into second place
in career victories at her alma mater,
Griffin picked up her 200th win as
the Hawks topped Boston University
in the opening game of the WNIT on
March 15, 2072, Leading the Hawks
to a 15-4 mark at home, she helped
Saint Joseph’s become one of the
more efficient teams in the nation,
ranking fourth in fewest turnovers
per game (12.5), 26th in three-point
percentage (.3482 and 39th in field
goal percentage (.423).

Individually, senior Michelle Baker
and Kelly Cavallo had breakout
ears, both garnering All-Big 5
onors.

Returning just one starter for the
2010-11 season, the Hawks quickly
jelled under Griffin's guidance as
they went on to win 20 games,
earned the program’s 700th victory,
and advanced to the second round
of the WNIT. Led by All-Big 5
honorees Baker and Katie Kuester,
Saint Joseph’s had its most efficient
offensive showing since 2002-03, as
the Hawks finished 60th in the nation
in field goal percentage (42.1).

Additionally, several Hawks were
honored for outstanding seasons in

Among the wins, Saint
Joseph’s posted its biggest win over
a non-conference ranked opponent
since the 1984-85, topping #15
Auburn for the Hawk Classic title.

Despite Iqsin? several experienced
pla¥ers prior to the 2006-07 season,
Griffin had her team peaking at the
right time. Playing Griffin's style of
hard-nosed defense and persistent
offense, the Hawks advanced to the
Atlantic 10 Championship. game,
including the program’s first win
over a top 10 opponent (#8 George
Washington) since 1992 along the
way. Saint Joseph’s capped the season
with its fifth WNIT apg)earance in six
years and tied the SJU record for
games played in a season with 33.

Fueled by a collection of
newcomers and a developed core of
upperclassmen, Griffin led the Hawks
back to national prominence in 2005-
06. The Crimson and Gray engineered
the nation’s best turnaround (13
games) and received votes in the
national polls for the first time since
2003-04. The Hawks advanced to the
semifinals of the A-10 Cha\Tleionship
and earned a berth in the IT.

With the loss of four 1,000-point
scorers, the 2004-05 Hawks showed
their true colors down the stretch,
earning a hard-fought victory over
La Salle in the opening round of the
Atlantic 10 Championship and comin
within 10 points of 16th-ranked, an
eventual A-10 Champion, Temple.

Led by six seniors, the 2004 team
went 22-11 and advanced to the
WNIT Elite Eight. Saint Joseph's
finished secon o
in the A-10 East |/
and dropEed a
heartbreaker in [
the Atlantic 10 |5
Championship
to Temple.

The team sprinted to the
conference’s Eastern Division title
and earned a berth in the WNIT for
the second straight season, despite
the departure "of SJU's all-time

leading scorer and a non-conference
schedule that ranked fourth
nationally.

Griffin helped to reinvigorate the
SJU program in her first season,
leading the squad to a 24-8 record
and the second round of the WNIT.
She capitalized on the team’s
tradition of scrappy play and rugged
defense, while releasing the reins
and allowing the team to play a more
u?-tem o style on the offensive end
of the floor." The Hawks finished the
year among the national leaders in
nine different categories and paced
the nation in free throw percentage
for the second straight year.

FoIIowinﬁ; her playing career, Griffin
spent the 1992-93 season as a
8raduate assistant at her alma mater.

he then accepted an assistant’s spot
at Vanderbilt University from 1993-
95 under former Saint Joseph's head
coach Jim Foster. Foster recruited
Griffin to SJU and coached her during
her playing career on Hawk Hill.

In her two years as an assistant at
Vanderbilt, the Commodores finished
53-15 overall, won the 1995 SEC
championship and reached the NCAA
Sweet 16 both seasons. In addition
to coaching responsibilities, she was
the co-director of the Vanderbilt
Basketball Camp and the director of
the Black & Gold Club.
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Griffin left Vanderbilt after the 1995 season to become an assistant
coach at Loyola Maryland. She spent three seasons as an assistant
under Patty Coyle before bemg promoted to associate head coach
in 1998. Griffin was promoted to the position of head women'’s
basketball coach at Loyola Maryland midway through the 1998-
99 season. She was the seventh-youngest head coach in Division
| at the time. Griffin — who was named head coach five games
into the season as Coyle left for an assistant coach position with
the WNBA's New York'Liberty — kept the Greyhounds’ momentum
gomg as Loyola Maryland won a team-record 21 games that year.

