Senior midfielder/
forward Jenny Hummert and junior defender
Maddy Bush have tallied two goals apiece,
while freshman forwards Cristina Rodriguez
and Kirsten Clemens each have a goal and
an assist. Senior midfielder Tori Belgeri has
recorded a goal; sophomore midfielder Jamei
Borges has two assists; and senior forward
Maddie Gebauer and freshman midfielder
Tori Marshall own one assist apiece.

LAST TIME OUT - The Billikens overcame
adversity to post a 1-0 victory at Richmond
Friday night. Kirsten Clemens scored her first
collegiate goal at the 7:31 mark, and SLU held
on despite seeing goalkeeper Hanna Benben
sent off with a red card in the 44th minute.
After Andrea Strebler finished the half
between the posts, Lindsay Elking took over
following intermission and made four saves to
preserve the Bills’ first shutout of the season.

HEAD COACH KATIE SHIELDS — Katie Shields is
in her first season as the Billikens’ head coach
after serving as an assistant to Kat Mertz
last year. Prior to her arrival at SLU, Shields
spent two seasons as an assistant coach and
recruiting coordinator at Northwestern. She
served three years in the same capacities
at her alma mater, Harvard. Shields began
her coaching career with a one-year stint
as an assistant at UC Irvine. She is joined
on the sideline by four newcomers to the

staff — assistant coaches Scott Gloden and
Vince Gentile, volunteer assistant Anne
Gloden and senior graduate manager Maggie
Baumann.

RODRIGUEZ GARNERS A-10 WEEKLY HONOR
— Freshman forward Cristina Rodriguez was
named Atlantic 10 Conference women’s soccer
Rookie of the Week for the week of Aug. 19-
25. Rodriguez enjoyed an impressive debut
in SLU’s 3-2 victory over Western Michigan
in the season opener Aug. 23. After assisting
on the Billikens’ first tally early in the game,
she registered her first collegiate goal in the
77th minute to snap a 1-1 tie. Rodriguez
became just the fifth freshman in Saint Louis
women’s soccer history, and the first since
Mandy Trokey in 1999, to score at least three
points in a season opener. She is only the third
Billiken freshman to record a goal and an assist
in a season-opening contest; Jennifer Tissi and
Katie Stewart accomplished the feat in 1996,
SLU’s inaugural season.

NEAR-RECORD CROWD FOR OPENER — The
crowd of 2,442 for the SLU-Western Michigan
contest was the second largest for a SLU
women’s home game, falling just 326 short of
the record of 2,768 set against Kansas on Sept.
1, 2000.

RODRIGUEZ COLLECTS PRESEASON HONOR
— Freshman forward Cristina Rodriguez
was selected to the Atlantic 10 Conference
preseason All-Rookie team by a vote of the
league’s head coaches. Rodriguez earned
Missouri Class 2 Player of the Year accolades
as a junior and senior while helping lead
St. Dominic High School in O’Fallon, Mo.,
to consecutive state titles. She was an All-
American in her senior season, earned first-
team All-State plaudits three times, collected
All-Metro accolades twice and was a four-time
All-Conference performer.

18 BILLIKENS RETURN - Saint Louis returns
eight starters and 10 additional players from
last year’s 5-9-4 team that finished 12th
(3-4-2) in the Atlantic 10 Conference. Among
the returning starters are senior forwards
Maddie Gebauer (3G, 1A) and Jenny Hummert
(2G, 3A), who tied for the team scoring lead
in 2012. Junior forward Lindsay Elking tallied
one goal and three assists last year after
earning a starting spot. Senior defender
Jessie Jarrett (1G, 1A) is back after helping
the Bills post seven shutouts and a 1.11 GAA,
as are junior defenders Maddy Bush (1G)
and Mary Wright (1A). Additional returning
starters are junior forward Abbey Stock and
sophomore midfielder Katelyn Hammarlund.

