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BILLIKENS RETURN TO A-10 TOURNEY AFTER
THREE-YEAR ABSENCE — Saint Louis (6-10-2,
5-2-1 A-10) has qualified for the Atlantic 10
Conference Championship for the first time
since 2009. The Billikens, who were picked to
finish eighth in the A-10 preseason poll, tied
defending champion La Salle for second place
in the final regular-season standings and were
assigned the No. 3 tournament seed based on
the league’s tiebreaker procedure.

SLU’S A-10 CHAMPIONSHIP HISTORY — Saint
Louis has made five appearances in the A-10
Championship since joining the league in
2005, compiling a 6-3 record. The Billikens
won the title in 2005 and 2006, fell in the first
round in 2007 and reached the semifinals in
2008 and 2009.

ALL-TIME TOURNAMENT RECORDS VS. 2013
PARTICIPANTS — SLU is 2-0 vs. St. Bonaventure
and 1-2 vs. Dayton in A-10 Championship
play.

BILLS’ AGAINST TOURNEY TEAMS THIS
SEASON — The Billikens are 2-2-1 against the
tournament field this season. SLU defeated St.
Bonaventure 3-2 (home) and VCU 1-0 (away),
tied Massachusetts 1-1 (home), and lost to
George Mason 1-0 (away) and Dayton 3-2
(away).

ABOUT THE BILLIKENS — Sophomore forward
Livi Logan-Wood has a team-high five goals
and adds an assist for a team-leading 11
points. Senior defender Jessie Jarrett (4G,
1A) and senior midfielder/forward Jenny
Hummert (3G, 3A) are tied for second with
nine points. Freshman forward Cristina
Rodriguez has two goals and an assist for five
points, while junior defender Maddy Bush
(2G), senior midfielder Tori Belgeri (1G, 2A)
and sophomore midfielder Jamei Borges (1G,
2A) have four points apiece. Rounding out the
scoring are freshman forward Kirsten Clemens
(1G, 1A), senior forward Maddie Gebauer (2A),
freshman midfielder Tori Marshall (1A) and
junior forward Lindsay Elking (1A). Sophomore
goalkeeper Hanna Benben carries a 1.65 goals
against average — 0.89 in conference play —
and has three shutouts.

LAST TIME OUT — Cristina Rodriguez, assisted
by Tori Belgeri, scored the only goal of the
game in the 11th minute in SLU’s 1-0 win at
VCU Nov. 3. Hanna Benben made two saves
and registered her third career shutout.

NORTH OF .500 — At 5-2-1, the Billikens posted
their first above-.500 record in conference
play since the 2008 team went 6-4-1. SLU’s
.688 winning percentage in A-10 contests is its
best since 2007 (7-2-2, .727).

TAKING UP RESIDENCE - Because they
finished the regular season at VCU on Sunday,
the Billikens have stayed in Richmond to
prepare for the A-10 Championship. This
marks the second consecutive year a SLU
team has done this; the 2013 softball team
concluded the regular season at tournament
host Massachusetts.

DEFENSE TIGHTENS UP IN LEAGUE PLAY —After
allowing 22 goals in 10 non-conference games,
the Bills yielded just seven tallies in their eight
A-10 contests for a 0.84 GAA, third best in the
league. All four SLU shutouts this year have
come against conference opponents, tying for
third in the conference.

BILLIKENS AMONG LEAGUE LEADERS - In
conference gamesonly, HannaBenbenfinished
third in goals against average (0.89) and tied
for fourth in shutouts (three); Livi Logan-Wood
was sixth in goals per game (0.50) and tied for
ninth in points per game (1.00); Jessie Jarrett
tied for first in game-winning goals (two) and
tied for seventh in goals per game (0.38); and
Jenny Hummert tied for eighth in assists per
game (0.38).

HUMMERT MOVING UP ON CAREER SHOTS
LIST — Jenny Hummert enters the A-10
Championship with 142 career shots, good for
ninth place on SLU’s all-time chart.

HEAD COACH KATIE SHIELDS — Katie Shields is
in her first season as the Billikens’ head coach
after serving as an assistant to Kat Mertz
last year. Prior to her arrival at SLU, Shields
spent two seasons as an assistant coach and
recruiting coordinator at Northwestern. She
served three years in the same capacities
at her alma mater, Harvard. Shields began
her coaching career with a one-year stint
as an assistant at UC Irvine. She is joined on
the sideline by four newcomers to the staff
— assistant coaches Scott Gloden and Vince
Gentile, volunteer assistant Anne Gloden and
senior graduate manager Maggie Baumann.

RODRIGUEZ GARNERS A-10 WEEKLY HONOR
— Freshman forward Cristina Rodriguez was
named Atlantic 10 Conference women'’s soccer
Rookie of the Week for the week of Aug. 19-
25. Rodriguez enjoyed an impressive debut
in SLU’s 3-2 victory over Western Michigan in
the season opener Aug. 23. After assisting on
the Billikens’ first tally early in the game, she
registered her first collegiate goal in the 77th
minute to snap a 1-1 tie. Rodriguez became
just the fifth freshman in Saint Louis women’s
soccer history, and the first since Mandy
Trokey in 1999, to score at least three points in
a season opener. She is only the third Billiken
freshman to record a goal and an assist in a

NEAR-RECORD CROWD FOR OPENER - The
crowd of 2,442 for the SLU-Western Michigan
contest was the second largest for a SLU
women’s home game, falling just 326 short of
the record of 2,768 set against Kansas on Sept.
1, 2000.

RODRIGUEZ COLLECTS PRESEASON HONOR
— Freshman forward Cristina Rodriguez
was selected to the Atlantic 10 Conference
preseason All-Rookie team by a vote of the
league’s head coaches. Rodriguez earned
Missouri Class 2 Player of the Year accolades
as a junior and senior while helping lead
St. Dominic High School in O’Fallon, Mo.,
to consecutive state titles. She was an All-
American in her senior season, earned first-
team All-State plaudits three times, collected
All-Metro accolades twice and was a four-time
All-Conference performer.
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A FIRST TIME FOR EVERYTHING — Sophomore
goalkeeper Hanna Benben recorded her first
career shutout and senior midfielder Tori
Belgeri notched her first career assist in a 3-0
win over Duquesne. Freshman forward Kirsten
Clemens tallied her first career goal in a 1-0
win at Richmond, while junior Lindsay Elking
— normally a forward — played in goal for the
first time in her career in that game. Belgeri
scored her first goal as a Billiken, and Clemens
notched her first career assist in a 3-2 win over
St. Bonaventure.

La Salle captured the 2012 women’s soccer
regular-season and conference tournament
titles.
