WEEK SEVEN STORYLINES
• Still Streaking: The Sooners 

have responded to a 0-2-1 start 
by rattling off seven straight 
unbeaten and five straight 

victories. The 6-2-2 start is the 
best start through 10 games 

since 2016 and the best under 
third-year head coach Mark 

Carr. The team’s seven-match 
unbeaten streak and five-game 
win streak is the longest of each 
category since the 2016 season 

(8 straight).

• Everybody Gets a Goal: The 
Sooners have had 10 different 
goal scorers in 2022, including 

five freshman tallying at least one 
goal. Additionally, six Sooners 
have two-plus goals and three 

have three or more. Ten Sooners 
have also made at least one assist 

this season.

NEW FACES SHINING
New faces have been on display 
for OU in 2022 as the Sooners 

have 18 newcomers: 14 true 
freshmen and four transfers. The 
2022 recruiting class ranked 11th 

in the country via Top Drawer 
Soccer and No. 1 in the Big 12. 

Nine true freshmen have started 
for Coach Carr in 2022, and 13 of 
the 14 have seen playing time. Of 
OU’s 21 goals on the year, 10 have 
come from newcomers, including 

five goals from freshmen.

• Hawkins Staying Hot: Senior 
transfer Emma Hawkins has 

proved to be OU’s goalscorer this 
season. Hawkins leads OU with 
five goals and 10 points, taking 

30 shots on the year and putting 
14 SOG (47%). She has scored in 

three of OU’s last four games and 
is tied for fifth in the conference 

with her five goals.

RAMEY GOES BACK-TO-BACK
OU freshman GK Olivia Ramey was 

named Big 12 Freshman of the 
Week for the second straight 

week after a shutout performance 
at Baylor last week. Ramey is 

5-0-0 as a starter and has earned 
three clean sheets and holds an 
exceptional 0.57 GAA, allowing 

just three goals on the year.

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MARK CARR
Mark Carr was named head coach of the 
Oklahoma soccer program in January 2020 and 
enters his third year at the program’s helm in 2022.

Before arriving in Norman, Carr spent the last six 
years coaching with the U.S. Soccer Federation, 
serving the last year as head coach of the U20 
Women’s National Team as it prepared for World 
Cup qualifying in February 2020. He was also head 
coach of the University of San Francisco’s women’s 
team from 2007-2011.

In his first two years at Oklahoma, the Sooners 
have had five players earn Big 12 weekly 
accolades, one All-Big 12 selection and 12 named 
to the All-Big 12 Academic Teams. 

Before coaching the U.S. U20 Women’s National 
Team, Carr presided over the U-17 Women’s 
National Team in 2017 and 2018. He led the USA 
to the 2018 Concacaf Women’s U17 Championship 
and earned a berth in the World Cup. His squad 
beat Haiti in the Concacaf semifinal and Mexico in 
the championship game and entered the World 
Cup with a 14-1-3 record.

In 2017, Carr’s U17 team went 9-1-3, playing in 
tournaments in Slovenia/Italy and China while also 
defeating England in two games in Portland, Ore., 
by a combined score of 12-3.

Carr also managed the integration and 
programming of the U15 and U16 Girls’ National 
Teams, working closely with the head coaches of 
those age groups during the World Cup cycle to 
maximize the evaluation and movement of players 
between the age groups for training camps and 
matches.

Carr joined U.S. Soccer in November 2014 as 
development coach for the USA’s Women’s Youth 
National Teams in one of three newly created 
positions and was responsible for heading the U.S. 
U-15 Girls’ National Team programming and camps 
for two-and-half-years, providing him an excellent 
base of knowledge and experience with which to 
lead the U.S. U-17s.

In 2016, Carr coached a U.S. team that participated for the first time in the Concacaf U-15 Girls’ 
Championship. He led the USA to shutout wins in all seven games, compiling a 49-0 goal difference. His 
squad defeated Costa Rico 5-0 in the semifinals and Canada 2-0 in the championship game to win the 
regional title.

Carr came to U.S. Soccer after spending three years (2012-14) as the Girls’ Premier League Director 
and Technical Director for the Lonestar Soccer Club in Austin, Texas. He was also active in the Women’s 
National Team programs, serving as a scout, helping run U.S. Soccer Training Centers in Texas and 
assisting with U-14 national camps.

From 2003 to 2011, Carr was a collegiate coach, first as an assistant at UCLA (2003-06) and then as the 
head coach at San Francisco, where his players won 16 all-conference honors. During his time at UCLA 
working with Ellis, the Bruins posted an 81-15-5 record, produced nine All-Americans, won four Pac-10 
titles, advanced to four College Cups and two national championship matches. They also posted an 18-4 
record in the NCAA Tournament.

Carr was active in the Southern California club circuit, coaching the Force Soccer Club (Redondo Beach) 
and serving as the head coach for the Girls’ U-11 and U-14 teams. He also worked with the Region IV 
Olympic Development Program.
