e No. 20/19 Kentucky snapped a seven-game losing streak to No.
18/18 Louisville in overtime, 71-61, in front of a sold out arena at
Historic Memorial Coliseum on Saturday, Nov. 16.

e It marked UK’s largest margin of victory in 32 overtime
wins in program history.

e It marked UK’s first triumph over UofL since Dec. 20, 2015.

e |t marked UK’s first ranked win since defeating No. 1/1
South Carolina, 64-62, to win the 2022 Southeastern
Conference Championship on March 6, 2022.

e For the first time this season, UK won from behind.

e Through nine games in Paris, she scored 34 points, grabbed 15
rebounds and had a team-lead four blocks.

e  Cassidy Rowe’s family and community were directly affected by
the Eastern Kentucky floods in Summer 2022.

e The Virgie, Kentucky, native and junior guard tells a great
story about how her parents had to trudge through knee-
deep water to evacuate to their neighbor’s house on higher
ground.

e Meanwhile, Rowe texted her father to see if her childhood
basketball goal was ok. He told her it wasn’t, it had been
washed away. He ended up finding it floating down the
flood stream.

e Her home ended up being ok, just some property damage.

About Kenny Brooks:

Kenny Brooks, who took Virginia Tech to the 2023 NCAA Final Four and won
the 2024 Atlantic Coast Conference regular-season championship, was named
the ninth head coach of the University of Kentucky women’s basketball pro-
gram on March 26, 2024.

Prior to Lexington, Brooks boasted a 517-204 (.717) career record through 22
seasons as a head coach. He has compiled five Colonial Athletic Association
Tournament titles, four CAA regular-season titles, one ACC Tournament title,
one ACC regular-season title, 10 NCAA Tournament appearances and one
Final Four.

Brooks arrived in Lexington after serving eight seasons as the head coach

at Virginia Tech. Under his guidance, the Hokies enjoyed eight consecutive
winning seasons (2017-24) and made four straight appearances in the NCAA
Tournament (2021-24). He also produced a record amount of ACC win totals,
ranked wins and postseason accolades in that time.

Most recently, Virginia Tech is coming off the program’s first ACC regular-sea-
son championship and a four seed in the NCAA Tournament in 2024. Just a
season before that, he led Tech to the program’s first ACC Tournament title
and earned a one seed in the NCAA Tournament. That same season, the Hok-
ies defeated Chattanooga, South Dakota State, Tennessee and Ohio State to
advance to the program’s first Final Four.

A 1992 graduate of James Madison, Brooks played for three seasons under
coach Lefty Driesell and made two NIT appearances, while also earning a
degree in business management. He began his coaching career as a part-time
assistant for the 1993-94 JMU men’s squad that won the CAA Tournament
and advanced to the NCAA Tournament. Then, after four seasons as an assis-
tant for the men’s program at Virginia Military Institute (1994-98), he moved
back to his alma mater as a men’s assistant from 1998-2002. He was named
interim women’s head coach on Dec. 6, 2002 before taking over those duties
on a full-time basis on March 21, 2003.

Brooks and his wife, Chrissy, have four children, Kendyl, Chloe, Gabby and
Nicholas.
