GAME NINE NOTES

« Southern Miss meets Arkansas State for the 15th time overall and
the fourth time as members of the Sun Belt Conference.

« The Golden Eagles lead the series 10-4, including a 2-2 record in
Jonesboro. Southern Miss looks to snap a two-game losing streak to
the Red Wolves after winning the previous seven meetings.

« The series began in 1960, and A-State captured a 14-13 triumph in
Jonesboro and they played in each of the three subsequent seasons,
before not playing again until 1977. The 2022 meeting, in which South-
ern Miss won 20-19 in Hattieshurg during its inaugural Sun Belt season,
marked the first meeting between the two schools since 2008.

« The two teams played in a bowl game once, coming in the 2005 New
Orleans Bowl - which took place at Cajun Field in Lafayette, La., follow-
ing Hurricane Katrina - and Southern Miss captured that game 31-19.

 Before losing 44-28 in Hattiesburg last season which was the final
game of the Will Hall era, the previous four games in the series had
been decided by seven points or less, as have seven of the 14 overall
meetings. Southern Miss is 3-3 in those contests.

 Former Golden Eagles Kenyon Clay (Union, Miss.) and Will Saxton
(Benton), are among 11 Mississippians on the Red Wolves roster, which
also includes Demarcus Baker (Hattiesburg), Demarcco Blanton (Sum-
mit), Ronnie Blossom (Vicksburg), Tyler Fortenberry (Brookhaven), Corey
Rucker (Bentonia), DJ Watkins (Madison), Kobe Williams (Aberdeen),
Marquis Williams (Madison) and Shaun Williams (Columbus).

« There are no Golden Eagles who call the state of Arkansas home.

 Golden Eagle offensive coordinator Blake Anderson was the head
coach at Arkansas State for seven seasons (2014-2020), posting a
51-37 record and led the Red Wolves to two Sun Belt Championships
(2015, 2016) and played for another (2017). Anderson also led A-State
to six bowl games in his tenure.

 Southern Miss offensive line coach Sean Coughlin also worked at
A-State as its offensive line coach and run game coordinator in 2019
and 2020. Assistant offensive line coach Michael Gibbs also worked
at A-State.

« The Golden Eagles hold a 214-159-11 record (.572) in games played
in the month of November in its long, storied history. The Golden Eagles
posted undefeated and untied records this calendar month 19 times.

Charles Huff comes to Southern Miss as the 23rd head football
coach after serving as head coach at Marshall University for the
past four seasons, posting a 32-20 record and culminating with
a 31-3 Sun Belt Conference championship victory Saturday night
in his final game leading the Thundering Herd.

Huff holds the distinction of being the only Marshall coach in the
FBS era to lead the Herd to a bowl game in each of their first four
seasons at the helm. During his tenure there, Huff enjoyed victo-
ries over No. 8 Notre Dame (2022) and Virginia Tech (2023). The
26-21 win over Notre Dame was part of a 9-4 season and was
Marshall’s first win over a Top 10 team since 2003.

In Huff's inaugural season in Huntington, Marshall finished 7-6
while going to its 17th bowl appearance since moving up to FBS
in 1997. Huff also navigated the Herd to a five-game winning
streak at the end of 2022, which was one of the nation’s longest
heading into the 2023 season. The 2022 season culminated with
a 28-14 win over UConn in the Myrtle Beach Bowl.

The Herd finished 6-6 during the regular season in 2023 before
dropping a 35-17 decision to UTSA in the Frisco Bowl. This
season, Marshall registered its first league championship since
capturing the 2014 Conference USA crown, while also recording
the school’s first 10-win season since 2015.

Described as an elite recruiter and developer of talent, Huff's
proven history bolstered head coach Nick Saban’s staff for the

Hampton (2010), Maryland (2009) and Tennessee State (2006-
08).

His one season in Starkville produced an effective rushing attack
that averaged 223.6 yards per game to rank second in the SEC
and 20th nationally.

Huff spent four seasons (2014-17) as Penn State’s running
backs coach and special teams coordinator. He recruited and
developed one of the game’s most electrifying players in running
back Saquon Barkley, who was drafted by the New York Giants as
the No. 2 overall pick in the 2018 draft. Numerous records fell
at the running back position and on special teams under Huff's
guidance at Penn State. Barkley, a 2017 consensus All-American,
became the first Big Ten running back in history to win Offensive
Player of the Year honors twice. A Walter Camp National

Player of the Year finalist, Barkley ranked second nationally in
all-purpose yards in 2017 (2,329). He broke four school career
records, including rushing touchdowns (43), total touchdowns
(53), all-purpose yards (5,538) and consecutive games with a
touchdown (15) in just three seasons.

Huff spent the 2013 season at Western Michigan as the running
backs coach and helped the unit nearly double its rushing
yards from 2012. The Broncos ran for 1,394 yards in 2013 after
running for just 735 yards the year before.
