N LAST TIME OUT: St. Cloud State (18-16-1, 11-
16-1 WCHA) swept No. 15 Minnesota State
(15-18-1, 8-18-1 WCHA) with a 5-2 win on
Saturday evening at the Herb Brooks National
Hockey Center, celebrating a historic Senior
Night by establishing a new program record for
conference points earned in a season (36) in
addition to matching their single-season record
for wins (18). Addi Scribner scored twice in the
win while Taylor Lind provided three assists to
account for a pair of multi-point nights. Grace
Wolfe, Courtney Hall and Jenniina Nylund each
scored a goal while Dayle Ross, Allie Cornelius,
Svenja Voigt, Klara Hymlarova, Emma Gentry
and Regan Bulger each provided an assist. Sanni
Ahola made 23 saves on 25 shots to earn her
ninth win of the season. The Huskies won 32
of 56 draws, led by a 14-6 (70.0%) effort from
Gentry.

N STATEMENT MADE: The Huskies closed the
regular season with a 11-16-1 mark in WCHA
play, finishing fifth in the conference standings
- their best regular-season finish since earning
the same spot in 2015-16. St. Cloud State’s
36 conference points are the most the club has
ever earned in a single season while the club’s
42.9% points percentage is their highest mark
since 2009-10 and the program’s best in the
three-point era.

N NATIONAL IMPLICATIONS: St. Cloud State
enters the conference tournament stuck on
the bubble as they hunt for their first NCAA
Tournament berth in program history, currently
sitting at No. 11 in the NPI (Pairwise) per
USCHO. The NCAA takes an 11-team field with
five automatic bids from the WCHA, Hockey
East, CHA, ECAC and NEWHA alongside six
at-large bids. Entering conference tournament
play, the two highest-ranked NEWHA programs
in the NIPI are LIU at No. 22 and Saint Anselm at
No. 27. Given that conference’s automatic bid,
the Huskies will be looking to jump Penn State
- currently Nio. 10 in the NPI and the highest-
ranked CHA club - and ninth-ranked Clarkson
with quality win opportunities abundant in the
WCHA Tournament.

N TOURNAMENT HISTORY: The Huskies quest to
end what has become a nearly 23-year drought
in the WCHA Tournament, as the program’s
last postseason win came in Game One of the
2010 WCHA Quarterfinal at home against
Bemidji State on February 26, 2010. Since
that win - a 3-0 Ashley Nixon shutout with two
goals from Holly Roberts - St. Cloud State has
lost 24 straight conference tournament games.
Over the program’s 24 seasons of play, the
Huskies have advanced to the WCHA Semifinal
twice with losses to Wisconsin in 2006 and
Minnesota Duluth in 2008.

N PLAYOFF IDALSKI: First-year St. Cloud State
head coach Brian Idalski has carved out a
tremendous legacy in the postseason, owning
a 29-27 collegiate playoff record with two DI
NCAA Tournament appearances and two WCHA
runner-up finishes. His North Dakota Fighting
Hawks advanced to the WCHA Semifinals in
each of the program’s final seven seasons,
winning series over Ohio State, Bemidji State,
Minnesota State and SCSU in addition to a pair
of Semifinal wins over Wisconsin. Idalski hasn’t
faced Minnesota Duluth in the postseason since
2010 - his last Quarterfinal loss.
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CAPTAIN CLUTCH: Huskies captain Taylor Lind
returned from injury in early February and hasn’t
missed a beat. Over her last nine games dating
back to November 25, Lind has skated to a
plus-14 with five goals and seven assists for 12
points while putting 17 shots on goal.

