PRESIDENT

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HOLLY SCHREINER

DIRECTOR OF ATHLETICS

Holly Schreiner enters her first year as the St. Cloud State University Director of Athletics after being named to the position
in May 2023. An 18-year veteran of St. Cloud State Athletics, Schreiner served as the Interim Director of Athletics from June
2022 to until her promation to the full time role.

Schreiner began her two-plus decade career with SCSU in December 2000 as the Director of Budgeting and Sports Campus for Campus Recreation before
transitioning to the Associate Director of Operations at the Herb Brooks National Hockey Center, a role she held until December 2005. She officially started in
the SCSU athletic department in December 2005, taking on the role of Director of Compliance, which she held until 2013 when she was promoted to Associate
Athletics Director of Compliance and Student Services while taking on the role of Senior WWomen’s Administrator for the department.

Upon Heather Weems' departure in June 2022, Schreiner was named the Interim Director of Athletics while continuing her duties as Associate Athletics Director
of Compliance and Student Services and adding Associate Athletics Director of Finance and Administration due to another departure. Schreiner has also held
sport responsibilities for nearly every sport during her time with SCSU Athletics.

The Huskies enjoyed much success in Schreiner’s first season leading the department (2022-23), highlighted by conference/regional championships in men’s
hockey, wrestling and volleyball and an individual national championship from wrestling’s Nick Novak. In the Learfield Directors Cup, the Huskies finished in 44th
place with 383.50 points, its best finish since 2011-12 in the prestigious competition ranking all Division-ll institutions in the NCAA. In 2022-23, the Huskies
registered 21 All-America honors, 15 individual conference championships and 44 all-conference honorees. In the classroom, more than 100 student-athletes
earned Academic All-Conference honors and 13 programs recorded a 3.0+ cumulative GPA in the fall 2022 semester. Additionally, women’s swim & dive’s Anna
Reschko was named a College Sports Communicators (CSC) Academic All-American and 24 Huskies earned the NSIC Myles Brand All-Academic with Distinction
Award, which is bestowed to senior NSIC student-athletes who have a cumulative grade point average of 3.75 or higher, are exhausting their eligibility and are
on track to graduate.

Schreiner has earned a bachelor’s degree in Speech Communication (2000) and a master’s degree in Sports Management (2008), both from St. Cloud State
University. A native of Sauk Rapids, Minn., Holly and her husband Scott and their two daughters, Gracyn and Mara, reside in Cold Spring. Scott Schreiner is the
co-owner of the St. Cloud Rox of the Northwoods League.

Brett Larson is in his sixth season as the men’s hockey head coach at St.
Cloud State University in 2023-24. He is the third coach in the Division-
era for St. Cloud State and the 18th head coach overall since the program
started intercollegiate play in 1931-32. Larson has continued to build upon
the program’s historic rise, leading the Huskies to four NCAA Tournament
appearances, two conference championships and the program’s first-ever
National Championship game appearance. Under Larson’s guidance, 20
Huskies have earned AI-NCHC honors, four have earned AHCA All-America
honors and 76 have earned NCHC Academic All-Conference honors.

Under Larson’s guidance, five Huskies have reached the NHL: Jack Ahcan
(Boston Bruins), Blake Lizotte (Los Angeles Kings), Jon Lizotte (Minnesaota
Wild), Nick Perbix (Tampa Bay Lightning) and Jimmy Schuldt (Vegas Golden
Knights).

Larson will make his fourth appearance representing the United States of
America at the 2024 IIHF Waorld Junior Championship, as he will be on the
bench as an assistant coach for Team USA. Larson was previously an assistant
coach for Team USA at the 2022 Olympics, 2020 World Junior Championship,
and as head coach for the U.S. Junior Select Team that won the 2012 World
Junior A Challenge.

Five seasons into his tenure at St. Cloud State, Larson already ranks fourth in
alltime wins in program history at 106-60-16, trailing only Craig Dahl (338-
309-52, 1987-05), Bob Motzko (276-192-49, 2005-18) and Charlie Basch
(181-193-7, 1968-84). Larson reached his 100th win in his 172nd game as
SCSU bench boss in a 6-2 in over Omaha on Feb. 24, 2023, becoming the
fastest in program history to reach the milestone, doing so in 19 games faster
than Motzko. He has led the Huskies to winning records in four of his first
five seasons and NCAA Tournament appearances in each season an NCAA
Tournament has been held (2019, 2021, 2022, 2023). SCSU’s current
streak of reaching five consecutive NCAA Tournaments is tied for the longest
active streak in the NCAA with Minnesota State. With Larson at the helm,
St. Cloud State has captured two NCHC titles (2018-19 Penrose Cup, 2023
Frozen Faceoff) the 2021 NCAA Northeast Regional Championship and an
NCAA National Championship game appearance at the 2021 NCAA Frozen
Four.

The 2022-23 campaign for the Huskies was anather one for the record book,
as the Huskies exceeded numerous expectations from pundits and rose to No.
1 in the nation by January. The Huskies went 25-13-3, marking the 17th time
in the program’s 36-year Division- history they have reached 20 wins while
recording 10 wins over top-20 ranked opponents, including six against top-five
opponents. Larson led the Huskies to an NCHC Frozen Faceoff championship
in March at the Xcel Energy Center, its second NCHC tournament title in

program history and its seventh conference championship overall. Following
the title, Larson’s squad earned the program’s fifth consecutive and 17th
overall trip to the NCAA Tournament as he became the first Husky head coach
to lead the program to NCAA Tournament berths in the first four seasons an
NCAA Tournament was played. In the Fargo regional, the Huskies defeated
Minnesota State 4-0, marking its first NCAA shutout, and advanced to the
NCAA regional championship game for the sixth time in program history.

Four Huskies earned NCHC all-conference honors over the 2022-23
campaign, led by Jami Krannila, who earned first team honors and was named
the Defensive Forward of the Year. Joining Krannila on the all-conference list
was Jack Peart on the second team, and Zach Okabe and Dylan Anhorn on
the honorable mention list. Also, three-year captain Spencer Meier was also
awarded the NCHC Sportsmanship Award. At the NCHC Frozen Faceoff, four
Huskies were named to the All-Tournament Team, as Krannila was named
MVP and was joined by Okabe, Peart and Jaxon Castor.

During the 2021-22 season, Larson got the illustrious honor to represent the
United States of America at the 2022 Winter Olympics, as he served as an
assistant coach for Team USA at the 2022 Olympic Winter Games in Beijing.
Larson was joined by fellow Huskies Nick Perbix and Sam Hentges on the team
and helped lead Team USA to a 3-0 mark in pool play. Larson was the third
St. Cloud State Coach to join the bench for Team USA at the Olympics, joining
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Herb Brooks (Head Coach - 1980 Lake Placid, Head Coach - 2002 Salt Lake
City) and John Harrington (Assistant Coach - 1984 Sarajevo). He was the first
to do so while currently coaching the Huskies, as Brooks was head coach of
the Huskies for the 1986-87 season, while Harrington was an associate head
coach from 1990-93.

