@ The Hatters wrap-up a nine-game road stretch with the game at
USF. The Hatters have won three of the last four on the road after
dropping the first four games on the trip.

@ The Brighthouse Sports Network will televise the game with Jim
Louk handling the call along side analyst Mike Lavalliere.

€@ The Hatters moved back up one spot, to 10th, in the latest Colleg-
eBaseballDaily.com Mid-Major poll. Stetson had been ranked No. 1
in the first four polls but fell to 11th last week. Purdue is the new
No. 1 in the poll this week, replacing Missouri State. South Florida
is listed as a bubble team.

€ Sophomore outfielder Kyle Zech returned to the lineup for the Hat-
ters during the series at Mercer. Even though he had just one hit in
the series, he gave the Hatters a boost, scoring three runs and steal-
ing two bases. While Zech was out, the Hatters struggled offensive-
ly, hitting just .230 as a team with a .291 slugging percentage.

@ Prior to the start of the current road trip, Stetson’s pitching staff
has been keeping the Hatters in games. The Hatters started the
road trip with a 2.74 ERA but, in eight road games have posted an
8.74 ERA, raising the season mark to 4.44.

@ Stetson and South Florida have met during every season since the
Bulls first fielded a baseball team in 1966, with this year marking
the 46th consecutive year in which the teams have played. Not
surprisingly, only two games separate the all-time series record.

€ While Stetson holds a 78-76 lead in the series, USF holds a 926-902
advantage in runs scored. Over 154 games, the average score has
been 6-5.8.

@ Freshman right-hander Josh Powers will be looking to bounce
back from his last outing, where he allowed four earned runs in
four innings of work in a 9-1 loss at then No. 4 Florida State.

@ Powers has allowed six ER in his last six IP after having allowed just
one ERin his first 10.1 innings of work this year.

€@ Stetson’s Pete Dunn is 5-8 all-time against USF coach Lelo Prado.
