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Thunderhirds Host Hornets In Big Sky Clash

Quickly: Southern Utah University hosts Sacramento State Saturday in the Thun-
derbirds’ third home game as well as their third Big Sky Conference contest of the
2012 season.

Southern Utah (2-3/1-1 Big Sky) is coming off a 24-17 loss to No. 2 Montana State
last weekend in the Thunderbirds’ Homecoming game. SUU rallied from a 10-point
second-half deficit to tie the game at 17-17 but missed opportunities to take the
lead late in the game and wound up losing their first-ever Big Sky home game to
the highly-regarded Bobcats.

Sacramento State (3-2/1-1 Big Sky) broke open a close game in the second half to
take a 54-31 win at Idaho State last week. The Hornets took a 27-23 edge into
halftime, then dominated the second half in picking up their first conference win of
the season.

Both teams are 0-1 at home and 1-0 on the road in conference play. The Thunder-
birds won their Big Sky opener at Portland State, 49-42, before falling at home to
Montana State, while the Hornets lost at home to North Dakota, 35-13, before
picking up last week’s win at Idaho State.

The Game: Sacramento State (3-2/1-1 Big Sky) at Southern Utah (2-3/1-1), Satur-
day at 1:05 p.m. (MDT), Eccles Coliseum (8,500, Hellas MatrixTurf), Cedar City,
Utah.

The Series: The two teams have split a dozen games right down the middle, 6-6.
SUU holds a 4-2 edge in games played in Cedar City, however. The Thunderbirds
snapped a three-game losing streak against CSUS with a 35-14 win over the then-
No. 12 Hornets in Cedar City in last season’s home-opener. Prior to that win, the
last time the 'Birds had come out on top of the Hornets was back in 1993, when
SUU pulled out a 23-17 victory in Sacramento, Calif. The SUU/CSUS series began
in 1986 when the T-Birds joined the Hornets in the Western Football Conference.
The teams then met every year as members of the WFC and subsequently the
American West Conference, until CSUS left the AWC to join the Big Sky in 1996.

record of 23-26 in his fifth season as the Thunderbird head coach and his fifth season
as a head coach overall. Last year Lamb guided the Thunderbirds to their second
straight winning season and their first win over an FBS-level opponent (UNLV) since
1997. He led the team to a Great West Conference championship in 2010 when the
Thunderbirds went undefeated in GWC play and finished the season with a 6-5 overall
mark. Prior to taking over at SUU, Lamb spent three seasons at the University of San
Diego where he coordinated the special teams and recruiting and was the Toreros’ de-
fensive backs coach. Prior to his time at USD Lamb spent two seasons as defensive
coordinator at Idaho. He also served a season at BYU as a linebackers coach and four
seasons at the University of Redlands, three as defensive coordinator and one as de-
fensive line coach. Coach Lamb is 1-0 vs. Sacramento State.

Marshall Sperbeck (Nevada, 1984) takes a record of 27-34 at CSUS into Saturday’s

game. Prior to taking over the Hornet program, Coach Sperbeck had a successful ca-

reer in the junior college ranks, guiding Foothill College to a 109-53 mark over 15 sea-
sons. Coach Sperbeck is 0-1 vs. the Thunderbirds.

Affiliations: Southern Utah is beginning its first season in the Big Sky Conference follow-
ing eight years as a member of the Great West Conference. Sacramento State is also a
member of the Big Sky.

Captains: This year’s captains are seniors Brad Sorensen (QB) and Cody Larsen (DT).

Killebrew Named National Co-Freshman of the Week: SUU free safety Miles Killebrew
was named national co-Freshman of the Week by The Sports Network for his performance
in the Thunderbirds’ 49-42 win at Portland State. Killebrew tallied 15 tackles in the game,
including 11 solo stops. It was the highest tackles total by an SUU freshman since the 2002
season when Steve Smith tallied 21 at Arkansas State and the most by any T-Bird since
2009. One of Killebrew’s tackles went for a loss and he also broke up a pass against the
Vikings.

Smith Is Big Sky Player of the Week: Southern Utah’s Josh Smith was named the ROOT
Sports Big Sky Conference Special Teams Player of the Week following his performance at
Portland State. The redshirt freshman from South Jordan, Utah (Bingham HS) returned six
kickoffs a total of 173 yards, including a 95-yard return for a touchdown to open the second
half. His total return yardage ranks fifth all-time on the SUU single-game kickoff return
charts and his 95-yard return is tied for the sixth-longest return in SUU history. He is the
first player in the Sky to return a kickoff for a touchdown this season.

