Those conditions are effectively removed by 1966.

June 23, 1972 - President Richard Nixon signs the Education Amendments of 1972 into law. In practice, Title IX of the law paves the way for
the addition of women’s athletics programs nationally.

1973-74 - Texas A&M sponsors an intercollegiate women’s basketball team, under the umbrella of the physical education department, that
posts a 15-17 record. Since the team was considered a club team, official records for the program start in 1974-75.

June 15, 1975 - Texas A&M’s Athletic Council adds women'’s athletics to the Texas A&M Athletics Department

1977 - Alpine High School head coach Wanda Bender hired as head coach.

January 23, 1978 - Texas A&M defeats #13 Texas 59-52, marking the Aggies’ first win over a ranked team.

1979 - North Texas head coach Cherri Rapp hired as head coach.

1984 - Kansas State head coach Lynn Hickey hired as head coach.

Jan. 20, 1992 - Dena Russo hits a game-winning shot as time expired to give A&M a 74-73 win at Texas.

Feb. 8,1994 - The Associated Press ranks Texas A&M No. 25 in its weekly poll, marking the Aggies’ first appearance in the poll.

March 16,1994 - In Texas A&M'’s first NCAA Tournament appearance, the 13-seed Aggies knock off four-seed Florida 78-76 in the First
Round. The game was moved to G. Rollie White Coliseum since Florida’s O’Connell Center was booked due to a Rod Stewart concert.
March 20, 1994 - The Aggies win 75-72 in overtime at San Diego State to advance to the Sweet 16. The Aggies become the first 13-seed to
reach the Sweet 16 in the NCAA Women'’s Basketball Tournament, which is still the lowest seed to advance to the Sweet 16.

1994 - Lynn Hickey steps down to become a full-time administrator. Tulane head coach Candi Harvey hired as head coach.

MqrcL\_25, 1995 - Texas A&M defeats Northwestern State 85-81in Amarillo to win the NWIT, the Aggies’ first postseason tournament cham-
pionship.

March 9, 1996 - Playing in the last Southwest Conference Tournament before the league dissolved, the Aggies win their first conference
championship with a 72-68 win over #7 Texas Tech in Reunion Arena. The win clinches the Aggies’ second NCAA Tournament berth and
third straight postseason appearance.

Jan. 4, 1997 - Texas A&M plays its first Big 12 game, an 85-55 loss at Oklahoma.

Feb. 25,1998 - Kera Alexander scores 33 points to give A&M an 81-76 win over Kansas State in the last game in G. Rollie White Coliseum.
April 14,1998 - Harvey resigns as head coach to become head coach of the Nashville Noise (ABL) after a 59-58 record over four years.
June 26, 1998 - Houston Comets (WNBA) assistant coach Peggie Gillom is hired as head coach.

Nov. 15, 1998 - Reed Arena hosts its first women’s basketball game, but North Texas spoils the opening with a 77-72 win over A&M.

March 12,2003 - Peggie Gillom’s contract is not renewed as head coach after posting a 53-86 record over five years.

March 31, 2003 - Arkansas head coach Gary Blair is hired as head coach.

March 16, 2005 - A&M returns to the postseason for the first time since 1996 with a 73-62 win over Tulsa in the WNIT. The Aggies go on to
reach the quarterfinal of the competition.

March 19, 2006 - Texas A&M returns to the NCAA Tournament, but falls 69-65 to TCU in the First Round.

Feb. 28, 2007 - A 67-60 win over Texas in the regular season finale clinches the Big 12 championship with a 13-3 record.

Feb. 17, 2008 - Texas A&M defeats Texas Tech 70-56 to start a 12-game winning streak that does not end until April 1.

March 15,2008 - Texas A&M wins the Big 12 Championship title with a 64-59 win over Oklahoma State in Kansas City, Mo.

March 30, 2008 - A&M knocks off Duke in the Sweet 16, 77-63 in Oklahoma City. The win clinches the Aggies’ first trip to the Elite Eight.
Feb. 23,2009 - Takia Starks makes a layup with 6.0 seconds to go to give No. 12 Texas A&M a 57-56 win over No. 2 Oklahoma in Reed
Arena, marking the Aggies’ highest ranked win.

March 14, 2010 - Texas A&M defeats Oklahoma 74-67 to win the Big 12 Championship title in Kansas City, Mo.

