>> Northeastern State held off Tarleton State in the final 
six minutes in the last meeting in 2010 which resulted in 
a 31-23 win for NSU.

>> Both were former members of the Lone Star 
Conference with Tarleton State holding a 5-2 lead in the 
now closed league series. 

>> The 2009 meeting in Tahlequah remains one of the 
lowest overall scoring home contests for NSU.  The next 
lowest happened on Dec. 3, 1994 vs. Langston (3-0).

>> Tarleton State head coach Todd Whitten is 2-1 
against NSU.  His lone loss was in 2002 to Head Coach 
J.J. Eckert’s dad Tom which was his 104th and final win 
at NSU. 

1
Northeastern State has not played a college football game since Nov. 16, 2019 (Home vs. Fort Hays State).  The Mid-
America Intercollegiate Athletics Association (MIAA) did not develop a formal football schedule for the 2020-21 athletics 
season. MIAA football programs were permitted to set up no more than four joint practices, scrimmages, or games with 
outside competition.

2
With the Mid-America Intercollegiate Athletics Association playing a closed schedule, this spring has been the first time 
since Oct. 19, 2013, that the RiverHawks have seen a team on the field outside of Association play.  To check off a few 
other boxes, NSU has not played south of the Red River since Sept. 3, 2011, vs. Texas at San Antonio, which was also the 
first game for the Roadrunners football program, and the last time the RiverHawks played a NCAA Division I opponent.

3
There will be a massive difference between the two programs Saturday with Tarleton State in week-seven of their season 
and Saturday’s game being a virtual season opener for the RiverHawks.  The Texans have played four games at home 
and hosted former NCAA Division II rivals Midwestern State on March 20 for Homecoming.  Tarleton State would win 
that contest 33-21 over the Mustangs. 

4
The fall of 2020 is the first time since 1945 that Northeastern State did not play a football game in a calendar year.  
Starting in 1942, due to World War II, four seasons of football were not played.  The following predates Northeastern 
State as an institution, and Oklahoma Statehood, 1906 (as Cherokee Male Seminary) is the last time a team was not 
fielded.   During the 1918 Spanish Flu, Northeastern played one game against Southwestern Oklahoma and won 101-0.

Opening week one under the lights has not been an uncommon occurrence for the RiverHawks, with a kick-off time at 6 
p.m. or later happening each season since at least 1995.  In 2019, NSU opened the year with three straight night games, 
and in 2018 six were played under stadium lights. 

>> The Texans are in their first season in transition to NCAA 
Division I as a member of the Western Athletic Conference 
(WAC).

>> Todd Whitten enters the game as Tarleton’s all-time wins 
leader (83).

>> Assistant Coach (OL/Co-Offensive Coord.) Scott Carey was 
a graduate assistant at Northeastern State during their 2000 
NCAA Division II Playoff Appearance and is a ‘01 Masters Degree 
holder from NSU.

>> Since the start of the 2018 season, Tarleton State holds the 
most wins for a scholarship football program in Texas (28).

>> Tarleton State will be entering this game with 499 wins as a 
program is nearing the .500 mark as a senior college holding a 
308-310-3 record since 1961.

>> On third down, Tarleton State is 41.5-percent in moving the 
chains and 3-for-8 this season fourth downs. 

ABOUT THE TEXANS

>> Northeastern State is not counting Saturday’s game as part 
of the official records for the program’s history, and it is an 
exhibition contest.  The game does count in Tarleton State’s 
record book and the season’s win-loss record.

>> The offensive line will have a different look Saturday with 
Madison Wrather as the lone starter to return.  Matthew Harker is 
a returner but did not play the 2019 season.

>> Similarly, the defensive line will have a different makeup, a 
mix of new, old, and returning from injury. Damani Carter, who 
transferred to NSU from Arkansas in 2019, started the first four 
games of the season before being lost to injury is slated to make 
a return Saturday.

>> Jacob Medrano has started the last seven games as NSU’s 
quarterback and is the projected starter Saturday at Tarleton 
State. 

>> Jahmel Bodrick played basketball for the RiverHawks during 
the 2018-19 season and played in 28 contests while making four 
starts.  Bodrick was part of the special team group and played 

some on the defensive line in 2019.

