• DOMINATING THE GLASS: Th rough games of Dec. 21, the Horns lead the nation in 
rebound margin at +15.5 (45.1-29.5). UT has outrebounded its opponents in 10 of its fi rst 
11 games and posted double-digit rebound margins in nine of its fi rst 11 contests. Texas 
registered a +12 (40-28) advantage on the glass in Saturday’s win against Long Beach State.

• BLOCK PARTY: UT is averaging 7.6 blocks per game (fourth nationally through games 
of Dec. 21). Texas has registered at least seven blocks in eight of their last 10 contests 
entering Tuesday’s game against Stanford.

• FELIX BREAKS OUT: Junior guard Javan Felix had a season-high 17 points (6-of-9 
FG, 3-of-5 threes), four rebounds and three assists against just one turnover in 33 minutes 
off  the bench in Saturday’s win against Long Beach State. Felix ranks third on the team in 
scoring (9.1 ppg) in 25.2 minutes per game through the fi rst 11 contests.

back to a 72-46 win by the Cardinal at Stanford on Dec. 22, 
1962.

• UT posted an 83-75 upset against No. 11 Stanford in Chicago 
in the Dell Classic 4 Kids on Dec. 1, 2001. T.J. Ford was a 
freshman and would lead the Horns to the NCAA “Sweet 16” 
that season.

• In the most recent meeting (March 28, 2008), No. 7 Texas 
topped No. 10 Stanford 82-62 in the NCAA “Sweet 16” at 
Houston’s Reliant Stadium. Th e Longhorns were led by Bob 
Cousy Award winner D.J. Augustin, while the Cardinal 
featured the Lopez twins (Brook and Robin).

HORNS AT HOME
• UT is currently in its 38th season of play at the Frank Erwin 

Center.
• Texas has won 15 consecutive home games dating back to 

last season entering Tuesday’s contest.
• Th e Longhorns have registered an all-time record of 457-104 

(.815) in the building. 
• Since Rick Barnes arrived in Austin, UT has recorded a 232-

32 (.879) mark at the Erwin Center, including a 107-24 (.817) 
record in Big 12 Conference home games. 

• Texas is 185-21 (.898) at the Erwin Center in the last 13 
seasons (dating to the start of the 2002-03 season).

LONG BEACH STATE POSTGAME NOTES                   
• Texas posted a +12 rebound margin (40-28). Th is marked 

the ninth time in the fi rst 11 games that UT has recorded a 
double-digit rebound advantage.

• Th e Horns recorded eight blocks in the game. Texas has posted 
at least seven blocks in eight of its last 10 contests.

• Long Beach State registered opponent team highs against UT 
in both points (68) and FG percentage (.387). Texas improved 
to 10-1 this year when holding its opponent below 40% FG 
shooting.

• Texas converted 80.0% (16-of-20) from the free throw line. 
Th is marked the fourth time this season that UT has hit at least 
80% from the stripe.

• Th e Horns hit 52.8% (28-of-53) from the fi eld. It marked 
the third straight contest and fi ft h time this year that UT has 

converted at least 50% from the fl oor.
• Javan Felix reached double fi gures in scoring (17 points) 

for the fourth time this year and 33rd time in his career (78 
games). He set season highs in points, fi eld goals made (6-of-
9) and three-pointers made (3-of-5).

• Demarcus Holland reached double fi gures in scoring (10 
points) for the fi ft h time this year and 16th time in his career 
(80 games). He set a season high in rebounds (seven).

• Jonathan Holmes reached double fi gures in scoring (14 
points) for the seventh time this year and 48th in his career 
(106 games). 

• Connor Lammert posted his fi rst double-double (10 points, 
12 rebounds) of the year and second of his career (80 games). 
He reached double fi gures in scoring for the second time this 
season and 10th time in his career. Lammert reached double 
fi gures in rebounds for the second time this year and fi ft h time 
in his career.

• Cameron Ridley reached double fi gures in scoring (13 points) 
for the third time this year and 25th time in his career (79 
games).

