QUICK HITS

-Texas has won nine of its last 10 games, 15 of its last 17 and seven consecutive Big 12 contests. At 30-8,
the Longhorns are off to their best 38-game start since going 31-7 in 2010.

- The Longhorns have recorded back-to-back conference sweeps for the first time since 2010, when
they swept five straight.

- Texas swept Oklahoma with great offensive balance. Eight of nine starters had at least one hit Friday,
while all nine had at least one on Saturday and Sunday. Texas scored 25 runs and hit.310 as a team in
the series. Every Longhorn starter scored at least two runs and six had three or more RBI.

- The Texas pitching staff leads the Big 12 and ranks fifth nationally with a 2.11 ERA. As a staff, Texas is
holding opponents to a .220 batting average, also best in the league.

-The starting rotation of Parker French (2.21 ERA), Dillon Peters (2.70) and Nathan Thornhill (0.78) has a
cumulative ERA of 1.89. That ranks fourth nationally among weekend rotations (see page 3).

- Texas has allowed just 103 runs (2.7 runs/game) this year. That's the lowest number of runs allowed
through 38 games in head coach Augie Garrido’s 18-year tenure at Texas. The Longhorns allowed 106
runs in the first 38 games in 2010, which ranks as the second fewest.

- The Longhorns rank second in the league and 13th nationally in fielding percentage (.978). Texas
leads the Big 12 and ranks eighth nationally in double plays (39).

- Over the last 17 games, Texas is averaging 6.5 runs per game and hitting .302 as a team with a .417
slugging percentage and .409 on-base percentage. The Horns have recorded double-digit hits in 12 of
those 17 games. The Longhorns are 14-0 when scoring six or more runs this year.

-Tres Barrera (27-68 .397), Zane Gurwitz (24-62, .387), Madison Carter (11-32,.344), Ben Johnson (22-66,
.333) and C.J Hinojosa (18-63, .286) have been the offensive leaders over the last 16 games.

-Texas ranks third nationally in RPl and has played one of the most difficult schedules in the nation. The
Longhorns have a 8-3 record against teams in the RPI top 30, including 5-1 in road and neutral games.
Against the RPI top 100, Texas is 26-8.

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QUICK HITS CONTINUED...

- Texas is ranked in the top 10 by all five major polls, including sixth by Baseball America,
fourth by Collegiate Baseball Newspaper, sixth by Perfect Game, seventh by the NCBWA and
eighth by USA Today.

- Mark Payton leads the Big 12 in on-base percentage (.477) and is tied for the lead in triples
(5), ranks sixth in batting average (.348) and first in walks (33). Payton has reached base safely
in 77 consecutive games dating back to last season, which is the longest streak nationally
and the second longest in Big 12 history (93 - Nick Martini, K-State, 2009-11).

- Head coach Augie Garrido surpassed Gordon Gillespie for the most wins (1,894) by any
college baseball coach at any level with the 5-1 win over Texas State on March 25. He now
has 1,904.

-Texas' 44 hits in the Texas Tech series were the most in a three-game series since March 16-
18,2012, when the Longhorns had 45 at Oklahoma.

- The Longhorns are 16-1 when scoring in the first inning this season. The lone loss came
on March 29 at Texas Tech. Texas has scored in the first inning in 10 of the last 15 games.
- The Longhorns are second in the Big 12 with six shutouts, trailing only TCU which has
seven. Texas also ranks t-10th nationally.

-Texas is No. 1 in the country in Iterative Strength Rating, according to college baseball
site BoydsWorld.com (see more - page 3). The Longhorns have played the 12th most
difficult schedule accoring to BoydsWorld.

- The Texas bullpen had a streak of 30 consecutive scoreless innings snapped when it
surrendered five runs in the ninth inning against Kansas on March 16. On the year, the
bullpen has a 1.67 ERA, while the starters have a 2.36 ERA.

- Texas is 30-4 when scoring two runs or more.

- Texas has stolen 37 bases on 45 attempts this season, with Ben Johnson (10-10),
Collin Shaw (9-13), and Mark Payton (7-8) leading the way. The Longhorns have been
excellent against the run, with opponents stealing just 14 bases on 23 attempts. That’s
the lowest number in the Big 12, with West Virginia ranking second (19-27).

- Texas leads nation with 61 sacrifice bunts.

- Three pitchers with a combined 40 starts from last year return in 2014: Dillon Peters
(14), Parker French (13) and Nathan Thornhill (13). The Longhorns return seven total
pitchers from the 2013 staff which ranked seventh nationally in ERA (2.61).

