o Texas posted its 10th straight win against TCU. The Horns
have won 14 of the last 15 meetings against the Horned Frogs.
UT improved to 7-0 against TCU during the Rick Barnes era.

e UT held TCU to 20 points on 27.6% FG shooting (8-0f-29)
in the first half, including a 1-of-11 (9.1%) mark from three-
point range.

o  Texas registered a +11 rebound margin (41-30). The Horns
have recorded double-digit rebound margins in 13 of their fist
18 contests this season.

o UT recorded nine blocks in the win. Texas has blocked at least
eight shots in 11 of its first 18 contests.

Texas has advanced to the NCAA Tournament in 15 of Rick Barnes’
first 16 seasons. UT has made a total of 31 all-time appearances in
the NCAA Tournament (35-34 record). The Horns have earned a
bid to the NCAA tourney 23 times in the last 26 years.

AN “ELITE” PROGRAM

Texas has reached the NCAA Elite Eight twice in the last nine years
and three times in the last 12 seasons. During the Barnes era, the
Horns have made trips to the regional final in 2003 (beat Michigan
State to advance to the Final Four), 2006 (lost to LSU in overtime)
and 2008 (lost to Memphis). UT has advanced to the NCAA Elite
Eight a total of seven times in program history (1939, 1943, 1947,

Solid defense has been a trademark of the Texas program under

Rick Barnes.

a249-27 (.902) mark in the Barnes era when accomplishing the

feat (12-1 mark in 2014-15).

o UT has held its first 18 opponents to an average of 56.3 ppg
on a combined 34.4% FG shooting (356-0f-1036), including a
30.0% mark from three-point range (99-o0f-330). Texas ranks
THIRD nationally in FG percentage defense (.344) through
games of Jan. 19.

o The Horns have held 13 of their first 18 opponents to under
40% FG shooting.

o UT limited No. 24/22 Connecticut (Nov. 30) to 54 points on
30.4% FG shooting (17-0f-56), including a 3-0f-16 (.188) mark
from three-point range.

o  This marked a UT record for lowest FG percentage allowed
(24.1) in a Big 12 Conference regular-season contest
(previous: 25.0 at Baylor [13-0f-52] on Feb. 19, 2000).

« The 13 field goals allowed by UT also tied a school record for
fewest FG allowed in a Big 12 game.

RECORD-SETTING DEFENSE

o  Texas limited Texas State (Dec. 13) to 27 points on 21.6% FG
shooting (11-0f-51).

o The 27 points marked the fewest points Texas has allowed
since Dec. 6, 1946 (53-23 home win against Houston YMCA).

o It marked the first time UT had held an opponent below 30
points since Feb. 25, 1948 (32-29 home victory against Baylor).

o UT held the Bobcats to just nine points on 16.0% FG shooting
(4-0f-25) in the first half. This marked the fewest points
allowed in a half by the Longhorns since the start of the
1949-50 season (as far back as the school has box scores and
records in a half).

16th McDonald’s All-American and 11th Jordan Brand All-
American in UT history, Turner also was a member of the U.S.
team at the Nike Hoop Summit this past spring. He averaged
18.1 points, 12.2 rebounds and 6.8 blocks per game as a senior
while leading Trinity to a 24-7 record.

THREE-POINT STREAK

The last time Texas did not convert a three-pointer in a contest
came on Dec. 18, 1990, in an 87-84 overtime victory at UC-Santa
Barbara. The Horns were 0-of-2 from beyond the arc on that day.
The Longhorns enter Saturday’s contest having hit at least one
3-pointer in 809 consecutive games. In fact, UT has converted
at least one three-pointer in 937 of 943 games since the trey was
introduced prior to the 1986-87 season. The Horns have failed to
attempt at least one three-pointer just one time in school history
(Feb. 24, 1988; at TCU, 69-55 win).

NOTEWORTHY VICTORY AT UCONN

o UT’s 55-54 win in Storrs (Nov. 30) snapped a 44-game win
streak by the Huskies against non-conference opponents at
Gampel Pavilion. The streak dated back to a UConn loss to
Detroit-Mercy in the 2001 NIT (March 18, 2001).

o Thelast time UConn had lost a regular season non-conference
game in Gampel to a ranked (AP) opponent came on Feb. 6,
1993 to No. 12 Florida State.

«  Prior to the win by Texas, UConn had not lost an on-campus,
non-conference game played in November/December since a
91-85 defeat to Holy Cross on Dec. 5, 1973.

o  Texas Basketball has received public recognition awards for its
multi-year NCAA Division I Academic Progress Rate (APR)
in each of the last five years (2010-14). The awards are given
to teams scoring in the Top 10 percent of all squads in their
respective sport. UT has earned a perfect 1,000 score in each
of the last five multi-year APR reports. In addition, Men’s
Basketball has posted perfect 1,000 APR single-year scores
in EVERY season dating back to 2005-06 (eight consecutive
years).

o The Men’s Basketball team’s semester GPA in Spring 2014 was
a 3.33 (4.0 scale), the highest single-semester team GPA in
program history.

o The team’s semester GPA in Fall 2014 was a 3.12. The team
finished the Fall 2014 semester with a team cumulative GPA
of 3.19.

«  Twelve UT players hold a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or better.

o Four UT players earned a spot on the 2014 Academic All-Big
12 Men’s Basketball Team. Connor Lammert was named to the
First Team, while Javan Felix, Demarcus Holland and Prince
Ibeh were each selected to the Second Team.

HORNS REACH 20-WIN MARK ... AGAIN

With their 24-11 mark last year, the Longhorns reached the 20-win
mark for the 14th time in 16 seasons under coach Rick Barnes.
UT had a school-record streak of 13 consecutive 20-win seasons
snapped in 2012-13. Prior to that streak, the previous school mark
for most consecutive 20-win seasons was four (1988-89 to 1991-92).
The Longhorns have reached the 20-win plateau of total of 29 times
in their previous 108 seasons of basketball.

BEATING THE BEST

UT’s win at No. 2 Kansas on Jan. 22, 2011 equaled the highest-
ranked (AP) opponent the Longhorns have defeated in school
history.

The University of Texas. The guard duo will join the Longhorns for
the 2015-16 season.

o Davis (6-3, 172), a guard from Saginaw Arthur Hill High
School who plays under coach Greg McMath, is ranked as
the No. 41 overall prospect in the nation by ESPN, No. 42 by
247Sports and No. 53 by Rivals.com. He averaged 27 points,
five rebounds, four assists and three steals per game in his
junior year while leading Arthur Hill to the Saginaw Valley
League championship. Davis earned Michigan Class A Player
of the Year honors as a junior.

o Roach (6-3, 160), a guard from Houston’s North Shore High
