18. Th e Longhorns tied their single-game school record (and set a school record for most 
blocks in a Big 12 game) with 13 blocks in Tuesday’s loss at No. 17/17 Oklahoma. 

• TURNER SEEING DOUBLE: Freshman forward Myles Turner has recorded back-
to-back double-doubles for the fi rst time in his collegiate career in the last two contests. 
During the stretch, Turner has averaged 21.0 points, 11.0 rebounds and 4.5 blocks per 
game while converting 15-of-22 (.682) fi eld goals and 10-of-12 (.833) free throws.

Stew 
Morrill enters Saturday with 399 wins at Utah State as well, 
and USU plays Fresno State on Saturday evening.

• With UT’s victory against TCU on Feb. 11, Barnes earned 
his 600th career collegiate win. Barnes became just the 13th 
ACTIVE NCAA Division I men’s basketball coach to reach 
the 600-win milestone (joining: Mike Krzyzewski, Duke; 
Jim Boeheim, Syracuse; Bob Huggins, West Virginia; Roy 
Williams, North Carolina; Bo Ryan, Wisconsin; Rick Pitino, 
Louisville, Rick Byrd, Belmont; Jerry Slocum, Youngstown 
State; Cliff  Ellis, Coastal Carolina; Larry Hunter, Western 
Carolina; John Beilein, Michigan; Stew Morrill, Utah State).

• Th e Longhorns tied their school single-game record for most 

blocked shots (13) and set a school record for most blocks in a 
Big 12 Conference game. UT has now reached double fi gures 
in blocked shots a total of fi ve times in its fi rst 26 contests.

• Th e Horns limited Oklahoma to 36.1% FG shooting (22-of-
61). UT has held 18 of its fi rst 26 opponents to below 40% FG 
shooting this year. Texas dropped to 15-3 this year and 252-29 
in the Barnes era when holding its opponent below 40% FG 
shooting. 

• Javan Felix reached double fi gures in scoring (10 points) for 
the 12th time this year and 41st time in his career (91 games). 

• Jonathan Holmes reached double fi gures in rebounds (11 
boards) for the sixth time this year and 15th time in his career 
(119 games).

• Myles Turner recorded his second straight double-double 
(17 points, 10 rebounds) and fourth of the season (26 games). 
Turner reached double fi gures in scoring for the 12th time this 
season. He reached double fi gures in rebounds for the fi ft h 
time this year. Turner also tied his career high with six blocks.

• Kendal Yancy reached double fi gures in scoring (14 points) 
for the fourth time this year and seventh time in his career 
(60 games).

a 33.2% mark from three-point range (156-of-470). Texas 
ranks FOURTH nationally in FG percentage defense (.360) 
through games of Feb. 18.

• Th e Horns have held 18 of their fi rst 26 opponents to under 
40% FG shooting (15-3 record in those games).

• UT has held six of their fi rst 26 opponents to under 30% FG 
shooting (6-0 record in those games).

• Texas held No. 16/15 West Virginia (Jan. 17) to 50 points on 
24.1% FG shooting (13-of-54).

Th e Horns enter Saturday’s contest just six blocks shy of setting 
a new single-season team record for most blocked shots. UT has 
recorded 201 blocks through the fi rst 26 games. Texas set a single-
season team record with 206 blocks last year.
• UT has averaged 7.7 blocks per contest in its fi rst 26 games 

this year. Texas ranks FIRST nationally in blocks per game 
(thru games of Feb. 18).

• Th e Horns have reached double fi gures in blocked shots a total of 
fi ve times in their fi rst 26 games.

• Texas tied its school single-game record for most blocked 
shots (13) during Tuesday’s game at No. 17/17 Oklahoma (Feb. 
17). Th is marked the second time this year that UT has tied its 
single-game mark (13 vs. UT Arlington on Dec. 2). Th e Horns 
also blocked 13 shots twice prior to this season (vs. UTSA on 
Dec. 29, 2004 and vs. California on Nov. 15, 2000). 

• UT also set a school record for most blocks in a Big 12 game with 
the 13 rejections at Oklahoma.

HOLMES LEADS BY CONSISTENT EXAMPLE 
Th e lone scholarship senior on this year’s roster, forward Jonathan 
Holmes is in his fourth year as a starter in the frontcourt. In his 
career, Holmes has reached double fi gures in scoring 55 times and 
in rebounds 15 times and has nine career double-doubles.
• He ranks second on the team in rebounding (6.5 rpg) and 

third in scoring (11.0 ppg) in 26.3 minutes per game while 
hitting 32-of-92 (.348) from three-point range and 64-of-82 
(.780) free throws.



• Holmes suff ered a concussion midway through the second half 
of the home game against Oklahoma State (Feb. 4). He missed 
the next two contests (at Kansas State on Feb. 7 and vs. TCU 
on Feb. 11) before returning to action vs. Texas Tech (Feb. 14).

• He registered 17 points, 10 boards (six off ensive) and two blocks 
in 32 minutes at No. 15/16 Iowa State (Jan. 26).

• Holmes recorded 16 points (career-high 11-of-12 FT) and 11 
rebounds (fi ve off ensive) in 31 minutes against No. 16/15 West 
Virginia (Jan. 17).

