She is the No. 56 overall
player according to espnW Hoop Gurlz, No. 44 by
Prospects Nation and No. 52 from the Blue Star
Report.

Through three seasons at Cypress Falls High
School in Houston, Allen-Taylor is averaging 19.0
points per game, 3.8 assists per game, 2.6 steals
per game and 4.2 rebounds per game for her prep
career.

Allen-Taylor is a three-time first-team All-
