GAME-DAY STORYLINES

* The No. 14/15 University of Texas women'’s basketball team begins its NCAA Tournament
quest on Friday when it plays host to Central Arkansas at the Frank Erwin Center. Tip-off is
slated for 1:30 p.m. CT and the game will be nationally televised by ESPN2.

* The Series vs. Central Arkansas: Texas and Central Arkansas are meeting for the first time
in the history of the two programs. The Longhorns are 48-9 (.842) all-time against teams from
the Southland Conference.

* In the NCAA Tournament: Texas is making the program’s 30th all-time appearance in the
NCAA Tournament, making the Longhorns just the fourth program in NCAA Division | Women'’s
Basketball Tournament history to make 30 or more appearances. The Longhorns are 38-28
(.576) all-time in NCAA Tournament play, including a 6-3 mark under head coach Karen Aston.
+ As The No. 3 Seed: The Longhorns are the No. 3 seed in the NCAA Tournament for the fifth
time in program history. Texas is 4-4 all-time when playing as a No. 3 seed in the NCAAs.

* McCarty Program’s First Big 12 POY: Junior point guard Brooke McCarty this season
became the program’s first player to be named Big 12 Player of the Year. McCarty averages

a squad-best 14.0 points per game, is shooting 42.5 percent from beyond the arc, has dished
out a squad-best 110 assists and has a 2.2 assist-to-turnover ratio. She has recorded double-
figure scoring in 26 games this season, including in 16 of 18 Big 12 games.

+ Battle of the Boards: Texas has won the rebound battle in 28 of 31 games this season. The
Longhorns rank sixth nationally in rebound margin at +10.2. Texas is averaging 43.1 rebounds
per game, which ranks among the top-15 nationally.

+ Close Games: Five of Texas’ last seven games have been decided by four or fewer points.
The Longhorns are 3-4 in their last seven games and have a scoring margin of just +1.7 in
those games. Texas is 4-4 this season in games decided by six or fewer points.

+ Improve the Longhorns to 39-28 (.582) all-time in
NCAA Tournament play, including a 7-3 (.700) mark
under head coach Karen Aston.

* Improve Texas to 5-4 (.556) as a No. 3 seed all-time
in the NCAA Tournament.

QUICK HITS

+ Texas women'’s basketball is in the midst of its 43rd
season of intercollegiate basketball.

+ The Longhorns are making their 30th NCAA
Tournament appearance, which is fourth-most of any
program in NCAA D-I Women'’s Basketball history.

+ The Longhorns have won 12 conference regular
season titles and 10 conference tournament titles.

+ Texas is one of just eight programs in NCAA Division
| women’s basketball history to reach 1,000 all-time
wins. The Longhorns achieved the milestone on
January 27, 2016. Texas ranks fifth all-time in NCAA
history with 1,035 all-time victories.

+ The Longhorns consistently play a rigorous non-
conference schedule. Texas’ schedule this season
consisted of six non-conference opponents that
advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 or further during
the 2015-16 campaign.

+ Texas head coach Karen Aston is 112-54 (.675) in
her fifth season at the helm of the Longhorns. She

is the program’s second-winningest coach in UT
history behind Jody Conradt's 783 victories on the
Forty Acres.

+ The Longhorns tied the school record for most Big

12 wins in a season at 15. The 2002-03 and 2015-
16 squads also posted 15 Big 12 victories.

+ Texas has won the rebound battle in 28 of its 31
games so far this season and holds a rebound
margin of +10.2. The Longhomns rank sixth
nationally in rebound margin.

* The Longhorns rank 19th nationally in blocked
shots per game with 5.6 blocks per game.

+ Over the past two seasons, Texas is 13-11 (.542)
against foes ranked in the Associated Press Top-25,
including a 6-6 (.500) mark this season.

+ Senior center Kelsey Lang has played in 135
games in her UT career, which ranks tied for fifth
all-time in career games played for the Longhorns.
Her next game will put her in sole possession of fifth
place on the program’s all-time list for career games
played. She would become the first player since
1983 to play in 136 or more games in her career.

+ Lang recently became the 41st member of the
school’s all-time 1,000-point club and has 1,066
career points at UT.

+ Lang currently ranks seventh in UT school history
with 177 career blocks. She needs five more blocks
to surpass Tiffany Jackson (181) for sixth-place on
the school’s all-time list.

+ Junior guard Brooke McCarty has 175 career
three-pointers made, which ranks seventh all-time
in UT history. She needs five more three-pointers to
surpass Kim Lummus (179) for sixth place on the
school’s all-time list.

+ McCarty ranks fourth in school history in
three-point field goal percentage with a .400 clip
(175-0f-437). Current Texas assistant Jamie Carey
holds the school record in three-point field goal
percentage at .418.

+ McCarty eclipsed the 1,000-point plateau on Feb.
6 vs. Baylor and became the 42nd player in school
history to do so. She has 1,109 career points.

+ Junior guard Ariel Atkins is the Big 12 Conference
leader (all games combined) in steals per game
with 2.1. Atkins also has 942 career points and is 58
points away from 1,000 for her Texas career.

career shot blocker (303), some wondered how the
Longhorns would replace that potent shot blocking.
+ The answer has been: by committee. Seven Texas
players have six or more blocks on the season.
Senior center Kelsey Lang has a team-best 67
blocked shots, while freshman guard/forward Joyner
Holmes has 35 rejections on the year.

+ Texas has 173 blocked shots on the year as a
team, which ranks sixth on UT’s single-season team
blocked shots list.

+ Through 31 games last season, Boyette was
responsible for 56.4 percent of her team’s blocks
while this season, no UT player is responsible for
more than 38.7 percent (Kelsey Lang) of her team’s
blocked shots.

MCCARTY LEADING LONGHORNS

+ Junior point guard Brooke McCarty this season
became the first player in Texas school history to be
named the Big 12 Conference Player of the Year.

+ McCarty has been a steady leader on the court

for the Longhorns. She averages a squad-best

14.0 points per game, is shooting 42.5 percent from
beyond the arc, has dished out a squad-best 110
assists and has a 2.2 assist-to-turnover ratio. She
has recorded double-figure scoring in 26 games this
season, including in 16 of 18 Big 12 games.

+ With her 110 assists through 31 games this
season, McCarty has well surpassed her assist total
(89) from all of last season (36 games).

* In all games combined for the Longhorns, McCarty
ranks ninth in the Big 12 in scoring, second in
three-point percentage (.425) and third in assist-to-
turnover ratio (2.2).

* McCarty is in her first season as the team’s
starting point guard, though she started the past two
seasons at the shooting guard spot.

+ McCarty has scored in double figures in 26 of her

Tonight marked Texas head coach Karen Aston’s 300th career game as a head coach. Aston
holds an all-time record of 190-110 (.635) in her 10th season at the helm of a collegiate
program.

The Cardinal leads the all-times series over the Longhorns, 7-4, and picks up its first against
Texas since the 2013-2014 season.

“They were the better team. We haven't executed things in practice the way we need to,” said
Aston. “We went through a stretch where we fouled too much, and we went through a stretch

where we weren't helping each other defensively. We will get home and get to work because

that's all we can do.”

Junior guard Brooke McCarty led the Hors across the board, registering a team-high 20
points and five rebounds on the night. Junior guard Ariel Atkins joined her in the double-figures
with 14 points, including a 3-of-6 effort from downtown, and a game-high four steals.

As a team, Texas shot 35.3 percent (24-0f-68) from the field to Stanford’s 54.9 shooting
percentage (28-o0f-51). The Horns outrebounded the Cardinal, 38-32, and registered nine
steals in the contest.

Stanford’s McPhee capped off her record night with seven rebounds and two assists.

Texas held the early 9-8 edge headed into the first media timeout, but Stanford answered with
a 9-4 rally to lead by four (17-13) with 48 seconds remaining in the quarter. The Horns wasted
no time on offense with a quick three-pointer from sophomore guard Higgs, and a buzzer-
beating tip-in from Atkins closed the first in favor of Texas, 18-17

The Longhorns held onto their lead until the 5:23 mark of the game when a Cardinal trey tied
the match at 24. Stanford gained momentum behind an 11-3 run to lead at the half, 35-29

Atkins and McCarty found the sweet spot behind the arc to open the second half, cutting the
margin to five (40-35 Stanford) at 8:20 mark of the third. The Cardinal extended their lead to
double-digits (52-42), but another trey from McCarty and a layup from freshman guard/forward
Joyner Holmes got the Horns within five once again. Stanford continued to find its strength in
the paint and held the lead heading into the final stretch, 58-50.

An 8-0 Cardinal run was cut short by a three-point play from McCarty, but Stanford continued
to convert in the paint. The Cardinal would outscore the Longhorns, 13-9, in the fourth to close
the game with the 71-59 win.

Texas will host its first regular season game against the Houston Baptist Huskies inside the
Erwin Center on Wednesday, Nov. 16. Tip is slated for 11 a.m. and the game will be carried
live on Longhorn Network.

AUSTIN, Texas — Freshman Joyner Holmes was one rebound shy of her first career double-
double and led all scorers with 22 points and nine rebounds as the No. 8/10 Texas Women's
Basketball toppled Houston Baptist, 98-46, in front of 6,378 fans inside the Frank Erwin
Center on Wednesday.

With the win, the Longhorns move to 39-4 (.907) all-ime in home openers and hold an
unblemished 5-0 record under Texas head coach Karen Aston.

This was the first meeting between Texas and Houston Baptist in program history. The Horns
lead the all-time series over Southland Conference foes, 36-9.

“| thought our team came out with a lot of energy,” said Aston. “It was a difficult game for us to
play this morning, honestly, because of the road trip and how late we got back. | was anxious
to see how we would bounce back from a loss. | was pleased with the face that we were
focused and ready to play today.”

Holmes’s 22-point game came behind an 8-of-17 shooting effort (.471) from the floor. She
also added three blocks and one assist. Junior Brooke McCarty followed suit with 16 points,
including a 4-of-5 effort from downtown, and four assists.

Junior Ariel Atkins posted 11 points with three steals, while rookies Jada Underwood and
Alecia Sutton rounded out the double-digit scorers with 11 and 10 points, respectively.

Senior Kelsey Lang put up two points and two blocks for the game, moving her onto the Texas
all-time top-10 list for career blocks with 112.

As a team, Texas shot 46.1 percent (35-of-76) from the floor while holding Houston Baptist
to a 28.8 shooting percentage (15-0f-52). The Horns dominated every category across the
board, including double-figures in assists (18), blocks (10), and steals (11).

Houston Baptist was led by freshman Lauren Calver with 11 points.

Texas jumped out on a 19-3 run to open the game, but the Huskies found their strength
from the three-point range, draining four treys in the first quarter, to try and chip away at the
Longhorns lead. Early foul trouble proved problematic for HBU, and Texas went on to end
the quarter, 28-17.

The Horns held HBU to only four points in the second stanza and used their quick hands to
convert 11 points off turnovers. The 29-4 margin quickly widened the Texas lead headed into
the locker rooms, 57-21.

The third quarter played to Texas's post advantage, and the Longhorns went on to claim 14
points inside the paint. Holmes put an exclamation point on the quarter with a buzzer-beating
jumper to end the stanza, 81-31.

Texas took its largest lead of the night, a 56-point spread, after a three-pointer from Sutton
with 6:55 remaining on the game clock. In the end, the Longhorns finished just two shy of the
century mark with the 98-46 victory.

Up next on the slate, Texas will travel o Starkville, Miss. to take on No. 10/9 Mississippi State
on Sunday, Nov. 20. Tip-off is set for 5 p.m. and the game will be carried on the SEC Network.

STARKVILLE, Miss. - In its second top-15 matchup of the season, No. 8/10 Texas Women's
Basketball (1-2) couldn't overcome a first half 17-point deficit and fell to No. 10/9 Mississippi
State (4-0), 79-68.

The all-times series between the Longhorns and the Bulldogs is now tied at two apiece. Texas
holds a 143-71 (.668) record against the Southeastern Conference.

“We didn't battle in the first half,” said Texas head coach Karen Aston. “I thought we showed
some growth in one half. We just have to get a bench. Right now, that's the thing that's
concerning to me. We're losing a lot of continuity when we sub.”

Junior Brooke McCarty led the Longhoms with 19 points and four assists, while junior Ariel
Atkins posted 18 points and four rebounds on the night.

Senior Brianna Taylor added 12 points while bringing down eight boards and adding a team-
high three steals. Freshman Joyner Holmes was on the brink of her first double-double with
nine points and eight rebounds.

As a team, Texas shot 42.9 percent (27-0f-56) from the floor while Mississippi State shot at a
47 4 percent clip (27-0f-57). The Horns outrebounded the Bulldogs, 36-26, and posted four
blocks on the game.

Mississippi State was led by junior Morgan William with 23 points.

It was back and fourth in the opening stanza, with neither team taking more than a four-point
spread. Texas utilized its strength, scoring 14 of its 16 points inside the paint, to end the first
quarter in a draw, 16-16.

The Bulldogs held the Longhorns to nine points in the second quarter, seven of which came
from the charity stripe. Junior Victoria Vivian posted 10 points in the second half to put
Mississippi State on top headed into the locker rooms, 42-25.

AT7-0 run capped with the first Texas trey of the game from junior Audrey-Ann Caron-
Goudreau cut the Bulldog lead to 10 and gave life to the Horns offense. Taylor added six
straight points in the heart of the third to get Texas within eight, but Mississippi State pushed
back ahead, closing the third with the 59-45 advantage.

The Longhorns continued to outscore the Bulldogs in the second half, closing the fourth
quarter 23-20 over Mississippi State.

A5-0 West Virginia push put the Mountaineers on top again, but the Horns responded with a
7-0 spread of their own to take the 21-18 advantage at the media. Texas stayed in control to
lead 30-26 at the half.

McCarty led the way for the Homs with seven points and her first triple of the game in the third
quarter, but West Virginia used 66.7 shooting percentage (6-9) to make it a one-possession
game at the end of the third, 48-45 Texas.

As steady as ever, McCarty knocked down consecutive threes within 41 seconds of each
other to put the Longhorns on top by nine (54-45) at the 8:11 mark of the fourth. Texas held
WVU scoreless for over five minutes and held the 21-9 scoring edge to narrow in on the
69-54 victory.

Holmes posted her sixth double-dip of the season as No. 11/13 Texas Women's Basketball
(19-4, 13-0 Big 12 Conference) broke No. 2/2 Baylor's (23-2, 12-1 Big 12 Conference) 21-
game winning streak and handed the Lady Bears their first inside the Ferrell Center in nearly
three years on Monday night, 85-79.

With the win, Texas snaps its 14-game losing streak to Baylor. The game also marked the
Horns’ first win over BU since March 7, 2010 and the first ever for Texas head coach Karen
Aston.

The Longhorns now boast the second-best active win streak in the NCAA with 17 and hold a
perfect 13-0 record in Big 12 Conference play for the first time in program history.

Down by eight points with 50 seconds on the board, freshman Alecia Sutton knocked down a
layup and McCarty made a critical three-pointer to cut the spread to three, 68-65 Baylor. After
trading buckets, McCarty sent off a last-chance effort from downtown to force overtime, but it
bounced off the rim to give Baylor the 70-67 win.

seven after a layup at the 4:46 mark. Four consecutive points from Taylor and a Lang layup
got the Horns back within one (32-31 ISU), but the Cyclones held the 37-33 edge headed
into the half.

18U took its largest advantage of the night, an 8-point difference, with 4:55 remaining in the
third. Five late points off the hands of McCarty and junior Ariel Atkins cut the margin to one
with 45 seconds remaining in the quarter, but another Cyclones triple beat the shot clock to
make their lead 58-54.

