• It’s a top-10 Big Monday matchup inside the Frank Erwin Center as No. 7 Texas plays host to No. 
1 UConn. Tip-off is slated for 6 p.m. CT and the game will be nationally televised by ESPN2. It’s a 
meeting of two of the top-five winningest programs in NCAA Division I women’s basketball history, 
as UConn is third all-time with 1,097 victories and Texas is fifth with 1,051 all-time wins.
• The Series: Texas and UConn meet for the ninth time in the history of the two programs. The 
Huskies lead the all-time series 8-0. The two teams have met each of the last three years, including 
the last meeting on December 4, 2016 at the Mohegan Sun, a game UConn won 72-54. This 
meeting marks just the second time UConn has visited Austin - the other took place on February 12, 
2006 - a 71-58 victory by the Huskies. 
• vs. No. 1 Teams: Texas is 5-23 all-time against teams ranked No. 1 in the Associated Press poll 
at the time of the game. The Longhorns’ last win against an AP No. 1 team came on November 25, 
2004 when No. 4 Texas defeated No. 1 Tennessee 74-59 in Austin. 
• On The Boards: Texas is the nation’s No. 2 team in rebounding margin with a +14.4 edge on the 
glass. The Longhorns also rank seventh nationally in rebounds per game with 45.31. Texas has won 
the battle of the boards in 15 of 16 games this season and, dating back to the start of the 2015-16 
campaign, UT has held the edge on the glass in 75 of 86 total games. Three Texas players (Jatarie 
White - 6.1, Ariel Atkins - 6.0, and Audrey-Ann Caron-Goudreau - 5.1) are averaging better than 5.0 
rebounds per game for the Longhorns this season. 
• Balance: Texas is a team with great balance. Four players are averaging double-figure scoring 
totals, led by junior Lashann Higgs 15.1 points per game. Five different players have led the team in 
scoring this season and eight different players have led the team in rebounding this year. Only one 
player (Brooke McCarty) is averaging more than 30.5 minutes played per game and 13 of 14 players 
on the roster average 10 or more minutes played per game. 
• Up Next: Texas returns to action on Saturday when it travels to Lubbock, Texas, to take on Texas 
Tech. Tip-off is slated for 3 p.m. CT and the game will be televised by Fox Sports Net.

HIGGS MOST IMPROVED - AND EFFICIENT
• Junior guard Lashann Higgs is easily the player 
on the Texas team who has shown the most 
improvement from a year ago. 
• Higgs attributes the change to an increase in 
confidence, not getting down on herself when she 
makes mistakes, and spending a great deal of time 
in the gym. 
• The day before the team’s exhibition game against 
Oklahoma City University on November 5, Texas 
coach Karen Aston asked her team which player 
wanted to assume the role of graduated senior 
Brianna Taylor - the role of a lockdown, defensive 
stopper who would draw the assignment of guarding 
the opposing team’s best perimeter player. Higgs 
raised her hand immediately. 
• Higgs has stated that her focus on defense has 
allowed the game to come to her offensively, as 
she is not putting as much pressure on herself to 
perform on the offensive end of the floor. 
• Higgs’ transformation is vastly apparent in Texas’ 
six Big 12 Conference games to this point. In league 
play only, Higgs is averaging 20.5 points per game, 
shooting 67.2 percent from the field, shooting 83.3 
percent from the free-throw line, has made a squad-
best eight three-pointers and has logged 15 steals. 
• Higgs is the reigning Big 12 Conference Player of 
the Week and the reigning USBWA National Player 
of the Week following her performances in a pair of 
wins against No. 20 Oklahoma State and at Kansas 
State. During the two-game stretch last week, Higgs 
averaged 28.0 points per game, shot 74.1 percent 
(20-of-27) from the field, connected on 80 percent 
(4-of-5) of her shots from beyond the arc, and made 
92.3 percent (12-of-13) of her free throws. She also 
led the team in steals with 2.5 per game, and added 
2.0 assists per game and 2.5 rebounds per game in 
an average of 30.5 minutes per game.
• Higgs ranks among the top-five in the Big 12 
(conference games only) in five different statistical 
categories, including points per game (20.5), field 
goal percentage (.672), three-point FG percentage. 
(.444), free-throw percentage (.833) and steals per 
game (2.5).