Conference semifinals all three years.

One of the top playmakers in Saint Joseph’s history, Griffin starred
for the Hawks from 1987-88 through 1991-92 (missing the 1988-
89 season due to injury). A three-time team captain, Griffin
finished her career with 662 points, 278 rebounds, 510 assists and
197 steals. She currently ranks fourth on SJU’s all-time assist list.
As a junior in 1990-91, she played in 1,178 out of a possible 1,200
minutes to set the school record for minutes played in a single
season. The Hawks made three NCAA Tournament appearances
and posted three straight 20-win seasons during her playin
career. A two-time Second Team All-Big 5 choice, as well as a Thir
Team All-Atlantic 10 pick as a senior, she was inducted into the
Saint Joseph’s Women's Basketball Hall of Fame in 1998.

A native of Maple Glen, Pa., Griffin played her high school
basketball for Bishop McDevitt, winning two Philadelphia Catholic
League titles. A 1987 graduate of McDevitt, she was inducted
into its Athletic Hall of Fame in 1997, and in 2002, received the
Philadelphia Catholic League’s alumni achievement award. She
earned a bachelor’s degree in accounting from Saint Joseph’s in
1991 and completed her M.B.A. from SJU in 1993. She resides in
Conshohocken, Pa., with her husband, Curtis, and children, Kaylie,

T% IMASCOT | 66TH SEASON | HAWK HILL, PHILADELPHIA

One of the most famous mascots in college sports, the Saint
Joseph’s Hawk celebrates its 66th anniversary in 2021-22. The
Hawk is best known for staying in constant motion by flapping
its wings throughout every basketball game and representing
the Saint Joseph’s motto, “The Hawk Will Never Die.”

Jim Brennan originated the idea for a hawk as mascot during
the 1954-55 season. Brennan, an ex-Marine and SJU cheerleader,
at first wanted to secure an actual hawk, but later switched to
the costume idea. The student government raised the 120 dol-
lars needed to buy the initial costume, which Brennan donned
for three years. He made his debut as the Hawk on January 4,
1956, a 69-56 win over La Salle at The Palestra. Since then, and
including this season, a total of 59 SJU students have donned
the costume. The Hawk has not missed a men'’s basketball game
since that first season in 1954-55, with the exception of select
contests during the 2020-21 season due to the COVID-19 pan-
demic. The Hawk, who was present at most women's basketball
games, became a mainstay in 1989. Since then, 19 SJU students
have been ‘The Hawk' for the women's basketball team.

In addition to the constant flapping, the Hawk is also recog-
nized by its “flying” in figure eights around the court during
timeouts. Years ago, ESPN used a “flap-o-meter” on the nation-
al telecast of a Saint Joseph’s game to estimate that the Hawk
flaps its wings 6,300 times during a regulation game.

The Hawk is unique because it is one of the few mascots in the
nation that travels to every game. The student, who is select-
ed through an interview process during the previous spring se-
mester, also has served as a team manager for both basketball
teams.

The most decorated mascot in the country, The Hawk has gar-
nered numerous accolades in its history. In 2013-14, NCAA.com

named The Hawk as “College Basketball’s Best Tradition”. The
Sporting News, Sports lllustrated, Sports Illustrated for Kids,
Street & Smith’s Basketball Yearbook and ESPN College Bas-
ketball magazine have selected it as the nation’s top mascot.
Eastern Basketball tabbed The Hawk as the Atlantic 10 Con-
ference’s best mascot, while The Hawk won a “Best of Philly”
award from Philadelphia Magazine in 2003-04. The Hawk was
selected as a nominee for the Mascot Hall of Fame on multiple
occasions.