Dayton and defending
champion La Salle tied for the most points in
the balloting, with Dayton earning the nod
as conference favorite based on an edge in
first-place votes. VCU was third, followed
by Richmond, Massachusetts, new member
George Mason, Saint Joseph’s, SLU, Fordham,
Rhode Island, George Washington, Duquesne
and St. Bonaventure.
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RECORD NUMBER OF HOME GAMES ON THE
SCHEDULE — After playing just seven games —
the fewest in program history — on the home
schedule a year ago, the Billikens welcome a
record 11 opponents to Robert R. Hermann
Stadium this season. The previous high was 10
home games in 1997.

A FIRST TIME FOR EVERYTHING — Freshman
forward Kirsten Clemens tallied her first
career goal in a 1-0 win at Richmond. Senior
midfielder Tori Belgeri scored her first goal
as a Billiken, and Clemens notched her first
career assist in a 3-2 win over St. Bonaventure.
Sophomore Livi Logan-Wood tallied her first
collegiate assist at lllinois State, and freshman
Tori Marshall picked up her first collegiate
point with an assist at lowa. Saint Louis had
a number of “firsts” in the Western Michigan
game. Freshman Cristina Rodriguez collected
her first goal and first assist; Logan-Wood
scored her first career goal; sophomore Jamei
Borges recorded her first career assist (and
added a second); and sophomore Hanna
Benben registered her first career victory in
goal.

BILLS IN NINTH SEASON IN A-10 — Saint Louis
is in its ninth year as a member of the Atlantic
10 Conference. Now consisting of 13 member
institutions, the league has a new look this
year as Butler, Charlotte, Temple and Xavier
have left and George Mason has been added.
La Salle captured the 2012 women’s soccer
regular-season and conference tournament
titles.

BILLIKENS ENJOY RICH HISTORY —The Billikens
carry an all-time record of 184-124-44 (.585).
In conference play, SLU is 99-52-19 (.638) —
43-26-10 (.608) in the Atlantic 10 and 56-26-9
(.665) in Conference USA, its initial affiliation.
Saint Louis played in the NCAA Tournament
in 2005 and 2006, reaching the second round
both years after claiming the A-10 tournament
crown. The Bills have won three regular-season
conference titles — 2005 (A-10), 2004 (C-USA)
and 1999 (C-USA).

SLU HISTORICALLY TOUGH AT HOME — The
Billikens are tough to beat at Robert R.
Hermann Stadium. Since the facility re-opened
in 1999, the Bills are 90-34-17 (.699) at home,
including 53-11-8 (.792) in league play.

NATIONAL CHAMPS - Jenny Hummert, Jessie
Jarrett, Maddy Bush, Lindsay Elking and Julia
Merlo were members of the St. Louis Scott
Gallagher team that captured the U.S. Adult
Soccer Association U23 national championship
this summer. SLSG posted a 2-1 double-
overtime victory over FC Wisconsin Nationals
in the title match.

College Cup coaches,” May said. “They were
unanimous in their support of Katie Shields as
a leader who is ready to be a successful head
coach.

May said. “We are confident she will develop
a championship program by building trust,
demonstrating a commitment to excellence
and showing she cares about her student-
athletes.”

Shields helped guide Harvard to the Ivy
League title and an NCAA Championship
berth in 2008 and 2009. She coached two Ivy
League Rookies of the Year, 16 All-Conference
selections and six National Soccer Coaches
Association of America All-Region choices.

In addition to her collegiate coaching
experience, Shields served as assistant
goalkeeping coach for the Boston Breakers
of Women'’s Professional Soccer under head
coach Tony DiCicco in 2009; head coach of
the Boston Bolts F.C. girls’ youth clubs for two
years; and camp director/senior staff member
of Soccerplus Goalkeeper School from 2006-
11. Earlier this year, she served as an assistant
coach for the U.S. Under-18 Women'’s National
Team.