RECORD-SETTING ROSS: SCSU sophomore
defender Dayle Ross broke the program’s

single season block record on Saturday against
Minnesota State, piling up 96 over the course of
the 2022-23 season to pass Cari Coen’s mark
of 93 set in 2013-14. Ross has established
herself as one of the top defenders in the league,
leading the NCAA in blocked shots adding a
15-point season on a goal and 14 assists. Since
the program first began tracking individual
blocked shots in 2009-10, only five players have
recorded 70 or more in a single season - three
of which have been produced this year. After
Ross’ program record 96, Grace Wolfe (78) and
Regan Bulger (77) go three-four while Taytum
Geier’s 69 blocks have her tied for sixth most in
a single season.

GUTSY GEIER: Graduate student defender
Taytum Geier has been phenomenal on the
blueline all year long, but the veteran has truly
stepped up when the Huskies have needed

her most. Over the 14 games of the second
half, Geier has skated to a plus-nine with 29
blocks, four assists, 14 shots on goal and

has taken just one penalty while anchoring a
unit that is currently skating just six with two
sophomores, a true freshman and a forward
freshly converted to a D. Geier is also fresh off
breaking the program’s career games played
record with 151, establishing a new standard
for consistency. The fifth-year senior has been
an anchor on the blueline throughout her career,
skating on the top four for the majority of her
time in a Huskies sweater.

STIFLING STOPPERS: Over their last four starts,
the goalie rotation of JoJo Chobak and Sanni
Ahola have been absolutely phenomenal. Chobak
is 3-0-1 with a .971 save percentage and a 0.98
goals against average while Ahola has gone
2-2-0 with a 1.77 goals against and a .942 save
percentage.

BLANKED: With six shutouts this season, St.
Cloud State has broken their program record for
blankings in a single season. JoJo Chobak has
turned in a clean sheet five times to establish

a new program record for most individual
shutouts in a season. The duo of Sanni Ahola and
Chobak have combined to provide SCSU with a
phenomenal pairing, currently standing as the
only pair in the league to both have at least a
.920 save percentage.
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STINGY DEFENSE: St. Cloud State is enjoying
one of the program’s best defensive seasons in
the Huskies’ 25-year history, currently holding
opponents to 2.57 goals per game - second-best
all time. Their current mark would stand as just
the second time in the last 13 seasons that the
Huskies have held opponents to less than three
goals a game.

ability to make the most of their chances in the
offensive zone has pushed them to score 2.46
goals per game - their best mark since 2009-10
and the first time they have scored more than
1.85 goals/game in that span. The Huskies boast
a 10.93% shooting percentage, third-best in
program history. This season SCSU has scored

GETTING GRITTY: Remaining true to the team’s
newfound identity, the grind-and-grit Huskies
boast the top four shot-blockers in the WCHA.
Dayle Ross and Grace Wolfe go one-two with

96 and 78 while Regan Bulger and Taytum
Geier go three-four with 77 and 69 respectively.
Incredibly, Kldara Hymlarova’s 56 blocks rank her
seventh in the league and first among forwards
to give the Huskies five skaters in the top six.
No other skater in the league has more than 55
blocked shots. As a team, St. Cloud State has
552 blocks - good for 15.77 per game - which
leads the NCAA in both categories.

SPECIAL TEAMS STONEWALLERS: St. Cloud
State’s penalty kill has been stellar this season,
ranking third in the league and ranking 13th
nationally at 86.4%. The Huskies lead the WCHA
with 146 penalties taken - 22 more than any
other club - and pace the league in penalties
taken per game, hitting the box more than four
times per night.

SCHOLAR ATHLETES: St. Cloud State student-
athletes Allie Cornelius, Olivia Cvar, Allison Green
and Taylor Lind have been named 2022-23
WCHA Scholar Athletes by the league office last
week. Cornelius has earned her third career
Scholar Athlete award, Cvar and Green are
second-year winners while Lind has picked up her
first career scholar honor.

Brian Idalski was named the sixth head coach in the history of St. Cloud State Women’s Hockey on May 19, 2022. The 2022-23
campaign marks his 16th as a collegiate head coach, carrying a 277-177-50 record into his first season leading the Huskies. He
has coached 10 Olympians, 26 national team members from eight countries, three All-Americans, three Academic All-Americans,
four Patty Kazmaier Top-10 finalists, two NCAA Great Eight Award winners and 62 WCHA Scholar Athletes throughout his career.