In 2021-22 NCAA season, Larson’s Huskies went 18-15-4 and earned the
No. 3 seed in the NCAA Midwest Regional. Two Huskies earned all-conference
honors, as defenseman Nick Perbix was named to the NCHC First Team and
Kevin Fitzgerald was named to the NCHC Second Team. The Huskies were
especially good on special teams over the season, as the Huskies' power play
unit led the nation and set an NCHC record for its 31.3 percent (45-0f-144)
success rate with a man advantage. On the penalty kill, forward Micah Miller
led the nation with four shorthanded goals, the third-best single season mark
in program history.

In 2020-21, Larson guided St. Cloud State to its first ever appearance in the
NCAA Division-l national championship game in Pittsburgh, Pa. Larson and the
Huskies exceeded expectations, posting a 20-11-0 overall record with a 15-9-0
conference record to finish second in the always rugged NCHC. From there, St.
Cloud State advanced to the NCHC Frozen Faceoff Championship game and
earned an atarge bid to the NCAA Northeast Regional, where the team beat
Boston and Boston College for the regional championship to advance to the
Frozen Four for just the second time in program history. At the NCAA Frozen
Four, the Huskies played in the Division | National Championship game for the
first time in school history and finished as the runner-up. Nick Perbix was named
to the NCHC Second Team and Veeti Miettinen was named the NCHC Rookie of
the Year, as well as being named to the NCHC Second Team and NCHC Rookie
Team.

In 2020, Larson served as an assistant coach for Team USA at the IIHF World
Junior Championships by USA Hockey. With the Huskies in 2019-20, Larson led
the Huskies to 13-15-6 overall record and a 10-12-2 mark in the always rugged
NCHC. SCSU's Jack Ahcan, David Hrenak and Nick Poehling all earned Al-NCHC
honors in 2019-20.

In his first season with the Huskies, Larson made an immediate impact as he led
the Huskies to the 2018-19 NCHC regular season championship and a 30-6-3,
19-2-3 NCHC record. Named the NCHC Coach of the Year following the season,
Larson helped the Huskies earn the top seed for the 2013 NCAA Division-
Tournament. Under Larson’s direction, the Huskies had an unprecedented
four players earn AHCA All-America honors (Jimmy Schuldt, Patrick Newell,

Jack Ahcan and Blake Lizotte). Schuldt was named a Hobey Baker Award top
three finalist and was named the NCHC Player of the Year. The Huskies went
undefeated at home in 2018-19 under the leadership of Larson and also set a
new league standard for most NCHC victories in a season at 19.

Prior to St. Cloud State, Larson served as an assistant coach at his alma mater
Minnesota Duluth from 2015-18, his second stint at with the Bulldogs. He
also was an assistant with the Bulldogs from 2008-11 and helped Minnesota
Duluth win the national championships in 2011 and 2018. The Bulldogs made
five NCAA tournament appearances during Larson’s tenure, finished as the
NCAA runner-up in 2017, won the NCHC playoff title in 2017 and the WCHA
playoff championship in 2008. At UMD, Larson coached and/or recruited one
Hobey Baker Award winner, five All-Americans, eight future NHLers and one
U.S. Olympian.

In addition to his time at UMD, Larson served as head coach and general
manager with the USHL's Sioux City Musketeers from 2011-13. He spent
two seasons in Sioux City and led that team to the USHL playoffs in 2011-12.
Larson, who served as the head coach for gold medal-winning Team USA at the
2012 Waorld Junior A Challenge, returned to the collegiate ranks in 2013 when
he joined the staff at Ohio State as an associate head coach.

A Duluth native and 1991 Denfeld High School graduate, Larson played college
hockey as a defenseman at UMD for four seasons (1991-85). He scored 24
goals and 43 assists in 133 career games. He captained the Bulldogs during his
senior year in 1994-85 and was a three-time WCHA All-Academic team award
recipient. He also landed the team’s Community Service Award and was named
UMD'’s Most Improved Player as a junior.

An 11th round pick by the Detroit Red Wings in the 1830 National Hockey
League draft, Larson went on to play 12 years in the professional ranks, including
two (1990-2001) as a player-coach with the San Diego Gulls of the now-defunct
West Coast Hockey League. He also played with the Colonial Hockey League’s
Madison Monsters, the East Coast Hockey League’s Louisville Riverfrogs, the
International Hockey League’s Utah Grizzlies, Las Vegas Thunder and Long
Beach Ice Dogs in addition to spending another five years in Denmark, Germany
and England. He wrapped up his playing days in 2006-07 as a player/ assistant
coach for the Florida Seals of the Southern Professional Hockey League.

Larson received his bachelor’s degree in criminology from the University of
Minnesota Duluth in 2004. He and his wife, Kelly, have two children, Lane and
Calla.

ASSOCIATE HEAD COACH

Dave Shyiak will begin his fourth season as the Associate Head Coach at St. Cloud State in 2023-24. In his first three seasons
with the Huskies, Shyiak has helped lead the St. Cloud State Huskies to new program heights with three consecutive NCAA
Tournament appearances and an NCAA runner-up finish in 2020-21.

The Huskies reached the NCAA Tournament for an NCAA-leading fifth consecutive time and the third consecutive season with Shyiak on the bench in 2022-23, as
St. Cloud State won 25 games, captured the 2023 NCHC Frozen Faceoff championship and earned at at-large bid to the NCAA \West Regional where it advanced
to the NCAA regional championship game for the sixth time in program history. In 2020-21, Shyiak helped lead St. Cloud State to its second NCAA Frozen Four
appearance and its first-ever NCAA National Championship Game appearance, as the Huskies finished as the nation’s runner-up at the 2021 NCAA Frozen Four
in Pittsburgh.

Under Shyiak’s guidance, four SCSU defenseman have earned AI-NCHC honors, including Jack Peart (second team) and Dylan Anhorn (honorable mention) in
2022-23. Anhorn was a Hobey Baker nominee who lead the nation’s blue liners in points before a season-ending injury stopped his Hobey campaign short. Former
Husky and current Tampa Cay Lightning blue liner Nick Perbix earned back-to-back all-conference honors after being named to the 2021 NCHC Second Team and
the 2022 NCHC First Team.

Shyiak joined SCSU head coach Brett Larson’s staff after serving as an associate head coach at NCHC-rival Western Michigan University from 2014-20. In
Kalamazoo, Shyiak helped the Broncos gain an NCAA Tournament berth in 2017
along with earning home ice in the NCHC playoffs in 2017, 2019 and 2020. Prior
to his tenure at WMU, Shyiak worked as an amateur hockey scout for the Toronto
Maple Leafs organization from 2013-14.

Shyiak served as the head coach at the University of Alaska Anchorage from 2005-
13. He ranks as the Seawolves all-time win leader as a coach during the WCHA era
with 80 wins and helped UAA advance to the WCHA Final Five.