College Football Performance Awards: Smith was also named Kickoff Returner of the
Week by the CFPA following his performance at Portland State.

Brad Sorensen and Mitch Jessop received honorable mention honors at quarterback and
wide receiver, respectively, for their performances at PSU as well. Sorensen completed 27-
of-36 passes for 311 yards and four touchdowns, while Jessop was on the receiving end of
nine of those passes, for two touchdowns and 159 yards.

Cody Larsen was National Defensive Lineman of the Week by the CFPA following the New
Mexico Highlands game. Larsen, a 6-4, 300-pound defensive tackle from Draper, Utah
(Jordan HS) tallied six tackles, including four solo stops, in the Thunderbirds’ 45-23 win
over New Mexico Highlands. All four of his solo tackles occurred in the Cowboy backfield
and he wound up with 4.5 tackles for loss, including 2.5 sacks. He also forced two fumbles,
recovered another, and had a quarterback hurry in the game.

DE Austin Anderson earned honorable mention from the CFPA following the NM Highlands
game after tallying three tackles, two solo, with a half-sack, and recovering two fumbles, in-
cluding one he returned for a touchdown.

Sorensen earned mention as one of the performers of the week at quarterback for his
game at Cal after he completed 31-0f-45 passes for 292 yards and four touchdowns
against the Bears.

SUU defensive end Jeff Tukuafu and punter Brock Miller earned recognition as impact
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players from CFPA following the Utah State game. Tukuafu got
in on three tackles for loss, including one sack, and finished the
night with seven tackles, including two solos which both went for
losses. Miller punted nine times for 411 yards and pinned the
Aggies inside the 20 yard line four times, he also had a career-
long 72-yard boot.

SUU In The FCS National Ranks:

SUU has eight players ranked among the FCS top-50 in 12
statistical categories this week, while the team figures
among the top-50 programs in seven major categories and
among the top-30 in four.

Defense: Defensive tackle Cody Larsen ranks 19th in the
FCS in sacks with 0.8 per game and 16th in tackles for loss
with an average of 1.60 per game while DE James Cowser
is eighth in TFLs with 1.7 per game. LeShaun Sims is in
19th in interceptions with an average of 0.5 per game, while
linebacker Zac Browning ranks 12th in total tackles with an
average of 11.3 per game.

Offense: Quarterback Brad Sorensen ranks among the top
50 in five categories: he is 11th in points responsible for with
16.4 ppg, 17th in total passing yards with 1,218, 15th in
completions per game with 23.0, 25th in passing yards per
game at 243.6 and 38th in total offense with 236.2 ypg.
Wide receiver Mitch Jessop ranks 37th in receiving yards
per game, with 77.0.

Special Teams: Brock Miller ranks 15th in punting with an
average of 42.8 ypp while Colton Cook is tied for 26th in
field goals per game with 1.2 and Josh Smith is just out of
the top-50 in kickoff return average, in 54th, at 23.0 ypr.

Team: In the team categories, SUU is third in turnover mar-
gin at plus-1.8, 23rd in sacks with 2.6 per game, 24th in
tackles for loss at 7.0 per game and 26th in net punting at
37.3 ypp. The team is also 31st in passing offense at 243.6
ypg, 34th in kickoff returns with an average of 22.7 ypr and
41st in scoring at 29.0 ppg.

In a couple of more obscure categories the Thunderbirds
are tied for second in turnovers gained with 17 and tied for
22nd in interceptions with six (along with Sacramento St.).

2012 Preseason Accolades: SUU had four players receive pre-
season honors. Senior quarterback Brad Sorensen, senior offen-

sive guard Zach Brackus and senior defensive tackle Cody
Larsen all earned preseason all-Big Sky honors as well as being
recognized on a handful of preseason all-America teams. Junior
offensive guard Gavin Farr also earned several preseason all-
America nods. In addition, Sorensen is on the Payton Award
Watch List for the second straight season, is the only FCS-level
player on the Unitas Award watch list and was named the pre-
season offensive player of the year by the Big Sky Coaches.

Record Book Performances At PSU: Southern Utah had a
handful of performances worthy of the SUU record books at
Portland State. Josh Smith’s 95-yard kickoff return for a touch-
down is tied as the sixth-longest in the school’s history, while his
173 KO return yards in the game rank fifth. Brad Sorensen’s
four-touchdown, 311-yard day also changed the books.
Sorensen now has 7,062 passing yards to become just the sec-
ond Thunderbird to pass for over 7,000 yards in a career (along
with Rick Robins). Sorensen also moved into third place on the

2003-07) and he tied the second-highest total for TD passes in a
game with four.