Jan. 30, 2011 - 13,162 fans file into Reed Arena to set the program’s attendance record, but see a 63-60 defeat to Baylor.

March 29, 2011 - After three losses to Baylor during the regular season and Big 12 Tournament, the Aggies never trail in a 58-46 Elite Eight
victory over Baylor in Dallas, clinching the Aggies’ first trip to the Final Four.

April 3, 2011 - Tyra White scores on a layup with 3.3 seconds left to give the Aggies a 63-62 win over Stanford in the NCAA Final Four in In-
dianapolis. The teams traded leads five times in the final minute after A&M came back from a 10-point deficit with just six minutes to play.
April 5, 2011 - Texas A&M wins the NCAA Championship with a 76-70 victory over Notre Dame in Indianapolis. Danielle Adams scored 30
points in the championship game, taking home Final Four Most Outstanding Player honors.

July 1, 2012 - Texas A&M joins the Southeastern Conference in all sports.

March 10, 2013 - Texas A&M defeats Kentucky 75-67 in Duluth, Ga. to win the SEC Tournament championship. The Aggies defeated three
straight ranked teams to win the institution’s first SEC team championship.

April 15, 2013 - Kelsey Bone is selected fifth overall by the New York Liberty in the WNBA Draft, the first Aggie to be drafted in the first round.
June 6, 2013 - Gary Blair is inducted into the Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame.

March 29, 2014 - Texas A&M defeats DePaul in Lincoln, Neb., 84-65 to reach its third Elite Eight.

March 18, 2017 - Texas A&M rallies from 21 points down in the fourth quarter to defeat Penn 63-61 in the NCAA First Round in Los Angeles,
Calif. It is the largest comeback in NCAA Tournament history.

March 18, 2018 - Chennedy Carter hits a 3-pointer with 3.2 seconds to play, capping a 17-point comeback and sending Texas A&M to the
NCAA Sweet 16 with a 80-79 win over DePaul. It is the fourth-largest in NCAA Tournament history.

March 30, 2018 - Chennedy Carter is named USBWA Freshman of the Year to earn unianimous National Freshman of the Year honors. She
is the first player in program history to earn a national end-of-season award.

March 24, 2019 - Shambria Washington makes a go-ahead 3-pointer with 22.9 seconds to play, giving Texas A&M a 78-76 win over Mar-
quette and sending the Aggies to the Sweet 16 for the second straight year.

Dec. 15, 2019 - Gary Blair becomes the 11th Div. | women’s basketball coach to earn 800 victories.

March 12, 2020 - The NCAA cancels the 2020 Women’s NCAA Tournament, ending the Aggies’ season ranked 18th in the country

April 17, 2020 - Chennedy Carter is taken with the 4th pick in the first round of the 2020 WNBA Draft by the Atlanta Dream, becoming the
highest draft pick in program history.

Feb. 28, 2021 - The No. 3 Aggies defeat No. 5 South Carolina in the first top-five matchup in Reed Arena history, 65-57, to win the first ever
SEC Regular Season crown in program history.

March 1, 2021 - Texas A&M achieves the No. 2 ranking in the AP poll, which was the hisghest AP ranking in program histroy to date.
March 24,2021 - Jordan Nixon scores 35 points and dishes seven assists and hits a buzzer beater to defeat lowa State in overtime, 84-82,
sending the Aggies to their third-straight Sweet 16.

April 15,2021 - Aaliyah Wilson, N'dea Jones and Ciera Johnson are all selected in the 2021 WNBA Draft, marking the most Aggies taken in
the draft in program history.

Oct. 28, 2021 - Gary Blair Announces that the 2021-22 season would be the last of his hall-of-fame career.

Dec. 9, 2021 - Gary Blair passes Shelby Metcalf for most wins in Aggie Basketball history with an 88-43 victory over Texas Southern.

Feb. 17,2022 - Texas A&M Board of Regents announces that the court at Reed Arena would be named “Gary Blair Court” on Feb. 24, 2022
Feb. 24,2022 - Gary Blair coaches the final home game of his career in front of nearly 6,000 fans in attendance.

March 2, 2022 - Gary Blair concludes his career verus Vanderbilt in the first round of the SEC Tournament.

March 23, 2022 - Joni Taylor named head coach after seven seasons leading the Georgia Lady Bulldogs.