>> Dylan Friedman is projected to be NSU’s starting kicker 
Saturday and was a mid-season transfer from Bethany (Kan.) and 
was 5-for-8 in PAT attempts this last fall.

>> After being limited to 50 plays in 2019, Isaiah Davis is the 
projected starter as the featured back for NSU.  Davis was a 
redshirt-freshman at Texas A&M-Commerce in 2018 during the 
National Championship season, ran for 214 yards, and averaged 
19.5 yards per game.  

>> Two Northeastern State coaches have won a national 
championship as a player or as a staff member. Michael Conrad 
(Texas A&M-Commerce) won an NCAA Division II National Title, 
and Head Coach J.J. Eckert was a member of the 1994 NAIA 
Championship at NSU. 

>> What does BTC mean on the front of the NSU football 
helmets? Be the Change. The tag is on the back of the main 
fountain at the entrance to Northeastern State.

	 J.J. Eckert will be entering his second year 
at Northeastern State’s head football coach 
after being named by Director of Athletics 
Tony Duckworth on December 12, 2018.  Eckert 
is Northeastern State’s 20th football coach in 
program history. 
	 Eckert has deep roots in Northeastern 
Oklahoma, as a Tahlequah native, and as a four-

year letter winner at Northeastern State (1994-97).
 	 Up through the 2018 season, Eckert has served as head coach at Kilgore 
College since the spring of 2007 and came off a 10-2 season and a national 
ranking at number-4 (No. 4) in the final NJCAA poll.   Eckert guided the 
Rangers last season to a Southwest Junior College Football Conference 
(SWJCFC) Championship, and a win in the Heart of Texas Bowl.  He was also 
recognized as 2018 SWJCFC Coach of the Year following a 62-19 win, over 
Northeastern Oklahoma A&M.
 	 Eckert went 72-53 with the Rangers, winning SWJCFC Regular Season 
Championships three times (2007, 2012, and 2018).   Kilgore took the NJCAA 
Region 14 crown twice in 2015 and 2018 under Eckert, and participated in five 
postseason bowl games.
 	 Eckert served as the program’s offensive coordinator, while coaching 
quarterbacks and receivers at Kilgore.  As head coach at Kilgore, 17 former 
student-athletes of Eckert’s were named NJCAA All-Americans, and he had 
seven Academic All-Americans.
 	 Eckert’s first head coaching stop was a Garden City Community College 
(Garden City, Kan.) where he coached the 2005 and 2006 seasons.
 	 While at Garden City, Eckert went 13-8, and participated in the Dixie 
Rotary Bowl.   In two seasons, he had 15 Academic All-Americans, and six 
NJCAA All-Americans.
 	 Eckert spent four seasons (2001-04) as offensive coordinator at Kilgore 
College working with quarterbacks, 
receivers, and special teams.  In his 
first stint with the Rangers, they went 
40-14, and finished the 2001 season at 
NJCAA Runner-Up.  Kilgore won the 
2001 and 2004 SWJCFC Regular Season 
Championships and took NJCAA Region 14 
titles those same years.
 	 Eckert’s first coaching stop was at 
his alma mater, where he was NSU’s 
quarterback and receivers coach during the 
1998 and 1999 seasons.  Northeastern State 
went 18-6 while on staff, claimed the 1999 
Lone Star Conference title, and reached the 
NCAA Semifinals.
 	 Prior to coaching, Eckert won two 
Oklahoma Intercollegiate Conference 
(OIC) titles as quarterback at Northeastern 
State.  He was a member of the 1994 NAIA 
National Championship team, and part of 
the 1995 NAIA Runner-Up team.
 	 At Tahlequah High School, Eckert was 
a two-year football starter, and named All-
State in football and golf.  In 1993, he was 
named Tahlequah Athlete of the Year, and 

was a Daily Oklahoman First Team All-State selection at linebacker. 
 	 Eckert graduated from Northeastern State in 1997 with a Bachelor of 
Education in Health and Physical Education.  In 1998, he earned a Masters of 
Science in College Teaching at NSU.
 	 Eckert is a member of the 2015 NSU Hall of Fame Class that honored the 
1994 NAIA National Championship football team.
 	 Eckert is married to wife, Amanda, and they have three children.
	 Eckert’s father, Tom, is a member of the Northeastern State Hall of Fame 
(2001), and coached at NSU for 16 seasons.