• During the Rick Barnes era, the Horns have spent 187 weeks 

in Th e AP Top 25, including 91 in the Top 10.
• Texas was ranked No. 10 in Th e Associated Press preseason 

poll. Th is marked the fi rst time the Horns have appeared in the 
AP preseason poll since the 2009-10 season, when UT began 
the year at No. 3.

• Texas has now made 15 appearances in school history in 
the AP preseason poll. Prior to its four-year absence from 
the preseason rankings, the Horns were ranked in the AP 
preseason poll for nine consecutive years (2001-02 through 
2009-10).

• UT was ranked No. 10 in the USA Today coaches’ preseason 
poll. Th is marks the 12th time in the last 14 years that the 
Horns have been ranked in the coaches’ preseason poll. It’s 
the highest preseason coaches’ poll ranking for UT since the 
Longhorns were tabbed No. 3 in 2009-10. 

NOTEWORTHY VICTORY AT UCONN                                    
• UT’s 55-54 win in Storrs (Nov. 30) snapped a 44-game win 

streak by the Huskies against non-conference opponents at 
Gampel Pavilion. Th e streak dated back to a UConn loss to 
Detroit-Mercy in the 2001 NIT (March 18, 2001).

• Th e last time UConn had lost a regular season non-conference 
game in Gampel to a ranked (AP) opponent came on Feb. 6, 
1993 to No. 12 Florida State.

• Prior to the win by Texas, UConn had not lost an on-campus, 
non-conference game played in November/December since a 
91-85 defeat to Holy Cross on Dec. 5, 1973.

2K CLASSIC CHAMPIONS
• Texas captured the 2K Classic benefi tting Wounded Warrior 

Project championship with back-to-back wins against nr/#25 
Iowa (71-57) and Cal (71-55) at Madison Square Garden.

• UT captured its fi rst November neutral-site tournament title 
since the 2009 CBE Classic in Kansas City. 



A CONSISTENT DANCER
Texas has advanced to the NCAA Tournament in 15 of Rick 
Barnes’ fi rst 16 seasons in Austin. UT has made a total of 31 all-
time appearances in the NCAA Tournament (35-34 record). Th e 
Horns have earned a bid to the NCAA tourney 23 times in the last 
26 years.

AN “ELITE” PROGRAM                                                             
Texas has reached the NCAA Elite Eight twice in the last nine years 
and three times in the last 12 seasons. During the Barnes era, the 
Horns have made trips to the regional fi nal in 2003 (beat Michigan 
State to advance to the Final Four), 2006 (lost to LSU in overtime) 
and 2008 (lost to Memphis). UT has advanced to the NCAA Elite 
Eight a total of seven times in program history (1939, 1943, 1947, 
1990, 2003, 2006 and 2008).

Solid defense has been a trademark of the Texas program under 
Rick Barnes. Since Barnes arrived in Austin, the Horns have held 
274 of their 559 opponents to under 40% FG shooting. Texas sports
a 247-27 (.901) mark in the Barnes era when accomplishing the 
feat (10-1 mark in 2014-15). 
• UT has held its fi rst 11 opponents to an average of 53.4 ppg 

on a combined 31.4% FG shooting (202-of-644), including 
a 27.9% mark from three-point range (56-of-201). Texas 
ranks third nationally in FG percentage defense (.314) 
through games of Dec. 21.

• Th e Horns have held each of their fi rst 11 opponents to under 
70 points AND 39% FG shooting.

• Texas limited No. 24/22 Connecticut (Nov. 30) to 54 points 
on 30.4% FG shooting (17-of-56), including a 3-of-16 (.188) 
mark from three-point range.

• UT held Saint Francis (Nov. 25) to 46 points on 31.0% FG 
shooting (18-of-58). 

• Texas limited Cal (Nov. 21) to 55 points on 31.3% FG shooting 
(20-of-64). Th e Horns held the Golden Bears to 21 points on 
24.1% FG shooting (7-of-29) in the fi rst half.