- The 2013 UT recruiting class was ranked second nationally by Baseball America. Five
players ranked in the Baseball America 500: right-handed pitcher Lukas Schiraldi (No.
162), third baseman Andy McGuire (No. 198), catcher Tres Barrera (No. 200), infielder
Bret Boswell (No. 221) and right-handed pitcher Blake Goins (No. 256). The class is
comprised of 12 freshmen and one junior-college transfer in Schiraldi.

- Five of the 13 incoming players were selected in the 2013 MLB Draft but chose to
report to campus rather than sign professional contracts. Goins was selected in the
12th round, left-handed pitcher Josh Sawyer was taken in the 32nd round, Schiraldi
and infielder/right-handed pitcher Kacy Clemens were picked in the 35th round, and
McGuire was taken in the 36th round.

- Seniors Mark Payton (OF) and Nathan Thornhill (RHP) return to The Forty Acres after
being selected in the MLB draft in the 16th and 24th rounds, respectively.

- Payton led the 2013 squad in nearly every hitting category including: batting average
(.393), hits (70), doubles (11), triples (8), RBIs (29), total bases (97), slugging percentage
(.545), walks (28), on-base percentage (.483), and sac bunts (7).

- Twenty-two players were named to the Big 12 Commissioner’s Honor Roll in the fall
2013 semester for earning a 3.0 grade-point-average or higher. Of Texas’ incoming
class of 13 student-athletes, 10 made the honor roll.

BULLPEN SECURING THEWIN - When holding a lead after six innings, the Longhorns
are a perfect 24-0 this year. That's in large part due to a bullpen that has a collective
1.67 ERA, surrendering just 29 runs (23 earned) in 123 2/3 innings of work. The biggest
contributors have been (relief numbers only listed): LHP Travis Duke (0.00 ERA, 14 1/3
IP), RHP John Curtiss (1.02 ERA, 17 2/3 IP), RHP Chad Hollingsworth (1.37 ERA, 19 2/3
IP), RHP Morgan Cooper (1.65 ERA, 27 1/3 IP) and LHP Ty Culbreth (1.77 ERA, 20 1/3 IP).
Collectively, those five pitchers have a 1.27 ERA in 99 1/3 innings pitched.

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TRIO ON ATEAR - Since March 11, Tres Barrera, Zane Gurwitz and Ben Johnson have been
on a tear offensively. Barrera is 33-0f-82 (.402) at the plate, including 22 RBI, 15 runs, eight
doubles, two triples and a home run (.585 slugging %). He has raised his batting average 174
points (.128 to .302) in that span. Gurwitz is 25-of-68 (.368) with a .471 slugging percentage
and .405 on-base percentage. Johnson is 28-0f-81 (.346) with three doubles, a triple and a
home run for a .556 slugging percentage, along with a .446 on-base percentage. Johnson
has scored a team-high 21 runs in that span.

SPLITTING THE SEASON - Texas has made major strides offensively over the season’s
last 17 games. The Longhorns have made marked improvements in nearly every
statistical category in that stretch.

LEADING THE LEAGUE - Texas sits atop the conference standings at 9-3 heading into
the weekend, a game ahead of Oklahoma State (8-4) and two games ahead of TCU
(7-5). The Longhorns lead the league in both team batting average (.284) and team
ERA (2.43) in league games only. A pair of freshmen rank in the top five in hitting with
Tres Barrera third (.370) and Zane Gurwitz fifth (.357). Barrera is tied for the lead league
with 12 RBI, while Brooks Marlow leads the league in runs (11) and Ben Johnson is tied
for second (10).

DOUBLE PLAY DUO - Texas leads the Big 12 and is tied for eighth nationally with
39 double plays. Second baseman Brooks Marlow and shortstop C.J Hinojosa have
played a large part, with Marlow involved in 32 of the double plays and Hinojosa 25.
The pair was also effective last season, when Hinojosa helped turn 31 and Marlow 23.
First baseman Kacy Clemens, meanwhile, has been in on 32 of the double plays this
season and is fielding at a .987 clip. Marlow’s fielding percentage is .990.

SERIES HISTORY - Texas leads the all-time series with TCU 220-60-2 including 128-25
at home. However, the teams are 5-5 since 2009 and TCU took two of three last year.