• He recorded 12 points and 10 rebounds (eight off ensive) in 29 
minutes against Rice (Dec. 29).

• Holmes tied his career high in rebounds (16) against UT 
Arlington (Dec. 2). Nine of his 16 boards came on the off ensive 
glass.

HOLMES JOINS 1,000-POINT CLUB
With his layup at the 19:52 mark of the second half at Texas Tech 
(Jan. 3), Jonathan Holmes became the 34th player in UT history 
to join the 1,000-point club. He enters Saturday’s contest with 
1,100 points in 119 career games (100 starts).

LAST-SECOND HEROICS FOR HOLMES ... AGAIN 
Jonathan Holmes connected on the game-winning three-pointer 
from the left  corner with 2.2 seconds left  during the win at No. 24/22 
Connecticut (Nov. 30). Th is marked Holmes’ second collegiate 
game-winning shot, either at the buzzer or within the fi nal three 
seconds of regulation. Last year (Jan. 21, 2014), he converted a 
three-pointer from the right corner as time expired to lift  Texas 
to a 67-64 home win against No. 22 Kansas State. In addition, 
Holmes also hit a game-tying three-pointer with three seconds 
left  in regulation to force overtime in a home contest against West 
Virginia (Jan. 9, 2013) during his sophomore campaign. 

HOLMES SHINES IN THE BIG APPLE 
Jonathan Holmes claimed 2K Classic Tournament MVP honors, 
averaging 20.0 points and 9.0 rebounds per game while hitting 13-
of-23 (.565) fi eld goals, including 4-of-8 threes, and 10-of-13 (.769) 
free throws during the two contests at Madison Square Garden. 
• Holmes also earned Phillips 66 Big 12 Player of the Week (Nov. 

24) accolades for his performance in New York City.
• He had a team-high 19 points (7-of-12 FG, 3-of-5 threes) and 

fi ve boards in 31 minutes against No. nr/25 Iowa (Nov. 20). 
Holmes scored 17 of his 19 points in the second half (6-of-8 
FG, 3-of-4 threes in fi nal 20 minutes). 

• Holmes tallied a game-high 21 points (6-of-11 FG, 8-of-10 
FT), 13 rebounds and two blocks in 32 minutes against Cal 
(Nov. 21) in the title game. 

TAYLOR RETURNS TO FORM
Sophomore point guard Isaiah Taylor started the fi rst 38 games of 
his career prior to suff ering a left  wrist injury against Iowa (Nov. 
20). He missed 10 games (UT went 8-2 without Taylor) before 
returning to action in the Big 12 opener at Texas Tech (Jan. 3). 

Taylor has played in 51 career games (all starts) and has reached 
double fi gures in scoring 37 times, including seven 20-point 
performances.
• He leads the team in scoring (12.8 ppg) while adding a 

team-high 4.2 apg and 3.6 rpg in a team-best 31.8 mpg. He 
has converted 57-of-70 (.814) free throws. 

• Despite missing 10 games, Taylor LEADS the team in steals 
(14) and ranks second in total assists (67) on the year.

• He registered a game-high 23 points (6-of-10 FG, 11-of-15 
FT) and four assists in 39 minutes in the win at Kansas State 
(Feb. 7). He set a career high in FT made. 

• Taylor tallied a game-high 18 points (6-of-7 FT) while playing 
in a career-best 43 minutes against Oklahoma State (Feb. 4).

• He registered his fi rst career double-double with 16 points and 
10 assists against just one turnover and grabbed six rebounds 
while tying his career high in minutes (38) at No. 20/19 Baylor 
(Jan. 26).

• Taylor posted 17 points and eight assists without a turnover in 
33 minutes at No. 15/16 Iowa State (Jan. 26).

• He recorded a season-high 23 points (7-of-8 FT) and fi ve 
rebounds in 35 minutes against No. 11/14 Kansas (Jan. 24).

• Taylor had 13 points (6-of-12 FG), seven boards and six assists 
at TCU (Jan. 19).

• He posted a game-high 18 points (6-of-11 FG, 2-of-3 threes) 
and seven rebounds in 28 minutes against North Dakota State 
(Nov. 14).

11), Barnes earned his 600th career victory and 
became the 13th active Men’s Basketball Division 
I coach to reach the 600-win milestone (counting 
victories only while at Division I schools). Barnes 
has guided his teams to a total of 21 NCAA and 
three NIT trips. 

• UT has recorded at least 13 league victories in 
seven of Barnes’ fi rst 16 seasons in Austin (13-3 
in 1998-99, 1999-2000, 2002-03, 2005-06, 2007-
08 and 2010-11). Th e Longhorns have reached 
the 10-win mark in Big 12 Conference play a total 
of 11 times in the 16 seasons under Barnes. Texas 
posted 9-7 conference marks in 2004-05, 2008-
09 and 2009-10 and a 9-9 league record in 2011-
12. Th e Horns have recorded at least nine league 
wins in 15 of Barnes’ fi rst 16 seasons in Austin.

• UT owns a 34-20 (.630) mark against AP Top 
25 opponents at the Erwin Center under Barnes.

• Barnes had a personal streak of 17 consecutive 
NCAA Tournament appearances snapped during 
the 2012-13 season. Barnes reached the NCAA 
tourney in each of his last three years at Clemson