Brianna Taylor notched her first career double-double as No. 12/10 Texas Women's Basketball
(22-7, 15-3 Big 12 Conference) closed its regular season with a win at Kansas State (21-9,
11-7 Big 12 Conference) on Monday night, 69-61.

With the victory, Texas ties its school record for the most Big 12 wins in a season with 15,
joining the ranks of the 2002-03 and 2015-16 squads.

The Longhorns lead the all-time series over the Wildcats, 19-14, and have claimed the past
two season series sweeps.

Holmes padded her 17 points with seven boards and three assists. Taylor's double-dip came
behind a season-high tying 12 points and 11 rebounds.

Sophomore Lashann Higgs registered a season-high tying 16 points and junior Ariel Atkins
totaled 10 points with a team-high three steals to complete the Homns in double-figures.

As a team, Texas shot 38.9 percent (28-72) from the field and a season-high 85.7 percent
(12-14) from the line while holding Kansas State to a 29.0 shooting percentage (18-62). The
Longhorns outrebounded the Wildcats, 44-39.

Kansas State was led by senior Breanna Lewis with 12 points and nine rebounds.

The opening frame was one with little success offensively, with both teams combining for a
mere 6-33 field goals from the field. Texas claimed the first six points of the night and held
Kansas State scoreless until a layup at the 2:55 mark. Junior Brooke McCarty knocked down
a triple, but KSU answered with three points of its own to end the first, 9-5 Texas.

It’s clear that the Longhorns aren’t playing with the same sense of urgency
they showed during their historic 19-game win streak earlier in the season.

It was evident when the Longhorns left Oklahoma’s best three-point shooter
open in the corner with four seconds left in regulation Feb. 18, knocking
down the game-winning triple that snapped the streak.

It was again throughout the ice-cold shooting performance in Sunday’s loss
to West Virginia.

Texas has dropped four of its last six games since carrying the second-longest

win streak in the nation at the time.
Winning came with excitement. But humility kept the Longhorns in check.

So what changed? Aston is the first to admit her team was looking forward to
the next step instead of focusing on the task at hand as the regular season
winded down, often appearing as if it were “in quicksand.”

“What I remember about that process of that win streak was just that every
day they took one day at a time,” Aston said. “They didn’t look ahead to
anything, and I think that late in the season we’ve gotten caught looking
ahead.”

Texas’ double-overtime, 92-88 upset over then-No. 4 Florida State stands out
to senior guard Brianna Taylor. Five Longhorns fouled out against the
Seminoles, but nine players scored in the victory to keep the team afloat.

“I think it was just amazing because literally everyone contributed,” Taylor
said. “It was amazing because it just shows our depth, it shows our growth
and it shows that everyone is hungry. It showed that we’re

a team.”

The same laser-sharp confidence that led Texas past Florida State and to a
decisive victory over No. 2 Baylor back in February wasn’t apparent in
Sunday’s 62-59 loss to West Virginia that sent the team packing from
Oklahoma City.

The Longhorns shot a poor 33.9 percentage from the field against the
Mountaineers, and only six players scored, but shying away from their
standard “team-first” mentality and getting out-hustled is what stung the
most.

“They out-competed us, and that’s disappointing,” Aston said. “Not too many

people were productive today, including myself.”

Production up and down the bench boosted the Longhorns to six victories
over AP Top-25 opponents this season, and they’ll need contributions from
the entire roster to achieve their season-long goal of reaching the Final Four.

“I think that it’s very critical that the bench players contribute,” sophomore
guard Lashann Higgs said. “Because you never know who may get in foul
trouble or what starter might need a breather, so (we’ve) just got to be ready
when our numbers are called.”

But this is it. It’s time for the big show. The Longhorns have 10 days to
prepare for the first round of the NCAA Tournament.

“We need to get home and regroup a little bit,” Aston said. “Catch our breath
in a sense and refocus on how we prepared and what we did in the stretch
that we won 19 games in a row. We will be ready and be better.”

OKLAHOMA CITY — Karen Aston hopes the team that reeled off 19 straight
victories in December, January and February finds itself before the NCAA
Tournament convenes in 10 days.

Aston, whose team has gone 2-4 since the streak ended, said the Longhorns
were “out-competed” during a 62-59 loss to West Virginia in a Big 12
Conference Tournament semifinal Sunday at Chesapeake Energy Arena.

An anticipated rematch with Baylor vanished when Brooke McCarty’s 3-
pointer in the waning seconds bounced off the rim.

Instead, West Virginia, the No. 6 seed in the tournament, advances to play
Baylor in the Big 12 championship at 8 p.m. Monday.

“It’s disappointing because you never want to be in a situation where you say
you were out-competed,” Aston said. “When it came down to loose balls,
getting stops, being mentally tough, you just need to finish.”

Texas (23-8) is expected to be a No. 2 or No. 3 seed when the NCAA selection
committee announces its 64-team field March 13.

If some thought West Virginia (22-10) was an NCAA “bubble” team before the
Big 12 Tournament, the Mountaineers scrapped that theory. With consecutive
victories over No. 19 Oklahoma and No. 12 Texas, WVU should be sitting
pretty next week, Aston and West Virginia coach Mike Carey said.

The Mountaineers were led by fiery forward Tynice Martin, who scored a
game-high 29 points. Martin appeared to seal the game with a pair of free
throws to give her team a 60-56 lead with 14.8 seconds to play.
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Texas, though, cut the margin to 60-59 when McCarty drilled a 3-pointer
from the right with 9.5 seconds left.

West Virginia guard Chania Ray extended the lead to 62-59 with 6.5 seconds
to play. That gave Texas one last shot to tie the game and send it into
overtime.

Texas guard Ariel Atkins fired an inbounds pass to McCarty, who had a clear
look at the rim. But the Big 12 player of the year came up short, and WVU
rebounded the ball to ice the game.

“When we came down here, our goal was to win the championship,” Martin
said. “I feel like the energy we brought to the tournament led us today.”

WVU’s sudden surge has Carey wondering why his team was only 8-10 in Big
12 games this season.

“If I knew the answer to that, I might not be here,” he said.

Texas was a low-energy team in the second quarter. After taking a 21-14 lead
after one quarter, the Longhorns were 1 for 10 in the second quarter and
scored just five points.

WVU, energized by UT’s weak quarter, took a 31-26 lead at the break.

Atkins, for one, was not pleased with her team’s overall effort, especially in
that pivotal second quarter.

Atkins said she felt “terrible and disappointed” that her team wasted an
opportunity to win a conference championship.

“It was my job as one of the leaders on this team to make sure we show up
every day, so I'll take that,” she said.
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So what’s next for Texas?

“Before the tournament started, I thought our body of work was good enough
that we put ourselves in a position to host (first- and second-round NCAA
games),” Aston said, “and I still feel that way.”

OKLAHOMA CITY — Texas won its Big 12 Tournament opener 71-60 over
Oklahoma State Saturday night at Chesapeake Energy Arena, but there was
another score that caught Karen Aston’s attention.

Texas won the battle of the benches, 32-18.

Players and coaches from both teams said Texas had “fresher legs” than OSU.
That became evident as role players such as Lashann Higgs (12 points, 3
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assists) and Jordan Hosey (10 points, 3 rebounds) found driving lanes
through the Cowgirls, who were tired from playing Friday night against
Kansas.

The Longhorns will play West Virginia in the tournament semifinals at 4 p.m.
Sunday.

As Texas moves forward through the Big 12 — and the ensuing NCAA
Tournament — the Longhorns will need a strong contribution throughout the
roster.

“One reason is that we always tend to get someone in foul trouble, and I think
they recognized that,” Aston said. “Our players stay ready. They work in
practice like they have an expectation they’re going to play.”

Texas took control with a 15-0 scoring run during a five-minute stretch of the
third quarter. Higgs and Hosey capped the run with a pair of free throws
apiece to give the Longhorns their largest lead, 56-35.

Oklahoma State (17-14) would never climb within 10 points down the stretch.
The Cowgirls were led by center Kaylee Jensen, who scored 18 points, but she
struggled with her shot, hitting just 5 of 18 shots from the field.

Texas used a trio of players to guard OSU’s top scorer — 6-5 Kelsey Lang, 6-4
Audrey-Ann Caron-Goudreau and 6-3 Joyner Holmes. Those were the same
players who limited Jenson to 3-for-19 shooting during a 66-35 victory over
the Cowgirls Jan. 10 in Austin.

“Texas gets to me because they’re longer than most other teams in the Big
12,” she said. “I think I try to maneuver too much around them instead of
powering to the hoop and that’s something I need to work on.”

In a pregame ceremony, Texas point guard Brooke McCarty was presented a
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trophy for being named Big 12 player of the Year. If she was nervous about
playing Saturday it didn’t show as she hit 6 of her 12 shots from the field for a
team-high 13 points.

Texas won almost every statistical category, outscoring OSU 48-18 in the
paint, 17-14 off turnovers and 12-0 on fast-break points.

“If you take a bad shot against Texas, it just puts them in a track meet,”
Cowgirls coach Jim Littell said. “We had probably six or seven possessions
where we let them get out in a hurry. ... They wear you down. With their
athleticism, you have to put a body on them because we’re not going to win
those 50-50 rebounds.”

Lang had one of her most productive offensive games of the season, scoring
10 points on 5-for-5 shooting from the field. Curiously, she did not have a
rebound.

Texas won the battle of the boards 42-31. Brianna Taylor had a team-high 8
rebounds as the Longhorns won the rebounding battle for the 277th time in 30
games.

Aston said UT’s defense on 6-3 Cowgirl forward Mandy Coleman was
instrumental. Coleman, who scored 22 points in UT’s 85-71 victory over OSU
last month in Stillwater, scored 5 points before fouling out.

Texas should be fresh heading into Sunday’s semifinal. McCarty played 31
minutes Saturday, the only Longhorn to play more than 30. Aston substituted
freely, giving players such as Alecia Sutton (18 minutes), Higgs (17 minutes)
and Caron-Goudreau (17 minutes) time to contribute.

Come 4 p.m. Sunday, they should be ready and willing once again.

For the Texas women, It’s back to business for a basketball team that’s been
awash with individual accolades this week.

The Big 12 tournament has convened in Oklahoma City, and Texas is unsure
what it all means. Winning it would look good for the Longhorns’ portfolio, of
course. But for all practical purposes, it serves as little more than a tune-up
for the NCAA Tournament that begins March 17 at a basketball court near
you.

For openers, Texas will play at 6 p.m. Saturday at Chesapeake Energy Arena
against the winner of Friday night’s Kansas-Oklahoma State game. No matter
what happens this weekend, though, teams such as Texas, Baylor, Oklahoma,
Kansas State and perhaps Iowa State have more important matters to address
later in the month.

“I don’t think (the Big 12 tournament) is going to change much as far as
seedings go (for the NCAAs),” Texas coach Karen Aston said. “Even if we win
it, I don’t think we’ll be a 1 seed.”

Texas should certainly be among the top 16 teams in the nation when the
NCAA selection committee announces its tournament pairings on March 13.
That would give the Longhorns first- and second-round tournament games at
the Erwin Center for the second straight year.

“Our body of work has put us in a position to host,” Aston said.

Texas (22-7, 15-3 Big 12) is coming off a much-needed 69-61 victory over
Kansas State on Monday, the final regular season game for both teams. For a
team that had lost its previous three games at Oklahoma and at home to
Baylor and Iowa State, it was important to beat the Wildcats to regain some
momentum the Longhorns had during their 19-game winning streak.

“I don’t want to say we limped to the end of the conference season, but we
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looked like a team that was ready to move to the next step,” Aston said. “The
last couple of games we looked like we were in quicksand.”

The Longhorns got another bump of confidence Wednesday when the Big 12
gave Texas the four biggest regular-season awards for the 2016-17 season.

Brooke McCarty became the first player in program history to be named the
Big 12’s player of the year. Aston was named the league’s coach of the year,
the first UT coach to have that honor since Jody Conradt in 2004. Senior
Brianna Taylor earned her first individual basketball honor during her four
years when she was named the Big 12’s defensive player of the year. And
Joyner Holmes capped off a sensational college debut season by earning
freshman of the year honors.
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“It just shows that our program is heading in the right direction,” said Taylor,
who earned her first double-double (12 points, 11 rebounds) in the victory

over Kansas State. “We’re getting this program back to where it’s supposed to
be.”

McCarty sounded happier about Taylor winning defensive player of the year
than she was about her own award.

“I'd say Bre works harder than anybody on this team,” McCarty said. “I'd put
her up against anyone in the country any day. You're not going to get by her.
Getting that award probably boosts her confidence. It lets her know that she’s
important for us. Now the whole world is seeing that she’s important, too.”

Texas enters the Big 12 tournament with an all-time record there of 23-18
(.561). The Longhorns are looking for their first conference tournament
championship since 2003.

Baylor is 35-12 in the conference tournament and has won it the last six years.

Taylor, who will close out her basketball career this month, recognizes the
tradition of Longhorns basketball.

“The goal here is to win the Big 12 championship and make a great run
through the NCAA Tournament,” she said. “Winning all these individual
accolades is great, but the team is the ultimate thing.”

Brooke McCarty stands 5-foot-4, which is currently the median height for
women in America.

That means she's normal. Typical. Average.
“But not in the basketball world,” she said.

On the hardwood, she is considered to be vertically challenged. Undersized.
Short. She has heard all of the adjectives all of her life — she's always been the
smallest player on the court — but it hasn't held her back.

Quite the opposite.

McCarty is the engine behind Texas' resurgence. The Longhorns enter the Big
12 Women's Basketball Tournament as the No. 2 seed after making a serious
run at Baylor and the regular-season crown, and McCarty makes them go.

Earlier this week, she was named Big 12 Player of the Year.

“I was pretty excited,” Texas coach Karen Aston said of McCarty's
recognition. “Any time that you have a player that really puts the time in and
really sacrifices a lot of things for her game and her team, you like to see them
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rewarded.”

She won that award even though she isn't close to leading the league in
scoring at 14.1 points a game. Ditto for assists and steals. In fact, she doesn't
lead the Big 12 in any individual category. But the award speaks to just how
significant her impact is on her team.

So, how does McCarty do it?

After all, her lack of size is almost startling when you see her on the court.
With her Texas teammates as she was Friday when they practiced at The
Peake, she was a foot shorter than some of her peers. How does she create
open shots? How does she shoot over them?

It starts with her range.

McCarty is shooting an astounding 43.3 percent from behind the arc this
season. Her career 3-point shooting percentage of 40.3 is fourth all-time at
Texas. She can catch and shoot or stop and pop from pretty much anywhere
on the court.

That is a game-changer.

“Any time that you have range, it increases your opportunity to do other
things,” Aston said, “and her consistency and range together allow her to do a
lot of other things that a lot of other players can't do.”

McCarty's other things include a floater that is deadly whether in the lane or
on the baseline. The floater allows her to get shots over much taller players.

When Texas ended Baylor's 54-game home winning streak earlier this season,
McCarty hit a quarter-buzzer-beating 27-footer that was quintessential. But
she also scored 12 points in the paint, pretty salty for anyone going against a
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Baylor team that leads the country in blocked shots.
But for someone who's 5-4, it was almost unbelievable.

McCarty has worked hard on the skills needed to succeed. She likes to think
that she'd have put in the hours regardless, but she realizes her height gives
her no choice.

“I think it does give me a little edge to work harder just because I am
smaller,” she said.

The payoff has been a more refined, more impactful game. She was primarily
a shooter and scorer in her first two seasons at Texas, but this season, she's
been asked to take more responsibility leading the offense as well as the team.
That means knowing when to slow down or speed up, when to pass to
teammates or take the shot herself.