Saint Joseph’s athletic teams have been recognized with the
nickname “Hawks” since 1929. At that time, the school’s year-
book editor, Charlie Dunn, initiated a contest among the stu-
dent body for a symbol. More than 100 submissions were nar-
rowed to two, with “Hawks” winning out over “Grenadiers”
(World War | soldiers who specialized in tossing grenades) by
a slim margin in the final vote.

John Gallagher ‘31, a catcher on the Saint Joseph’'s baseball
team, submitted the winning suggestion. He won a sweater
with a special Saint Joseph’s monogram for selecting the win-
ning name. According to the Student Annual, the nickname was
appropriate because it typified “the fighting spirit of our crim-
son and gray athletes and it is suggestive of the aerial attack
which has made our football team famous.” Ironically, football
was discontinued at Saint Joseph’s following the 1939 season.

But it has been the connection with the storied tradition of the
Saint Joseph’s men’s and women'’s basketball programs that has
given The Hawk mascot its prominence on the national level,
making it one of the most recognized mascots in college ath-
letics.

MOVE OVER ‘'MARE OF EASTTOWN:' THE REAL MARE SHEEHAN IS ALSO A
DELCO NATIVE, A HAWKS BASKETBALL CAPTAIN, AND A WAWA FAN

In March, Mary “Mare” Shee-
han woke up to a text from her
parents with a link about a new
show on HBO called Mare of
Easttown. Not only was the show
set in the Philly suburb where
she grew up, but the lead char-
acter played by Kate Winslet was
also named Mare Sheehan.

“My parents instantly were like
"We can’t wait for it to start! You
have to come home on Sundays
to have dinner and watch the
show,’” Sheehan said.

And so, Sheehan, 22, a graduate
student at St. Joseph's University
who's a captain and guard on
the women's basketball team
(known as the Hawks), did.

Then things started to get weird.

Not only was HBO's Mare Shee-
han from Delco, but she was also
a star basketball player, nick-
named “Miss Lady Hawk.”

Kate Winslet's Mare Sheehan in
HBO's “The Mare of Easttown”
is a world-weary detective who
was a star basketball player in
high school known as “Miss Lady
Hawk."

“It was crazy,” Sheehan said.

"] was like wait, hold on, now
we got my name, my town, my
sport, and my mascot? This is too
much! It's one too many coinci-
dences.”

Sheehan, 22, grew up in Drexel
Hill, Delaware County (Delco!),
and said people have been
calling her Mare since she was a
child.

She went to Cardinal O'Hara
High School, where she led the

girls basketball team to the Phil-
adelphia Catholic League cham-
pionship her senior year, then
enrolled at St. Joe's, where 11 of
her family members are alumni,
including her mother and father.
Her dad even played the mascot,
the Hawk, for three years.

Sheehan joined the basket-

ball team her freshman year
and, because she took summer
courses and had AP credits that
transferred from high school,
she got her undergrad degree
in accounting by her junior year.
During her fourth year, she
returned to St. Joe's to get her
MBA and, thanks to the NCAA's
COVID-19 waiver granting stu-
dents another year of eligibility,
she’s coming back to play her
final season at St. Joe’s this fall
as a guard and co-captain of the
women's basketball team.

Mary “Mare” Sheehan, a guard
and co-captain for Saint Joseph'’s
University Women'’s Basket-

ball Team, is a standout on the
basketball court, just like Kate
Winslet's character, Mare Shee-
han, on the HBO series “Mare of
Easttown.”
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“| decided to take the fifth year
option because | love this place

so much and | wanted to come
back,” she said.

Deloitte, an accounting firm
which offered Sheehan a po-
sition in its Philly office, even
agreed to defer her spot in its
audit department until 2022 so
she could play another year.

While there are similarities, their
career aspirations are among the
many stark differences between
the Mares, including that the real
Sheehan is not a grandmother or
a mother and she does not vape
excessively, or at all.

“| gotta keep these lungs work-
ing good,” she said.

Sheehan also never puts Cheez
Whiz on cheeseballs.

“1 do like cheese, just not in
those forms,” she said. “We'd
make jokes about her diet all the
time, trying to draw a contrast
between myself and her.”

But both Mares do share a love
of Wawa, though the real Mare’s
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order is a bit more complicated
than coffee with two creamers,
no sugar.