Idalski was chosen to serve as the head coach for China at the 2022 Winter Olympics in Beijing. His team earned two wins in pool
play and operated as the top penalty kill in the Olympics at 90.0% with nine kills on 10 chances. Under his guidance, goaltender
Jiaying Zhou posted the best save percentage at .955 with 85 stops on 89 shots.

Prior to joining St. Cloud State, Idalski spent three seasons as the head coach of the Shenzhen KRS Vanke Rays in the Zhenskaya
Hockey League. He guided the Rays to a 77-17 record, two regular season championships and the 2020 ZhHL Cup - becoming the
first non-Russian team to win the league’s championship. Idalski was named ZhHL Coach of the Year in 2020 and 2022 along with
being selected to coach in the 2019-20 ZhHL All-Star Game.

Idalski spent the 2018-19 season as the Director of Hockey Activities at Culver Academy in Culver, Indiana, leading the program to
its first USAH Tier-l Nationals appearance.

Introduced as the University of North Dakota Women’s Hockey head coach in April of 2007, Idalski was the architect of a major
turnaround. He compiled five 20-win seasons while leading the Fighting Hawks to NCAA Tournament appearances in 2012 and
2013, inheriting a team that went 3-31-2 prior to his arrival and rebuilding UND as a national power. His teams were consistently
ranked in the Nation’s Top-10 while producing a record of 169-156-39 in 10 seasons.

With Idalski at the helm, UND saw the program’s first-ever Olympian in Susanne Fellner (2006 Olympics, German National Team),
first-ever active student-athlete Olympians in Jocelyne and Monique Lamoureux (2010 Olympics, U.S. National Team) and first-ever
recruited Olympian in Michelle Karvinen (2010 Olympics, Finnish National Team). During his time in Grand Forks, Idalski served
as the Vice President of the American Women’s Hockey Coaches Association and the Governor of the American Hockey Coaches
Assaociation.

Idalski led UND to back-to-back NCAA Tournament berths in 2011-12 and 2012-13, finishing runner-up in the WCHA Tournament
in 2013 and 2014. North Dakota finished fourth or higher in each of their final seven campaigns, with Idalski directing a .500
record in WCHA play through his 10 seasons leading the program.

In 2006-07 Idalski served as an assistant coach on the St. Cloud State bench - a season in which
the Huskies went 12-18-7, one of only 10 campaigns with double-digit wins in the program’s
24-year history. He led the defenders, coordinated advance scouting and oversaw the Huskies’
recruiting efforts. His recruiting class was headlined by legendary SCSU goaltender Ashley Nixon,
who graduated second all-time in saves, fourth in save percentage and fifth in goals against.

Before his first stint at St. Cloud State, Idalski enjoyed a highly successful five-year tenure as
head women’s hockey coach at the University of Wisconsin-Stevens Point, where he amassed a

Jinelle Siergiej begins her ninth season with St. Cloud State Women’s Hockey in 2022-23 and her fourth as associate head coach. Joining the staff at SCSU in
2014-15 as an assistant coach, Siergiej was promoted to Associate Head Coach prior to the start of the 2019-20 season.

Working primarily with the forwards and leading recruiting efforts, the 2010 Olympic Silver Medalist has guided eight Huskies to AIF€WCHA honors including five
All-Rookie Team selections. 11 Huskies have delivered 20-point seasons under Siergiej’s tutelage while 11 have posted double-digit goal campaigns.

Siergiej has recruited and coached three Olympic forwards in Jenniina Nylund (Finland, Beijing 2022), Klara Hymlarova (Czech Republic, Beijing 2022) and Laura
Zimmerman (Switzerland, Beijing 2022).