He began his college coaching career at his alma mater Northern Michigan as an
assistant coach from 1995-02. Shyiak then served as an associate head coach
at NMU from 2002-05. He also served as a student-assistant coach at NMU in
1992-83. At NMU, Shyiak helped his team earn trips to the CCHA and WCHA final
four playoffs along with NCAA bids in 1883 and 1999.

In 1894-95, Shyiak was the general manager and head coach for the Merritt
Centennials of the BCJHL and his junior hockey resume includes one season as
the head coach of the Kimberley Dynamiters of the RMJHL in 1893-94. Shyiak was

R.J. Enga begins his second season as an assistant coach and third season overall with St. Cloud State in 2023-24. Enga was
promated to assistant coach ahead of the 2022-23 season after spending the 2021-22 campaign as the Director of Hockey Operations and Video Coordinator.
Enga boasts nearly 20 seasons of coaching experience at the collegiate, amateur and professional levels, including a seven-year stint as an assistant coach at his
alma mater, Colorado College.

In two seasons on the SCSU staff, Enga has helped the Huskies reach back-to-back NCAA Tournaments and the 2023 NCHC Frozen Faceoff championship. In the
2023 NCAA Tournament, the Huskies reached the NCAA regional championship game for the sixth time in program history, while four Huskies earned al-NCHC

honors, including first-teamer Jami Krannila who was also named the NCHC Defensive Forward of the Year.

In his seven-year, second stint, as an assistant coach with Colorado College
(2014-21), Enga led the Tigers recruiting efforts (domestic and international),
worked with both forwards and defensemen, and assisted with on-ice practices.
He helped mentor numerous student-athletes to professional careers while with
the Tigers, including 2018 NCAA Second Team All-American and Hobey Baker
Award nominee Nick Halloran.

Prior to his time in Colorado Springs, Enga spent three seasons (2011-14) as an
assistant coach and director of player development with the Chicago Steel of the
United States Hockey League (USHL), where he helped the team improve from
nine to 29 wins.

Enga joined Huskies head coach Brett Larson on the coaching staff of the 2012
USA National Team at the World Junior Challenge, where the pair helped lead
Team USA to a Gold Medal. Enga led all video operations for the team, collaborated
to select the team’s roster and assisted with all on-ice practice planning and
execution.

He also spent time as an assistant coach with the Topeka RoadRunners (2009-
11] in the NAHL, as a volunteer assistant at Colorado College (2008-09) and
as the Director of Hockey at the Colorado Spring Amateur Hockey Association
(2004-09).

Before entering the coaching profession, Enga was a 10th-round selection by
the New York Islanders in the 1990 NHL Entry Draft and enjoyed a 10-year
professional hockey career at virtually every level. He totaled 779 points in his
playing career (324 goals, 455 assists), was named to the East Coast Hockey
League All-Rookie Team in 1996, won the West Coast Hockey League’s Taylor
Cup as a member of the San Diego Gulls in 2003, and became the Colorado Gold
Kings alltime leading scorer with 387 points (165 goals, 222 assists) in just four
seasons.

Enga played in 158 games for Colorado College from 1991-95 where he was
a member of backto-back WCHA champion teams (1994-95) and one NCAA
Tournament team (1895). He was a twotime WCHA All-Academic selection
(1994-93), an AIFWWCHA Team selection in 1994 and a member of Colorado
College’s Century Club with 142 points. He earned his bachelor’'s degree in
international political economy from Colorado College in 1985.

Enga is married to his wife, Jessica, and is the proud father of two daughters,
Kaelin and Makenna.

Clark Kuster begins his first season as an assistant coach and his second season overall on the St. Cloud State staff in 2023-
24. Kuster, a 2020 St. Cloud State alum, spent his first season on staff as the Director of Hockey Operations and Video
Coordinator. He returned to his alma mater after a one-year stint as an assistant coach for the St. Cloud Norseman of the North American Hockey League
(2021-22).

In 2022-23, the dynamic duo of Dominic Basse and Jaxon Castor led the Huskies to a fifth consecutive NCAA Tournament
appearance and an NCHC Frozen Faceoff championship. Castor was named to the NCHC Frozen Faceoff All-Tournament Team
and recorded the first program’s first shutout in an NCAA Tournament game, a 4-0 win over Minnesota State which sent the
Huskies to its sixth NCAA regional championship game.

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ST. CLOUD STATE HOCKEY HISTORY 101

Celebrating St. Cloud State University Men’s Hockey Before the Division-l Era

The 1930s

The sport of hockey has enjoyed a long history at St. Cloud State, dating
back well before the Huskies moved to the NCAA Division | level in 1887-88. In fact,
University records show the start of organized intercollegiate hockey as the 1931-32
season, when St. Cloud Teachers College posted a 1-7-0 record under the leadership
of coach Ralph Theisen.

SCSU quicky became a college hockey
power in the 1930s and 1940s. With hockey
greats Frank Brimsek, Sergio Gambucci, Roland
Vandell and other premiere talents, St. Cloud
State Teachers College rose to a prominence
which provided collegiate hockey with a
tremendous boost.

“No institution did more for collegiate
hockey in the ‘30’s and ‘40’s than St. Cloud,”
said the late Minnesota hockey great John
Mariucci. “The Vandell brothers, (Bernard)
Bjork, (Ray) Gasperlin, Gambucci, Strand and
(Walter) DePaul all ended up at St. Cloud State
and were instrumental in helping the hockey
program. (Later) Gambucci started the high
school hockey program in Grand Forks and
Robert DePaul was the coach at International
Falls”

One of the most influential and successful individuals in St. Cloud’s hockey history
was Frank Brimsek. Brimsek was a member of the 1933-34 hockey squad and later
played goalie for the Boston Bruins in the NHL. He earned the nickname “Mr. Zero” as a
rookie goaltender for the Bruins when he led the NHL in victories, goals against average
and shutouts, won the Calder Trophy as the rookie of the year and led the Bruins to
victory in the Stanley Cup playoffs. He played nine seasons before retiring in 1950.
Brimsek holds the distinction of being the only St. Cloud alumnus to be inducted into the
United States Hockey Hall of Fame and the Intenational Hockey Hall of Fame in Toronto.

Ludwig Andolsek, who coached the Huskies from 1932-35, guided St. Cloud
State into the final game of of the national championships in 1935. There was one
major contrast between that era and now - St. Cloud had no indoor rink. Hockey
depended on the elements and there was either too much cold, too much snow or not
enough cold to preserve the ice.

The 1940s & 1950s

Hockey and college athletics were limited by World War Il in the early 1940s, but
SCSU returned to the ice with solid teams in the later 1940s. Coach George Lynch
led the Huskies to a 14-3-2 record in 1946-47, before Vandell returned to campus to
coach the SCSU skaters from 1947-50 and again in 1951-52. Future SCSU president
Brendan McDonald coached the Huskies in 1953-54, while player-coach Jim Baxter
and standout Jerry Reichel (father of future SCSU All-American Dave Reichel) guided
SCSU to more winning seasons in the mid 1950s.