Skid Stopped: SUU’s win at Portland State was the Thunder-
birds’ first in six tries vs. the Vikings at JELD-WEN Field (for-
merly Civic Stadium).

Young Defense:

First-year players have done well for the Thunderbirds so
far this season, particularly on the defensive side of the ball.
They young defenders have dominated the SUU stat sheet
in three of the five games and had significant impact on all
five contests so far.

Alook at SUU’s season statistics shows the top seven tack-
lers are first-year starters, and four of those are freshmen,
including linebacker Zak Browning, who leads the team with
45 tackles as a true freshman. Miles Killebrew, a redshirt
freshman linebacker, is second with 43 tackles, while red-
shirt freshman defensive end James Cowser is fifth with 30
tackles and leads the team with 8.5 tackles for loss. Corner-
back LeShaun Sims, another redshirt freshman, is tied for
seventh on the team with 19 tackles and leads the squad
with two interceptions despite missing a game. Browning,
Killebrew, Sims and true freshman CB J.T. Anderson are
also tied for the team lead in passes broken up with two
each.

The three first-year starters who aren’t freshmen are senior
linebackers Rickey Clark and Namari Flentroy, who are third

and fourth on the team with 39 and 35 stops, respectively,
and junior cornerback Tyree Mills, who is sixth with 25 tack-
les.

Six of the top-seven tacklers at Utah State were either start-
ing or playing in their first games, and three of those six
were 1-2-3 at Cal as well. Flentroy co-led the team at USU
with 13 tackles and one fumble recovery, then was tied for
second at Cal with eight tackles. Browning followed up a 12-
tackle effort at USU with eight tackles at Cal, including six
solo stops and a half-TFL and he also forced a fumble,
while Killebrew led the team with 11 tackles, six solo, at Cal
following a nine-tackle effort at USU. Clark had 13 tackles at
USU and was tied for fifth on the team at Cal with four
stops, along with Cowser (who also had an interception, a
sack and two TFLs). Junior safety Tommy Collet, Jr., who
was a part-time starter last year, was fourth on the list at
USU with 10 stops but he missed the next three games be-
fore returning against Montana State.

At Portland State the top six SUU tacklers were all first-year
starters: Killebrew with a career-high 15, Clark with 12,
Browning and Cowser with 10, sophomore DE Austin An-
derson with six and J.T. Anderson and Sims, who were tied
with Mills with four. Cowser recovered a fumble and threw in
1.5 TFLs with help from Killebrew on one, while Browning
and J.T. Anderson each broke up two passes and Killebrew
and Clark each broke up one.

Against Montana State it was basically the same cast of
characters, as Browning led the way with 15 tackles, fol-
lowed by Clark, Cowser and Flentroy with five and Killebrew

Killebrew’s 15 tackles at Portland State and Browning’s 15
vs. Montana State are the most by a Thunderbird since the
2009 season when Akeem Anifowoshe had 15 in the penul-
timate game of the season, against Eastern Washington.
They are also the most by a true freshman at SUU since
2002 when Steve Smith had 22 at Arkansas State.

The Vets Can Play Too: After watching the youth movement on
defense in the first two games a handful of proven veterans
were the stars of the win over New Mexico Highlands. Junior
MLB Chad Hansen (an all-conference performer last year), in his
first start of the season, was second on the team (along with
Cowser) with seven tackles, including a sack, two TFLs and a
PBU, while senior DT Cody Larsen dominated the line of scrim-
mage, getting into the backfield for 4.5 TFLs, including 2.5
sacks, while forcing two fumbles, recovering another and tallying
a quarterback hurry. Although Cowser was the only underclass-
man among the team’s top six tacklers, the younger T-Birds
again had in impact vs. NMH, as Sims had four solo tackles and
an interception, Killebrew had four tackles and a 49-yard fumble
return for a touchdown (the sixth-longest in SUU history), and
Austin Anderson got in on a sack and recovered two fumbles,
one of which he returned nine yards for a touchdown.

Good Vibrations: SUU struggled to move the ball at Utah State,
particularly on the ground, but senior tailback Brian Wilson has
been effective in the last four games. At Cal he carried 17 times
for 74 yards and scored a touchdown on a pass reception. Al-
though he didn’t get into the end zone vs. Highlands, he had his
best overall day as an offensive player, logging 140 rushing
yards on 19 carries, adding another 48 yards on four receptions,
and finishing with 215 all-purpose yards after returning one kick-
off 27 yards. It was the team’s first 100-yard rushing perform-
ance since Austin Minefee ripped off 131 yards vs. UC Davis in
the ninth game of the season last year and the highest all-pur-
pose total since Minefee also had 140, against Northern Arizona
in the fifth game of the 2010 season. Wilson led the team with
64 yards on 19 carries at Portland State and also caught three
passes for 18 yards, including a 16 yard TD reception. He was
the rushing leader again vs. Montana State, with 15 carries for
76 yards, and he caught three passes for 14 yards, including a
six-yard touchdown catch.