• UT held No. nr/25 Iowa (Nov. 20) to 57 points on 29.6% FG 
shooting (16-of-54), including a 4-of-14 (.286) mark from 
three-point range.

• Texas held Alcorn State (Nov. 16) to 53 points on 29.7% FG 
shooting (19-of-64).

• Texas limited North Dakota State (Nov. 14) to 50 points on 
27.4% FG shooting (17-of-62). Th e Horns held the Bison to 18 
points on 21.4% FG shooting (6-of-28) in the fi rst half.

HISTORICALLY GOOD DEFENSE                                    
• Texas held each of its fi rst seven opponents to below 60 points. 

Th e streak was snapped in UT’s 63-51 loss at No. 1/1 Kentucky 
(Dec. 5). 

• Th e last time UT held its fi rst seven opponents under 60 
points to open a season was 1950-51. Texas held all 27 of its 
opponents that year to below 60 points.

RECORD-SETTING DEFENSE                                   
• Texas limited Texas State (Dec. 13) to 27 points on 21.6% FG 

shooting (11-of-51). 
• Th e 27 points marked the fewest points Texas has allowed 

since Dec. 6, 1946 (53-23 home win against Houston YMCA).
• It marked the fi rst time UT had held an opponent below 30 

points since Feb. 25, 1948 (32-29 home victory against Baylor).
• UT held the Bobcats to just nine points on 16.0% FG shooting 

(4-of-25) in the fi rst half. Th is marked the fewest points 
allowed in a half by the Longhorns since the start of the 
1949-50 season (as far back as the school has box scores and 
records in a half). Th e previous mark for fewest points allowed 
in a half was 10 (2nd half vs. Nicholls State on Dec. 13, 2011; 
2nd half vs. Baylor on Jan. 21, 1984). Th e previous mark for 
fewest points allowed in a fi rst half was 11 (vs. Arkansas-
Monticello on Nov. 18, 2007).

• Th e 21.6% FG shooting marked the third-lowest FG percentage 
allowed by UT in a game since the start of the 1949-50 season. 

CLEANING THE GLASS 
• Texas sports a +15.5 rebound margin (45.1-29.5) through the 

fi rst 11 games this year and has outrebounded its opponent 
in 10 of its fi rst 11 contests. Th e rebound margin (+15.5) 
ranks fi rst nationally through games of Dec. 21.

• UT has posted double-digit rebound margins in nine of its fi rst 
11 games this season. 

• Th e Horns posted a +27 rebound advantage (55-28) against 
Lipscomb. 

• Texas recorded a +24 rebound margin (45-21) against Texas 
State (Dec. 13). 

• Th e Horns registered a +11 rebound margin (42-31) at No. 1/1 
Kentucky (Dec. 5). Th e Wildcats entered the game with a +14.6 
rebound margin.

• Texas posted a +27 (52-25) rebound margin against UT 
Arlington (Dec. 2). Th e Horns grabbed more off ensive boards 
(28) than UTA had total rebounds (25).

BLOCK PARTY
UT ranked 11th nationally in total blocked shots (206) and 14th 
nationally in blocks per game (5.9 bpg) last year. Th e Horns set a 
single-season team record with 206 blocks in 2013-14 (previous 
mark: 203 in 1997-98).
• UT has averaged 7.6 blocks per contest in its fi rst 11 games 

this year (84 total blocks). Texas ranks fourth nationally in 
blocks per game (thru games of Dec. 21).

• Th e Horns have posted at least seven blocks in eight of their last 
10 contests.

• UT set a single-game record for most blocked shots in a half 
(10)  during the fi rst half against Lipscomb (Dec. 16). Th e Horns 
recorded 11 blocked shots for the game.

• Texas tied a single-game school record with 13 blocks in the win 
against UT Arlington (Dec. 2). Th e Horns also blocked 13 shots 
vs. UTSA on Dec. 29, 2004 and vs. Cal on Nov. 15, 2000.