QUALITY STARTS - Texas starting pitchers have allowed just 57 earned runs in 217
1/3 innings this season (2.36 ERA). Combined, they have a 19-6 record and opponents
are hitting just .228.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS - Since 2009, Texas is 137-48 in non-conference play, a
.741 winning percentage. The Longhorns were 20-6 against non-conference foes last
year and are 21-5 this season.

WEEKLY HONORS - Four Longhorns have earned Big 12 weekly honors this season.
 Mark Payton was named Player of the Week on Feb. 17 after going 9-for-17 (.529) in a
four-game series at Cal. The senior had a double, triple and home run on the weekend
to go along with four RBI and three runs. Payton went 4-for-5 with runners on base.

- Dillon Peters was named Pitcher of the Week on March 3. Peters pitched eight
shutout innings against then No. 12/15 Rice on Feb. 28, leading Texas to a 2-0 victory.
The junior struck out six, allowed just four hits and didn't issue a walk.

- Tres Barrera was named Big 12 Newcomer of the Week on March 31. The freshman
went 8-for19 (.421) with a.737 slugging percentage on the week with three doubles,
seven RBI and his first career home run.

- NathanThornhill earned Big 12 Pitcher of the Week honors on April 14 after he tossed
a complete game in an 8-1 win over Oklahoma. The senior struck out a season-high six
and allowing just one run on five hits. Thornhill worked five 1-2-3 innings and allowed
just one runner past second base in the game.

STARTING HOT - The Texas pitching staff has had a hot start to the 2014 season.
Through the season’s first 38 games the Longhorns have a 2.11 team ERA, having
surrendered just 80 earned runs in 341 innings of work. That is the best start by a Texas
pitching staff since at least 20009. It is also Texas' best record in the first 38 games since
starting 31-7in 2010.

COMEBACKWINS - The Longhorns have several comeback wins this season. On April
4 against Baylor, Texas overcame a 4-2 deficit with two outs in the ninth inning with a
bases loaded, three-run double by Mark Payton to win the game.

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CURTISS COMES BACK - Redshirt sophomore John Curtiss made his return to the
mound for Texas on Feb. 25 vs. UTPA, starting and logging two innings with two
strikeouts. Curtiss, whose last appearance prior to that was on May 24, 2012 in the Big
12 Tournament, made his come-back from Tommy John and thoracic outlet syndrome
surgeries. So far this season, Curtiss has logged 19 2/3 innings, allowing two earned
runs (0.92 ERA) while striking out 15. He’s taken over the closer role and has five saves
in six opportunities.

MODEL OF CONSISTENCY - Senior center fielder Mark Payton is back for his senior
season after starting 167 games in his first three years at UT. Payton led the Big 12 and
ranked 12th nationally with a .393 batting average last year, the highest mark by a
Longhorn since Dustin Majewski hit .401 in 2002. He's one of just two Longhorns to hit
.390 or better in a season in the last 25 years (also Majewski). Payton became the first
Longhorn to win the Big 12 batting title since Seth Johnston in 2005 (.378).

- Payton has been a model of consistency for UT, having reached base in 135 of 140
games over the last two-plus years (38-38in 2014,47-50in 2013, 50-52 in 2012). Dating
back to last year, he is on a 77-game streak of having reached base safely which leads
the nation. Last year he led the team with 20 multiple hit games and has achieved that
feat in 14 of 38 games this year.

- On the season, Payton is batting .348 (48-138) and has a .977 OPS (.500 slugging +
A77 on-base).

« Payton is now alone in second in school and Big 12 history with 19 career triples. He
needs just one more to match Bill Bates’ (1983-85) school record and Jeff Liese (2000-
03) of Nebraska’s Big 12 record.

PAYTON NAMED SENIOR CLASS AWARD CANDIDATE - Mark Payton was named
one of 30 candidates for the Senior CLASS Award on March 19.The award is presented
annually to a NCAA Division | senior who has notable achievements in four areas of
excellence - community, classroom, character and competition. An acronym for
Celebrating Loyalty and Achievement for Staying in School®, the Senior CLASS Award
focuses on the total student-athlete and encourages students to use their platform in
athletics to make a positive impact as leaders in their communities. Payton’s Senior
CLASS bio can be viewed here: http://www.seniorclassaward.com/athletes/mark_
payton/.The 30 candidates will be narrowed to 10 finalists midway through the regular
season, and those 10 names will be placed on the official ballot. The Senior CLASS
Award winner will be announced during the 2014 College World Series® in June.