Along the way, there have been growing pains, no pun intended, but McCarty
has evolved.

And the Longhorns have won.

Aston says figuring out a way to win was the thing she loved most about
McCarty from the beginning.

“It didn't matter what team I saw her on,” the coach said. “She managed to
win. ... I thought that was the thing that separated her from so many people.”

Then as now, Brooke McCarty doesn't need to stand tall in order to stand out.

Taylor earns recognition for tough
defense

You often have to look past the box score to recognize Brianna Taylor’s
impact on the hardwood.

The senior’s significance on the court stretches far beyond scoring or
rebounding, steals or assists. There’s no denying Taylor’s athleticism, but her
defensive prowess and dedication to doing the dirty work came to the
forefront Wednesday when she earned the Big 12 Defensive Player of the Year
award — her first individual honor since arriving on the 40 Acres in 2013.

“I actually jumped up and down in the elevator,” Taylor said, upon learning

of the achievement.
Taylor said receiving the award was a great honor.

“I owe it all to my team and my coaches for emphasizing defense and it’s a
huge part of what this team is,” Taylor said. “I owe it to my team for pushing
me everyday.”

Pressuring opponents on the perimeter is Taylor’s craft on a Texas squad that
holds opponents to 36.3 percent from the field and allows only 61.5 points per
game — ranking second in the Big 12 in both categories.

Junior guard Brooke McCarty, who became the first player in program
history to claim the Big 12 Player of the Year title, praises the threat Taylor
poses on defense. When McCarty sees her backcourt teammate lock in on an
opponent, she thinks, “You're not gonna get past her.”

“I think Bri works harder than anybody on the court,” McCarty said. “I'll put
her up against anyone in the country any day. I just think that her getting that
award kind of boosts her confidence. The world’s finally seeing that she’s
important too.”

Taylor’s humble demeanor is undoubtedly appreciated by her teammates and
head coach Karen Aston, who constantly emphasizes the importance of a
“team-first” mentality.

“The people I appreciate coaching the most are the ones that show up
everyday and work,” Aston said. “It’s not necessarily the ones that score the
most points or the flashiest ones. A coach appreciates people that work
everyday.”

Taylor’s development on the court parallels the program’s progress over the
past four seasons. The Longhorns’ two seniors, Taylor and center Kelsey
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Lang, have played a crucial role in reclaiming Texas’ status as a national
contender under Aston — the Big 12 Coach of the Year.

“Their biggest legacy is being a part of getting Texas back to the place that it
belongs,” Aston said. “If you ask people across the country if Texas is back on
the national scene or do you think they’re competitive on a national level, I
think everybody would answer the question, ‘Yes.””

Only a few games remain having “Texas” sewn across her jersey, but Taylor’s
not done yet. She has a chance to display her defensive dominance at the Big
12 Tournament this weekend in Oklahoma City. The Longhorns will face
either Oklahoma State or Kansas in the quarterfinals on Saturday at 6 p.m.

The journey so far has been historic, emotional and full of drama.

A pair of road victories against top-five opponents. A record-setting win
streak. Overtime wins and last-second losses.

And there's still two regular-season games left to play for Texas Women's
Basketball.

The journey is far from over, the ending yet unwritten, but what the sixth-
ranked Longhorns do know is they host Iowa State on Friday night in their
final Big 12 home game of the year. Seniors Kelsey Lang and Brianna Taylor

will be honored prior to the 7:30 p.m. tipoff at the Frank Erwin Center.

In this season, when so much has already been accomplished, and yet the
Longhorns still strive for so much more, it's appropriate Lang and Taylor will
get a moment to stand under the lights and be recognized. This hard-working
duo embodies the spirit and purpose of this year's team.
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"They're the anchors," head coach Karen Aston says.

Lang and Taylor are leaders by age, maturity and stature. Statistics don't exist
to measure the unglamorous duty of consistent effort and attitude. What's
necessary doesn't often draw attention, unless it's missing. The important and
critical aren't appreciated until they fade away.

"Show up, put their shoes on, lace 'em up and go to work," Aston says of their
daily demeanors.

Lang and Taylor, longtime friends and roommates, embraced their roles on
the team with a philosophy that speaks to their character: Effort over ego.

As the leaders of the team, they invited more people to lead. Finally, after four
years of enduring coaching and construction, when it was time to step into
their spotlight, Lang and Taylor turned the attention back on their
teammates.

Instead of being the ones to dictate how to be Longhorns, following Aston's
lead, a leadership council was created. The seniors encouraged the juniors to
step into leadership roles, and observed personalities that naturally bonded
together. In this way, everyone is a mentor, and yet everyone accepts they still
have more to learn.

"We all have someone that we're able to talk to on the court, and the
relationship being so strong is different than just one person telling everyone
what needs to be done or what needs to be done better," Lang says.

Aston allowed Lang and Taylor to stay true to their natures, even as early
season practices and games begged for a dominant personality to take the
reins.

"Leadership is a process," Aston says. "These two, (it's) more like coaching.
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They've been there and done it, lived through so many scenarios, they can
coach and teach."

Lang and Taylor have experienced the re-emergence of the Longhorns,
helping to assemble four 20-win seasons and three NCAA Tournament
berths. They've played in two Big 12 Championship games, and seen the
progression from qualifying for the NCAA Tournament to making the Sweet
16 to playing national champion UConn in last year's Elite Eight.

"Just being able to go a step farther each year for us has been something
special,”" Lang said. "This year, watching this team grow has been amazing."

Taylor points to the Longhorns's 92-88 double overtime thriller at Florida
State as one of the most memorable moments of her Texas career, and not so
much for the win itself, but how it was earned.

"Literally everyone contributed. It showed our depth and our growth, and it
shows that everyone is hungry," Taylor said. "It showed that we're a team."

The legacy for Lang and Taylor is still to be determined. There' a lot of
basketball yet to play. And Aston says that legacy is escalated by how a team
completes a season.

And it's as if Lang and Taylor knew this all along.

"We depend a lot on our underclassmen. They can do some things better than
we can. In that aspect, we look to them and rely on them," Taylor said. "We're
able to pass along knowledge.

"We lean on and rely on each other."

Lang and Taylor, who have shared an apartment for the past two years, are
highly motivated — on and off the court.

Lang wants to pursue a professional basketball career upon her graduation in
May and plans to attend graduate school to study finance. Taylor aspires to
become an officer in the U.S. Air Force, joining her grandfather, father and
brother in the military.

The seniors have became friends after competing against each other as
seniors in high school. Lang played at The Woodlands and Taylor at nearby
Spring Dekaney. They lived across the dorm hall from each other during their
first two years at Texas before deciding to share an apartment.
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“I've always said that Kelsey is the mother of the two of us,” Taylor said. “She
takes care of everything.”

Lang, nodding in agreement, said she and Taylor are great friends. But they
have their limits.

On social media on Wednesday night, junior guard Brooke McCarty floated a
suggestion that would have lifetime ramifications.

The coach said she never looks forward to Senior Night, but this game will be
particularly difficult for her. She described Taylor and Lang as the “anchors”
of the team, citing their court energy.

That wasn’t hurt you saw on the faces of Karen Aston and her Texas women’s
basketball players Monday night after the Longhorns let Baylor off the hook.

It was anger. Bordering on rage.
That’s a good thing, by the way.

Channeled in the right way, a passion to win can move mountains. Don’t get
me wrong. Aston wasn’t happy that eighth-ranked Texas let a double-digit
lead slip away in the second half, but she wasn’t unhappy with her team for
one simple reason: Despite two straight losses, she knows the Longhorns
aren’t going away.

They haven'’t arrived yet, but the college basketball universe and Baylor coach
Kim Mulkey have gotten the message. Texas is on an upward arc.

“We’ve grown,” Aston said.

Gone is the meek bunch that was part of a 14-game losing streak against the
Lady Bears, including a pair of losses by a combined 42 points last season.
Most important is that any fear of Baylor is now in the rear view. In its place
are raised expectations for Texas that coincided with an eye-opening winning
streak and a national contender re-emergence for the first time since Jody
Conradt’s tenure.

The Horns are 21-6 overall and 14-2 in league play. That would be enough to
take most leagues, but Texas happens to be in the same conference as a
perennial national title contender. To their credit, the Horns didn’t back
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down against Baylor in either meeting, leading for seven of eight combined
quarters. Last season, they played the Bears three times and trailed for each
of the 12 quarters.

The belief is evident. The only disappointment came in knowing they let a
chance win a conference title at home get away with a poor second half.

It’s what makes these final two regular-season games — Friday against Iowa
State and Monday at Kansas State — an interesting study. This is a pre-
postseason gut check for Aston’s crew.

The 2017 season has been played in three acts so far. Act I was a 2-4 start to
the season that surprised many of us who thought the Horns would roar out
of the gates after going 31-5 last year. Instead we got early struggles and a
predictable blowout 92-74 loss at all-everything UConn.

Act IT was more to the fan base’s liking — 19 straight wins, including a pair of
road thrillers over top-five teams Baylor and Florida State. During the streak,
Brooke McCarty became the hottest shooter in college basketball while Ariel

Atkins, Joyner Holmes and Kelsey Lang provided the subsequent athleticism
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and muscle to push Texas past Baylor and into first place in the Big 12.
Then Texas hit a snag.
Which brings us to Act III and those angry faces:

Oklahoma hit a late three to sink the Longhorns last Saturday, then Baylor
escaped the Erwin Center with a win. Now the Bears need just one more to
clinch at least a tie for the Big 12 title.

Mulkey took some thinly-veiled shots at the Texas program before she
boarded the bus to Waco.

The Texas contingent noticed. A pair of nationally-ranked losses by a
combined four points can do that to a team.

“I do not take satisfaction in losing at all, but our team is better,” Atkins said.
“I think the most important thing for me right now to think (about) is how
much we have matured as a team. That’s my focal point right now.”

When asked about missing a pair of open three-pointers down the stretch,
McCarty spoke through gritted teeth: “I will make them (the next time),” she
said. “I will make them.”

Again, the anger is a good thing. Texas has the potential to go special places
over the next month, and those expectations have raised the level of
frustration when you lose to a team you now believe you can beat.

The frustration of losing to Baylor was exacerbated by the loss of Lang to an
eye injury. The center — who eats up space defensively while providing
dependable mid-range shooting near the free line — is listed as probable for
Friday, the senior’s final regular-season home game. Perhaps we’ll see her in
protective goggles in a game that has become more about national seeding
than a conference title.
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Aston said she didn’t like her team’s energy in Norman, but after watching
them dominate Baylor for the first 24 minutes, those concerns were laid to
rest.

“I'm good,” Aston said.
So is her team.

Baylor will win the league, but the Big 12 is no longer a slam dunk in Waco.
Austin is back in play.

That is, if the Horns can pass this gut check and show that their time is now.

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TALLAHASSEE, Fla. -- For the second time in eight days, Texas got a big
road win against a top-5 team.

In a game that had plenty of turns on Monday night, the eighth-ranked
Longhorns rallied from 15 down late in the third quarter to defeat No. 4
Florida State 92-88 in double overtime.

Texas, which defeated then-No. 2 Baylor on Feb. 6, improved to 21-4 and has
won 19 straight, which is the second-longest winning streak in Division I.

"To be on the road in this type of environment and have the adversity -- we
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had a lot of people in foul trouble -- I thought our team showed a lot of
toughness and resiliency," Texas coach Karen Aston said.

Brooke McCarty scored a career-high 29 points as she was 11 for 16 from the
field and 5 for 8 on 3-pointers. Ariel Atkins added 21 points as the Longhorns
were 20 of 29 from the field after halftime.

"We were sped up in the first half, maybe a little anxious and didn't have any
ball reversal," Aston said. "We ran more sets in the second half and got better
looks."

Texas trailed 85-84 with three minutes left in the second overtime but closed
the game with an 8-3 run. The Seminoles missed their last six shots and were
held without a field goal over the final 3:38, shooting a season worst 33.7
percent (29 for 86).

Shakayla Thomas scored 23 points, and Brittany Brown and Ama Degbeon
added 13 apiece for Florida State (23-3), which snapped a 10-game winning
streak.

Texas trailed 59-46 with 13 seconds left in the third quarter before they went
on a 22-4 run to take a 68-63 lead with 1:23 remaining. Atkins had 10 points
during the run while McCarty added six.

Florida State, which shot a season-low 33.7 percent for the game, was 1 of 11
at one point in the fourth but went on a 5-2 run to send the game into
overtime, including Leticia Romero's 3-pointer from the right corner with 1
second remaining.

The Seminoles were able to send the game to another OT period after
Chatrice White made a free throw with 15 seconds remaining in the first OT.

"There were so many things that could have gone either way," Florida State

coach Sue Semrau said. "It would have been a great win to have but our goal
of still winning the Atlantic Coast Conference is still there."

BIG PICTURE

Texas: Seventy has been the Longhorns' magic number this season. They are
won all 16 games when scoring more than 70 and are 5-4 when scoring fewer
than 7o0.

Florida State: The Seminoles are 7-2 against ranked teams this season. They
will have another big ranked contest on Feb. 26 when they travel to No. 7
Notre Dame in a game that could decide the ACC regular-season title.

EXTRA BASKETBALL, TIMES TWO

This was the first time Texas had gone to two overtimes since defeating
Oklahoma on Jan. 29, 2015. It was Florida State's first overtime game since
Dec. 3, 2014, against Purdue (which they won) and first double-overtime
game since they defeated Virginia Tech in triple overtime on Feb. 19, 2005.

TEST OF ATTRITION

Six players ended up fouling out, including four for Texas. Longhorns'
forward Olamide Aborowa, who had played in only 12 games this season and
was averaging 1.3 points, was pressed into service during the second OT and
made a huge basket with 1:11 remaining to give Texas a three-point lead.

RECORD BOOK

Thomas tied a Florida State single-game record with 34 field-goal attempts.
Bev Burnett also attempted 34 shots on Dec. 16, 1987, against Georgia
Southern. Thomas came into the game making 53.2 percent from the field but
was 9 of 34.

Brooke McCarty has three hobbies.
Basketball.

Shopping.

Sleeping.

Yeah, McCarty loves power naps and sleeping ranks ahead of some things
college kids rarely miss out on like going out or watching television. One of
the more popular athletes on campus, McCarty isn’t exactly a sports fanatic.
When I asked her if her floater shot came from watching Spurs guard Tony
Parker, she said, “I don’t really watch basketball much. I just play.”

What about the Olympics last summer? You didn’t watch the USA basketball
teams win gold?

“Uh...no.”

Brooke may not be watching the game but between her marathon shooting
sessions in the gym, mall trips and power naps, future opponents shouldn’t
make the mistake of sleeping on Texas’ junior point guard who has my vote as
the most underrated player in the country.

At 5-foot-4, McCarty is playing a big girl’s game like an Amazon. Just ask
Baylor. The League City Clear Springs product gave the nation’s No. 2 team
the work Monday night when she torched the Lady Bears for a season-high 22
points in Waco, including a statement 27-foot bomb to beat the first-quarter
buzzer. And don’t make the mistake of assuming she’s one-dimensional.
McCarty scored 12 points in the paint against a Baylor team that leads the
country in blocked shots.

“She’s smart and creative with the ball,” said assistant coach Jamie Carey.
“She’s a very bright player who is smart in her movements. She never does
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the same thing twice.”

With that signature bun bouncing atop her head, McCarty swished a free
throw to become the 42nd player in program history to reach 1,000 points
scored en route to helping her team improve to 20-4 overall and a sparkling
14-0 in Big 12 play entering Monday night’s non-conference game at No. 5
Florida State.