“] get an Italian hoagie —ya
gotta have a hoagie from Wawa
— with pepperoni, pickles, sweet
peppers, and, this is the kicker,

| put buffalo sauce as my condi-
ment.”

Sheehan said she loved all the
Wawa and other local references
on the show and thought the
writing and acting were phe-
nomenal, even if she could never
get used to hearing her name on
screen.

As her friends and family
watched the show live — or even
now, when they’re catching up
on streaming — she gets calls
and texts asking if she’s talked

to anybody from the show about
using her likeness.

“1'd love to meet Kate but I'm
definitely not coming for any
legal things,” she said.

Sheehan, who said the most
Delco thing about her is “proba-
bly how much | love Delco” and
how “everybody who knows me
knows I'm from Delco,” felt the
cast nailed the Delco accent.

But at times the show came
down a bit hard on her beloved
home county, she said.

“They definitely played into the
stereotype that everybody is a
little tougher here and rough
around the edges,” she said.

“And while | feel like Delco is
known for drinking, on the show
anytime anybody was eating
they were drinking, and that's
not exactly true.”

Sheehan said she and her par-
ents, who watched the show
together, did guess who dun it
before the finale aired ("1 have
a text receipt to a friend proving

it!”), but they're less certain how
the title character came to share
her name.

“The thing is | would have loved
the show even if | didn’t have

all those connections,” said the
real Mare Sheehan, who like the
character of the same name on
"Mare of Easttown,” also has a
lot on her shoulders, including
being co-captain of the Saint
Joseph’s University Women'’s Bas-
ketball Team.

As with all things in Delco there
are theories, of course. Sheehan'’s
dad and siblings attended Car-
dinal O'Hara High, where Tom
Ingelsby, the father of the show’s
creator, Brad Ingelsby, also
attended and played ball. And
there’s a theory that somebody
may have dated someone else’s
cousin (which is a prevailing the-
ory for many things in Delco, of
course).

“Those are the only real stretches
we have,” Sheehan said.

On Wednesday, Sheehan — who
has played the role of Mare
Sheehan her whole life, for free
— was not the least bit bitter to
learn Winslet had been nominat-
ed for an Emmy for her role in
the show this week.

“No way! That's incredible!” she
said. “l thought she just did a
phenomenal job.”

In her final season with the
Hawks, Sheehan is not only hop-
ing to score a championship with
the team, she’s also hoping that
Winslet, whose character showed
up to a reunion for her basket-
ball team at the local high school
slugging back a beer, might
make an appearance at a game.

“l have a ticket with her name
on it for any and all games she
wants to come to,” Sheehan said.
“They do sell beer at our games
now, so I'll make sure we’ve got
it stocked for her.”

When Kaylie Griffin was younger,
she knew when - and how - to
give her mother space after a
tough loss.

Yes, the daughter understood
how to read Cindy Griffin, the
coach of the Saint Joseph’s Uni-
versity women'’s basketball team,
and when to tiptoe around the
house.

“1 knew growing up when mom
came home and she lost, we
would behave a little bit better,
like clean up the house,” Kaylie
said with a laugh, of her strategy
off the court as a kid with sib-
lings Hannah and Curtis, Jr.

Well, flash forward — and for
both mother and daughter the
last decade or so has been a flash
- and now Kaylie is a talented
frosh guard with a high ceiling
for the Hawks and her mother.

“And | think that kind of applies
here,” Kaylie continued on how
she will approach now playing
for her mom, “so, | think when
we lose a game or we have a
tough practice, we will just go
our separate ways because you
don’t want to clash as mother-
daughter, but as coach-player
we have to have a relationship
where we can talk about it, like
what | personally did wrong.”

Cindy, the all-time leader in wins
at Saint Joseph'’s entering her
21st season, knows there are
inherent challenges coaching a
child on any level, but she also
knows her daughter.

“1 think you just have to sepa-
rate the hats you wear,” said the
coach, who also was a scrappy,
star player on Hawk Hill and
inducted to the school’s women'’s
basketball Hall of Fame.