Molly lllikainen (17-15-32) gave the Huskies their first 30-point season since 2009-10 in Siergiej's second season with the program. Laura Kluge (7-17-24) and
Klara Hymlarova (8-18-26) impressed as rookies in 2017-18 and 2019-20 respectively. Julia Tylke climbed to sixth all-time in goals at the conclusion of her
SCSU career under Siergiej’s watch.

Prior to her move to SCSU, Siergiej served as an assistant coach at Robert Morris during the 2013-14 season.

An iconic member of Wisconsin Women’s Hockey history, Siergiej played for the Badgers from 2004-08. She gained All-'WWCHA honors in 2006, 2007 and 2008
and was selected to the WCHA All-Rookie team in 2005. At Wisconsin, Siergiej was part of two national title teams in 2006 and 2007 and left the campus as
UW’s all-time leader in goals, game-winning goals and power play goals. Across her four-year career the legendary forward produced 89 goals and 67 assists
for 156 collegiate points, posting three 20-goal seasons and eclipsing 40 points twice with 50 in her junior season.

Siergiej represented the United States at the 2010 Winter Olympics and helped United States Women’s Hockey earn silver. She previously won silver at the
IIHF Women’s World Championships with Team USA in 2007 and was part of the Four Nation’s tournament with Team USA in 2006, 2007, 2009 and 2010.

The owner of the Crazy Eights Hockey Camp since 2006, Siergiej has also served as the head coach of the girls’ team at Arrowhead High School in Hartland,
Wisconsin. She and her husband Mike Siergiej have two sons - Colden and Rory.

Mira Jalosuo begins her first season as the Huskies’ assistant coach in 2022-23. A highly-decorated member of Finland’s National Team, the two-time Olympian
and five-time Women’s World Championships bronze medalist will primarily work with the St. Cloud State defenders.

Jalosuo had been a steady presence on Finland’s blue line until her retirement in 2018, skating for 12 years as a member of the Senior National Team. She

% appeared in the 2014 and 2018 Olympic Games - earning bronze at Pyeongchang in 2018 - and added five bronze medals at the IIHF Women’s World

Championships (2008-09, 2011, 2015, 2017). The defender played in 193 games for Finland, scoring 11 goals and adding 22 assists for 33 points as an
anchor on the blue line.

From 2019 to 2022, Jalosuo spent three seasons leading Stillwater Area High School girl’s hockey as the program’s head coach. Under her direction, the

| Ponies were 52-19-4 (.693) and boasted a strong penalty kill. Stillwater killed 89.3% of their chances on the PK, including 90 of 98 (91.8%] kills in 2019-20.

Prior to her time at Stillwater Jalosuo had served as an assistant coach for Hamline University and the Wayzata High School program since 2015. She also
coached with the Stillwater Area Hockey Association, leading the U12A team to a 42-6-2 record in 2018-19.

Jalosuo played professionally following her collegiate career from 2013-18, spending two seasons with SKIF Nizhny Novgorod in the Russian Women’s Hockey
League and earning the Russian Championship in 2014. She then spent time with Lulea HF in the SDHL before joining the Minnesota Whitecaps in 2016-17
and 2017-18. Jalosuo also skated with Oulun Karpat in the Naisten Liiga, the team she played with as a teenager prior to her time with the Gophers.

The Lieksa, Finland native played for the Minnesota Gophers from 2009-10 to 2012-13. She appeared in 153 career games for the Maroon and Gold, recording
57 career points with 19 goals and 38 assists. A Third Team All-'WCHA honoree as a senior, Jalosuo was part of back-to-back national championship teams as
a junior and senior. She was a three-time WCHA All-Academic honoree as well.

Raised in eastern Finland, Jalosuo began playing in the premier Finnish women'’s league with Oulun Karpat at age 15 and was an All-Star in 2007 and 2008.
She served as the team’s captain in 2008-09 while still attending high school.