The 1960s & 1970s

Coach Jack Wink took over the helm for the
next decade, as he led the Huskies to new heights
in the early 1960s. Thanks to the emergence of
several top players such as Skeeter Hawkinson,
Ed Noble, Dale Carmichael and Bill Fritsinger, the
Huskies peaked with a perfect 12-0-0 record in
1961-62.

Later in the 1960s, coach Charlie Basch
began his tenure at SCSU in 1968-69. The
1960's and 70’s produced five All-Americans
in Ronald Gordon (1870), Paul Oberstar
(1971), John Fitzsimmons (1973), Pat Sullivan
(1974,1975), and Dave Reichel (1978, 1979).

Teams in the late 1970s also featured
Husky standouts Steve Martinson (a future
NHLer) and Jeff Passolt, who is currently the
news anchor for KMSP Fox 9 TV in the Twin
Cities. Passolt completed his career with 68g/68, Bill Fritsinger in the 1960s
while Martinson had 69g/64a.

The 1980s

The 1980's were an introduction to several of the top scorers of all-time at SCSU
and the beginning of future thoughts of taking Husky hockey to a new level - NCAA
Division .

In 1980, Basch led the Huskies into the Northern Collegiate Hockey Association,
the inaugural season of the league. John Bergo emerged as a star with 76g,/69 during
the early 1980s. Basch ended his career with 181 victories - the second most in team
history. Upon his retirement from coaching Basch was replaced by John Perpich, who in
two seasons (1984-86), led the Huskies to back to back winning seasons.

After Perpich exited, the Herb Brooks and Craig Dahl became the one-two
coaching punch for Husky hockey and a whole new wave of excitement landed on the
SCSU campus during the 1986-87 season.

With the new coaching staff came a long range plan for developing SCSU into a
Division | Hockey school. Brooks had coached the U.S. Olympic Team to Gold in 1980
and garnered NHL Coach of the Year honors as head coach of the New York Rangers.

In Brooks' first and only season as head coach at SCSU, the Husky hockey team
broke or tied 45 school records. As the season
progressed so did the excitement and Husky fans
filed the MAC Ice Arena. Noteworthy players
from that squad included leading scorer Mike
Brodzinski, Steve Brodzinski, Herm Finnegan and
Bill Korfhage.

The Huskies finished the season with a 25-
10-1 record, first in the NHCA and placed third at
the NCAA Division lll Championships. The Huskies
were seeded first in the Western Division and
defeated Salem State in the first round of the
NCAA Division Il Championships. The series
win over Salem State sent the Huskies to the
finals. SCSU dropped their opening game to
Oswego State 5-2 which put the Huskies in the
third place game. SCSU defeated conference
rival Bemidji State 6-4 and finished third in the
nation.

Huskies celebrate in 1986-87
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SCSU Makes Move to DI

For many years, the Husky hockey program played
at the NCAA Division Il and Il level. It wasn’t until the mid
1880’s that thoughts of Division | hockey entered the
SCSU arena. A Division | commitment was made during
the 1986-87 season and the Huskies joined Division |
hockey as an Independent in 1987-88.

A key component to making the move would be
a new, larger arena.  The lobbying effort for this new
sports facility was moving slowly. SCSU’s proposal was
left out of Gov. Rudy Perpich’'s construction proposals
and the Senate bonding bill. The outlook wasn't bright.
But then things took an interesting turn. Perpich began
promating his Olympic and amateur sports initiatives,
ideas that included building various sports facilities
around the state including a hockey arena. Suddenly St.
Cloud State University was in the running, along with the
City of Blaine for a proposed $9.5 million Olympic training
hockey arena as part of Perpich’s initiatives.

In late May of 1987, the arena proposal with the
backing of Gov. Rudy Perpich and important on-campus
help from President Brendan J. McDonald, Bill Radovich,
Coach Herb Brooks and Athletic Director Dr. Marris
Kurtz was approved. Groundbreaking for the arena
occurred in the fall of 1988. Doors opened for the first
hockey game on December 16, 1989 against Northern
Michigan.

At the time, the National Hockey Center was one-
of-a-kind in the United States with two Olympic sheets of
ice under one roof.

While the construction
of the NHC was underway, the
Husky hockey team forged its
way as an Independent among
the NCAA Division | ranks.
Craig Dahl took over as head
coach of the Huskies in the fall
of 1987 and led the Huskies to
an 11-25-1 overall record. The
Huskies won five of its last eight
games, including an upset
win over third-ranked Lake
Superior State. The following
season the Huskies posted a winning record of 19-16-2
and received an invitation to the NCAA Division | playoffs.

In 198990, the Huskies' third season as an
Independent, SCSU opened the NHC with a 5-4 and 4-2
sweep of Northern Michigan in mid-December. At the
end of the 1989-80 season, the Huskies were ranked
second in the NCAA Division | Independent poll behind
Alaska Anchorage.

SCSU Joins the WCHA

SCSU joined the WCHA in the 199091 season
and finished fifth in the league with a 12-16-4 record.
Junior defenseman Bret Hedican was SCSU's first All-
WCHA First Team pick. Hedican opted to leave the
Huskies the following season to play for the U.S. Olympic
Hockey Team in Albertville, France.

Seniors Jeff Saterdalen and Tim Hanus became
the number one and two scorers of all-time, completing
their careers with 179 and 172 career points,
respectively. The

Huskies posted a 14-21-2 record in their second
season as a member of the WCHA.

In 1993-94, SCSU (21-13-4) posted its fourth
ever 20-win season, defeated UMD in the first round

of the WCHA playoffs at home, defeated Wisconsin 3-2
in overtime in the semifinals of the WCHA Final Five
Tournament and fell to Minnesota of 3-2 in overtime in
the championship game of the Final Five.

In the 1994-95 season, the Huskies posted a 17-
20-1 overall record and finished fifth in the WCHA with
a 15-16-1 mark. SCSU earned home ice for the WCHA
playoffs but lost to North Dakota in two games.

Success at SCSU

St. Cloud State made its second appearance in the
WCHA Final Five in 1995-96, after upsetting Denver
in the first round of the playoffs. SCSU went on to
face Michigan Tech in the WCHA Final Five and fell
to the Huskies 4-3 in overtime. SCSU finished the
season with a 13-22-4 overall record.

St. Cloud State completed the 1996-97 season
with a 23-13-4 overall record. The Huskies finished
the WCHA regular season in third place with an 18-
10-4 league mark. The Huskies advanced to the
WCHA Final Five for the
second straight year. Matt
Cullen and Mark Parrish
(an All-America in 1997)
completed their careers at
SCSU, and have since been
standouts in the NHL.

In 199798, the
Huskies posted a second
straight 20-win season and
played in their third straight
WCHA Final Five. SCSU
posted a 22-16-2 overall record and Dahl was named
the WCHA Coach of the Year.

For the third straight year, the Huskies advanced
to the WCHA Final Five in 1998-89. The Huskies had
finished the season 16-18-5 overall and were seventh
in the WCHA with an 8-16-4 record. That was all put
behind SCSU as the Huskies upset Wisconsin 5-2 and
3-2 in Madison during the first round playoffs. Senior
defenseman Kyle McLaughlin was named the 1998-99
WCHA Student-Athlete of the Year. He was the first
Husky to be so honored.