Benchmark Stat: SUU has won eight consecutive games in
which it rushed for 100 yards.

Passing Game: After struggling to pass the ball at Utah State
SUU has improved in that area in the subsequent games. The
team finished with a season-high 311 yards through the air at
Portland State, with four touchdown passes, but the turnaround
began at Cal, particularly in the second half. Senior QB Brad
Sorensen completed 31-0f-45 passes at Cal, tying the eighth-
highest completion total in SUU history, for 292 yards and four
touchdowns. The TD passes went to Fatu Moala — who had a
career-high nine receptions for 85 yards — Henna Brown,
Cameron Morgan and Wilson. Against New Mexico Highlands
Sorensen was hot and cold in the first half, completing 17-of-27
passes for 163 yards and two touchdowns — both to Moala — but
also throwing two interceptions — which were both returned for
scores. The Thunderbirds opted to run the ball much of the sec-

ond half, throwing just eight times with three completions for 49
yards, including one touchdown pass, again to Moala. Once
again Moala led the team, with eight receptions for 74 yards and
all three TDs. Mitch Jessop had three receptions for 50 yards
against NMH. At PSU Sorensen completed 27-0f-36 attempts at
Portland State, with nine of them going to sophomore WR Mitch
Jessop, who finished with two TDs (the first of his career) and a
career-high 153 receiving yards. TD passes also went to Easton
Pedersen and Wilson at PSU. Sorensen completed 25-0f-47
passes for 250 yards and two touchdowns — to Wilson and Jes-
sop — against Montana State, but he did throw two intercep-
tions, including one on a Hail Mary to Jessop in the corner of the
end zone as time expired in the game.

Pick Me Firsts: SUU has six interceptions so far this season
and five of the six were the interceptor’s first career pick. Junior
SS Tommy Collet, Jr. notched the first interception of his SUU
career at Utah State, redshirt freshman DE James Cowser
picked off the first pass of his career at Cal, redshirt freshman
CB LeShaun Sims had his first against NM Highlands, junior
linebacker Randall Nygren had his first at Portland State and
junior cornerback Tyree Mills notched his first vs. Montana State.
The sixth interception this season went to Sims, who got the
second of his career at PSU. SUU’s six interceptions are tied for
the 22nd-most in the FCS this season.

If It’s Close, It’s A Score: Southern Utah has been very effec-
tive in the Red Zone this season, scoring 15 of 16 times the
team has advanced the ball to the opponent’s 20 yard line, or 94
percent of the time. The Thunderbirds have scored 12 touch-
downs once reaching the Red Zone and have converted three
scores via field goal. The only blemish on the Red Zone record
came in the season-opener at Utah State when the Thunder-
birds drove to the Aggie nine yard line but threw an interception
on the final play of the game. Since that play SUU has converted
14 consecutive drives into the Red Zone into points, including 12
touchdowns.

Turnovers and Penalties: SUU has won the turnover and the
penalty battle in each game. The Thunderbirds have turned the
ball over eight times so far (seven interceptions, one fumble),
while opponents have given it back 17 times, with SUU the ben-
eficiary of 11 fumbles and six interceptions. As far as penalties
go, SUU has been whistled 32 times for 287 yards while oppo-
nents have drawn 55 flags for 502 yards.

Left-footed kickers: For the second year in a row, Southern
Utah’s kickers are both left-footed. Both specialists have been
solid. Brock Miller got off to a good start, punting nine times for
411 yards at Utah State — including a career-long 72-yarder on
his first boot of the game — and pinning the Aggies inside the
20-yard line four times, and he has been solid ever since, kick-
ing 33 times for 1,413 yards to rank 15th in the country with his
42.82 yards per punt average. He has pinned the opponent in-
side the 20 yard line 14 times, with two touchbacks and seven
boots of 50 yards or more.

Placekicker Colton Cook had been perfect heading into the Mon-
tana State game, but faced with three long field goal attempts he
was successful on just one, a career-long 49 yard effort. He
missed from 47 yards and another 49 yarder, but he did hit both
his PATs and is now 6-0f-8 on field goals and 17-0f-17 on extra
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points.