• UT recorded eight blocked shots at No. 24/22 UConn (Nov. 30).
• Texas registered 10 blocks against Cal (Nov. 21). Six diff erent 

Longhorns recorded a blocked shot during that contest.



CENTURY CLUB SUCCESS                                    
• Texas topped the 100-point mark (106-61 win) against 

Lipscomb (Dec. 16) for the 109th time in school history. UT 
improved to 100-9 all-time when reaching the century mark, 
including a 65-1 mark in home games.

• Th e Horns reached the 100-point plateau for the fi rst time 
since Nov. 15, 2011 (100-90 home win against UT Arlington).

BALANCE AND DEPTH 
• Seven UT players in the current rotation (NOT including the 

injured Isaiah Taylor) are averaging at least 5.7 points per 
game through the fi rst 11 contests. 

• Five players reached double-fi gure scoring in Saturday’s home 
win against Long Beach State (Dec. 20).

• All nine scholarship players who were active for the Lipscomb 
game (Dec. 16) scored at least fi ve points. 

• Five diff erent UT players scored at least 20 points in a game 
during the 2013-14 season (Javan Felix, Demarcus Holland, 
Jonathan Holmes, Cameron Ridley and Isaiah Taylor).

HOLMES LEADS BY CONSISTENT EXAMPLE 
Th e lone scholarship senior on this year’s roster, forward Jonathan 
Holmes is in his fourth year as a starter in the frontcourt. In his 
career, Holmes has reached double fi gures in scoring 48 times and 
in rebounds 11 times and has six career double-doubles.
• Holmes leads the team in scoring (12.5 ppg) and ranks 

second in rebounding (6.9 rpg) in 25.5 mpg while hitting 20-
of-44 (.455) from three-point range and 33-of-42 (.786) free 
throws.

• Holmes registered 17 points (4-of-8 FG, 7-of-7 FT), six boards 
and three blocks in 18 minutes against Lipscomb (Dec. 16).

• He tied his career high in rebounds (16) and blocks (three) 
against UT Arlington (Dec. 2). Nine of his 16 boards came on 
the off ensive glass.

• Holmes set a career high with fi ve assists against Saint Francis 
(Nov. 25).

• He recorded 15 points (5-of-6 FG, 2-of-3 threes, 3-of-3 FT) and 
six boards in 15 minutes against North Dakota State (Nov. 14).

HOLMES NEARS 1,000-POINT MILESTONE
Jonathan Holmes enters Saturday’s game against Long Beach State 
just 27 points shy of reaching the 1,000-career point milestone. He 
will become the 34th player in UT history to join the 1,000-point 
club. Holmes has played in 106 career games (88 starts) and 
recorded 973 career points. 

LAST-SECOND HEROICS FOR HOLMES ... AGAIN 
Jonathan Holmes connected on the game-winning three-pointer 
from the left  corner with 2.2 seconds left  during the win at No. 24/22 
Connecticut (Nov. 30). Th is marked Holmes’ second collegiate 
game-winning shot, either at the buzzer or within the fi nal three 
seconds of regulation. Last year (Jan. 21, 2014), he converted a 
three-pointer from the right corner as time expired to lift  Texas 
to a 67-64 home win against No. 22 Kansas State. In addition, 

Holmes also hit a game-tying three-pointer with three seconds 
left  in regulation to force overtime in a home contest against West 
Virginia (Jan. 9, 2013) during his sophomore campaign. 

HOLMES SHINES IN THE BIG APPLE 
Jonathan Holmes claimed 2K Classic Tournament MVP honors, 
averaging 20.0 points and 9.0 rebounds per game while hitting 13-
of-23 (.565) fi eld goals, including 4-of-8 (.500) threes, and 10-of-
13 (.769) free throws during the two contests at Madison Square 
Garden. 
• Holmes also earned Phillips 66 Big 12 Player of the Week (Nov. 