TWO-OUT PRODUCTION - Payton has been at the top of his game when coming to
bat with two outs. The senior is 15-for-44 with 13 RBI on the season and has started
several key two-out rallies: agaist Baylor on 4/4, he delivered a two-out bases loaded
double in the bottom of the ninth, giving the Longhorns a 5-4 walk-off victory; his
two-out single in the fifth inning of game three at Cal led to a two-run inning in a

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game that UT won 6-2; his two-out single in the fifth inning against TAMU-CC on 2/18 led to a five-run inning; against Stanford on 2/21, he had a two-
run triple with two outs that started a five-run inning; on 2/22 vs. Stanford, with the game tied 2-2 in the seventh inning, Payton worked an eight-pitch
at bat and hit a run-scoring single to give Texas the lead; on 3/8 vs. Hawai'i, down 2-0 in the fifth he hit a two-run triple to tie the game. The Longhorns
went on to win, 3-2; on 3/16 against Kansas he hit an RBI double to tie the game at one apiece.

+ C.J Hinojosa (16-for-49), Collin Shaw (12-for-35), Ben Johnson (12-for-39) and Madison Carter (6-for-12) have also provided key two-out hits.

« As a team, Texas is batting .281 with two outs. In the last 17 games Texas is hitting .314 as a team with two outs, and 42 of Texas' 68 two-out RBI have
come in that stretch.

- Of Texas’ 190 runs this season, 86 have come with two outs.

WALKING OFF - Texas has three walk-off wins this season.

« Senior Mark Payton had a walk-off three-run double down the left field line with two outs in the bottom of the ninth against Baylor on April 4, giving
the Horns a 5-4 win.

- Senior Jacob Felts'single to center in the bottom of the 11th inning vs. UTPA on Feb. 25 scored Alex Silver to give Texas a 2-1 win.

- Against Stanford on Feb. 22, Collin Shaw scored from third base on a wild pitch in the bottom of the ninth to lift Texas to a 4-3 win.

Prior to that, Texas’ last win on a walk-off hit was March 16, 2013, on a double by Felts vs. Texas Tech. Felts also had a game-winning hit vs. Hawai'i on
March 7, breaking a 2-2 tie with a run-scoring single in the eighth inning.

A LOOK AT THE STAFF - Head coach Augie Garrido enters his 18th season at Texas and 46th overall with a career record of 1,904-879-9. He is assisted
by Skip Johnson (eighth season at Texas), Tommy Nicholson (fourth season at Texas) and Ryan Russ (third season at Texas). Johnson has led UT to
top-10 national finishes in ERA in five of his seven seasons on the Forty Acres. Nicholson, a volunteer assistant in 2009 and 2010, returned to the staff
as an assistant coach prior to last season. He coaches the infielders and hitters and helped the Longhorns lead the Big 12 in fielding percentage last
season. Russ, in his third season as volunteer assistant, coaches the outfielders and helps coach the hitters.

ACADEMIC SUCCESS - The Texas baseball team has a long history of academic success.

- Since 2006, over 30 Texas Baseball student-athletes have returned to campus to earn their degrees.

+ The program has posted a perfect score of 1,000 Academic Progress Rate (APR) from 2007-11 and has received APR Public Recognition Awards four
times for having multiyear Academic Progress Rates in the top 10 percent in their sport (2008-09, 2009-10, 2010-11, 2011-12).

«The team earned the College World Series Award for the team with the highest GPA in 2009 and 2011.

- The team has had six consecutive semesters of a GPA of 3.0 or better and currently holds a 3.2 GPA. Over 70% of students on the team holds a
cumulative GPA of 3.0 or better.

HONORING JAMES STREET - Texas will honor the late James Street, who passed away in September of 2013, throughout the season by wearing a“JS”
decal on their hats and helmets. A two-sport star, Street helped lead UT to three consecutive College World Series appearances and posted a career
record of 29-8. Street ranks sixth in UT history with 21 complete games and ninth with a career 1.86 ERA and 302 strikeouts. He threw a perfect game
in 1970 (vs. Texas Tech) and a no-hitter in 1969 (vs. SMU). Street was a two-time second-team All-America selection and a three-time All-SWC choice.
On the football field, Street was a perfect 20-0 as a starting quarterback from 1968-69 and helped lead UT to the 1969 National Championship. The
Longhorns posted a perfect 11-0 record (7-0 in the Southwest Conference) and capped off their second national title with a 21-17 victory against No.
9 Notre Dame in the 1970 Cotton Bowl. Street earned consensus All-SWC honors that season.