McCarty is living proof that size doesn’t always matter. Don’t compare her to
Muggsy Bogues or Spud Webb because those guys wouldn’t stand a chance
against her in a three-point shootout. She has the range of Diana Taurasi, the
guts of Allen Iverson, but not the look of a someone whose Hall of Fame
assistant coach believes will play well on the next level.

It’s simply matter of heart and will, said Texas assistant Tina Thompson, the
leading scorer in WNBA history.

“If anyone sees her outside of a basketball environment,” Thompson said,
“they’re kind of thinking like, ‘No way. No way is this cute little thing doing all
of these very impressive things on the court.’ I guess her resumé doesn’t
necessarily fit the package but she’s incredible in what she’s able to make
happen.”

The Longhorns have weapons for days like guard Ariel Atkins, center Kelsey
Lang and freshman guard/forward Joyner Holmes but it all centers around
the smallest player on the team and perhaps the one with the biggest game.
The 21-year-old McCarty never makes excuses for her lack of height and why
should she? After all, it’s never stopped her from achieving her goals. Would
you be surprised to know her 73 defensive rebounds rank third on a team
with 12 players that stand 5-foot-8 or taller?

“Some people make it a bigger deal than it is,” said McCarty. “I've always
been the smallest player so it’s nothing new. I've always played against people
bigger than me so it hasn’t really been a challenge. I've been dealing with it all
my life so at this point it’s like, either you're going to play or you’re not.”

She’s playing and slaying. McCarty has improved in every important
statistical category, leading Texas in scoring (13.9), assists (3.6), three-point
makes (55), three-point percentage (.437) and minutes per game (32.3). As a
result, coach Karen Aston’s deepest club has won 18 straight and has the
potential finish up in Dallas next month, which would be Texas’ First Final
Four since 2003.
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After a bout of homesickness as a freshman, McCarty has become what she
calls a lead-by-example type of player. And while the transition from the
wing to point guard has been a tough piece of work, her popularity has
ascended in the same manner in which her game has evolved. Becoming more
vocal on the court is something she admittedly needs to do more of since
she’s always the one running the show full-time.

“She’s learned as she’s gone along after a freshman year of not liking any of us
(coaches) very much,” Aston said. “She started to understand what it takes to
be a really good basketball player at this level and how to practice every day.”

She’s getting there in the communication department, though. The people
around her will tell you this Brooke rarely babbles. It doesn’t keep others
from talking about her. Aston said she can’t go anywhere without a Texas fan
asking about her point guard.

Her in-game hairstyle inspired teammates Atkins, Lang and Brianna Taylor
to create an @Brooke_bun account on Twitter. It’s approaching 4,000
followers, none of whom are named Brooke McCarty. She does have a
personal Twitter account. Her last tweet came in September. ... Of 2014.

Call her a throwback, if you will. She lives in the gym and seeks the counsel of
mom Lisa Garrett, who introduced Brooke to basketball while coaching a
Little Dribblers game back in the day.

“If you come to a game, just listen for her voice yelling at me behind the
bench,” McCarty said.

So as Texas rolls along, its point guard is quietly impacting the team in ways
we haven’t seen since Carey, Stacy Stephens and Tiffany Jackson were playing
for Jody Conradt.
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“She fears none and respects all,” said women’s athletic director Chris

Plonsky.

EXAS CENTER KELSEY Lang is not one for
excuses. After a sophomore season
in 2014-15 in which she led the
Longhorns in points and rebounds and
earned second-team All-Big 12 honors,
expectations soared.

But in her junior season, Lang’s
numbers dipped. She averaged 6.5
points and 4.5 rebounds per game
after averaging 10.6 points and 6.4
rebounds the previous year. However, the change in
her performance was due to legitimate reasons. During
offseason training, Lang broke a bone in her left (non-

shooting) hand that fimited her workouts, At the same

time, lmani Boyette became a dominant inside presence,
averaging 1.3 points and 8.9 rebounds, and blocking 104
shots, effectively demanding a starting role and major
playing time en route to becoming a first-round draft pick
by the WNBA's Chicago Sky.

Lang was cleared to return to the lineup in time for
her junior season but had missed much of the Longhorns’
offseason program. She shared time in the paint with
Boyette, and while her value to the team was undeniable,
it contributed to her roflercoaster of a career at Texas.

What a difference a year can make.

Head coach Karen Aston said while the broken bone

"in Lang's hand and Boyette's emergence were factors in
Lang’s performance last season, the interruption in Lang’s
development may have caused her confidence to waver,

“I don't want to make excuses for anyone, and neither
will Kelsey — she didn't make any last year, and that’s just
not who she is,” Aston said. “She had a break in her hand
and was out for a large part of the preseason. When she
came back, her aggressiveness regressed a little. Imani

was playing well, and deserved to play, and Kelsey did a -

great job in her roke. However, it wasn't the role anyone
expected for her. Every year, players have to play different
roles, and that included her.

“This year, though, has been totally different for her,”
she continued. “Every season Is a learning process, and she
learned a fot last year, and that paid off this year. She did

the worlk in the offseason. The fast piece for me was to-

help her understand what Pm depending on her for, me
teliing her that her role changed and how it has changed,
and she has done wonders with it.”

Lang is back in the starting lineup and exceeding
expectations in her new role. Through the Longhorns’
first [4 games, Lang was one of four Texas players to
score in the double figures with an average of 10.0 points
per game. She is by far the team leader in rebounds (9.2
per game} and her 32 blocked shots are twice as many as
teammate Joyner Holmes. She posted six double-doubles
in her team's first 14 games, establishing new career

highs in points, when she had 23 against New Orleans —
a game in which she connected on all [ field goals she
attempted — and rebounds when she pulled down 14 in
the Longhorns' Jan. 7 victory over TCU.

“Coach Aston said in interviews that | play better when
| know the team needs me and when I'm not the ‘other’
option,” Lang said. “During my sophomore year |Imani was
injured, so we had no other option — | had to play, and |
had a good year. -

“Between sophomore and junior year, | had my Injury
— 1 was just going for a rebound — and | was out for a while
and lost some confidence,” she added, “When | came back,
Imani was playing well, so we ended up sharing minutes.”

The fact that Lang is even at Texas, and now in the
position to have a renaissance season, was far from a
sure thing. ‘

Born in Georgia, Lang and her family moved to Texas
when she was three. The daughter and " granddaughter
of athletes — her mother, Carrie, was a swimmer, and
her father, Bernie, and grandfathers all played basketball
— She started playing basketball.-for her dad at a YMCA
during elementary school.

“I was terrible — really terrible,” Lang laughed. “If you
called my dad and asked him, he would agree. If you asked
him when | was in seventh or eighth grade if | had a chance
to play for Texas, he would've said, ‘No way — absolutely
no way.’ | definitely was a late bloomer.”

For her coach, there’s a lot to like about Lang, above
and beyond her é-foot-5-inch franie. Aston said that in
addition to Lang’s physical gifts, she’s impressed with how
Lang thinks about the game.

“Anyone can see she can shoot, rebound and block
shots, and we need those things,” Aston said. “But Kelsey
is a cerebral player. She always understands the game plans
— not just what we're trying to do, but why we’re trying
to do it. She has an extremely high basketball 1Q.

“We vary our game plans for each opponent and
Kelsey's understanding of the way we change our plan is
obvious,” Aston added. “When we scout each opponent,
she understands it right away. She understands the changes
we male, and is able to follow the game plan.”

Lang said that her extensive knowledge of the game
started while fearning from her father. And although he
might have been her first coach, he wasn't the only one
who made a significant impact on her development.

“After [ played at the YMCA, my dad decided he
couldn’t coach me anymore,” Lang said. “But one of our
close family friends had started a basketball academy
called Cut The Nets and | learned a lot there, too. They
taught me how to shoot, and how to be an inside and
outside threat.”

As Lang and her game developed, her success on the
court couldn't be ignored. She became a force, earning all-
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state recognition from the Texas Association of Basketball Coaches (TABC)
and District |4-5A Defensive Player of the Year honors. ESPN.com ranked
her armong the nation’s top’ |5 post players. While her hometown of the
Woadlands, a suburb of Houston, Isn't known as a factory of Div. |-caliber
players, the coaches came calling. As impressive in the classroom as she was
on the court, Lang had plenty of options.

But becoming a Longhorn didn't seem likely because Lang was eager
to leave the state for college. i

“| wanted to see different parts of the country,” Lang said. “1
wanted to go somewhere with four distinct seasons, which doesn't
happen much here.”

Lang didr't dismiss in-state schools altogether, and ultimately narrowed
her choices to Texas and Duke University. She scheduled visits to both
schoals, but only ended up taking one.

“| visited Texas in the fall, and then two weekends later | was
scheduled to go to Duke,” Lang said. “I came to Texas and loved it. [
loved the school, the coaching staff and the team, Austin is an amazing
place and the campus is unbelievable.

“After | returned home, | was still supposed to go on my visit to
Duke,” she explained. “But | told my dad | wanted to call Coach Aston
and commit to Texas. He asked if | wanted to take my trip to Duke, just to
be sure, but { already knew. | called Coach Aston and committed. A few
years before that, | never would've imagined I'd be at playing at Texas, but
there’s something about coming to Austin.”

Once she arrived in Austin, Lang acclimated to her new school and
surroundings. In her second year, Boyette got hurt, and whether or not
Lang was ready, the center position was hers. She worked to prepare for
the challenge, and she shined. Suddenly astarter, she averaged just over 27
minutes per game. Her 359 points and 218 rebounds led the team, with
her 48 blocked shots ranking second.

Aston may easily be right. Lang is at her best when she is most needed
if you compare this season to the one two years ago. In 2014-15, Boyette
was hurt; this season, backup center Audrey-Ann Caron-Goudreau

missed significant time during the first part of the season, forcing Langto

play more than 27 minutes per game, an average that trails only the 31
minutes averaged by guard Brooke McCarty.
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“We asked a lot of her [two years ago] because we needed her, and
she came through for us,” Aston said. “This year is the same situation
because we've had to deal with an injury to Kefsey’s backup. So Kelsey has
been having to do more. Last year, Imani was carrying a pretty big load,
and while Kelsey didn't like playing less, she did a great job on a team that
had a good year.

“] don't think any player at this level who's competitive — and
Kelsey definitely is competitive — ever wants to come off the floor,” she
continued. “Yes, she’s playing a lot of minutes, but she’s embracing her
role. She doest't wear her emotions on her sleeve, so you might not think
she’s as motivated as she really is, but she’s a great leader for us, on and
off the floor.”

Part of that leadership has been in the classroom, where Lang has
stood out. In fact, Texas was even on the list of schools she considered
after her parents were satisfied with the schoo!'s academic standards.

Lang is maforing in economics and has a minor in business, and
said she would like to attend graduate school to pursue a career as a
financial advisor. But there are those who think that chapter of her life
should wait.

Travis Mays is the women's basketball head coach at SMU, but the
former Texas player and women's assistant coach knows Lang well,
having helped in her recruitment, Mays acknowledged that the career
Lang calls a “rollercoaster” might have dipped a little last season, but
he also pointed out that post players often develop a little later than
many perimeter players. He also stated that Lang has the ability to play
professionally, if she chooses to go that route.

Aston agreed with her former assistant coach.

“| agree post players are a fittle stower in their development, but that's
because of how they’re guarded in high school,” Aston said. “When you
have a player with her height and length, [opposing] high school teams
often will have three or four players around them. Most teams don't have
a player who can match up physically. So sometimes those post players

need a little while to develop, becauss they don't know how to play with
space. In college, teams really can't bunch three players around someone,
because the other players are too good and will malee you pay.

“But there’s no question in my mind that Kelsey can play at the pro
level,” she added. “She has the size, but she also has the work ethic and
the stroke. You don't find players her size who can shoot like she can.”

Lang is open to an alternate career path.

“Pm not ready to give up the game just yet,” she said. “! think every
young player dreams of playing professionally. Whether that goal was
obtainable a few years ago was questionable, but definitely over the past
few years, it became much more of a realfistic goal, and hopefully | get
that chance.”

Before that, however, Lang has some unfinished business in Austin.
The Longhorns won 31 games last season and finished the season ranked
seventh in both polls. Texas finished second in the Big !2 and were
eliminated from the NCAA tournament in the Elite Eight by eventual
national champion Connecticut. )

“We have young players and they’re talented, but they're learning and
we're learning with them,” Lang sald, “At the start of the year, we had
more confidence than maybe we should have, and that showed in some
of our early losses. But we're such a young team that it wasn't the end of
the world. If we continue to worlk hard, | dor't think there are limits for
what this team can do.

“Personally, my main goal Is to do everything | can to help the tecam
win, whether that’s scoring, defense or rebounding — whatever it takes
to get where we want to go,” she added. “Keeping that mindset will help
us throughout the rest of the season, including the postseason. 'm not the
person to worry about [individual] things. At the end of the season, those
things are nice, because it’s nice to know that people appreciate what
you have done for your team. But if you do the things that bring in the
individual recognition that usually means you're deing the things to help
your team win, and that’s most important.” ™"
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Down goes Baylor! Texas women put
the Big 12 on notice with upset in
Waco
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Texas has not won a game of this magnitude since the Longhorns defeated
No. 1-ranked Tennessee 74-59 in 2004.

For many reasons, though, Monday night’s 85-79 victory over No. 2 Baylor at
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the Ferrell Center was far more significant than that victory over the Lady
Vols. Texas had lost its 14 previous games to Baylor by an average of 17.4
points. The last time Texas beat Baylor — March 7, 2010 — the Bears’ Brittney
Griner was serving a two-game suspension for punching a Texas Tech player
in the face.

Publicly, Texas coach Karen Aston downplayed the significance of Monday’s
nationally televised upset. “We haven’t won anything yet,” she told roughly
20 reporters in her post-game news conference.

That was the coach’s way of telling her players they cannot rest on one
milestone. What good is beating Baylor if they lose to Kansas or Iowa State?

Big 12 success comes first. The Longhorns have won only one outright Big 12
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regular-season championship (2003) and one conference tournament
championship (also 2003). Monday’s win does not guarantee any such titles
this year.

But the Longhorns gained something just as important. The biggest win of
Aston’s five years here makes Texas relevant again. The Longhorns will be

included when there’s discussion about the best teams in the Big 12. It also
shows the rest of the country that UT’s revival is just getting started.

Freshman Joyner Holmes played her best game of the season, scoring 20
points while showcasing a mid-ranger jumper that seemed impossible to
guard. She had 10 rebounds to help offset Baylor’s frontcourt size advantage.

On Tuesday, two Texas signees — point guard Chasity Patterson of Houston
and Rellah Boothe of Bradenton, Fla. — were named two of the 10
semifinalists for the Naismith Girls Player of the Year award. Both will play in
the annual McDonald’s All-America game March 29 in Chicago.

Credit for UT’s rise in women’s basketball goes to Aston for her recruiting
acumen. Her current team is already filled with McDonald’s All-Americans —
Ariel Atkins, Brooke McCarty, Lashann Higgs, Jordan Hosey, Jatarie White,
Alecia Sutton and Holmes.

Aston opened her career at Texas with a 12-18 record in 2012-13. The
Longhorns have followed that by going 22-12, 24-11 and 31-5 the next three
years. Texas (19-4, 13-0 Big 12) has five conference games left.

On Monday, the Longhorns outlasted Baylor by not shrinking in crunch time.
After Baylor erased a 16-point deficit to tie it 76-76 on an Alexis Jones
jumper, Holmes responded, hitting a short banker with 59 seconds to play.
She then sank two free throws on UT’s next possession for an 80-76 lead with
7,054 fans screaming in her ears.