Kaylie, a multiple All-Conference
selection at Gwynedd Mercy
Academy, knew for a long time
what was best for her.

“| just grew up around the pro-
gram and seeing the players and
the coaches and all the great
people that my mom has been
surrounded by and I've been
surrounded by,” Kaylie said. “I
just always want to come here
and | always want to be a part of
that.”

Cindy Griffin (nee Anderson),
one of the top playmakers in
Saint Joseph’s history while
running the point from 1987-88
through 1991-92 (she missed the
1988-89 season due to injury but
came back in 1990-91 to play in
a school-record 1,178 out of a
possible 1,200 minutes), said she
“never really thought about”

coaching her daughter in col-
lege, adding “I just can’t believe
I've been here for 21 years.”

The coach fondly recalled a me-
dia day when her daughter was
six months old.

“She was in my arms during the
interviews and | can’t believe
shg's p_Iaylng for us now,” Cindy
said, "it's really surreal.”

For Kaylie, sports and competi-
tion has always been as real as
the walls of their Conshohocken
home. Her father, Curtis, wres-
tled at Lock Haven. Kaylie's cous-
in, John Griffin I, served as the
Saint Joseph’s men’s basketball
head coach from 1990-95, while
her cousin John Griffin Il is the
current associate head coach for
the SJU men’s basketball pro-
gram.

“1 think growing up | always
wanted to play for my mom just
because | always went recruit-
ing with her,” Kaylie said, “and

| think my mom and | just real-
ly connect through basketball
because we have a knowledge
of the game, so we talk things
out and talk things through with
each other.
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"And, when she would watch
film preparing for games, we
would watch together and | real-
ly just wanted to be part of that.
And before | committed, | was
just doing some reflecting and
realized | just wanted to be here
and wanted to play under her.

“1 just think it's a wonderful op-
portunity for both of us.”

“To be able to coach her and her
being part of our team is really
special,” agreed the coach, who
played her high school basketball
for recently-closed Bishop McDe-
vitt, winning two Philadelphia
Catholic League titles.

“She is trying to find her way

a little bit, which any kid as a
freshman is trying to do, but she
knows the game and she has a
real high basketball 1Q, but she
probably needs a year or two for
the physicality standpoint and
understanding the level, but she
is going to be a really nice player
for us.”

Cindy was a point guard for
coach Jim Foster and played in
the backcourt with Hawks Hall of
Famer Ellen Shields.

“She is a point guard, but | think
she can play combo,” Cindy said
about her daughter. “She can
shoot the ball, but | think she has
to work on her scoring, shooting
and scoring are two different
things.

“But just based on her basketball
IQ and her ball-handling ability,
she’s going to be a point guard
for us.”

} Griffin, who is the eighth coach

in NCAA Division | history to lead
her alma mater to the NCAA
Tournament as a player and a
coach, was a three-time team
captain and still ranks fourth

on SJU’s all-time assist list. The
Hawks made three NCAA tour-
ney appearances while posting
three straight 20-win seasons
with her at the point.

Last year, during the COVID-19
shortened — and interrupted -
season, the Hawks finished 7-10.
The pandemic didn‘t just affect
games, of course, but recruiting,
too.

“Yeah with the COVID, peo-

ple want to be close to home
because we were home, but it
could work the opposite way and
people wanted to get away, so
that was always a thought, you
know people wanted more dif

ferent experiences,” Cindy said
when asked if COVID played into
her daughter’s decision. “But, |
think she just knew she wanted
to be here and | tried to paint

a not-so-good picture - like you
have to do this, or you got to do
that and are you sure you want
to do this?”

Kaylie is one of five frosh - for-
wards Talya Brugler and Laila
Fair, and guards Mackenzie Smith
and Julia Nystrom - on the veter-
an team, which includes eight ju-
niors and seniors who averaged
at least nine minutes in 14 of 17
games last season.

But, Kaylie is the only one who
will play for her mother.

“My mom has never coached me
so this will be the first time and |
think it'll be great,” said Kaylie.
“] think we have a healthy rela-
tionship and we will be able to
switch from daughter and moth-
er to player and coach.

“Over the years, we've been very
good at that.”