The 1999-2000 season was a break through
year for the Huskies as SCSU elevated its game to the
next level, the NCAA tournament. The season started
slow but would end in a flurry as SCSU made its second
ever NCAA Tournament appearance, advancing to the
East Regional of the 2000 NCAA tournament in Albany,
NY.

The Huskies road to the regional included a fifth
straight WCHA Final Five appearance and a 23-14-3
overall mark. Defenseman Mike Pudlick gained All-
America notice.

WCHA Final Five Champs

Success followed the
Huskies during the 2000-
2001 season. The Huskies
completed the season with
a school best 31-9-1 overall
record and a 20-8-0 second
place record in the WCHA.
SCSU claimed the Broadmoor
Trophy for the first time after
defeating  North  Dakota
in the title game of the
2001 WCHA Final Five.

SCSU gained its second consecutive bid to the NCAA
tournament and completed the season ranked #5 in the
final NCAA national poll.

Junior Tyler Arnason was named the VWCHA Final
Five MVP. Senior Scott Meyer became fourth Husky to
gain Al-America honors.  Of note, a total of six players
from that team have played in the NHL (Tyler Arnason,
Jeff Finger, Ryan Malone, Joe Motzko, Mark Hartigan and
Duvie Westcott)

Number One in the Nation

In 200102, SCSU
continued its pattern of
success with a 29-11-2 overall
record and a second place
finish in the WCHA. SCSU
gained its third consecutive
NCAA bid and received its §
first-ever #1 national ranking :
in the college hockey polls that
season. Senior forward Mark
Hartigan set team scoring
records during the season,
and was named a Hobey
Baker Award top three finalist along wiith being named an
All-America award winner.

In 200203, the Huskies earned their fourth
consecutive NCAA bid with a 17-16-5 overall record.
The 2004-05 season marked the end of an era, as Coach
Craig Dahl stepped down as the Huskies' head coach in
Sept. 2005. His legacy at SCSU was impressive with a
338-309-52 record. He helped SCSU make its move to
Division | and position SCSU as one of the nation’s top
collegiate hockey progams.

In year two of Ryan Lasch and Jeff
the Motzko era, the Huskies Saterdalen (right)

ended with a second place
finish in the WCHA and bids to
the WCHA Final Five and the NCAA tournament. Motzko
was named the WCHA Coach of the Year once more,
while Goepfert repeated as an All-American and was
selected as a Hobey Baker Award finalist. Freshman
forward Andreas Nodl joined the honors circle by being
listed as the HCA Division | and WCHA Raookie of the
Year. In 2007-08, the Huskies once again gained NCAA
and WCHA Final Five bids, while Ryan Lasch won the
WCHA scoring title. Lasch was also named a Hobey
Baker finalist and an AHCA All-American.

The Huskies returned to the Final Final Five
in 2010, and also earned the team’s first NCAA
tournament win with a 4-3 OT decision against Northern
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Michigan in the NCAA West Regional in St. Paul. The
Huskies advanced to the NCAA tournament quarterfinals
in 2010 and ended the year ranked #5/7 in the final
national college hockey polls with a 24-14-5 overall record.
of note, senior Ryan Lasch broke the team’s career point
record in 2009-10, as he ended his sterling SCSU career
with 183 career points.

The 2010-11 season saw Drew LeBlanc earn All-
WCHA honors, and it also marked Garrett Roe's senior
season at SCSU. Roe finished his career with 178 points
(3rd in the team records) and set a team record for
career assists with 113 from 2007-11.

In 201112, the Huskies also made the
announcement that they would be joining the new National
Collegiate Hockey Conference at the start of the 2013-
14 campaign. The new league will include SCSU, North
Dakota, Minnesota Duluth, \Western Michigan, Miami of
Ohio, Nebraska Omaha, Denver and Colorado College.
The 2012-13 season will mark the final year of play in the
WCHA for the Huskies.

The 2011-12 season saw the Huskies return to
the WCHA Final Five as sophomore defender Nick Jenson
was named to the AINWWCHA team and freshman defender
Andrew Prochno was named to the AIWVCHA Rookie
team for the Huskies.

One of the biggest highlights of 2012 was the start
of construction on the expansion project of the arena.
The Huskies’ home ice will now be called the Herb Brooks
National Hockey Center. The project will also include many
improvements to the building’s entrance, locker rooms,
new suites in the main arena and enlarged concourses - all
of which will enhance the overall fan game-day experience
and provide top notch facilities for the SCSU student-
athlete.

The 2012-13 saw the Huskies end their run in the
WCHA by capturing the league’s regular season title with
a 25-16-1, 18-9-1 WCHA record. The Huskies went on
to qualify for the WCHA Final Five and also win the 2013
NCAA Division | Midwest
Regional championship with
wins over Notre Dame and
Miami in Toledo, Ohio.

The regional crowd
provided the Huskies with
their first trip to the NCAA
Frozen Four, which was
held at the CONSOL Energy
Center in Pittsburgh, Pa.
The Huskies suffered
a tough 4-1 loss in the
NCAA semifinals against
top seed Quinnipiac.

To cap the weekend at the Frozen Four, SCSU
forward Drew LeBlanc was named the 2013 Hobey Baker
Award winner. LeBlanc also earned the WCHA's Player of
the Year and Student-Athlete of the Year honors along with
being selected as the College Hockey Premier Player of the
Year. A top four nominee for the 2013 ESPY Male College
Athlete of the Year award and Sports llustrated’s Male
College Athlete of the Year award, LeBlanc was named a
first team All-American along with teammate Nick Jensen.
Of note, Jensen was also picked as the WCHA's Defensive
Player of the Year in 2012-13.

In 2013-14, the Huskies began play in the newly
formed National Collegiate Hockey Conference and were
crowned as the inaugural regular season champs for the

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league. SCSU also enjoyed a newly renovated home arena
which was renamed the Herb Brooks National Hockey
Center at the beginning of the season. To complete the
historic season, SCSU earned another NCAA tournament
bid and advanced to the championship game of the West
Region tournament. Senior forward Nic Dowd was
selected as Hobey Baker Award top three finalist, earned
All-America honors and was named the NCHC's Student-
Athlete of the Year and Defensive Forward of the Year in
2013-14.

The Huskies’ postseason success continued in
2014-15. A first round playoff winner with a two-game
sweep at Omaha, the Huskies finished as the runner-up at
the 2015 NCHC Frozen Faceoff in their first appearance
at the tourney in Target Center. To cap the winter, SCSU
also gained its third consecutive NCAA tournament bid
and finished as the runner-up at the 2015 NCAA West
Region tournament in Fargo, N.D. SCSU’s Nick Oliver was
named the 2015 NCHC Sportsmanship Award recipient.