Play Of The Day: Cameron Morgan’s 37-yard touchdown catch
at the end of the first half at Cal was judged as the play of the
day by E5Fii1. Morgan jumped high in the air to make a one-
handed grab on a ball that had been tipped by a Cal defender,
then pulled it in and got his feet in bounds before falling out of
the back of the end zone. The circus catch came on an untimed
down following a pass interference call with no time remaining in

the second period.

Big Crowd: The paid attendance for SUU’s game at Cal was
57,745, the largest crowd ever to watch a Thunderbird football
game. It bettered the 42,137 that watched SUU play San Diego
State in 2009.

SUU’s paid attendance vs. Montana State, 8,417, was the
largest ever for a day game at Eccles Coliseum.

Stopped: The Thunderbird defense rose to the occasion against
New Mexico Highlands, limiting an offense which had been aver-
aging 189 rushing and over 505 total yards per game to 346
yards, including minus-20 on the ground. The rushing total was
the lowest by an SUU opponent since the 1999 season when
the team limited Fort Lewis to minus-26 yards on the ground.

Thunderbird Quick Hits:

* SUU is in its 50th season as a four-year football-playing
institution and its 27th as a member of the NCAA. The 2012
season also marks the Thunderbirds’ 20th as a member of
the NCAA’s Football Championship Subdivision and is the
school’s first in the Big Sky Conference. SUU competed in
the Great West Conference the past eight seasons.

» The opener at Utah State marked the eighth time in the
last 10 seasons the Thunderbirds have played their first
game of the season on the road, including the last three in a
row. Last year SUU opened at South Dakota State, in 2010
it opened at Wyoming. The other openers at the road during
the past 10 years came at Air Force (2008), at Montana
(2007), at Idaho State (2005), at Weber State (2004) and in
2003 the opener was at Nevada. The two openers at home
were in 2009 against Dixie State and in 2006 when the
‘Birds kicked off the season against Montana Tech at Eccles
Coliseum.

» The Thunderbirds have five players returning who earned
first-team all-Great West Conference honors last year, in-
cluding the four preseason all-Americans and linebacker
Chad Hansen.

» SUU has eight returning academic all-GWC honorees, in-
cluding Larsen, senior offensive linemen Russell Petersen
and Dylan Fox, junior defensive lineman Brad Meyer (who
had the only 4.0 GPA among football players on the list),
junior cornerback Tyree Mills, junior linebacker K.C. Rawlin-
son, sophomore defensive lineman Kouri Jones and sopho-
more receiver Easton Pedersen.

» SUU plays 10 of its 11 games against NCAA Division | op-
ponents this year, with eight against teams from the champi-

onship subdivision and two from the bowl subdivision. Utah
State and California are the two FBS opponents and SUU
faced a Division Il opponent for the first time in two seasons
when it hosted New Mexico Highlands.

* About half of the players on the roster are Utah natives,
with 45 hailing from the Beehive State. California is the
next-most represented state, with 24, while nine call Ne-
vada home. Four players come from Texas, with two from
Florida, Idaho and Washington, and one each from Arizona,
Colorado and Tonga.

Coaching Lineup: The SUU staff returns almost intact for 2012,
with Head Coach Ed Lamb entering his fifth season on the SUU
sidelines. The only change in the staff this year is former pass-
ing game coordinator Paul Peterson has moved on to take the
offensive coordinator duties at Sacramento State. Justin Ena, an
NFL veteran and former BYU standout, will continue as defen-
sive coordinator and will work with linebackers. Former BYU and
Utah assistant Steve Clark will again handle offensive coordina-
tor duties. Ryan Hunt, a former all-conference performer at of-
fensive tackle for SUU, returns as defensive line coach while
Demario Warren, a former UC Davis running back, returns as
secondary coach and has taken some of Peterson’s recruiting
duties. Teag Whiting, another NFL veteran and former BYU
standout, is in his third season as offensive line coach after
working as a graduate assistant in 2009. Ronnie Pentz is in his
fourth season with the team, his second co-coordinating special
teams and his second as tight ends coach after working with the
linebackers his first two seasons. Aaron Fernandez, an all-GWC
defensive tackle in 2008, is the co-linebackers coach and co-re-
cruiting coordinator, while former Thunderbird standout WR/KR
Justin Wattenscheid enters his third season with the team as co-
special teams coordinator and running backs coach. Fesi Sitake,
a former all-conference receiver for the Thunderbirds who
worked as a student assistant last year, moves into a full-time
position this year, working with the team’s receivers.
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SUU'’s Eccles Coliseum is one of two football stadiums in the
world sporting both the Olympic Rings and an Olympic Cauldron
inside the stadium (The Los Angeles Coliseum is the other).
Southern Utah’s Olympic Cauldron, donated by DCI Incorpo-
rated of Utah, was lit by the Olympic Torch Feb. 5, 2002, during
the Olympic Torch Relay.