24) accolades for his performance in New York City.
• He had a team-high 19 points (7-of-12 FG, 3-of-5 threes) and 

fi ve boards in 31 minutes against No. nr/25 Iowa (Nov. 20). 
Holmes scored 17 of his 19 points in the second half (6-of-8 
FG, 3-of-4 threes in fi nal 20 minutes). 

• Holmes tallied a game-high 21 points (6-of-11 FG, 8-of-10 
FT), 13 rebounds and two blocks in 32 minutes against Cal 
(Nov. 21) in the title game. 

HOLLAND IS THE GLUE
Junior Demarcus Holland has played in all 80 career games (58 
starts) in his fi rst three seasons. Holland has started the last 46 
games. He earned the team’s Most Outstanding Defensive Player 
award in each of his fi rst two seasons. In his career, Holland has 
reached double fi gures in scoring 16 times and in rebounds three 
times.
• Holland leads the team in assists (30) and minutes (30.5 

mpg) and is fourth in scoring (8.6 ppg) while hitting 30-of-
54 (.556) fi eld goals, including 9-of-16 (.563) from three-
point range, and 26-of-34 (.765) free throws.

• He set a career high with eight assists against just two turnovers 
while adding nine points in 28 minutes against Lipscomb 
(Dec. 16).

• Holland registered 10 points (5-of-5 FT), four rebounds (three 
off ensive), fi ve assists against one turnover and two steals in 38 
minutes at No. 1/1 Kentucky (Dec. 5).

• He had 11 points (7-of-7 FT) and fi ve rebounds in 35 minutes 
during the 2K Classic title game against Cal (Nov. 21).

Sophomore point guard Isaiah Taylor suff ered a left  wrist injury 
during the win against Iowa (Nov. 20). He is out indefi nitely (no 
timetable for his return but this is not a season-ending injury).

TAYLOR TIDBITS
Isaiah Taylor started the fi rst 38 games of his career prior to 
suff ering his wrist injury against Iowa (Nov. 20). Taylor earned 
All-Big 12 Honorable Mention and Big 12 All-Newcomer Team 
accolades as a freshman. He led the team in assists (4.0 apg) and 
minutes (30.1 mpg) and ranked second in scoring (12.7 ppg) and 
steals (37) last season. Taylor had fi ve 20-point performances 
and reached double fi gures in scoring a team-best 27 times as a 
freshman. He sported a 141-to-83 (1.7-to-1) assist-to-turnover 
ratio and dished out at least fi ve assists in a game 15 times last year.

Year 17 at Texas
Th e all-time winningest coach in UT history, 
Rick Barnes, is in his 17th season at Texas. He has 
compiled nearly 600 wins in his 27 years as a head 
coach at George Mason, Providence, Clemson 
and Texas. During the 2010-11 season, Barnes 
earned his 500th career victory and became the 
12th active Men’s Basketball Division I coach to 
reach the 500-win milestone (counting victories 
only while at Division I schools). Barnes has 
guided his teams to a total of 21 NCAA and three 
NIT trips. 

• UT has recorded at least 13 league victories in 
seven of Barnes’ fi rst 16 seasons in Austin (13-3 
in 1998-99, 1999-2000, 2002-03, 2005-06, 2007-
08 and 2010-11). Th e Longhorns have reached 
the 10-win mark in Big 12 Conference play a total 
of 11 times in the 16 seasons under Barnes. Texas 
posted 9-7 conference marks in 2004-05, 2008-
09 and 2009-10 and a 9-9 league record in 2011-
12. Th e Horns have recorded at least nine league 
wins in 15 of Barnes’ fi rst 16 seasons in Austin.

• UT owns a 33-18 (.647) mark against AP Top 
25 opponents at the Erwin Center under Barnes.

• Barnes had a personal streak of 17 consecutive 
NCAA Tournament appearances snapped during 
the 2012-13 season. Barnes reached the NCAA 
tourney in each of his last three years at Clemson 
(1996-98) and in each of his fi rst 14 seasons at 
Texas (1999-2012).