Baylor would get no closer.

Texas snapped Baylor’s 54-game home winning streak. The Longhorns owned
a 38-37 rebounding advantage, the first time Baylor has lost the battle of the
boards this season.

“(Texas) came out on fire,” Baylor coach Kim Mulkey said. “Compliment
those guys because they came ready to play. ... They just punched us right in
the mouth.”

The rematch will be Feb. 20 in Austin.

Social media heated up after the Texas triumph. “Congrats to @CoachKarenA
and @TexasWBB on your great win tonight. Keep it rolling!” Mack Brown
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tweeted. “Shoutout to Baylor Women’s Basketball for their 7 year run.
Apologies for what’s to come,” tweeted Imani Boyette. “Wow. This is a huge
win for @TexasWBB,” tweeted ESPN sideline reporter Holly Rowe.

The win snapped a 14-game losing streak to Baylor, gave Texas sole
possession of first place in the Big 12, and ended Baylor’s 54-game home
winning streak and the Bears’ 29-game conference winning streak.

McCarty, though, did not seem overwhelmed by the victory.

“Coach talks about being in the moment because every game is important,”
said McCarty, who became the 42nd player in UT history to record 1,000
career points. “This was a tough game, but hopefully we can keep building
from this.”

With the victory, the Longhorns won their 17th straight game, the second-
longest active streak in the country.

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Lang reaches milestone in final season
at Texas

Texas senior center Kelsey Lang powers over Kansas State defender Shaelyn
Martin in theLonghorns’ Feb. 4 victory over the Wildcats, 63-58. Lang
finished the game nearly with a double-double, posting 10 points and nine
rebounds.

Kelsey Lang flipped a simple layup into the basket Saturday in Texas’ 63-58
victory over Kansas State. While that bucket counted for just two points
toward her 10-point total, it counted for much more to her personally.

With the routine play, the senior center became the 41st Longhorn in school
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history to score 1,000 career points. Ordinary play, remarkable
accomplishment.

“It means a lot,” Lang said. “There are only a handful of people who have
done it here, so I think that it’s fantastic.”

On top of the 1,000-point milestone, Lang has also cemented herself as one of
the top shot blockers in Texas history. Lang has swatted away 163 shots in her
career, good for seventh place on Texas’ all-time career blocks list.

“You always want to congratulate a player when they reach a milestone,” head
coach Karen Aston said. “Just really proud of Kelsey’s career.”

The 6-foot-5-inch center has beared much of Texas’ inside duties this season,
sharing the paint with freshman forward Joyner Holmes. Lang is threading
together a dual-threat season, leading the Longhorns in rebounds with 8.4
per game and double-doubles with seven. Lang’s on-court leadership and
tenacity to score have excelled her in her final season in Austin.

“Alot of it is her experience and understanding of the game,” Aston said. “She
may not know it, but down the stretch here she has seemed a little bit like a
point guard to me. I mean, there have been times that she’s thinking the game
like that. She’ll ask questions in the huddle, she’ll talk to the players as if she
was one of the leaders, which she is.”

Highs and lows mark Lang’s career on the court. With her days on the 40
Acres dwindling down and the success of her team trending upward, Lang
continues to embrace her role as one of the leaders on a Longhorns squad
that rides a 17-game winning streak and controls the reigns of the Big 12.

“You'd like to say you play as hard as you can freshman through senior year,”
Lang said. “But as a senior, you just realize that you only have a few months
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left. I think that me and (Brianna Taylor) definitely realize that and we just
wanna do everything we can for this team because it’s a special team.”

Holmes, who has quickly developed into a dominant player on a young Texas
roster, credits her drive and aggressiveness to the team’s willingness to play
for one another. Holmes’ career is just beginning, but she plays for
teammates such as Lang whose days on the court are numbered.

“We’ve been talking to the seniors lately and I just don’t want them to have a
bad year,” Holmes said. “Recently, I've been starting to think about that
because I figured if I put myself in their shoes, I wouldn’t want to go out on a
bad note. We just need to continue to stay as a team and not let anything
come between us.”
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Women's Basketball's Lang surpasses
1,000-point milestone

In a career of peaks and valleys, the 6-foot-5 senior center is back on top
From the outset, the play looked ordinary, routine even.

A post feed from a double-teamed Joyner Holmes set up a layup for senior

Kelsey Lang, who calmly jogged back down the court afterwards with her

index finger raised in subdued celebration. But the everyday nature of the
play belied the milestone it represented.

With the layup against Kansas State on Saturday night, Lang became the
latest Longhorn to score over 1,000 career points. She is just the 41st player
in school history to surpass that mark.

"It means a lot," Lang said. "There are only a handful of people who have
done it here, so I think that it's fantastic. It feels great to be in the books with
them."

Lang didn't stop with one edit to the record books. Her five blocks on the
night moved her into seventh place on Texas' all-time career blocks list. She's
recorded a total of 160 denials during her time in Austin.

At the time of Lang's milestone shot, Texas had allowed the Wildcats to score
the first eight points of the second half and trailed by seven, 34-27. Lang said
she knew going into the game that she was close to 1,000 points — she
finished the night with 10 points and nine rebounds, even though she only
needed eight to reach the mark — but the tight score prevented her from
realizing her achievement.
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"I had no idea," Lang said. "I knew before the game that I needed eight more
points, but the game was pretty close. I wasn't thinking about that."

Lang's shot turned the tide, igniting a 14-0 Texas run to reclaim a 41-34
Longhorn advantage. Texas did not fall behind for the remainder of the game
and emerged from the contest with a 63-58 victory.

With the graduation of star center Imani Boyette after last season, Lang has

shouldered much of the responsibility in the paint for the Longhorns this
season. But with Lang's combination of leadership and playmaking abilities,
head coach Karen Aston said she sometimes has to remind herself that the

6'5" center isn't in fact a point guard.

"I'm just really proud of Kelsey's career and her journey," Aston said. "She's a
model student first and foremost, but she's also grown into a really solid
basketball player. It just seems like we're so much calmer when Kelsey's on
the floor, and a lot of it is her experience and her understanding of the game."

Aston and Lang are quick to describe her career at Texas as a series of peaks
and valleys. After spending most of her freshman year adjusting to the fast
pace of college play, Lang emerged as the leading scorer and rebounder for
the Longhorns in her sophomore campaign, earning All-Big 12 Second Team
honors along the way. But she struggled to follow up on her breakout season,
averaging just 6.5 points per game and 4.5 rebounds per game in her junior
year.

This year, Lang has returned to form, averaging 11.2 points per game and 8.9
rebounds per game over her last 18 appearances. Lang said growing up
during her time at Texas has allowed her to flourish in her final year.

"I just think I'm more comfortable," Lang said. "I have had those highs and
lows and I'm just in a place where I'm mentally and physically in shape. I
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think my teammates and coaches have done a tremendous job helping me
through if I do have a down game or I do have a bad practice along the way."

Lang attributes part of her current success to the knowledge that her playing
days at Texas are numbered. She plans to graduate in May with a degree in
economics and a minor in business.

"You don't really think there's an end until it actually starts approaching,”
Lang said. "Now we're in the second half of conference play and it's like,
'Whoa, only so many more games are guaranteed.' I just have had such a
rollercoaster career here that I just really wanted to end on a high and just
help my team in whatever way I can."

Lang isn't one to spend much time dwelling on her individual achievements.
A road matchup with No. 2/2 Baylor looms on Monday as the Longhorns look
to add another victory to their current 16-game winning streak. She said she
plans on saving that kind of personal reflection for after her final game.

"I'm kind of on to the next one," Lang said. "But I'm positive once the year is
over I'll look back on games like these and think, 'Wow, that was a pretty

Fox Sports 1 caught the sequence and replayed it over and over. The play
showcased her quick reflexes and natural speed.

It was certainly a positive memory during the basketball team’s 15-game
winning streak. Or was it?

“I don’t remember it happening,” the Cedar Ridge graduate said Friday.

Higgs has not seen seen the FS1 replay, even though countless friends have
relayed the story to her. “I must have been going on just adrenaline.”
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Coach Karen Aston joked that Higgs must have beaten “the five-second rule.”

“It doesn’t take Lashann long to do anything, so I'm guessing it wasn’t on the
floor very long,” Aston said.

Texas (17-4, 11-0 in the Big 12) hopes to keep its streak alive Saturday when
the Longhorns host Kansas State (17-6, 7-4) at the Erwin Center.

Higgs has had more highlights than just grabbing her mouthpiece off the
court. In the last eight games, she’s averaging 9.9 points to become one of
UT’s most reliable players off the bench. She has begun to show some of the
sparkle that made her a McDonald’s All-American in high school.

Higgs doesn’t shy away from big-game pressure. In last year’s NCAA
Tournament, she averaged 10.2 points in UT’s four games, including a team-
high 19 points in a season-ending 86-65 loss to eventual champion UConn.

Despite those breakout moments, there are times when Higgs hasn’t shined.
Yet she still ranks second on the team in field goal percentage (.522) and
third in steals (22).

Higgs admits she’s in a constant battle to remain positive. Aston repeatedly
tells her to trust her natural ability and don’t let outside distractions hinder
her game.

“There have been some dark moments when she’s really gotten down on
herself, and I've had question marks on whether she was going to overcome
some mental setbacks,” Aston said. “Most of it is when she beats herself up
over when she makes a mistake. Her (recent) growth has come from here
persistence and her willingness to not quit on herself or her team.”

Higgs said she agrees with Aston’s assessment “to some extent.”
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“Sometimes as a player, you get caught up in the thought that you have to do
everything perfectly,” she said. “I'm now realizing when you do that it tends
to lead to more mistakes. ... So when you become comfortable with your
mistakes and learn from them, that’s when you grow as a player.”

Higgs said the team has grown up after starting the season 2-4. Losing only to
ranked teams — UConn, Stanford, South Carolina and Mississippi State —
toughened the Horns up for conference games. The team’s preseason goal of
reaching the Final Four next month remains intact.

Aston describes Higgs as an “energy person,” and the 5-9 guard relishes that
role.

“I'm playing with more confidence,” Higgs said. “I'm playing more attention
to details, working hard in practice to play my game.”
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Texas women flourish under new
leadership

Texas completed its first perfect January in 28 years as it pushed past No. 22
West Virginia 69-54 Sunday afternoon.

The No. 12 Longhorns ride a 14-game win streak. They’'ve opened conference
play with 10 straight victories — shattering the previous program record.

While Texas entered this season with plenty of momentum and high
expectations, a cloud of uncertainty loomed on the 40 Acres, too.

The team entered the 2016-17 campaign coming off Texas’ first NCAA Elite
Eight appearance since 2003. That 31-win team boasted a slew of core talent,
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headlined by WNBA first-round pick Imani Boyette.

Texas also lost three four-year starters, including its leader on and off the
court in point guard Celina Rodrigo.

Those losses made it unclear as to the program’s future. A new batch of talent
stepped in, giving Texas the No. 4 recruiting class in the nation, according to
ESPN.

But those new stars could do little to replace the veteran core of the previous
year.

Without the necessary growth, the season might have devolved into
rebuilding in preparation for 2018 — and it looked to be trending that way as
Texas dropped four of its first six contests.

Head coach Karen Aston acknowledged growing concerns at the start of the
season. Entering her fifth year at the helm, Aston understood the somewhat
precarious situation in which Texas found itself.

“The other difficult part for this group is that when you look at our

starting lineup, aside from Kelsey Lang, every player is in a new role,” Aston
said back in November. “It takes time to adjust to the new roles. I would be
discouraged if I didn’t think the future of this group looked good.”

Though it took some time, the dubious direction of the season straightened
out, and the Longhorns (16—4, 10—0 Big 12) are on track to make another
postseason run.

Called to step up, the team’s only two seniors, guard Brianna Taylor and
center Kelsey Lang, evolved into vocal and steady leaders. Alongside junior
guards Brooke McCarty and Ariel Atkins — Texas’ two leading scorers — the
four have willed this young squad to the best conference start on record.
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“The collective job that those four have done has been tremendous in just a
sense of where we started with their leadership and where we are now,” Aston
said.

That leadership has shown itself in the rapid development of freshman
forward Joyner Holmes. Already third highest on the team in scoring at 11.8
points per game, Holmes has blossomed into the offensive threat Texas badly
needed if it was to remain in contention.

Holmes credits the guidance of her teammates and fellow starters in allowing
her to be effective.

“I think I follow mostly behind my counterparts like Kelsey,” Holmes said.
“And I think Ariel and Brooke and Bri do a great job of leading, so I just
follow them and then I try to step into my role as best as I can.”

That leadership may not always be evident from the fan perspective. But it’s
those small things that Aston continually emphasizes that allowed the
cohesive and seemingly tournament-ready team that Longhorn faithful
cheers for each night to emerge.

“Again, when you talk about the young players, that’s something that (the
upperclassmen) have done a really great job with — is just kind of taking the
young ones under their wing,” Aston said. “And you might still not hear them,
but you can see them pulling them to the side and trying to, what I would
call, mentor them.”
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Holmes progresses as season moves
on

Joyner Holmes picked up a basketball when she was four years old. She’s had
one in her hand every day since then.

Holmes quickly developed a knack for the game. As a middle schooler in
Cedar Hill, Texas, she began to realize she had a bright future on the
hardwood.
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“In fifth and sixth grade, I started playing against boys in P.E. and they would
always tell me I was good,” Holmes said. “I got to seventh grade and I was
killing teams, like single-handedly. Then after my eighth grade season when I
was going into high school, the varsity coach asked me to come over and play
in a fall league with them, and that’s kind of when I knew I was pretty good.”

Natural physicality and the passion to compete has always come easy for
Holmes. But she needed to convert her raw talent into a complete skill set
when she stepped foot onto the 40 Acres.

Nervousness set in when the 6-foot-3-inch forward made her debut on Nov.
14 against the Stanford Cardinal in Palo Alto, California. She only recorded
three points in a 71-59 loss.

But the jitters didn’t linger long as her confidence began to soar. Holmes
bounced back with a 22-point outing against Houston Baptist. Once the
season started to progress, she knew it was time to turn it up a notch — and
so did her teammates.

“After a few games where I actually scored and rebounded and played
defense, my teammates came up to me and said, ‘you can do that every

game,” Holmes said. “From that point forward, I just had a mindset to just
give it my all.”

In early December, Texas head coach Karen Aston provided Holmes an
opportunity she couldn’t resist — a spot in the starting lineup.

“Coach asked me if I wanted to start and I kind of hesitated,” Holmes said.
“But I told myself, ‘I think I've matured and I think I've grown since I got
here, so I think I can step into my role a little better.”

Holmes has started in 16 games for the Longhorns this season. Two months
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have passed since her collegiate debut and a more confident, comfortable
Holmes is making huge contributions to the No. 12 Longhorns’ success. Texas
rides 12-game winning streak and an undefeated Big 12-record into tonight’s
matchup with TCU.

Holmes averages double-digit points on the season along with junior guards
Brooke McCarty and Ariel Atkins — the only three Longhorns to do so.

In eight conference starts, Holmes put up 13.1 points and 8.8 rebounds per
game. Aston dedicates Holmes’ development to her commitment and
willingness to learn from her teammates.

“One of the keys to coaching talented young players is having talented older
ones,” Aston said. “(Holmes) definitely has a lot to learn and a lot to get better
at, and she knows that, but I think she wants to be good. She wants to please,
but she also wants to not let her

teammates down.”

Holmes continues her freshman campaign this evening as the Longhorns take
on TCU in Fort Worth, Texas. Tip off is slated for 8 p.m.