SCSU tied a team record with 31 wins in 2015-
16 (31-9-1) and won its first ever NCHC Frozen Faceoff
championship at the Target Center. The number one seed
at the 2016 NCAA West Regional, SCSU was led during
the season by All-Americans Ethan Prow and Charlie
Lindgren. The NCHC Player of the Year, Prow was also
selected as a Hobey Baker Award top 10 finalist in 2016.

The 2016-17 season saw the Huskies finish with a
16-19-1 overall record and a 5th place record of 10-13-1
in the NCHC. Jimmy Schuldt and Mikey Eyssimont earned
AI-NCHC HM natice, while Jack Ahcan was named to the
2017 AINCHC Rookie team.

SCSU won its second NCHC regular season title
in 2017-18 with a 25-9-6, 16-4-4 NCHC record. Jimmy
Schuldt was named a Hobey Baker Award top 10 finalist
along with being selected as a NCAA DI West First Team
All-American.  Schuldt, Will Borgen, Mikey Eyssimont,
Robby Jackson and David Hrenak all received AIFNCHC
honors along with Blake Lizotte, Hrenak and Easton
Brodzinski, who were named to the NCHC All-Rookie Team.

At the end of the 2017-18, Bob Motzko stepped
down as head coach and was replaced by Brett Larson
during the spring of 2018.

The Larson Era

Head Coach Brett Larson’s era started with a bang
as the Huskies won a seccond consecutive NCHC regular
season title and finished with a 30-6-3, 19-2-3 NCHC
record. The top seed at the 2019 NCAA tournament, the
Huskies saw four players earn All-America honors (Jimmy
Schuldt, Patrick Newell, Jack Ahcan and Blake Lizotte)
along with Newell and Schuldt (top 3) being named Haobey
Baker Award finalists in 2018.

SCSU finished with a 13-156, 10-12-2 NCHC
record in 2019-20. Jack Ahcan, David Hrenak and Jack
Poehling all received AIFNCHC honors in a season that
saw the NCHC and NCAA playoffs eliminated due to the
COVID-189 pandemic.

There was plenty of bulletin board material for the
St. Cloud State University men’'s hockey team entering
the 202021 season. The Huskies were left off both
the USCHO and USA Today / USA Hockey preseason
top-20 polls and were selected to finish fourth, at best,
in the National Collegiate Hockey Conference (NCHC)
Preseason Coaches Poll. Well, St. Cloud State went out

and proved everyone
wrong in 202021,
as the team was
ranked No. 2 in the
final  USCHO and
USA  Hockey polls
of the year Monday
afternoon.

The Huskies
exceeded all
expectations except
their own in 2020-
21 and overcame
adversity in every
sense of the word.

during its time in Omaha, Nebraska before returning to an
abridged travel schedule in the second half of the year. The
Huskies then went on to finish second in the NCHC regular
season standings behind North Dakota, advance to the
NCHC Frozen Faceoff Championship game and earn an at-
large bid to the NCAA Tournament.

St. Cloud State made the most of its trip to the
national tournament, upending both Boston University
and Boston College in the regional round to advance to
the NCAA Division | Men’'s Hockey Frozen Four for just
the second time in program history. From there, the
Huskies defeated Minnesota State in the semifinal to
make their first ever appearance in the national title game,
finishing as the nation’s runner-up after a 5-0 setback to
Massachusetts in the National Championship Game.

St. Cloud State returned to the NCAA Tournament
in 2021-22, earning the No. 3 seed in the NCAA Midwest
Regional following a 18-15-4 season. Two Huskies earned
all-conference honors with Nick Perbix earning NCHC First
Team honors and Kevin Fitzgerald earning NCHC Second
Team recognition. The Huskies set an NCHC record and
led the nation in power play percentage at 31.3 percent
(45-0f-144), while Micah Miller led the nation with four
shorthanded goals.

The Huskies exceeded numerous expectations in
2022-23, rising to No. 1 in the country in January before
capturing the 2023 NCHC Frozen Faceoff championship.
The Huskies reached 20 wins for the 17th time in
Division-l program history with a 25-13-3 record and a
fifth consecutive trip to the NCAA Tournament, where the
Huskies advanced to the NCAA regional championship
game for the sixth time in program history.

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Roland Vandell - Class of 1987

Dr. Roland Vandell is a 1935 graduate of SCSU. He earned his master’s from the
University of Colorado in 1939 and his doctorate from the University of North Dakota
in 1954. Vandell played high school hockey hockey at Eveleth. He played hockey for the
Huskies from 1833-35. He was the SCSU head hockey coach from 1946 to 1950. He
was a hockey referee in the first 15 Minnesota State High School League State Hockey
Tournaments and was an official in the Big Ten Conference from 1940 to 1960. Vandell
directed the City of St. Cloud Winter Recreation Hockey Program in the early 40s. He
was a math professor at SCSU for 30 years. In 2006-07, SCSU received money from
Vandell to help provide scholarships for student-athletes in the Huskies men’'s hockey
program. The gift established the Roland A. Vandell Family Endowed Scholarship.

Bill Frantti - Class of 1988
Bill Frantti was a letterman in football, hockey, and track from 1950-52 and was captain
of both the football and hockey teams his senior year at SCSU. Frantti taught math and
coached football at Kenyon, Minnesota, from 1952-55 and taught and coached at St.
Cloud Technical High School from 1855-85. He has been a leader in civic, academic and
athletic organizations, and joined in the celebration when St. Cloud mayor Sam Huston
proclaimed May 8, 1985 Bill Frantti Day. He passed away in 2016.

Serge Gambucci - Class of 1989

Serge Gambucci earned hockey letters at St. Cloud State in 1948, 1947, and 1948. He
served as team captain and was leading scorer. He was named to the 1948 U.S. Olympic
Hockey Team. Gambucci boasts a long list of contributions to hockey, including ten con-
secutive state hockey championships while at Central High School in Grand Forks, North
Dakota. Serge was awarded the Sports lllustrated Award of Merit as well as an Award
of Merit from the City of Grand Forks for his work with high school hockey. The North
Dakota Associated Press named him coach of the year for 1969-70 and the National
High School Coaches Association also named him coach of the year in 1870.

Dave Reichel - Class of 1991

He earned eight varsity letters during his career at St. Cloud State, four each in hockey
and golf. He was captain of the hockey team during his junior and senior years. In addition
to leading the team in scoring, he was named three times to the Norther Intercollegiate
Conference team in golf. His team won the NIC championship in 1975. He finished first
in the NIC tournament in 1975, tied for third in 1976 and was runner-up in 1978. He
earned a try-out with the Minnesota North Stars. Later he played professional bandy (a
European sport combining elements of soccer, hockey, curling and lacrosse) in Sweden
for EDSBYN from 1985-87. He currently works as a golf pro for the Rich-Spring Golf Club
in Cold Spring. He is the younger half of the first father/son combination to be inducted
into the SCSU Athletic Hall of Fame.