Hornet Notes:

Sacramento State has one of the Big Sky Conference’s sig-
nature wins this season, a 30-28 victory at Colorado back
on Sept. 8. It was the Hornets’ second win in as many years
on the road at a Pac-12 opponent, as in their second game
of the season last year they upset Oregon State, 29-28, in
overtime.

CSUS opened the season with a 49-19 loss at New Mexico
State, then claimed the win at Colorado before opening its
home slate with a 28-17 non-conference win over Northern
Colorado. The Hornets then lost a 35-13 home decision to
North Dakota in their Big Sky opener before going on the
road and dominating the second half in a 54-31 win at Idaho
State last week.

The Hornets have been particularly effective on the offen-
sive side of the ball this season. They have averaged 453
yards of total offense per game, including 249 through the
air and 204 on the ground. Defensively they have allowed
opponents to rack up some yards as well, allowing 319
passing yards and 125 rushing yards per game.

Quarterback Garrett Safron (6-1, 195, So) has completed
100 of 162 passes for 1,172 yards and 10 touchdowns with
six interceptions. His favorite target has been junior WR
Morris Norrise (5-11, 180), who has 28 receptions for 337
yards and two touchdowns, while WR DeAndre Carter (5-9,
185, So) has 13 receptions for 190 yards and four TDs and
running back Ezekiel Graham (5-9, 170, Jr) has caught 13
passes for 144 yards and a score.

Graham leads the team in rushing with an average of 101.2
yards per game after carrying 89 times for 506 yards and
two TDs, while AJ Ellis (5-11, 200, Sr) has carried 23 times
for 265 yards and two more scores.

On the defensive side of the ball CSUS is led by linebacker
Todd Davis (6-1, 230, Jr) with 50 tackles, including a team-
high five tackles for loss. Safety Ryan McMahon (6-0, 200,
Sr) is second on the team with 45 tackles, a sack and one
of the team’s six interceptions, while cornerback Osagie
Odiase (6-1, 180, Jr) has 33 tackles, a sack and team-highs
of two interceptions and five passes broken up. Three play-
ers, LB Henry Fernandez (5-11, 215, Jr), and defensive line-
men Avery White (6-1, 245, Sr) and Trent Eskew (6-3, 245,
Jr) share the team lead with a pair of sacks each.

Brad Sorensen completed 30-of-37 passes for 271 yards and Deckar Alexander ran for 78
yards and two touchdowns as Southern Utah overcame an early deficit then rolled to a 35-14 win
over No. 12 Sacramento State in their home-opener Saturday afternoon.

After a blocked punt gave the Hornets the ball at the SUU 44 yard line midway through the
first quarter CSUS capitalized on the short field to take the lead on a 2-yard Bryan Hilliard.

The Thunderbirds pulled within 7-3 when Colton Cook kicked a 27-yard field goal at the
14:11 mark of the second period, then took the lead on a 12-yard Alexander run with 10:07 to go in
the quarter.

The Hornets re-claimed the lead on a 1-yard Hilliard run with 3:39 to play in the half, but the
advantage was short-lived as Austin Minefee took the ensuing kickoff 92 yards to put the Thunder-
birds up 17-14. Southern Utah added a 36-yard Cook field goal at the end of the half to hold a 20-
14 advantage at the break.

The second half was all Southern Utah, as the Thunderbird defense held the Hornets to just
125 yards while piling up 221 of their own. SUU scored twice in the second, on a 1-yard Minefee
run with 11:49 to go in the third, and sealing the outcome with a 3-yard Alexander run witn 1:40 to
go in the game.

SUU'’s defense gave up 3-of-3 fourth-down conversions in the first half but in the second
half the Hornets were 0-2 on fourth down, both times in the fourth quarter, including once at the
SUU 2-yard line following an 11-play, 67-yard drive.

Blake Fenn led Southern Utah'’s defense with 12 tackles, eight solo, while Chad Hansen
had 10 tackles, including a tackle-for-loss. Tyler Osborn had five tackles, but three of them went
for losses, including 1 %2 sacks, and he also had two quarterback hurries and recovered a fumble.