That same year, didn’t Cedar Hill coach Andrea Robinson promote the
middle-schooler to fall practice with the varsity? Didn’t Holmes start
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attracting what her mom guesstimated was at least 600 letters from college
coaches like Kim Mulkey and Geno Auriemma? Hadn’t Holmes been to
camps far and wide and made her name on the AAU circuit where one
sportscaster in an interview just happened to drop the notion that she was a
“female LeBron James?”

That’s so wrong.

Hyperbole? Well probably, but not necessarily.

But after all, Joyner’s a Kobe gal. The athletic, 6-3 freshman swingman has
the Kobe Bryant jerseys to prove it, starting with the one her high school
teammates gave her on her 16th birthday.
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"He’s my favorite player of all time,” she said unabashedly. “I love his
mentality. He’ll win the game for you. He’ll put his team on his back. I love
Kobe.”

Twana Holmes knew her daughter was going to be different when her
pediatrician told her early that Joyner was “going to be off the charts.” She
was right when Joyner grew to 6-2 as early as her sophomore year in high
school, a season when she also played point guard, a position she could
probably manage today with her great handle, court vision and physical skills.

“She’s a huge Kobe Bryant fan,” her mom said Wednesday. “She loves the way
he gets to the hole. If she ever gets to shoot like Kobe, she will be off the
chain.”

Added Aston, “If she becomes a shooter, she may be one of the best players to
ever play the game. If she stays on track.”

Her 6-1 dad, Ron, played hoops at Central State in Wilberforce, Ohio and
regularly schooled Joyner on the sport court behind that the family put in
behind their two-story house on a one-acre lot in Cedar Hill. There, or on the
side basket on the driveway, dad would take his daughter to the basketball
woodshed, toughening her up even as he made her cry. He never let her win.

“I was so mad,” Twana said. “Ron would say she’s still a girl, but she’s going
to be a feisty girl.”

One that still longs to beat her pops in their rugged, one-on-one battles back
home. “That’s definitely on my bucket list,” Joyner said.

It’s a long list. It once included competing in the triple jump and long jump at
Texas, which wanted her in that role, but there just isn’t time in the schedule.
It includes going into sports broadcasting, and why not for this Texas
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freshman who does crackerjack impressions of everyone from Aston to her
teammates. It includes living up to her namesake, Olympic gold medalist
heptathlete Jackie Joyner-Kersee, because Twana said, “You give people

names that can be legendary and foster greatness, and they will always
remember that and try to further themselves.”

Holmes is certainly doing that. She came in ranked as the No. 1 or 2 recruit in
the nation and hasn’t disappointed, having just put up 20 points and 10
rebounds in Tuesday’s win over Oklahoma, but she got no coddling at home.

“That’s absolutely true,” Twana said. “When she comes home for break, she

does the dishes. I tell her, ‘If you can be a McDonald’s All-American
basketball player, you can be a washing-dishes All-American, too.”

Unlike Kobe, Holmes doesn’t exactly rain shots from all over the floor. In fact,
her range is quite compact. Only at or very near the rim, the same rim she
hopes to eclipse at some point.

She’d heard that a UCLA women’s player had recently attempted to dunk.
Holmes has tried, to no avail. Not yet, but she will in short time because she’s
as athletic a big girl as the storied Longhorns women’s program has ever had.
She’s so much more instinctive and athletic than Imani Boyette, the former
Longhorn now drawing WNBA paychecks with the Chicago Sky.

“My teammates have told me to try to dunk,” Holmes said. “I can get the ball
to the rim, but I can’t get it in the hole yet. Oh yeah, it’s a goal.”

Goals, she’s got. Talent, she has. Sherri Coale, Oklahoma’s curly-haired
basketball boss, called Holmes “an unusual basketball player” after watching
her dribble coast to coast for an emphatic layup on one play against OU. “My
goodness, she’s talented. She has the ability to jump over you.”

She has terrific court awareness and showed off her skills as a passer with a
bounce pass to teammate Kelsey Lang for an easy layup Tuesday. Still, she
tries too much at times, reason enough for her 50 turnovers this season.

But she’s not your typical freshman.
“I'd say she’s a freshman-and-a-half,” Aston said.

Or a freshman and half a superstar. This young lady is the future of the Texas
program, a bright future at that considering Aston’s battle-tested team is in
the midst of an 11-game winning streak and is trying to match Big 12 giant
Baylor step for step.
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And maybe Kobe as well.
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No Boyette? No problem so far for
Texas, thanks to Kelsey Lang

nonconference games make teams feel good -- but give them an inflated sense of where they are on the food
chain. Then there are those that deflate them -- but provide a needed reality check.

Texas lost three senior starters from last season's 31-5 Elite Eight team: center Imani Boyette, who had a solid
rookie year with the WNBA's Chicago Sky, and experienced guards Celina Rodrigo and Empress Davenport.

Especially without the 6-foot-7 Boyette anchoring things inside, Texas has a different look this year and will
need some youthful contributions right away. But coach Karen Aston didn't want to sugarcoat reality for the
Longhorns. So along with two blowout victories, they've already had two "this is what it's really about"
games -- and are about to have three more of those in succession.

That starts with a visit from third-ranked South Carolina on Thursday (ESPN2, 7 p.m. ET). Then Sunday, the
Longhorns face No. 2 UConn in the Jimmy V Classic in Uncasville, Connecticut, (ESPN, 4 p.m. ET). On
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Dec. 11, Texas will host No. 22 Tennessee (4:30 p.m. ET).

No. 14 Texas (2-2) opened the season with a 71-59 loss at Stanford on Nov. 14. The Longhorns made another
tough road trip on Nov. 20, losing 79-68 at Mississippi State. The Cardinal are currently ranked No. 11, and
the Bulldogs are No. 6.

"We could not be playing these guys, and [then] my young kids probably would have a bit of a grand illusion
of what Division I basketball is all about," Aston said. "And what playing in the Big 12 and going to the
postseason are all about.

"We have a lot of young players who need to grow up fast for our team to be successful. And I think it's the
best way for them to grow up, even though it is painful and not fun. For them to realize: "This is what
competition on every possession looks like."

The Longhorns finished last season on an 86-65 loss to UConn in the regional final. Nine players are back,
including starters Brooke McCarty and Ariel Atkins, both junior guards. They're joined by four newcomers
who are eligible this season; a fifth new player, transfer Jatarie White from South Carolina, will be sitting out.

Realistically, one of the returners -- forward Khaleann Caron-Goudreau -- is more on the newcomer side; she
sat out last season at Texas as a transfer. She is joined in Austin this year by twin Audrey-Ann Caron-
Goudreau, who led Gulf Coast State (Florida) to the Division I junior college national championship last
season.

The sisters are both 6-4 and eventually should be able to help fill in the gap left by Boyette, joining 6-5 senior
Kelsey Lang. Khaleann recently returned to play after being sidelined by injury, while Audrey-Ann has made
two starts. And dynamic freshman Joyner Holmes, a 6-3 guard/forward, is averaging 11.5 points and a team-
high 6.0 rebounds.

But there's no question that the Longhorns will rely a lot on their greater experience at guard while their post
game grows. And that's where McCarty is ready to step forward.

do I get on them, and when do I give them a pat on the back?'

"It's an extension of the coach, and sometimes those things are a challenge for a coach, too. How hard do I
push them, and when do I ease up? That's the same way a point guard feels, and now she's getting that feeling
that 'T have to manage our team."

McCarty has played point guard before, but Rodrigo really carried the emotional weight as team leader last
year. McCarty uses her height as a bit of fuel. At 5-4, she heard the "too small" comments at times before she
got to college, but didn't let them discourage her. Just the opposite, in fact.

"You find out your strengths, and use them against people," said McCarty, who is from League City, Texas, in
the greater Houston area. "I know that maybe I can out-quick them, and I can shoot the ball from deep. I can
extend the floor, not just to get opportunities for me, but for my teammates."

The 5-11 Atkins is the Longhorns' second-leading scorer at 13.5 PPG, and 5-9 guards Brianna Taylor (7.5
PPG) and Lashann Higgs (6.0 PPG) are also important parts of Texas' perimeter game.

" feel like we're kind of a confidence-booster for our posts," McCarty said of the guard corps. "They can
learn off of us, and we can help build them up."

Texas lost just once at home last season: to Big 12 champ and all-around nemesis Baylor. Then the
Longhorns fell to the Lady Bears again at Baylor, and a third time in the Big 12 tournament title game in
Oklahoma City.
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Aston doesn't avoid what she calls the elephant in the room: Baylor's dominance in the Big 12 the past
several years. Texas' last win against the Lady Bears was in 2010. Texas has lost 14 in a row to Baylor; Aston
is 0-10 against the Lady Bears since taking over in the 2012-13 season.

But the rest of the Big 12 has faced that same reality against Baylor. Texas knows the only thing to do is keep
improving, and that means taking on big challenges. Which is exactly what Texas is doing now.

"You look at, 'What can this do for us and be a positive?" Aston said. "We're young, and you have to try to
get them to understand the process of all of this."

For 10 months, Alecia Sutton’s basketball life was put on hold.

Sutton’s lifelong passion was ripped apart in December of 2015, when she tore the
anterior cruciate ligament in her left knee during her senior season at Parkway North
High School in St. Louis, Mo. As the No. 6 prospect nationally in the Class of 2016 — and
the No. 2 point guard — the standout known as “Sug” abruptly became a player without
a spot on the court.

“When it first happened, it hurt me emotionally and mentally,” the 5-foot-8-inch Sutton
said Thursday at Cooley Pavilion on the University of Texas campus. “All | knew was
basketball.”

One of three freshmen on the Texas women’s basketball team, Sutton was cleared to
play Oct. 17, giving her a chance to make an immediate impact with the Longhorns.

UT coach Karen Aston answered questions
about her 2016-17 team Thursday while
also introducing five new players. Sutton
will be joined by fellow freshmen Joyner
Holmes and Jada Underwood. Also joining
the Longhorns are two transfers, 6-4 twins
Khaleann and Audrey-Ann Caron-
Goudreau from Gatineau, Quebec.

Sutton said she was “relieved” to be
cleared to practice. She sustained her
injury during a holiday tournament on Dec.

On Thursday, Sutton said she's “95
percent” recovered from the injury.

“The only thing slowing me down now is my lateral movement,” she said. “Other than
that, I'm fine.”

Aston said all five newcomers will play key roles in their first seasons as Longhorns.
Sutton will back up junior Brooke McCarty at point guard, freeing McCarty to find more
opportunities for perimeter shooting. Last season, McCarty led the team in scoring (11.8
PPG) and three-pointers made (67).

“You'd be surprised if you came to practice and saw what Sug'’s able to do after just two
weeks of practice,” Aston said. “She’s really special.”

Sutton, who committed to Texas on her 16th birthday (Dec. 17, 2014), will be eased into
the rotation slowly, the coach said. Sutton said she likely will be at full strength when
Texas opens Big 12 season Dec. 29 against Texas Tech.

“Sometimes | have to remind myself to be patient with her,” Aston said. “She missed all
of the summer and a lot of the fall while in rehabilitation.”

Sutton said she received her nickname from her father, Larry, who began calling her
“Sugar” when she was 2. “I shortened it to Sug once | became a little older,” she added.

Her two sisters have equally fun nicknames, Sutton said. Alexis goes by “Nunu” while

Atlantis is known as “Tootie.”
Sutton was one of the most heavily recruited players in the country before she
committed Texas. She chose UT over Tennessee, UCLA, Nebraska and Louisville.

“When | came here for my visit, everybody was so welcoming,” she said. “I already knew
Ariel (Atkins), and she helped me through the process of getting to know the coaching
staff and players. This felt like my home, my second home.”
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Olamide Aborowa: "Basketball Found Me"

Texas sophomore forward has journeyed nearly 7,000 miles from home and persevered through much adversity.

Olamide Aborowa arrived in Austin with nothing more than a duffel bag and a backpack.
It was a tangible reminder of how far she had come despite having so little.

There's no denying the dearth of material items she has possessed over the years. But Aborowa has never been short on opportunities, which she has
fearlessly seized no matter how far they took her away from her home in Lagos, Nigeria.

Accustomed to solitude, Aborowa embarked on what has become a nearly 7,000-mile journey from her home. She first made her way to Philadelphia and
Saints John Neumann and Maria Goretti Catholic High School where she won a state championship, and then on to Austin, where she begins the 2016-17
season as a sophomore on The University of Texas women's basketball team.

"I'm happy to be at Texas because | never really thought it would happen to me," said Aborowa, who goes by the nickname Mide (pronounced mee-day).
"What makes me happy is the fact that | know I'm making progress and life is all about growth."

TWO CHANCE ENCOUNTERS
"Hey, do you play basketball?" inquired a stranger on the street.

Aborowa, walking down the street in her native Nigeria, was surprised. Not only did she not play basketball, at the time, she wasn't exactly sure what it
was.

"Call me," the man said. "I'll give you my number."
Aborowa continued home where she recounted the occurrence to the guardian with whom she had stayed since the age of eight.
Her father had never been in the picture. Her mother, Olaitan Elizabeth, was often away for work. She lived, most of the time, with a family friend.

"Don't talk to strangers," her guardian instructed, tearing up the slip of paper with the stranger's phone number on it.
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Aborowa gave little further thought to the events of that day until the circumstances repeated themselves. Joel Ige, the man she would come to know as
Coach Joel, stopped her once again on the same street.

"Hey, you didn't call me that time," he said.
"My guardian said | shouldn't speak to you," she responded.

But Ige was persistent. He followed Aborowa home and spoke with her guardian. He thought it would be beneficial for Aborowa to begin playing
basketball.

Her guardian reluctantly relented.

"| started out with Converse and a little pair of tights and a shirt," Aborowa said. "It was a run-down outdoor court and they had a rubber ball. The court had
potholes in it that were really bad. That's how | started.”

The game didn't come easy to Aborowa.
"l didn't understand it at first," she said. "l was just doing what he told me to do."

But, for Aborowa, the personal achievements that she made through basketball weren't necessarily about what happened on the court. The sport provided
an outlet from a life that proved challenging for a 14-year-old and one that had never been easy.

"As time went on, basketball took my mind off a lot of stuff that was happening to me personally," Aborowa said. "l started understanding things better —
understanding that it's not just about me. | met more people and | got out of my shell more. Before basketball, | was just in the house. | didn't play any
sports growing up."

She would get to the rickety old court as often as she could to play with the all-male group of older players. Aborowa's living arrangement, however, made
it difficult for her to make the team's regular 8 a.m. Saturday morning practices.

"l was playing off and on because the lady | was staying with would always say, 'You have to do all of the house chores before you can go out," Aborowa
recounted. "Before | would get done, it would be like 12 and it would be too late to go. | tried to tell her that basketball and school went together, but she
would say, 'oh, no.'

"She didn't like the fact that | was playing basketball, so she didn't let me play."

Early in her basketball career, Aborowa went with Ige to a camp run by Mobolaji Akiode, the founder of Hope 4 Girls Africa, a 501(c)(3) nonprofit
organization dedicated to the increased participation and empowerment of disadvantaged young African women in sports and education.

When she returned a year later, she hadn't improved. Her limited opportunities to practice basketball were mostly to blame.
"She saw me a year later and | hadn't gotten any better," Aborowa said. "She was mad. | told her that | didn't get to practice because they wouldn't let me."

Aborowa stood at the station waiting for the bus to take her home following one of Akiode's 3-on-3 tournaments. Akiode was driving by the bus station on
her way out of town, when she stopped her car and rolled down the window.

"l can help you," Akiode said, giving Aborowa her business card. "Come to the United States and get a better education."
Aborowa talked it over with her mother, who agreed to let her explore the opportunity.