Jerry Reichel - Class of 1991

In all, he earned ten letters during his careers in football, hockey and baseball. After the
1954 season he was elected to the football all-conference first team and was a scoring
leader throughout his hockey career, during which the Huskies managed a record of 17-7.
Student coach for the 1954 team was Brendan McDonald, ‘54, current president of the
University. (Note: Construction of the National Hockey Center has eliminated a problem
suffered by the 1954 Hockey Huskies. In that year, six of ten scheduled games were can-
celed due to warm weather) Jerry’s coached football, hockey and baseball for 19 years
at Grey Eagle, Maple Lake, Benilde, Columbia Heights and Wayzata High Schools. Three
of Jerry’s sons graduated from St. Cloud State including Dave, who is also a member of
the 1991 Hall of Fame class.
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Herb Brooks - Class of 1992

Herb Brooks was the 1992 SCSU Service to Athletics Award recipient. A native of St.
Paul, Brooks played at Johnson High School before becoming a three-year letterwinner
under John Mariucci at the University of Minnesota. He played on the 1964 and 1968
United States Olympic hockey teams and on five U.S. national teams. In 1972, Brooks
took over as the head hockey coach at the University of Minnesota. He spent seven sea-
sons with the Gophers, winning NCAA Division | national titles in 1974, 1976, and 1979
and compiled a 175-100-20 overall record. 1980, the year of the gold medal-winning
“Miracle on Ice” team, was the year that catapulted Brooks into national prominence.
His Team USA 4-3 victory over the Soviet Union led to an eventual gold medal win and
captured the hearts of Americans.

In May 1986, Brooks surprised college and professional hockey by signing on as head
hockey coach at SCSU, a NCAA Division lll team at the time. He turned down several
other offers, including an National Hockey League coaching job. Brooks’ vision was to
create a competitive team that could join the Western Collegiate Hockey Association.
His influence not only brought VWCHA Division | hockey to SCSU, but also brought about
the construction of the $9 million National Hockey Center.

In his one season at SCSU, Brooks guided the Huskies to a third place finish at the NCAA
Division lll championships in 1987.

After his departure from SCSU, Brooks coached again in the NHL with Minnesota, New
Jersey and Pittsburgh. He also coached France’s Olympic team at the 1998 Olympics
and Team USA at the 2002 Olympics. He died in a tragic car accident in 2003. The
National Hockey Center was later renamed in Brooks' honor and it is now called the Herb
Brooks National Hockey Center.

Wally Irwin - Class of 2000

Wally Irwin was a four-year letter winner in hockey and three-time letter winner in
football from 1956-1960. At SCSU, he captained the football and hockey teams during
his senior season. In hockey, he was the leading scorer for the Huskies in three of four
seasons that he played. His senior season, in which the Huskies posted an 11-3 record,
he scored eight goals and added 12 assists. An Edina, Minn., native, Wally played end and
halfback on the Husky football team. He was the senior class vice president at SCSU and
the Letterman’s Club secretary. He has coached Edina Girls Junior Hockey, as well as
junior football, soccer and boys hockey, and held the position of Edina Football Association
President for two years.

1961-62 Men’s Hockey Team - Class of 2004

The 1961-62 men’s hockey team, playing outdoors on ice they themselves prepared,
turned in an undefeated season at 11-0 by outscoring their opponents 62-13. Returning
letter winners on the squad were Dale Carmichael, Les Etienne, Bill Fitsinger, Phil Gens,
Roger Googins, Henry Hawkinson, team captain Ed Noble, Harry Olson, and Rod Pickett.
Filing out the team were John Duncan, Jim Humeniuk, Alton Paulson, Denny Songle,
Harry Stanius, Dave Svendsen, Gary Thorp, Tim Sherry, and Larry Whitleff. The team was
coached by the late Jack Wink and Ed McGowan.

Jeff Passolt - Class of 2007

Distinguished Service Award Winner Jeff Passolt played ice hockey for the Huskies from
1977 to 1981. He scored B8 goals and tallied 68 assists during his career. His 136
career points ranks him 11th on the all-time scoring chart at St. Cloud State that includes
players from the Division |, Division Il, and Division Il eras of Husky hockey. Prior to the
Division | era, Passolt's 136 points ranked fourth on the SCSU career scoring charts
while his 68 goals ranks third on the alltime chart. The St. Louis Park, Minn., native
played for SCSU coach Charlie Basch. During his playing career, the Huskies advanced
to the NCAA tournament in 1980 and 1981, and posted a 40-20-2 record those same
two seasons. His name also remains in the SCSU record book as he holds the Division
Il/1ll record for most penalty minutes in a game with 30 that he accumulated in a game
against Bemidji State his senior season. As a student-athlete at St. Cloud State, Passolt
got his first taste of television as a mass communications major where he took television
production classes. Since then he has made a career out of television and is currently
the main news anchor at FOX 9 television in the Twin Cities. He has won three Emmy’s
for Best News Anchor, and is involved in charitable activities. Passolt has returned to
campus on many occassions as a guest speaker and emcee for the Husky Sportacular,
the Stanley Cup Celebration, and President Roy Saigo’s retirement celebration.
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Jeff Saterdalen - Class of 2009

He was one of the pioneers of NCAA Division | hockey at St. Cloud State. He joined the
team in 1988-89, the second season of Division | competition at St. Cloud State, and
helped establish the men’s program’s national reputation. From 1988-92, Saterdalen
recorded 78 goals and 101 assists for a career total of 179 points. He owns team
records for career points and assists, and ranks second in career goals. He also helped
the Huskies gain their first-ever NCAA Division | tournament bid in 1989. He ranks
among the top 10 in several season-record categories. A two-time team most valuable
player; he helped guide the Huskies into the Western Collegiate Hockey Association
(WCHA) and was named to the AINWCHA Honorable Mention list in 1991-92 and the
Academic AllWWCHA squad in 1990-91.

Charlie Basch - Class of 2011
Charlie Basch was initially hired as a football coach at SCSU in 1968 and was added the
responsibilities of hockey head coach and taught classes using his biology degree.

Basch served as the head coach of St. Cloud State Men’s Hockey for 16 seasons from
196869 to 1983-84 and ranks third all-time among Husky head coaches with 181
victories to his credit. The Huskies experienced seven winning seasons under Basch,
including the 1973-74 campaign, which saw St. Cloud State post a mark of 15-6-2, his
best season on the Husky bench. Basch helped the team transition to the newly formed
Northern Collegiate Hockey Association (NCHA) in 1980, its final conference affiliation in
Division lll before moving to Division | in 1987-88.

During his tenure, Basch guided seven Huskies to nine All-America honors, as he coached
Ronald Gordon (1969-70), Paul Oberstar (1970-71), John Fitzsimmons (1972-73), Pat
Sullivan (1973-74, 74-75), Dave Reichel (1977-78, 78-79), Rory Eidsness (1981-82)
and Dan Pratt (1981-82). His Husky teams in the 1970s also featured future NHLer
Steve Martinson and Jeff Passolt, a former news anchor for KMSP Fox 8 TV in the Twin
Cities.