Brian Flotkoetter caught a three-yard touchdown pass from DeNarius McGhee with 2:59 to play
to give No. 2 Montana State a 24-17 lead over Southern Utah, then Steven Bethley intercepted a
pass in the end zone as time expired to thwart SUU’s last-gasp effort, giving the Bobcats the win
and spoiling the Thunderbirds’ homecoming game Saturday afternoon,

After falling behind 17-7 in the third quarter the Thunderbirds battled back to tie the game at 17-
17 on a career-long 49-yard field goal by Colton Cook with 8:29 to play. SUU then missed a golden
opportunity to take the lead when J.T. Anderson forced and recovered a fumble at the MSU 32 on
the Bobcats’ ensuing possession.

The Montana State defense stymied the Thunderbirds after the fumble, however, holding them
to no yards and forcing another 49-yard Cook field goal attempt. This time the kick sailed wide
right, leaving the game tied. It was one of three Bobcat turnovers the Thunderbirds weren't able to
capitalize on and Thunderbird Coach Ed Lamb pointed to that as a key to the game.

That inability was “the difference in the game,” Lamb noted. “We didn't take advantage of good
field position and should have gotten field goals at least out of those [turnovers], it was a major
problem.”

In addition to the turnover on Anderson’s fumble recovery, SUU got the ball at the SUU 44 yard
line in the first quarter but was forced to punt and got the ball at the MSU 32 on a Tyree Mills inter-
ception late in the second period and missed a 47 yard field goal. The only turnover the team capi-
talized on was a fumble recovery by Shad Ennis after Kouri Jones sacked McGhee late in the third
period that led to an 8-yard Sorensen-to-Jessop TD pass early in the fourth.

Montana State was able to capitalize on the momentum shift after the Thunderbirds failed to
capitalize on Anderson’s play, driving 67 yards in 12 plays and taking the lead on Flotkoetter’s TD
catch.

Southern Utah executed the two-minute offense on its final possession, however, using 14
plays and driving to the MSU 27 before Sorensen'’s pass for Mitch Jessop was tipped high in the
air in the end zone and Bethley came down with it to preserve the win.

Heading into Thursday night's game against Utah State, Southern Utah Coach Ed Lamb called
the Aggies “the hottest team in the State.” USU certainly lived up to that standard, rushing for 265
yards and throwing for 304 more in a 34-3 win over the Thunderbirds.

The Aggies scored the first three times they touched the ball, all in the first quarter, to run out to
a 21-0 lead, and although Southern Utah came back to win the second quarter, 3-0, they weren't
able to climb back out of the early hole.

USU, which had the sixth-best rushing attack in the NCAA Bowl Subdivision last year, hurt the
Thunderbirds with the run but early on did the most damage through the air, taking a 14-0 lead on
a pair of long passes.

Utah State put together an 11-play, 97-yard drive on its first possession, with quarterback
Chuckie Keeton finding Chuck Jacobs on a 48-yard touchdown pass at the 8:51 mark, then less
than three minutes later Keeton hit Matt Austin for a 35-yard touchdown.

A 27-yard Joe Hill run staked USU to a 21-0 lead as time expired in the first period.

The Thunderbirds didn’t record a first down or complete a pass in the first period when they
had just 19 yards of offense, all on the ground.

The first SUU first down came on a 10-yard Brad Sorensen run at the 14:52 mark of the second
period and that play sparked the Thunderbirds, who went on to drive to the USU three yard line be-
fore the drive stalled and Southern Utah was forced to settle for a 22-yard Colton Cook field goal.
The Thunderbirds’ first completion of the game also came on the drive, an 18-yard completion from
Sorensen to Griff McNabb.

Hill scored on a 19-yard run at the 11:53 mark of the third period to give the Aggies a 28-3 lead,
then went 33 yards on the first play of the fourth period to make the Aggie advantage 34-3.

Sorensen struggled, particularly early on and finished with 153 yards on 12-0f-33 passing with
one interception, which came on the final play of the game on a ball that was tipped high in the air.

NOTES: Tommy Collet, Jr., intercepted a pass in the third period, his first career interception.
Brock Miller had a good night punting the ball, with nine boots for 411 yards, a 45.7 yard-per-kick
average. First-year starters Namari Flentroy, Rickey Clark and Zak Browning did well in their first
games as starters. Flentroy and Clark co-led the team with 13 tackles each and Browning finished
with 12 while Collet had a career-high 10.

Southern Utah played Cal close through the first three quarters Saturday, but the Bears took
advantage of a pair of turnovers and a big punt return to score 30 fourth quarter points to pull away
and hand the Thunderbirds their second loss in as many games against FBS-level schools this
season, 50-31.