For many, the thought of leaving home and moving more than 5,000 miles away would be daunting.

Not for Aborowa.

"l wasn't scared, just for the fact that | was basically alone in my life because | didn't stay with any family members," she said. "l was used to being alone,
so | wasn't scared of coming here, but | did lack the confidence that | should have had."

FINDING HER WAY

Aborowa moved to Philadelphia where she lived with a host family and attended Neumann-Goretti. She steadily developed into one of the nation's top prep
basketball players, but it was her personal development that Aborowa found most beneficial.

"l had a great support system," Aborowa said. "My coach was amazing and she helped me through a lot of things. When | came to Philadelphia, | had a lot
of mental struggles based on things | had gone through as a kid. She helped me get out of myself. | wasn't a perfect kid, but my coach and my host family
really helped me, and I'm very appreciative of them."

Under the direction of Coach Letty Santarelli, Aborowa became one of the nation's top-80 players, according to ESPN.com and was the 15th-ranked power
forward in her class. She led Neumann-Goretti to a 29-1 record and the Philadelphia Catholic League title as a junior. As a senior, her team captured the
PIAA Class AA girls' state championship with a perfect 30-0 record.

Playing basketball at the highest level had become a reality for Aborowa, but it wasn't something she had always been able to envision.

"l was just happy to be here," she said. "l was getting a better education and getting a chance to go to college. High school players now talk about what
schools they dream of going to. | didn't really have that or know what school | wanted to go to. | was just going to school and playing basketball because |
got to."

It was through participating on the Philadelphia Belles Nike Travel Team that Aborowa first caught the eye of the Texas coaching staff. In April 2014, head
coach Karen Aston and her staff attended the Boo Williams Tournament in Hampton, Va., and caught a glimpse of Aborowa.
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"We were sitting there and we had a break between games watching other recruits," said assistant coach George Washington. "Karen watched the Philly
Belles play and she immediately came over and said, 'You guys have to see this kid from the Philly Belles. She is a rebounding machine.™

There's no question that Aborowa's talent was raw. She had only been playing basketball for a few years and was even newer to organized basketball. But
Aston was intrigued by Aborowa's potential.

"She hadn't been playing long, but we saw her potential and we needed a post player," Aston said. "You could look at her length and her athleticism and
we just saw flashes of things. | saw the potential in her. The way we develop players here, she was someone that we believed we could develop."

As the Texas coaches got to know Aborowa better during the summer of 2014, they quickly realized that she would be a great fit with the program they
were re-energizing in Austin.

It was Washington with whom Aborowa was instantly able to relate.

Washington's daughter Lashann Higgs — Aborowa's age and also now a sophomore on the Texas team — had come from a similar environment in The
Bahamas. Higgs immigrated to the United States on her own with hopes for a better life through basketball and school, and was later adopted by
Washington and his wife Jackie.

"Because of Lashann, | understood Mide's story and what she had been through," Washington said. "We bonded really fast. She wasn't extremely
talkative, but the things we talked about had a lot of substance. We got along really well."

Aborowa's character was appealing to Aston. In the 6-foot-3 forward, she found someone who epitomized what she looks for in potential student-athletes.

"When | did more delving into her as a person, her willingness to stretch herself was intriguing to me," Aston said. "She was willing to come to a place like
Texas where she could challenge herself academically, socially and athletically. It would be quite a challenge for her and a lot of kids are not interested in
that. She is really gifted academically and that fits well with being at Texas. When we put all of the pieces together, we thought we could really help her
reach her potential here."

Aborowa left her official visit to UT with the same feeling.

"l came here for my visit — the girls were cool and the coaches were great," she said. "It seemed like they were going to make me better and they
understood where | was coming from. | wasn't in any way a good player. They understood the fact that they could get me better. | got home from my visit
and told my host family, 'Yeah, I'm ready to commit."

GROWING PAINS
The transition from high school to college is a difficult one for any freshman. For Aborowa, it was more trying than for most.

Once again, she was in a city that resembled nothing like her hometown where she knew no one. As compared to her past experiences, the expectations
were off the chart both on the basketball court and in the classroom. There was a rigid schedule and time management would be a necessity. She was also
struggling with a handful of psychological issues stemming from her past.

"The thing about being a freshman in college is that you're learning new stuff at a very fast pace," Aborowa said. "It was hard for me because | was used to
just doing things my own way. Now | had people saying, do this or do that. It was difficult for me to get everything and just be level-headed, not going from
high-to-low, low-to-high."

The practices were intense and nothing like Aborowa had seen. She struggled with the feedback she was regularly receiving from her coaches in practice.
In her mind, it felt like she was the only one who couldn't do things properly.

"There were times that | just cried and said 'l don't want to do this anymore. Why is it just me?" Aborowa said. "They knew | could do better, so they were
just helping me. The coaches yell at every other player, but because of the fact that | had problems of my own, it made it worse."

Aborowa's coaches worked with her off the court to provide regular encouragement. They stressed that they were trying to help her reach the potential that
they saw in her.

"The biggest thing was helping her understand that everybody messes up," Washington said. "We weren't upset at you for messing up. We expect you to
mess up because our job is to coach you. What probably made the biggest improvement in her overall outlook was the extra time we spent in skill training.

"Mide wants to make the most of her opportunity, so she puts a lot of pressure on herself. It was in the big groups that she had problems. She didn't want
to mess up because she didn't want to let the team down."

Aborowa saw action in 18 games last season, averaging 3.4 minutes per game. Her time in games was limited, but her confidence continued to grow with
every practice.

"l could see that she was overwhelmed both socially and with how difficult basketball was," Aston said. "We threw her into an environment with a lot of
talent. She was initially overwhelmed with how competitive it was and that translated into a loss of confidence. We had to teach her how to put work in, and
work creates confidence. We've seen the benefits of that."

MOTIVATING FACTOR

Aborowa takes a lot of pride in her native Nigeria. She also takes great satisfaction in hard work. Work-ethic, she says, is an ethos that is widely embraced
in her home country.

She plays with a purpose and enters the classroom with that same determination. Aborowa aspires to return home one day, armed with a great education
and all of the tools necessary to help advance the country of Nigeria.
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"l am a big believer of home," Aborowa said. "l am a proud Nigerian. | feel like my country can be better. There are a lot of natural resources and things my
country has that can be tapped into. There is a lot of corruption going on. | just think there's something | can do and add to it, even if it's a little bit."

She is well-versed in her country's history and references Malcolm X's Letter from Accra as evidence of Nigeria's potential. Malcolm X penned the letter in
April 1964 following a visit to Lagos, Nigeria, Aborowa's hometown. He spoke of the country's vast resources and his belief that Nigeria could become the
"breadbasket of the world."

"Malcolm X called Nigeria the fastest-growing country in Africa," she said. "We were supposed to be the center. | don't know when it all went to the ground.
| want my country to be better. | don't like the fact that people want to go to other countries to get better. | feel like Nigeria has a lot to offer."

Aborowa's passion for Nigeria is evident on a daily basis and the Texas coaching staff realized early on that it was an impetus for her success.

"She has a lot of pride for where she's from, what she's been through and the sacrifices that have been made for her," Washington said. "That was
expressed early on in the recruiting process. She carries that weight on her shoulders and | respect her greatly for her. She always talks about how proud
she is making her mom by what she is doing. | think it's absolutely amazing."

Aborowa liked the fact that there is a higher-than-average percentage of Nigerians in the Austin metro area, including former Texas player Nneka
Enemkpali, a Pflugerville, Texas, native who is the daughter of two Nigerian-born parents. The Austin weather was also a plus for Aborowa.

Aborowa is contemplating a major in international relations and global studies. Whatever struggles she encountered in her first season in Austin,
academics was not one of them. She was named to the Academic All-Big 12 Rookie Team in June and is motivated by the fact that her mother did not
advance past the 10th grade.

"The thing is, you've got to be good at something, right?" Aborowa joked. "I am thinking of international relations and global studies because | have high
hopes for going back home and helping my country. When | got here, | knew that it was a new beginning and a new chapter in life. | knew that | really
wanted to do this. And to get somewhere in life, you have to have a good education and good mindset of where you want to be."

NOTHING PERMANENT EXCEPT CHANGE

Anyone who regularly spends time with Aborowa has noticed a definite change since the end of the 2015-16 season. She has had time to work through her
struggles, both on the basketball court and personally. Her confidence is continuing to grow.

"It's a lot better now," Aborowa said. "l have counselors and therapists who are helping me work through some stuff. The coaches are very helpful too. | still
get down on myself sometimes. It makes me happy that | am making progress."

Aborowa stayed on the Forty Acres the entire summer and the added time in skill development and in the weight room with strength and conditioning
coach Shaun McPherson helped contribute to her progress.

"It has been brick-by-brick," Aston said. "Most of it was built over the summer with Shaun and the other players. In the spring and summer, we were able to
slow down with her, get in individual workouts, work on fundamental things and build her confidence. She has continued to build her confidence on the floor
and Shaun has helped her with her conditioning and getting stronger. She's in better shape and she's able to do the workouts and sustain her effort."

As she enters her sophomore campaign, Aborowa can take pride in the fact that she has reached the other side of a difficult upbringing and is one of the
team's top academic performers. These are both traits that will serve her well in the future when she returns to Nigeria to make a difference.

As for basketball, Aborowa — who has a running vertical reach of nearly 11 feet and moves with an ease that is rare for most post players — has only
scratched the surface of her capabilities.

"It's really one of the biggest changes I've seen in a kid in one year," Aston said. "She's not there yet, but it has been a remarkable turnaround."
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Women's Basketball's Lang looks to peak in senior season

Center from The Woodlands, Texas, preps for final year on the Forty Acres

AUSTIN - Early in the recruiting process, senior Texas center Kelsey Lang could have never imagined attending the University of Texas. Years prior, the
thought of playing basketball at the college level was not one that she entertained.

And yet, the 6-foot-5 Lang enters her final campaign having made a significant impact on a Texas program that has returned to among the nation's elite.

"The environment here is just amazing," Lang said. "Knowing | could be a part of changing the culture and getting Texas back on the map was something
that was exciting to me, and | love it."

CONTINUING A FAMILY TRADITION

Lang grew up in The Woodlands, Texas, a suburban township located 28 miles north of Houston. Given her family lineage, it was nearly inevitable that she
would develop a passion for sport.

Lang's father Bernie — whom she credits as the primary influence on her basketball career — had been a standout player at Clear Lake High School and
went on to play at Lee Junior College and Southwest Texas State. Her mother, Carrie, was an honorable mention All-America swimmer at Southwest Texas
State, currently Texas State.

Two grandfathers also were basketball players — Bernard Lang lettered for Southwestern Louisiana, currently Louisiana-Lafayette, and Jack Spisak
competed for the University of Miami. John Hoggard, a step-grandfather, played basketball at Baylor.

Lang picked up basketball at an early age but, for many years, it would be more of a hobby than a vehicle for her future plans.

"| started at the YMCA; my dad was my coach," Lang said. "Then there were a few Woodlands teams that | played on, but | really didn't start playing
seriously until my freshman year in high school. That's kind of when | knew | would actually be able to continue playing in college. Up until then, it was just
kind of a fun thing to do.

"My dad has said a thousand times that he didn't think when | was in the seventh grade that | would actually be playing in college."
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In her younger years, there were few role models to emulate from her local area. The former Texas standout and NBA first-round draft pick Lance Blanks
hails from The Woodlands, but there were few, if any, women's basketball notables who came from Lang's hometown. It was hard for her to visualize a
path to big-time basketball success.

Then, in 2008, Amanda Anderson, a player who had led The Woodlands High School to a pair of state playoff appearances in her final two seasons,
signed to play collegiately at UNLV.

That started Lang thinking about her future options.

"l didn't really have anyone to look up to until [Anderson] went to UNLV," Lang said. "The seventh and eighth graders would always go to support the high
school girls, and she was a senior when | was in eighth grade. Then, the girls a year ahead of me started taking basketball seriously and they went and
played in college. Just having them all surround me and knowing that | could actually have the opportunity to play in college was when | started taking it
more seriously."

Lang's father noticed the difference in her focus on basketball.

"You could definitely tell when | actually got to high school, he started getting on me more," Lang said. "Before that, it was just kind of like, | would go
outside and shoot some shots. After that it was 'Do you want to go to the gym or the high school or 24 Hour Fitness to get some shots up? I'll rebound for
you.' He started taking it more serious once | started taking it more seriously."

A PATH TO THE FORTY ACRES

Lang finished her prep career as an All-State selection by the Texas Association of Basketball Coaches and she was named the Class 5A-14 District
Defensive Player of the Year. She was rated one of the nation's top-15 post players by ESPN.com.

At that time, she was convinced she wanted to leave the Lone Star State for her collegiate experience. She hadn't been recruited by Texas and had no
desire to look at in-state schools.

"Throughout the whole recruiting process, | wanted to get out of Texas," Lang said. "I wanted to get away from home and go see different parts of the
country. My big thing was that | wanted to go somewhere that had four seasons, somewhere that actually had a winter."

Karen Aston arrived back in Austin as the Longhorns' head coach in the spring of 2012, determined to canvass the state of Texas for its best high school
players. One of her new assistant coaches, George \Washington, had been a high school and club coach in the Houston area for many years and had built
a relationship with Lang.

"I never had any kind of feel on Kelsey as far as interest here," Aston said. "There's no question that we probably wouldn't have gotten in the door had it
not been her relationship with George. She felt comfortable with him and trusted him."

Still, Lang was not interested in considering Texas. It was her father, Bernie, who convinced her to take a visit to Austin. Her mother Carrie — whom she
credits as her biggest academic influence — was pleased with the top academic reputation of UT.

Aston's vision — which Lang has since helped bring to fruition — was highly appealing.

"Once we got in the trenches with her in the recruiting process, there was something about her that wanted the challenge of helping this program be
better," Aston said. "I think she knew where we were and she knew that she could come here and have a positive impact on this program. She wasn't
afraid of the challenge."

A CHAMPION IN THE CLASSROOM
Academics have always been a central focus in Lang's life. That may never have been more evident than on the recruiting trail.

"Every time a school would call or contact one of my coaches, my mom would go and look at the academics part of that school and say 'Oh sure, you can
talk to them,' or 'No, you need to steer clear," Lang said. "Clearly, she knows Texas is a great academic school, so she was perfectly fine with me coming
here for academics."

Lang is an economics major at Texas with a business minor. She aspires to attend graduate school for finance with the thought of becoming a financial
advisor.

"I've always loved math and it just comes easy to me," Lang said. "l love having formulas and calculations and seeing everything put together with all the
data. People in grad schools for finance really like you to have a diverse background, not just a background in finance coming in. Obviously, economics is
not too out there; it's very similar."

By any measure, Lang has definitely positioned herself well for graduate studies and any career path she chooses to follow. She has been an academic
All-Big 12 selection each of her three years in Austin and is a five-time selection to the Big 12 Conference Commissioner's Honor Roll.

"Kelsey is very gifted from an intellect standpoint,” Aston said. "It took her a while to figure out her potential and get really serious about it, but she has
become exactly what | thought she could be from a student-athlete perspective. She's the epitome of a student-athlete."

RIDING THE ROLLER COASTER
Lang describes her career at Texas as a bit of a roller coaster.

As a freshman, she played in each of her team's 34 games, starting 13. Lang, who scored in double figures on five occasions as a rookie, helped the
Longhorns to a 10-win improvement from the previous season, which resulted in Texas winning a game in the NCAA Tournament for the first time since
2008. Her 4.5 rebounds per game contributed to a Texas defensive effort that led the Big 12 in 2013-14.
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Her sophomore season of 2014-15 was a breakout season for Lang. She was an All-Big 12 Second Team honoree and earned 31 starting nods during the
year. Lang led the Longhorns in points (359) and rebounds (218), leading or tying for the team lead in scoring on nine different occasions. Texas advanced
to its first NCAA Sweet 16 since 2004 and won 24 games.