Basch oversaw much growth in the hockey community during his time in St. Cloud, as
the team transitioned from playing its games outdoors to indoors in 1972 when the first
indoor ice sheet open at the Municipal Athletic Complex (MAC). Basch helped spearhead
this operation with former Husky Bill Frantti, who was coaching at St. Cloud Tech at the
time.

Craig Dahl - Class of 2013

Craig Dahl coached the Husky hockey team for 18 seasons marking the longest tenure of
a Husky hockey coach in the history of the program. He led the Huskies into NCAA Division
lin 1987-88. His teams won 338 games and he holds the record for most coaching wins
in a career after compiling a 338-309-52 mark. He coached at the collegiate level for 25
years posting an alltime coaching record of 414-396-54. Among his on-ice successes
were the 2001 WCHA Final Five Title (Broadmoor Trophy), five NCAA tournament bids,
including four straight in 2000, 2001, 2002 and 2003, eight WCHA Final Five appear-
ances in ten years (including a streak of seven straight appearances), and 1998 WCHA
Coach of the Year honors. SCSU led the nation in scoring offense in 2001 and led Division
| hockey on the power play during the 2000-01 and 2001-02 seasons. Academics were
a trademark in Dahl's program. Over 87 Husky hockey players were named to the All-
WCHA Academic team under his tutelage. He coached five All-Americans and one Hobey
Baker Memorial Award top three finalist in Mark Hartigan, a 2002 finalist. Seventeen
of his former players reached the National Hockey League including standouts Bret
Hedican, Mark Parrish, Matt Cullen, Tyler Arnason, Ryan Malone and Duvie Westcott.
Malone was named to the NHLs All-Rookie team in 2003-04. Dahl began his collegiate
coaching career at Bethel College in St. Paul, Minn., in 1980, and spent five seasons with
the Royals. He led the Royals to three consecutive conference playoff appearances and
Bethel won the NAIA Consolation title in 1984. Dahl was named the MIAC Coach of the
Year in 1985. He was the head coach at the University of Wisconsin-River Falls for one
season before coming to SCSU as an assistant coach to Herb Brooks during the 1986-
87 season. The 1987-88 season, the first for Dahl as head coach at SCSU, also marked
the Huskies' first year as an NCAA Division | Independent.

Bill Radovich - Class of 2017

Radovich served as the Vice President of Administrative Affairs at SCSU from 1973-83.
During this time, Radovich used his passion for sports to grow the Athletic Department
at SCSU. Routine trips to hockey tournaments around the state introduced him to a
network of people, including the legendary USA Olympic Coach Herb Brooks, who shared
an interest in NCAA Division | hockey in the state of Minnesota. A meeting arranged by
Radovich between Brooks and University administrators was the first step in moving
SCSU men’s hockey toward the NCAA Division | level.

After SCSU’s move to the NCAA Division | level in 1987-88, Radovich’s work along with
University President Brendan McDonald helped obtain funding from the Minnesota
Amateur Sports Commission for the facility that is currently home to the SCSU men’s
and women'’s hockey programs. The arena was dedicated in 1990 and was renamed the
Herb Brooks National Hockey Center in 2014.

A resident of St. Cloud, Radovich continues to support the SCSU hockey program by
establishing the William and Patricia Radovich Family Hockey Scholarship, given annually
to a selected SCSU men’s hockey player. The Huskies have recognized his many contri-
butions to the program by naming the SCSU men’s hockey most improved player annual
team award the “William Radovich Award.”

Bret Hedican - Class of 2017
A native of North St. Paul, Hedican helped St. Cloud State launch its NCAA Division |
hockey program during his collegiate career from 1988-91. In three seasons at SCSU,
Hedican scored 27 goals, 50 assists and 77 points. He owns the team record for most
points scored by a defenseman in a season with 48 in 1990-91.

Hedican was the first SCSU player to earn AINWCHA status in 1990-91 and he was later
recognized by the league as one of its Top 50 Players in 50 Years in 2001-02. A 1988
draftee of the St. Louis Blues, Hedican enjoyed a long and decorated career in the NHL.

He began his NHL career with St. Louis in 1991-92 and went on to play in 1,147 NHL
games with stops at St. Louis (1991-94), Vancouver (1994-99), Florida (1999-02),
Caraolina (2002-08) and Anaheim (2008-09). As an NHL player, Hedican scored 59
goals, 261 assists and 320 points. He helped Carolina win its first Stanley Cup in 20068
along with former Husky Matt Cullen.

To complement his pro career, Hedican appeared in two Winter Olympics along with
Team USA at Albertville (1992) and Torino (2008). Hedican currently works with the
broadcast team with the San Jose Sharks.

Matt Cullen - Class of 2023

Matt Cullen, a 21-year NHL veteran, three-time Stanley Cup champion who recently had
his number retired by the men’s hockey program, blossomed into an elite hockey player
in his two seasons with St. Cloud State in the mid-80's. The Moorhead, Minn., native
spent two seasons with the Huskies (1995-97), earning Western Collegiate Hockey
Association (WCHA) Rookie Team honors in 1995-96 and Second Team honors in
1996-97. He led the team in assists and points (12-29-41 in 1995-96 & 15-30-45 in
1996-97) in bath seasons in the red and black, and currently ranks 52nd all-time on the
Division all-time scoring list with 86 points (27-59-88). His career point total (86) is the
most among any Husky who played two seasons. His sophomore campaign (1996-97)
still ranks as one of the tops all-time in SCSU history, as his marks of five game-winning
goals, three shorthanded goals and 30 assists rank fourth, fifth and ninth, respectively
on the all-time single season record list.

Cullen was one of three Huskies to represent the United States at the 2006 Olympics,
as he was joined by Bret Hedican and Mark Parrish. At the national level, Cullen was
named a six-time National Junior Team or National Team selection (1996, 1998, 1988,
2001, 2003, 2004) and helped the United States capture bronze at the 2004 World
Championships. Cullen is one of 21 players in NHL history to play in over 1,500 games, as
his 21-year professional career spanned three decades, eight teams and three Stanley
Cup championships. Cullen hoisted the Cup with the Carolina Hurricanes in 2006, and
with the Pittsburgh Penguins in 2016 and 2017. In 1,516 career games, Cullen reg-
istered 266 goals and 465 assists for 731 points. In addition to Carolina (2005-06,
07-10) and Pittsburgh (2015-17, 18-19), Cullen also played with the Mighty Ducks of
Anaheim (1997-03), Florida Panthers (2003-04), New York Rangers (2006-07), Ottawa
Senators (2010), Minnesota Wild (2010-13) and Nashville Predators (2013-15).

Off the ice, Cullen founded the “Cullen’s Children’s Foundation”, also known as “Cully’s
Kids”, in 2003. The foundation provides financial resources to organizations that sup-
port children’s healthcare needs with an emphasis in cancer. He remains active in his
hometown of Moorhead, and recently purchased the Fargo Force of the USHL in 2020.
He returned to the SCSU campus in January 2023, where his number 9 was retired, as
he became the second Husky to have his number hang in the rafters at the Herb Brooks
National Hockey Center.