Southern Utah took a 3-0 on a 40-yard Colton Cook field goal late in the first period, then Cal
tied the game on an 18-yard field goal early in the second period. The Bears then added rushing
TDs by CJ Anderson and Isi Sofele and added a 27-yard Vincenzo D’Amato field goal with 25 sec-
onds to play in the half for a 20-3 lead.

The Thunderbirds were able to grab some momentum at the end of the half, however, taking
advantage of those final 25 seconds to score their first touchdown of the season. It came on a 37-
yard pass from Brad Sorensen to Cameron Morgan, who tipped the ball in the air between three
defenders, then brought it down with one hand before falling out of the back of the end zone. Cal
challenged the call but it was upheld by video review.

SUU pulled within three points early in the third quarter after taking the opening kickoff of the
half and putting together their first sustained drive of the game. A five-yard touchdown pass from
Sorensen to Henna Brown capped the 12-play, 75-yard drive and brought SUU within 20-17.

SUU held Cal scoreless in the third period but the Bears scored on the first play of the fourth
quarter, then on SUU’s subsequent possession Marc Anthony intercepted Sorensen at the Cal 39-
yard line and took it back all the way for a touchdown and a 27-17 advantage. The Bears added a
47-yard field goal after Malik Brown lost a fumble at the SUU 36-yard line, then went up 44-17 after
Allen muffed a punt but scooped it up and ran around the left side of SUU’s coverage 69 yards for
another score.

Southern Utah scored on an eight-yard pass from Sorensen to Brian Wilson with 4:48 to go in
the game to pull within 44-24 and the teams exchanged late scores, on a 77-yard Daniel Lasco run
for Cal and a 7-yard TD pass from Sorensen to Moala.

Fatu Moala caught eight passes for 74 yards and three touchdowns and Brian Wilson rushed
for a career-high 140 yards as Southern Utah overcame a sloppy first half to handle Divison Il New
Mexico Highlands Saturday night, 45-23.

The teams combined for seven turnovers, with SUU throwing two interceptions and NMHU
throwing one and losing four fumbles. SUU didn’t turn the ball over in the second half, however,
and three of the four Cowboy fumbles came after halftime.

The Thunderbird defense came up big, forcing the turnovers — Namari Flentroy forced both
fubles that led to touchdowns — holding the Cowboys to minus-20 rushing yards and getting
scores from end Austin Anderson and free safety Myles Killebrew. Anderson returned a fumble
nine yards for a touchdown late in the second quarter to stake the Thunderbirds to a 21-6 lead,
while Killebrew’s 49-yard return with 6:27 to go gave SUU the 45-23 lead.

Flentroy finished with eight tackles to lead or co-lead the team for the second time in three
games, while Chad Hansen and James Cowser each had seven stops.

Southern Utah started slowly but finished strong and the result was a 49-42 win at Portland
State in the Thunderbirds’ Big Sky Conference opener. With the win, SUU’s first at Portland State
as well as its first in the Big Sky, the Thunderbirds improved to 2-2 overall while PSU dipped to 1-3,
0-1in conference play.

The Thunderbirds fell behind by 18-points in the first-quarter, but rallied to pull within eight at
halftime, then outscored the Vikings 29-14 in the second half when sophomore wide receiver Mitch
Jessop caught six passes for 110 yards and his first two college touchdowns.

SUU tied the game with Jessop’s second touchdown, then took its first lead, 49-42, on a one-
yard Lavel Ika run with 1:35 to play. The T-Birds had to hold on, however, as PSU drove to the
SUU two-yard line, where the Vikings had first and goal with 18 seconds to play. SUU’s defense
held, however, allowing DJ Adams to get to the one on first down, but then knocking down two
passes before stuffing Viking quarterback Kieran McDonagh on fourth down as time expired.

The Vikings dominated the first quarter, scoring touchdowns on all three of their drives to take a
SUU 21-3 lead into the second period. But from then on SUU asserted itself, winning the second
quarter 17-7, the third 15-14 and the fourth 14-0.

Colton Cook hit the first of two field goals in the second period, then Brad Sorensen hit Easton
Pedersen for an 18-yard TD, the first of Pedersen’s career, and Brian Wilson scored on a reception
as well to pull the Thunderbirds within 28-20 at halftime.

Josh Smith returned the opening kickoff of the second half 95 yards to tie the game at 28-28,
and the Thunderbirds also scored on a pair of Sorensen-to-Mitch Jessop passes, the first of his ca-
reer, in the second half.