It was somewhat of a bittersweet experience for Lang as a junior last year. She played in all 36 games, starting six, but averaged just 6.5 points per game
and 4.5 rebounds per game. While being a steady contributor for the Longhorns, Lang wasn't the standout she had been in the previous year.

Still, her team posted a 31-5 record and made its first NCAA Elite 8 appearance since 2003. It gave Lang a good taste of the grind of a long season and
the elements needed for national success.

"The most obvious thing to me right now is that she understands the process of the year," Aston said. "Even though she does have a sense of urgency and
knows that the level of competition in going up in our schedule, | also think she has a really good grasp of the journey."

The journey to this point has been a remarkable one. Aston and Lang entered UT with similar mindsets — they were both hungry to help take the
Longhorns to the next level. Along the way, they both had to realize that success wouldn't be instantaneous but, with hard work, it would become a reality.

"We've almost kind of grown up together at Texas because there is a different mindset that you have to have," Aston said. "You can't come in here and
think that if it doesn't go well on day one that the world is coming to an end. You have to sort of build up that sense of urgency and understand the highs
and lows of the season, and how much energy it takes to get to April. | see a maturity in her. From a coach's perspective, she understands what this is all
about.”

As a senior on a team that has the potential to be a national contender, Lang appreciates the process that has taken her and the University of Texas to this
point.

"l don't think you truly understand that sense of urgency until you realize this is it; you're not guaranteed time after this playing basketball," she said. "lt's
amazing to think that, four years ago, people weren't even thinking about Texas and women's basketball at Texas. People now are asking us if our goal is
to go to the Final Four and they're saying it's realistic for us. I'm just so glad I'm a part of this."

It's not just the success on the court that has grown. The building of the team camaraderie has been equally impressive. This off-season, even when no
team activities were scheduled, Lang and her teammates have chosen to spend the majority of their free time together. That closeness is apparent, in the
locker room and on the court.

"I honestly thought with last year's team we were so close," Lang said. "And | still think we were close, but this is just a whole different level. These girls are
my sisters. And sister is the best word for it because you may argue and you may fight, but you'll do anything for one another. Everyone really likes each
other."

For Lang, who has, to this point, made the most of her opportunity at the University of Texas, she wants to maximize her individual potential and the
potential of the team to result in one of the finest seasons in program history.

"My whole freshman, sophomore and junior years were kind of like a roller coaster," Lang said. "l just want it to end on the peak."

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InVESTed: Women's Basketball assistant brings unique style to sidelines

Texas assistant George Washington known for trademark smile and sweater vest.

AUSTIN - An infectious smile and a stylish sweater vest.

Those are the first two things that people usually notice about George Washington, the longest-tenured assistant coach on the University of Texas
women's basketball staff, now entering his fifth season with the program.

Washington, a Corpus Christi, Texas, native, who played at Abilene Christian in the late 1990s and has deep basketball ties within the state of Texas, has
been a key part of building the Longhorns back into a national power since he arrived with head coach Karen Aston in the spring of 2012.

The affable Washington works primarily with the team's post players on the floor and has a big hand in the program's recruiting efforts, which have yielded
back-to-back top-six national recruiting classes.

Washington can trace both his smile and his affinity for sweater vests back to earlier days.

His methods of positive reinforcement harken back to lessons he learned while a student at Abilene Christian, where he earned his bachelor's degree and
met his wife Jackie, one of the most decorated women's basketball players in the school's history and a member of the ACU Sports Hall of Fame.

"l learned early on in education classes in college that everybody sees things differently and learns differently," Washington said. "Most people need a
positive point of view or positive reinforcement to help them get to the next step. | just make sure that whenever | see someone having a hard time that I'm
bringing them something positive or helping them see the best part of themselves, which helps get them past that tough obstacle."

Washington's trademark smile is simply the outward expression of his upbeat personality.

"People walk up to me all the time and say, 'Man, you're always smiling," he said. "Over the years, the result of me smiling has been known to me more
and more. It kind of goes back to a life philosophy. I'm really blessed. | have a great family — great children and an amazing wife."

Washington's family includes daughter Lashann Higgs, a sophomore on the Texas team, and sons George, Jackson and Jayden. They reside in nearby
Round Rock, and Jackie and their children are a constant presence at a wide variety of Texas basketball events.
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Washington is an early-riser who is always ready to start the day, and he embraces and energizes the team's early morning workouts.

"l wake up pretty energized in the morning with a lot of pep in my step," he said. "l work at the University of Texas, which is the best university in the world.
Walking into a room, a smile can change the atmosphere. People appreciate energy and I'm just a really grateful person. My smile reflects how grateful |
am just for life in general."

On game days, it's easy to spot Washington on the Texas sideline. He is always wearing one of his trademark sweater vests — part of a collection that
includes 15 vests and counting.

It is a tradition that originated with Washington's days as an assistant coach at Westbury Christian High School in Houston. His highly successful teams
compiled a 140-16 (.897) record during his days at Westbury Christian and made four consecutive Texas Association of Private and Parochial Schools
Class 4A State Championship appearances.

"Westbury Christian has a very long history of being a pretty dominant basketball program," Washington said. "The league allowed us to play a large
number of tournaments. It was customary to wear something nicer during a championship game. On normal game days, we wore slacks and a Westbury
Christian polo. We were playing in our first tournament and we had some pretty talented kids. | thought I'd break out something that had a little pop to it."

That's when the tradition of the sweater vest was born.

"l wore this navy blue and gold argyle sweater vest," Washington said. "The kids were like 'Oh Coach, that's horrible." But we won the championship game
in kind of a big fashion and the sweater vest became a thing. In the next tournament, we won in the semifinals and the kids were like 'Coach, are you going
to wear the sweater vest?"

From then on, Washington would wear the sweater vest in each of his team's championship games, whether a regular-season tournament or in each of the
squad's four state championship game appearances.

If it was a big game, it was obvious by Washington's attire. His team began using the mantra "Beware the Sweater Vest."
"That kind of became the theme because if | was wearing a sweater vest, it meant we were playing for a championship," Washington said.

When Washington joined the Texas coaching staff prior to the start of the 2012-13 campaign, he was a perfect fit -- for many reasons, to also include his
penchant for fashion.

Aston and her staff enjoy dressing well and, collectively, form one of the most fashionable benches in the game. At the time, Aston's staff included Travis
Mays, who is widely known for wearing bow ties. For Washington, donning his patented sweater vest gave him his own unique look.

"We have a very well-dressed staff," Washington said. "It's part of everybody's personality, but | think because we know we're going to be on TV 90 to 95
percent of the time, it forces that too. The sweater vest, for me, kind of stuck. It was what everybody in the high school game knew me for wearing, so |
thought everybody in college should know me for wearing the sweater vest also."

The transition wasn't immediate.

Entering his first game coaching in college, Washington prepared to suit up like so many of the game's coaches. A few games into his first season in
Austin, he realized he did not want to go without his sweater vest.

"My first game, | bought a new suit," Washington said. "I soon found that was a little restricting. It looked nice, but it was a little restricting. | was squirming
in my coat. | needed to find something that allowed me to look nice, but that | could move around in."

Washington is not the first coach in sport to be known for wearing a sweater vest.

Many can point to former Ohio State football coach Jim Tressel, or current Auburn football coach Gus Malzahn. Those coaches, however, wear mostly
mundane vests that boast their school logos.

"Much respect to those guys, but they're older guys," Washington said with a laugh. "I'm trying to bring a younger flavor to it. | dress mine up with the dress
shirt and tie under it. I'm not doing the sweater vest with the university logo or the school polo underneath.”

While Washington is not the first coach to include a sweater vest as the centerpiece of his wardrobe, he brings his own unique touch to the look.
There's another benefit - Washington's style offers him a great deal of flexibility and movement on the sidelines, while also giving him the inimitable look.

"l jump off the bench a lot and point and coach and yell, so it doesn't restrict me when I'm giving instructions on the floor," Washington said. "l like the way it
feels. When you're coaching hard, you tend to sweat a little bit and it keeps you from having to throw your coat off onto your chair."

So, just how does Washington determine what he will wear for any given game?

"| definitely have my favorites," Washington said, declining to reveal which of his sweater vests he favors more than the rest. "Every year, | add two or three
new sweater vests to the sweater vest line. My wife and friends of mine, as they go around the country, whenever they see a nice sweater vest, they
always pick it up, and that's how | add to the collection."

If a sweater vest is worn during a rare Longhorn loss, it is immediately moved to the back of the closet and may not resurface for some time.
As the team loads the bus for a game, it is often wondered, which vest of Washington's will he choose to wear?

"With our players, | think it's kind of a mix between them making fun of me and them thinking it's cool," he said. "l think they want to know which sweater
vest is Coach going to wear today or it's like, 'Here comes Coach in his sweater vest.' So it's a little bit of both. | think they have an expectation of each of
our styles."
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Similar to their game-day attire, each member of the Texas coaching staff brings unique attributes to his or her job. It's a combination of those
characteristics, styles and strengths that have spelled for success for the Longhorns under Aston's direction.

"l want to be unique," Washington said. "l want to be unique in what we do here and | want to be unique in who | am. | think | kind of fell into the sweater
vest, but I've continued to carry it on to be unique. It's kind of fun to have your own style. It's fun coaching at the University of Texas and we have many
more wins to come."
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Women's Basketball trio buoyed by WNBA experience

Texas one of just six schools nationally with two or more former WNBA players on coaching staff.

This summer, the WNBA celebrates 20 years since the New York Liberty and Los Angeles Sparks played the first game in the history of the league on June
21,1997.

What started with eight teams, maximizing the momentum generated by Team USA's gold-medal run during the Atlanta 1996 Olympics, has opened a new
horizon for female athletes in all sports — not just basketball.

"The success of the WNBA is bigger than traditional ways of measurement. It's changed the thinking, and has girls interested in playing sports," said Texas
Women's Basketball assistant coach Tina Thompson. "Girls who are involved in sports find self-confidence, motivation and drive that help you succeed in
every part of your life.

"They're building a future they didn't know was before possible."

Twelve teams now bolster the league, although only four of them are original franchises from 1997. With support of the NBA, the WNBA has outlasted
previous professional endeavors like the American Basketball League and National Women's Basketball League and provided a platform for females to
pursue competitive basketball as a profession.

Thompson, the WNBA's all-time leading scorer, was named one of the WNBA's 20 greatest players of all-time, by the league in June, and she joins Jamie
Carey (assistant coach) and Fran Harris (community relations coordinator) on the Longhorns' staff who played in the league.

Texas is the only Big 12 program to have more than one staff member with WNBA experience and one of just six schools nationally with two WNBA-
seasoned coaches on the bench.

In Thompson, Carey and Harris, the Longhorns boast varying aptitudes and attitudes that combine together to create a unique learning environment for
their student-athletes to develop and grow their game.

"The sooner our players can start thinking like a pro, the way they approach the game, the team will function even more efficiently," Harris said.
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TINA THOMPSON

Tina Thompson was the No. 1 pick in the inaugural WNBA Draft, following a standout career at Southern California (1993-97). Houston selected Thompson
to join stars like Sheryl Swoopes and Cynthia Cooper, and that trio headlined a dynasty that produced the first four championships in WNBA history (1997-
2000).

Initially, however, Thompson was reluctant. A native Californian, Thompson was interested in playing for her hometown Sparks. They held the No. 3 pick.
Plus, for most of her life, Thompson wanted to work as a judge via Harvard Law School. A professional basketball career — in Houston, Texas, of all places
— didn't seem to fit perfectly into that roadmap.

The Comets were able to lure Thompson, and she eventually retired from the WNBA in 2013 as its all-time leading scorer. Throughout her 17-year
professional playing career, Thompson was a four-time WNBA champion with the Houston Comets (1997, 1998, 1999, 2000), a member of the WNBA All-
Decade team, an eight-time All-WNBA team selection, a nine-time WNBA All-Star, and the WNBA All-Star MVP in 2000.

"I make plans as an outline, not necessarily a guideline," Thompson said.

A similar mindset brought Thompson to Texas as an assistant coach. At the end of her playing days, Thompson was content to mentor younger athletes
through club basketball and possibly even think about law school once again. Then Karen Aston called and invited Thompson to join her staff on the Forty
Acres.

"I'm still learning to be a coach," said Thompson, who helped develop Imani Boyette into a 2016 WNBA first-round draft pick. "Sometimes | felt like a
basketball player giving instruction to other basketball players, but it's coming around."

JAMIE CAREY
Basketball was always the vehicle Jamie Carey imagined would drive her life. She just didn't always see the destination.

"My purpose growing up was to get a degree through basketball," Carey said. "That was my purpose and my dream."

Carey holds two degrees from The University of Texas, where she also guided the Longhorns to the 2003 NCAA Women's Final Four, and she plans to
prominently display them on the walls of her office on the north side of Darrell K Royal-Texas Memorial Stadium.

Carey returned to her alma mater this spring as an assistant coach.

Following a standout collegiate career, Carey played four summers in the WNBA with the Connecticut Sun before an unexpected switch to the sidelines. A
school in Colorado, where Carey grew up, was looking for a girls basketball coach, and they wondered if Carey would be interested coaching during her
"off" season from playing.

"l thought it would be a good transition, and | found that | loved it more than my day job," Carey said.

As a point guard, Carey always took a coach's mentality to practice and preparation. She knew that hard, consistent work instilled a confidence that led to
good decision making, and she held her teammates to a standard.

But now looking at the game through gentler and wiser eyes, Carey understands that not every player is propelled by the same ambition. What motivated
Carey on the court was sometimes different than what motivated her teammates. Still, the beauty of a team is blending those mentalities into one
successful unit that pursues a common goal.

"That's what | enjoy about coaching, and what I'm excited to learn about our players," Carey said.

Carey also served as Assistant Women's National Team Director for USA Basketball, and she helped identify the nation's best talent to compete on an
international stage. Carey described it as a five-year "coaching clinic."

"When | think about my playing career, | am most appreciative of how much people gave to me," Carey said. "l appreciate how much (my coaches) cared,
and the amount of time they put in was amazing. Now for me it feels better to be the person giving back to others, watching them improve, gain confidence
and feel success."

FRAN HARRIS
As the community relations coordinator for Texas Women's Basketball, Fran Harris is charged with telling the story of the Longhorns. Sometimes, her most
interested listeners are members of the team.

Throughout the year, Harris leads the team through team-building exercises, and encourages student-athletes to prepare scouting reports — on each other.

"What is your unique selling point?" Harris asks the Longhorns. "You have to look within your team and compete. How will you carve out minutes for
yourself?"

During a basketball career that saw Harris win an NCAA title at Texas in 1986 and then make the Houston Comets' roster as a WNBA rookie in 1997, she's
learned the art of strategy and smarts.

When Harris started calling around, looking for playing opportunities in the soon-to-launch WNBA, many team executives thought she was curious to
coach? After all, she was a decade removed from her collegiate career — including what she called a "breakup" with the game after not making the 1988
Olympic roster — and had only dabbled in playing in three-on-three street tournaments.

Still, she was one of 250 women invited to audition for two spots on Houston's roster. And Harris earned one.

"If it were athleticism and speed and jumping ability, | would not have played," Harris said. "They didn't need me to score. They needed me to do the things
a 20-year-old doesn't know how to do.
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"l try to help our players understand that | made a career out of being smarter and making my teammates look better."
