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Jim Schlossnagle, one of the nation's premier baseball coaches who 
took programs at Texas A&M and TCU to historic heights over the last 21 
years, has been named head coach at The University of Texas, UT Vice 
President and Lois and Richard Folger Athletics Director Chris Del Con-
te announced. A 23-year head coaching veteran who was twice named 
National Coach of the Year and led his team to the College World Series 
seven times, he becomes just the sixth Longhorn head baseball coach 
since 1911 (with the exception of the war years of 1943-45 when as-
sistant football coach Blair Cherry was at the helm). He is the 14th head 
coach in 123 years of Texas Baseball.

During his combined 21-year tenure as head coach at TCU (2004-21) 
and Texas A&M (2022-24), Schlossnagle has led his teams to the CWS 
in six of the last 10 seasons. That includes trips to Omaha in two of the 
last three seasons with the Aggies, including earning A&M's first-ever 
spot in the championship series this year. His six CWS appearances in 
the last 10 seasons are tied for the most of any coach (Kevin O'Sullivan, 
Florida), while his 50 (50-22/.694) NCAA Tournament wins during that 
stretch are the best of any coach. The programs he has built make it 
even more impressive as his six wins in two CWS appearances at Texas 
A&M tripled the Aggies' all-time total of two CWS victories in the history 
of the program. Meanwhile at TCU, five of the Horned Frogs' six CWS 
appearances came under Schlossnagle, and he led them to the final 
four at the CWS four times (2010, 2015, 2016 and 2017), the furthest 
that program has ever advanced. All totaled, his squads have been to 
the CWS seven times (all in the last 14 years), at least the final four on 
five occasions, and in 23 years as a head coach, his teams have earned 
NCAA Tournament bids 20 times. The resurgences of his programs all 
began in his first head coaching job at UNLV, where he led a struggling 
Rebels program to a Mountain West Conference Championship (regu-
lar season & tourney) and back to the NCAA Tournament in just his sec-
ond year in 2003.

"Everywhere Coach Schlossnagle has been he's built winners at the 
highest level, had a first-class program in every way and is an absolutely 
perfect fit to lead our baseball program," said Kevin Eltife, Chairman 
of the UT System Board of Regents. "He had a historic run at TCU, took 
Texas A&M to heights they'd never seen, and the way he develops his 
players and works with his coaches and team is really something spe-
cial. I couldn't be more excited to watch him work his magic on the Forty 
Acres."

Schlossnagle's Texas A&M program reached historic levels in short 
order, leading the Aggies to the CWS his first year (2022) and again in 
2024. What he did on the biggest stage for Texas A&M was significant, 
posting a 6-4 record in the two CWS appearances for a program that 
had just two CWS wins in its history. Before he arrived, the Aggies had 
six CWS appearances in program history with the most recent coming 
in 2017. The Aggies' 53 wins in 2024 were tied for the second-most in 
school history. He took the Aggies to their best-ever NCAA runner-up 
finish with his patented squad built around outstanding pitching (fourth-
best nationally in ERA at 3.86/nation-leading 12 shutouts/school-record 
715 strikeouts), great fielding, reliable big bats (fourth-best nationally 
in home runs with 136) and clutch hitting. And they overcame a rash of 
injuries, adversity and challenges while still managing to advance to the 
CWS championship series. The Aggies outscored their CWS opponents 
14-3 in the first three games to earn their spot in the championship 
series before dropping a closely contested series to No. 1-seed Ten-
nessee, 2-1, including a 6-5 deciding final game. A&M had an all-time 
program-best five players earn All-America honors on the year, catcher 
Jackson Appel; outfielders Braden Montgomery and Jace LaViolette; 
reliever Evan Aschenbeck and starter Ryan Prager.

"What a home run hire," said Jay Hartzell, UT President. "Coach 
Schlossnagle is the best in the business, his long list of accomplish-
ments is incredible, and his track record of building great programs is

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well documented. We are the premier baseball program in the country 
with legendary coaches, our six national championships and record 38 
College World Series appearances, so it's certainly fitting that we hired 
a coach of his caliber to lead us. We're looking forward to great days 
ahead with Coach Schloss leading our Longhorns."

In Schlossnagle's three seasons in College Station, the Aggies' rise to 
dominance was marked by winning nearly 70 percent (135-62) of their 
games under his leadership. And the success was immediate as Texas 
A&M went 44-20 and advanced to the CWS in his first year at the helm 
in 2022. The Aggies were one of the final four teams remaining that year 
and won their first games in Omaha in 20 years (since 1993) that season. 
That was the first A&M squad to reach the final four in Omaha, and he 
matched the total number of CWS wins in program history in just year 
one. Texas A&M also won the SEC Western Division title with a 19-11 
mark with Jacob Palisch and Dylan Rock earning All-America recogni-
tion, and Micah Dallas, Joseph Menefee and Rock getting selected in 
the MLB Draft.

Schlossnagle's Aggies followed a trip to Omaha in his first season by 
pushing to the title games of both the SEC Tournament and the Stan-
ford Regional in year two, finishing with a 38-27 mark.

Before his move to College Station, Schlossnagle built one of col-
lege baseball's elite programs during his 18 years at TCU. He guided 
the Horned Frogs to the CWS five times, making their Omaha debut in 
2010 and adding four consecutive CWS trips from 2014-17. TCU was 
one of just three schools to earn five trips to Omaha in a 10-year stretch 
(2010-19). The Horned Frogs posted an 11-10 CWS mark, including be-
ing one of the last four teams standing in 2010, 2016 and 2017. He 
left Fort Worth as TCU's all-time winningest coach with a 734-346 (.680) 
record. It was a dramatic turnaround for the Frogs, as prior to his arrival, 
TCU had made just two NCAA Tournament appearances. He responded 
by guiding the team to 15 tournaments, including nine consecutive 
NCAA postseasons from 2004-12. The success included all seven of 
TCU's NCAA regional titles, which began in 2009.

Schlossnagle navigated TCU to success in three different conferenc-
es, claiming 19 total conference titles between the Big 12, Mountain 
West and Conference USA with 10 in the regular season (7 MWC/3 Big 
12) and nine in tournaments (2 C-USA/4 MWC/3 Big 12). The Horned 
Frogs claimed tournament titles in their last two seasons in Conference 
USA, entering the 2004 tournament as the number four seed before 
surging to the crown, then repeating as the postseason champs in 2005. 
They proceeded to win both the regular season and postseason cham-
pionships in each of their first three years in the Mountain West. They 
left the Mountain West after the 2012 season with 11 league titles (7 
regular season/4 tournament). Schlossnagle wasted little time in the 
move to the Big 12, finishing second in the regular season, winning the 
postseason tourney and advancing to the CWS in year two. He topped 
his time in Fort Worth by sweeping the Big 12 regular season and tour-
nament championships in his final year in 2021. All totaled, TCU won 
six Big 12 Championships under his leadership, the 2015, '17 and '21 
regular-season crowns and the 2014, '16 and '21 tournament titles. That 
nearly tripled the all-time conference title total TCU won prior to his 
arrival of seven, all of which came in the Southwest Conference (1933, 
1956, 1963, 1966, 1967, 1972, 1994), before he took over and led them 
to their first league title in 11 years in just year one (2004).

Additionally, Schlossnagle taking over at Texas reunites him with Del 
Conte, who was TCU's athletics director for eight seasons (2010-17) of 
his tenure as the Horned Frogs' baseball coach. During their time team-
ing up together, TCU advanced to the CWS five times and won four Big 
12 Championships (2 regular season/2 tourneys). That memorable run 
was one for the record books as TCU had earned an NCAA Tournament 
berth just twice (1956, 1994) and won just one NCAA Tournament game 
before Schlossnagle arrived.

"What a great day it is to be a Longhorn," said Del Conte. "We are 
absolutely thrilled to have Coach Schlossnagle joining our Longhorn 
Family, and like everything we do, we couldn't have made this happen 
without the incredible leadership in our chairman of the board of re-
gents and our president. Chairman Eltife and President Hartzell are a 
critical piece in every decision we make, they are such great friends and 
counsel, and together help us make great days like today happen for 
Longhorn Nation. I can't thank them enough."

"I've known Coach Schlossnagle for a long time, and there's no bet-
ter coach, program builder, and leader in the game, and the best part 
is he's an even better person," Del Conte added. "When we were look-
ing for our next baseball coach, we knew Schloss would be the perfect 
choice, and we are beyond thrilled that he's joining our Longhorn fami-
ly. He's a guy who obviously knows our state so well, is very familiar with 
our program's rich and proud history and everything Texas Baseball is 

all about, and absolutely checks all the boxes for this critical position. 
He really understands every level of building a team, develops and gets 
the best out of his players and coaches, recruits with the best of them 
and is totally dialed into the holistic growth of the student-athletes in his 
program. Our players, our staff, the UT community and Longhorn Nation 
will absolutely love him. I can't wait to get him started and for everyone 
to have a chance to meet him. The future of our program is in great 
hands, and I'm so excited to have Coach Schloss joining our elite group 
of coaches as we prepare to head into the Southeastern Conference."

Schlossnagle's ability to turn programs' fortunes around, and in 
quick fashion, was evident from his first head coaching job at UNLV. He 
took over a Rebels program in 2002 that had six losing campaigns in 
the nine years prior to his arrival, never won a MWC Championship, and 
had not been to an NCAA Tournament in six seasons (since 1996). In his 
first season, he guided them to the semifinals of the conference tourna-
ment as a 5 seed, and by the end of his second and final season, he led 
a high-scoring UNLV squad that posted a 47-17 record, won the MWC 
regular season and tournament championships, and advanced to the 
NCAA Tournament.

The Hagerstown, Maryland native has enjoyed tremendous success 
during his 23-year career as a head coach at Texas A&M, TCU and UNLV, 
amassing an 946-455 (.675) mark. Schlossnagle is just the fourth coach 
to win multiple CWS games at different programs, joining Longhorn 
Legend Augie Garrido, Larry Cochell, and Andy Lopez. He is also one 
of just 11 coaches to win a game in the CWS as skipper of multiple 
programs.

A leader in his sport on the collegiate level, Schlossnagle served 
as president of the American Baseball Coaches Association (ABCA) in 
2023. He has been an ABCA member for 33 years and has consistently 
been involved in advancing the profession. Elected to the ABCA board 
in 2017, he is integral in shaping the association's legislative efforts and 
crafting the agenda for each year's convention. He served as the ABCA's 
Division I chairman in 2018, and in 2019, he began a string of four one-
year stints as vice president, capped off by serving as president in 2023.

The Schlossnagle coaching tree has been extremely fruitful, as well. 
Eight NCAA Division I baseball coaches during the 2024 season sharp-
ened their craft under his tutelage, including Derek Matlock (UTRGV), 
Randy Mazey (West Virginia), Bill Mosiello (Ohio State), Kirk Saarloos 
(TCU), Ryan Shotzberger (UIW), Steven Trout (Texas State), Tony Vitello 
(Tennessee) and Todd Whitting (Houston). 

Schlossnagle earned national recognition for his efforts, being 
named National Coach of the Year by the National Collegiate Base-
ball Writers Association in 2010 and Baseball America in 2016. He also 
served a stint as the USA Baseball Collegiate National Team head coach 
in 2013 and as a Team USA assistant coach in 2016.

He has been recognized as a conference coach of the year on eight 
occasions as well, earning Mountain West honors in 2003 and 2006-11, 
and Big 12 recognition in 2015.

TCU players enjoyed MLB success during his 21 years there, includ-
ing a school-record nine players drafted in 2019, highlighted by Nick 
Lodolo picked by the Cincinnati Reds with the No. 7 overall pick, the 
highest in school history. Sixteen players mentored by Schlossnagle 
have appeared in the Major Leagues since 2008, including 2015 NL 
Cy Young Award winner Jake Arrieta and three-time MLB All-Star Matt 
Carpenter.

Before life as a head coach, he spent eight years as associate head 
coach and recruiting coordinator at Tulane. He was an integral part of 
the Green Wave's success, helping Tulane to six NCAA Regional ap-
pearances during his tenure. He served as the Green Wave's recruiting 
coordinator for his last five years and garnered three nationally-ranked 
recruiting classes, which helped produce two 48-win seasons and a No. 
1 NCAA Regional seed.

In 1993, he served as the pitching coach at Clemson. The Tigers fin-
ished that campaign with a 45-20 record, an Atlantic Coast Conference 
Championship and a third-place finish in the NCAA Midwest Regional. 
Seven members of that pitching staff were drafted.

After graduation, his coaching career began with three seasons as 
an assistant at Elon College (N.C.) where he helped lead his alma mater 
to a 99-41 mark, picking up two South Atlantic Conference Champion-
ships, one District 26 title and one regional appearance.

As a player, he was a pitcher on the 1989 Elon squad that finished 
39-7 and appeared in the NAIA World Series. He graduated magna cum 
laude from Elon with a bachelor's degree in physical education in 1992 
and earned a Master of Education degree in human performance and 
health promotion from the University of New Orleans in 1995. He has a 
son, Jackson Lambert, and a daughter, Kathleen Grace.

An accomplished recruiter and a National Champion as a play-
er, Nolan Cain joins the Texas Baseball staff as Associate Head 
Coach after spending the last three seasons on head coach Jim 
Schlossnagle’s staff.

The former Texas A&M and LSU assistant, Cain also pitched at 
LSU and was a member of the 2009 National Championship team 
that defeated Texas in the College World Series finals.

Cain joined Texas A&M as an assistant coach in June of 2021 
and was promoted to Associate Head Coach prior to the 2024 
season. During his time with the Aggies, Cain headed up recruit-
ing efforts for the program, along with coaching third base in-
game and working with the catchers.

Texas A&M reached historic levels in 2024 with their best-ever 
NCAA runner-up finish and 53 total wins, which tied for the sec-
ond-most in program history. The Aggies squad was built around 
outstanding 	pitching (fourth-best nationally in ERA at 3.86/nation-
leading 12 	shutouts/school-record 715 strikeouts), great fielding, 
reliable big bats (fourth-best nationally in home runs with 136) 
and clutch hitting. A&M also had an all-time program-best five 
players earn All-America honors on the year, catcher Jackson Ap-
pel; outfielders Braden Montgomery and Jace LaViolette; reliever 
Evan Aschenbeck and starter Ryan Prager.

Cain is recognized as one of the top recruiters in the nation 
and is responsible for Texas A&M’s 2022 class that included All-
American outfielder Jace LaViolette and pitchers Justin Lamkin 
and Shane Sdao. He followed that up with a class that featured 
freshman All-American third baseman Gavin Grahovac and first-
year starter in the outfield Caden Sorrell. His 2024 recruiting class 
at Texas A&M also received a top-10 ranking from Perfect Game. 
Under Cain's direction, the Aggies also secured the No. 1 trans-
fer portal class in the country, per 	D1Baseball.com in 2023. Three 
of his last four recruiting classes at LSU were ranked in the na-
tional top five, including a No. 2 ranking by 	 Baseball America 
for his 2020 class. His 2018 recruiting class earned the top spot 
from Baseball America and Collegiate Baseball. The 2017 class 
was ranked No. 5 by Collegiate Baseball.

In Cain’s three seasons in College Station, the Aggies’ rise to 	
dominance was marked by winning nearly 70 percent (135-62) of 
their games. And the success was immediate as Texas A&M went 
44-20 and advanced to the CWS in the staff’s first year in 2022. 
The Aggies were one of the final four teams remaining that year 
and won their first games in Omaha in 20 years (since 1993) that 
season. That was the first A&M squad to reach the final four in 
Omaha, and matched the total number of CWS wins in program 
history in just year one. Texas A&M also won the SEC Western Di-
vision title with a 19-11 mark with Jacob Palisch and Dylan Rock 
earning All-America recognition, and Micah Dallas, Joseph Mene-
fee and Rock getting selected in the MLB Draft.

The Aggies followed up a 2022 run to Omaha by turning in 
38 wins in 2023 and advancing to the championship game of the 
SEC Tournament. They were then selected as one of a record 10 
SEC teams to make the NCAA Tournament, reaching the finals of 
the Stanford Regional.

Cain spent eight seasons on former head coach Paul Manieri's

staff at LSU, including five seasons as an assistant coach and re-
cruiting 	coordinator. He also worked one season as the Tigers' 
volunteer coach and two seasons as coordinator of operations.

During that span with LSU, the Tigers earned five NCAA 	
Tournament national seeds, two College World Series appear-
ances, five NCAA Regional titles, two SEC championships and two 
SEC Tournament crowns.

Cain’s success can be seen at the next level with a list of profes-
sionals that include Major Leaguer Jake Fraley of the Seattle 	
Mariners (a second-round draft pick), Oakland Athletics’ 2017 
second-round choice Greg Deichmann, Texas Rangers' 2019 sec-
ond-round pick Josh Smith, Baltimore Orioles’ 2019 third-round 
selection Zach Watson and Detroit Tigers’ 2020 second-round 
pick Daniel Cabrera. He 	mentored LSU catchers Saul Garza and 
Hunter Feduccia, both picked in the MLB Draft.

He also had a hand in recruiting and/or coaching a number of 
other notable draftees including 2023 first-round choices Dylan 
Crews and Ty Floyd, along with other top-3 round selections Cole 
Henry, Jaden Hill, Cade Doughty, Grant Taylor and Tre' Morgan.

Cain was a four-year letterwinner at LSU, making 73 career 	
appearances, including 71 out of the bullpen, for the Tigers in four 
seasons (2006-09).

The right-hander played a big role on LSU’s 2009 national title 
run, pitching in 19 games, posting a 5-0 record with a 4.01 ERA 
and 38 strikeouts in 33.2 innings.

The former Seattle Mariners pitching coordina-
tor and Forbes 30 Under 30 honoree, Max Weiner 
joins the Texas Baseball staff as an assistant coach 
after spending the 2024 season on head coach Jim 
Schlossnagle’s staff.

Weiner served as the Aggies’ pitching coach in 
2024 and helped lead Texas A&M to historic levels 
with their best-ever NCAA runner-up finish and 53 
total wins, which tied for the second-most in pro-
gram history. The squad was built around outstand-
ing pitching, finishing fourth nationally with a 3.86 
ERA, a nation-leading 12 shutouts and a school re-
cord 715 strikeouts. Weiner also coached a pair of 
All-American pitchers in reliever Evan Aschenbeck 
and starter Ryan Prager. Aschenbeck led the nation 
with a 1.78 ERA, while also recording 10 saves with a 
6-1 record and 87 strikeouts in 75.2 innings pitched. 
Prager went 9-1 with a 2.95 ERA and a team-high 124 
strikeouts in 19 starts in 2024. Other Aggie pitchers 
had career-best seasons, including junior Chris Cor-
tez who led the team in wins with a 10-3 record and 
2.78 ERA with 102 strikeouts in 64.2 innings pitched.

Weiner made the move to Texas A&M from the Se-
attle Mariners where he has served as the organiza-
tion’s pitching coordinator from December of 2018 
until July of 2023.

With Weiner on board, the Mariners experienced a 
pitching renaissance throughout the organization. In 
the four years since his hire, Seattle had eight pitch-
ers ranked as Top 100 prospects and boasted the 
only MLB rotation in modern history with a rotation 
of four homegrown starters under the age of 26, all 
who spent no more than two seasons in the minors. 

In addition to the on-field accolades, Weiner has 
landed national acclaim from multiple media out-
lets in recent years, including being named to the 
“35 Under 35” list by The Athletic, which spotlighted 
35 exceptional people under the age of 35 shaping 
baseball in 2019. Most recently he was named to the 
“30 Under 30 2023” list by Forbes Magazine in De-
cember of 2022, highlighting those under the age of 
30 who are blazing new trails in the sports world.

Weiner’s role in the organization was key in the Mar-
iners’ player development.

closely with all aspects of the organization including 
the front office, scouting, analytics teams and coach-
ing staffs throughout the minor and major leagues. 

He is known for his “Control The Zone” mantra, em-
phasizing controlling the zone by getting first-pitch 
strikes, winning 1-1 counts and limiting walks. That 
message has been well received by his pupils as the 
Mariners ranked first among all 30 teams in MLB in 
the “Dominate The Zone” metric which combines 
strikeout/walk rates with success on 0-0 and 1-1 
counts.

Mariner arms were also durable during his tenure, 
twice leading professional baseball in pitchers with 
velocity gains while conversely sporting the fewest 
number of days of pitchers on the injured list.

In 2022, the same year the Mariners broke a 21-
year playoff drought, three of Seattle’s four farm 
teams boasted their league’s pitcher of the year. The 
feat came a season after the Seattle farm system was 
ranked No. 1 in baseball, only three years after being 
at the bottom of the rankings.

A native of Miami, Fla., Weiner joined Seattle’s or-
ganization after one year as the minor league pitch-
ing coordinator for the Cleveland Guardians organi-
zation. He also founded The Arm Farm at the age of 
19, an online platform for pitching development and 
charity serving youth and amateur baseball players 
that is still active today.

Weiner played two seasons at Lake Sumter State 
College before transferring to FIU in his hometown 
of Miami. There he completed his bachelors in sociol-
ogy in 2017.

A member of the Texas Baseball staff for four of the last five seasons and 
a 13-year Major League Baseball veteran, Troy Tulowitzki, joins Jim Schloss-
nagle’s staff as an assistant coach.

Tulowitzki, a five-time MLB All-Star, first joined the Longhorns staff as an 
assistant coach from 2020-22 and most recently served as Director of Player 
Development for the 2024 season. With Tulowitzki on staff, the Longhorns 
have advanced to the postseason each season and played in the College 
World Series twice – 2021 and 2022. Texas has also produced the two highest 
home run totals in school history with Tulowitzki on staff, hitting 128 homers 
in 2022 and 112 in 2024.

In 2022, the Longhorns returned to the College World Series for the sec-
ond-consecutive season and third time in the last four completed seasons 
with a 47-22 overall. Texas smashed the program record with 128 home runs, 
surpassing the 2010 squad that hit 81. The best power hitting team in pro-
gram history slugged .550 to smash the previous program record of .508 set 
in 1974. Leading the way offensively, Ivan Melendez became the first Texas 
player to win the USA Baseball Golden Spikes Award and swept the national 
player of the year awards. Melendez hit a Longhorns record 32 home runs, 
surpassing Kyle Russell’s Texas record 28 homers in 2007 and Kris Bryant’s 
BBCOR era record of 31 homers in 2013. Melendez batted .387 and led the 
country with 94 RBI and an .863 slugging percentage. Along with Melendez’s 
great season, Murphy Stehly had a breakout year batting .367 with 19 hom-
ers and 61 RBI and was named a second team All-American. Pete Hansen led 
the pitching staff and landed second team All-America honors with a 3.76 
ERA, an 11-3 record and 120 strikeouts in 107.2 innings pitched. Melendez, 
Stehly and Hansen led a total of nine players named to the All-Big 12 teams 
and were joined by catcher Silas Ardoin on the first team. Infielders Trey Fal-
tine and Skyler Messinger and starting pitcher Lucas Gordon landed on the 
second team. Outfielder Douglas Hodo III and designated hitter Austin Todd 
were named Honorable Mention. The Longhorns also produced the best de-
fensive season in program history, fielding .985 for the first time ever and 
finishing with a program low 37 errors. 

His first complete season in 2021 saw Texas return to the College World 
Series and come just one game shy of the CWS Finals. Under the guidance 
of Tulowitzki and Philip Miller, the Longhorns offense put together its best 
season in at least a decade. Texas had its highest team batting average (.275) 
and number of home runs (68) since the 2010 season. The team’s 126 dou-
bles were the most since 2008 and the 92 stolen bases were the most since 
2005. Texas also boasted one of the best defenses in the nation, finishing 
with a .980 fielding percentage to rank 10th in the NCAA. The defense was 
anchored by shortstop Trey Faltine, who led the Big 12 with 203 assists and 
40 double plays turned. Ivan Melendez led the Longhorns offensively in 2021 
with a .319 batting average and a .603 slugging percentage. He mashed 13 
doubles, three triples and a team-high 13 homers. He finished the season 
with 51 RBI and 38 runs scored and was named the First Team All-Big 12 
designated hitter.  

Tulowitzki also joined USA Baseball in the Summer of 2021, working with 
both the Collegiate National Team and the 13U/14U Athlete Development 
Program. He was named the 2021 USA Baseball Volunteer Coach of the Year 
for his work with both programs.

During his first season on the Forty Acres he worked with a young group of 
infielders, including freshman shortstop Trey Faltine who made a strong im-
pression and started all 17 games before the season was cut short. Tulowitzki 
also helped Austin Todd produce big numbers at the plate, batting .375 with 
four doubles, a triple and one homer as well as 15 RBI and 14 runs scored.

In addition to his five All-Star selections, Tulowitzki was a two-time Gold 
Glove Award winner and a two-time Silver Slugger Award winner. He spent 
10 seasons with the Colorado Rockies, before joining the Toronto Blue Jays 
from 2015-17 and finishing his career with the New York Yankees in 2019.

A career .290 hitter, Tulowitzki finished his MLB career with 1,391 hits, 264 
doubles, 225 home runs and 780 RBI. His 225 homers are the 12th-most ever 
by an MLB shortstop. Tulowitzki is one of just four shortstops in MLB history to 
compile a .984 career fielding percentage or better.

After making his Major League debut in 2006, Tulowitzki helped lead the 
Rockies to the 2007 National League Championship and the franchise's first 
World Series appearance. In 2007, he led all MLB shortstops in fielding per-
centage (.987), putouts (262), total chances (834), assists (561), and double 
plays turned (114).

In 2010, Tulowitzki was named to his first All-Star team, finished fifth in 
voting for National League MVP and won the Gold Glove and Silver Slugger 
award. He raked in the honors again in 2011, being named an All-Star, Gold 
Glove and Silver Slugger and finishing eighth in MVP voting.

Tulowitzki was named an All-Star for the final time in 2015 and finished 
the season in Toronto after being traded to the Blue Jays in July. He helped 
lead Toronto to the American League Championship Series, falling just shy of 
the World Series.

A two-time All-American and three-time All-Conference player, Tulowitzki 
was selected with the seventh overall pick of the 2005 MLB Draft out of Long 
Beach State. In 2004, Tulowitzki was named the Most Valuable Player of the 
Palo Alto Regional. Following the season, Tulowitzki was a 2004 selection to 
the USA Collegiate National Team and helped win the Gold Medal at the FISU 
World University Championships. He was inducted into the Long Beach State 
Hall of Fame in 2013.

Tulowitzki married his wife Danyll in 2009 and the couple have a son, Taz, 
and a daughter Taylee. Ryann.

The late William J. (Uncle Billy) Disch, who coached the 
Texas Longhorns for 29 years (1911-39) and served as 
advisory coach for a dozen more seasons, guided Texas 

baseball teams to 513 victories against only 180 defeats. While 
compiling a career .740 winning percentage, Disch coached 20 
Southwest Conference championship teams.
	 His outstanding service to The University, as a person and 
a coach, has endeared him to the memory of his players and 
others closely connected with Longhorns athletics. Honors that 
have come to him include induction into the Longhorn Hall of 
Honor and election to both the Texas Sports Hall of Fame and 
the American Baseball Coaches 
Association Hall of Fame.
	 While his teams competed 
in an era when there were no 
NCAA playoffs, at least six of his 
teams would have been in strong 
contention had such a prize 
been awarded. Among his more 
famous squads were 1914 (30-5), 
1919 (22-3), 1924 (29-1), 1927 
(16-6), 1930 (30-8) and 1939 
(18-6).
	 Writers referred to him as the 
Connie Mack of college baseball, 
an apt sobriquet because 
he resembled the famous 
Philadelphia owner-manager 
both physically and strategically.

BIBB FALK

The Texas baseball program suffered its biggest loss of the 
1989 season when Bibb Falk passed away on June 8 in 
Austin at the age of 90.

	 Falk, who upon his retirement in 1967 was named to the College 
Baseball Coaches Hall of Fame and has also been elected to the 
Longhorn Hall of Honor, won a pair of National Championships 
and 20 Southwest Conference (SWC) titles in 25 years at UT. He 
posted 478 career victories against 176 losses for a .730 winning 
percentage, and recorded a 278-84 (.768) mark in SWC games.
	 He also coached nine consecutive SWC championship teams 
from 1946-54. During that time, Texas won 111 conference games 
while losing only 19. That span included his two CWS title clubs in 
1949 and 1950. Notably, Falk currently ranks among the top 15 

Division I coaches all-time in CWS 
history for appearances (10),   	
games (37), winning percentage 
(.541) and victories (20).
	 After graduating from UT in 
1920 with three baseball letters, 
Falk went straight to the Chicago 
White Sox, where he replaced 
the legendary “Shoeless” Joe 
Jackson in left field. Falk had a 
.314 career batting average in 
the majors and once hit .352. He 
also drove in 99 or more runs in 
three consecutive years and led 
the American League in pinch 
hits over the final two years of his 
career with the Cleveland Indians.

CLIFF GUSTAFSON

As Bibb Falk prepared to retire after the 1967 season, 
Athletic Director Darrell Royal set out to find a 
replacement.

 When Royal placed his first (and only) call, it was to a San Antonio 
high school coach by the name of Cliff Gustafson. Royal called him 
and said “Hello, this is Darrell Royal.”
	 Gustafson thought to himself, “Oh yeah, well this is Roy 
Rogers.”
	 Soon after, Gustafson was named to replace his mentor as Texas 
Baseball coach. Twenty-nine years later, Coach Gus was the all-
time winningest coach in the history of NCAA Division I baseball. 
He guided Texas to 22 Southwest Conference (SWC) titles, an 
NCAA-record 17 College World Series (CWS) appearances and 
two national titles.
	 Along the way he produced countless professional baseball 
players and by his count several lawyers, doctors and business 
executives. In fact, he’s just as proud to have produced three 
orthopedic surgeons as he is of any of the many professional 
players who studied under him.
	 Gustafson played middle infield at Texas in the early 1950s 
and earned a varsity letter in 1952 as he posted a career .308 
batting average. After a short stint in a semi-pro league, Gustafson 
became a junior high basketball coach at South San ISD in south 
San Antonio. Following the respective firing and resignation of 
two coaches, Gustafson found himself being moved into the high 
school baseball coach position in 1955.
	 Thirteen years later his teams had won 12 district titles 
and seven state crowns. He amassed a 344-85-5 record and 
his 1967 squad was a perfect 39-0. Adding in six consecutive 

wins the year before and Coach 
Gus completed his high school 
coaching career with a 45-game 
win streak.
	 While at Texas, Gustafson 
set a then-NCAA record with 
1,427 collegiate wins, passing 
up Rod Dedeaux’s mark of 
1,332 wins (USC) in 1994. Texas 
also lost only 373 games under 
Gustafson for a .792 winning 
percentage, which is currently 
the second-highest percentage 
all-time. Gustafson’s 1,427 wins 
currently rank third in Division I 
baseball history.
	 Like his two predecessors, 
Gustafson is in the American 
Baseball Coaches Association 

Hall of Fame and was inducted into the Longhorn Hall of Honor in 
1983.
	 Gustafson, who was inducted into the Texas Sports Hall of 
Fame in 1994 and received the James Keller Sportsmanship 
Award on November 10, 1998, also was selected National Coach 
of the Year twice (1982 & 1983) and won numerous SWC Coach 
of the Year honors as well.
	 Gustafson credited his success to the foundation that coaches 
Billy Disch and Bibb Falk laid with their 50-plus years of dedication. 
In a strange twist of fate, back when Gustafson played for Texas 
he once saw Falk speaking with a man in a wheelchair at a game. 
The man was William J. Disch. At that moment, the three men who 
would guide Texas Baseball for more than 80 years were all on the 
field at the same time.

LONGHORNS COACHING GREATS

During his 20 years on the Forty Acres, Garrido became the 
first coach in baseball history to tally 1,900 or more career 
victories, finishing his career with 1,975 wins. Upon his 

retirement following the 2016 season he was the winningest coach 
in all divisions of college baseball until he was surpassed by former 
Florida State head coach Mike Martin’s 2,029 wins.
	 He brought Texas back to the CWS for the first time since 1993 
during the 2000 campaign, and returned the Horns to the pinnacle 
of collegiate baseball in 2002 by leading UT to a 57-15 record 
that produced the school’s first-ever Big 12 regular-season and 
tournament championships, as well as its first national title since 
1983. He duplicated the feat in 2005, guiding the Longhorns to 
their sixth National Championship, the second-most for one school 
in NCAA history. Texas’ rise under Garrido was the culmination of 
inking 17 straight top 15 recruiting classes and producing teams 
that have stood tall against perennial powers such as LSU, Miami 
(Fla.), Stanford and USC. Garrido was selected as both the 2002 
and 2005 National Coach of the Year.
	 He was the first coach to lead teams from two different schools 
to national crowns (Cal State Fullerton & Texas), guide squads 
to National Championships in four different decades, and is one 
of only three coaches in history to win five or more NCAA titles 
(1979, 1984, 1995, 2002, 2005). Garrido was one of only four 
coaches in the modern era of NCAA football, baseball and men’s 
or women’s basketball to ever lead teams from two different 
schools to national crowns (Nick Saban, Rick Pitino and Urban 
Meyer). Additionally, Garrido earned 15 trips to the CWS and 
33 NCAA Regional Championship appearances, including 15 at 
Texas, while garnering National Coach of the Year honors six times 
(1975, 1979, 1984, 1995, 2002, 2005), regional coach of the year 
accolades on seven occasions (1975, 1979, 1984, 1995, 2002, 

2004, 2005) and conference coach of the year distinctions eight 
times (1987, 1995, 2002, 2004, 2006, 2007, 2010, 2011) after 
leading his clubs to 25 league crowns.
	 His overall record after 48 years of college coaching, including 
a 824-427-2 (.656) mark with UT over 20 seasons, stands at 1,975-
951-9 (.673), which translates into an average of over 41 victories 
per season.
	 The Vallejo, Calif., native was named the 13th coach in UT’s 
120-year baseball history, and, with the exception of the war years 
of 1943-45 when Blair Cherry was at the helm, was only the fourth 
Texas head coach since 1911.
	 As a result of his unique coaching style, Garrido had been 
ranked as one of the top three baseball teachers in the nation 
by Major League Baseball Directors of Player Development. To 
deserve that distinction, Garrido coached three Golden Spikes 
Award winners, four National Players of the Year, six College 
World Series MVPs, 53 All-Americans, 14 All-League MVPs over 
his career. He also had 15 of his players selected in the first round 
of the Major League Baseball Draft, including Longhorns Beau 
Hale (No. 14) in 2000, Omar Quintanilla (No. 33) in 2003, both 
J.P. Howell (No. 31) and 2005 American League Rookie of the 
Year Huston Street (No. 40) in 2004, the duo of Drew Stubbs (No. 
8) and Kyle McCulloch (No. 29) in 2006, Chance Ruffin (No. 48) in 
2010, Taylor Jungmann (No. 12) in 2011 and Corey Knebel (No. 
39) in 2013. In addition, during his 20 years at UT, Garrido tutored 
the skills of 27 players who have earned All-America honors a total 
of 34 times, 25 Freshman All-Americans, including a school-record 
four in 2006, 155 All-Conference performers, 11 USA Baseball 
National Team members and 102 players who have gone on to 
play in professional baseball.

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UFCU DISCH-FALK FIELD HISTORY

UFCU Disch-Falk Field, recognized as one of the best collegiate 
baseball facilities in America, begins its 50th season of playing host 
to Longhorns baseball in 2024.

On August 1, 2006, University Federal Credit Union (UFCU) secured 
naming rights to the facility. In exchange for the naming rights, UFCU is 
contributing $13.1 million over 15 years toward retirement of debt that 
financed the recent $25 million renovation.

The renovation of UFCU Disch-Falk Field added a plethora of new 
seating opportunities. The lower bowl was expanded 135 feet down 
each foul line and field-level box seats were added between the dugouts, 
bringing fans closer to the action than ever before. The field also features 
an observation patio down the right-field line. The new design also 
incorporates 11 suites, making UFCU Disch-Falk Field a premier business 
entertainment destination.

One of the main goals of the renovation was to improve the amenities 
for the fans and offer a more enjoyable game-day experience. The 
improved UFCU Disch-Falk Field boasts more than double the amount of 
concession areas, box office windows and rest rooms.

Improving the aesthetics of UFCU Disch-Falk Field was also taken 
into consideration for the renovation. The venue features an enclosed 
concourse twice the size of the previous concourse, with approximately 20 
feet added to the width. The stadium also features a brick and glass facade 
similar to that used in the renovations of Darrell K. Royal-Texas Memorial 
Stadium.

The renovation also added tremendous additions for the Texas baseball 
players with a new locker room, along with a new skills development area 
and indoor batting cages. New strength and conditioning, athletic training 
and team meeting rooms were also part of the additions.

In the fall of 2008, a FieldTurf playing surface replaced the older 
AstroTurf surface. 

The left field foul line runs almost due north, and the right due east.
The field is located on Martin Luther King Boulevard between Comal 

Street and Interstate 35, just southeast of the main UT campus.
A new scoreboard and Jumbotron in left center field was installed 

during the final regular season games of the 2005 season while another 
video board was installed in right center field prior to the 2012 season. 

UFCU Disch-Falk, named for two former Longhorns coaches, the late 
Billy Disch and the late Bibb Falk, was authorized in 1973 when it became 
apparent that the main campus of The University needed the land occupied 
by Clark Field. 

The field was completed in time for the 1975 season, and it opened on 
February 17, 1975, when the eventual national champion Longhorns swept 
a doubleheader from St. Mary’s by scores of 4-0 and 11-0.

The field was dedicated on April 19, 1975, when the Longhorns swept 
a doubleheader from TCU by scores of 18-3 and 14-0. 

Old Clark Field was opened March 24, 1928, with the American League 
Detroit Tigers beating UT, 12-8, in an exhibition game. The final game at 
Clark Field was April 27, 1974, when Texas defeated Texas A&M, 4-3.

UFCU Disch-Falk Field was completed at a cost of $2.5 million, and the 
artificial surface in the infield area was replaced in the summers of 1979 
and 1995. An entirely new artificial surface was then installed in 1985 and 
again in 1999.

The top crowd to see a collegiate game at UFCU Disch-Falk Field came 
during the 2022 NCAA Regional Tournament on June 4, 2022, when 8,502 
fans witnessed the Longhorns beat Louisiana Tech 5-2. The largest crowd 
on record, however, watched an exhibition game between the Longhorns 
and the Texas Rangers on April 5, 1977. About 10,000 fans, some of whom 
sat on the roped-off warning track in the outfield, attended that record-
setting game.

The 2011 season still holds the program record with a season total 
attendance of 273,029 in 42 home games. Two years prior, the 2009 
campaign marked the first time ever the Longhorns averaged over 6,000 
in attendance. 

Prior to the 2017 season, the turf was once again replaced and along 
with that, the outfield fences were brought in. The outfield fence is 10 feet 
high (5 in left field, 20 in center field), with dimensions of 340 feet down the 
left field line, 325 to right and 400 to straightaway center field. In the power 
alleys, it drops off to 370 and 365 feet. 

The 2022 campain was a record-setting season for UFCU Disch-Falk 
Field. The Longhorns averaged over 6,000 in attendance for just the fifth 
time in program history and had a record average attendance of 6,918 over 
34 home games.

HISTORICAL FIRSTS

First Game:
Feb. 17, 1975. Texas swept a doubleheader from St. Mary’s

(Texas), 4-0 and 11-0.
First Hit:

Blair Stouffer tripled in Mike Anderson in the bottom of the first 
inning during a 4-0 Texas win over St. Mary’s (Texas).

First Win: 
Jim Gideon combined with Terry Ray on a 4-0 shutout of St. Mary’s 

(Texas). Gideon was credited with the win.
First Home Run:

Blair Stouffer hit a two-run home run in the seventh inning of UT’s 
9-5 win over Sam Houston State during the second game of a 

doubleheader on Feb. 21 – the fourth game of the 1975 season.
First Loss:

Texas dropped a 3-0 decision to Sam Houston State during the first 
game of a doubleheader on Feb. 22, 1975.

Dedication Game:
Dedication ceremonies took place on April 19, 1975. Texas swept 

TCU in a doubleheader that day by a score of 18-3 and 14-0.
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CLARK FIELD I

Clark Field served as the home of the Texas Baseball team from its 
beginnings in the 1890s until 1927. The field was unnamed until 
1904 when The University named the field in honor of James 

Benjamin Clark, who served UT in several capacities since it opened 
in 1883.
	 The field was located at Speedway and East 24th Street. In the 
beginning, fans either stood or watched from their buggies until 
bleachers were built in the early 1900s. A covered grandstand was 
built along Speedway in 1908 to increase the seating capacity for 
football games. Home plate resided at the northwest corner with the 
first base line pointing due south. The distance to the right field wall 
was 350 feet while the distance to the left was only 300 feet.
	 The first intercollegiate game to be played at Clark Field was 
against Add Ran College in 1897. Texas won 25-7. Add Ran College 
later changed its name to Texas Christian (TCU) and moved from 
Waco to Fort Worth. Texas played to a 7-7 tie with St. Edward’s in 
the first game played after the field was officially named Clark Field. 
The coach of St. Edward’s at the time was William J. Disch, who seven 
years later would move to the other side of the Colorado River to 
coach Texas. 
	 From 1915 to 1927, Texas would win 12 of the first 13 Southwest 
Conference (SWC) titles, all at Clark Field.  In 1927, Texas swept TCU 
in the last game played at Clark Field to win the 12th title.  With the 
conclusion of the 1927 campaign, Texas said farewell to Clark Field I.

CLARK FIELD II

When Clark Field II opened in 1928, it did so amid controversy.  
People were not upset with the the fact that old Clark Field was 
being abandoned, but rather about the name of the facility.  

There was very strong support to name the new field Disch Field after 
Texas coach William Disch.
	 In an editorial in the Austin American-Statesman, sports editor 
Duby BuBose wrote, “How could any name mean more to Texas and 
the entire collegiate Southwest in a baseball way than that of William 
Disch, we’d like to ask? It would be foolish or decidedly misfit to 
name the new park anything other than Disch Field.”
	 The University cited a rule that no building or place was to be 
named after a living person despite the fact that UT had already 
named the tennis courts after Dr. D.A. Penick, who would not pass on 
for another 40 years. 
	 The new facility was located at the corner of East 23rd Street and 

Red River Street (now East Campus Drive).  It lay just north of Texas 
Memorial Stadium, which had been built in 1924.
	 Texas’ first game in the new park was against the Detroit Tigers, 
who beat the Longhorns by a 12-8 count. University President H.Y. 
Benedict threw out the ceremonial first pitch in the new park in 
front of an overflow crowd of 3,500 fans.  Texas would play its first 
collegiate opponent there two days later as it posted a 2-1 victory 
over Rice.  The visit by the Detroit Tigers was just one of six different 
Major League teams that would take on the Longhorns at Clark Field 
over the next 11 years. Three of the more frequent visitors were the 
New York Yankees, New York Giants and Chicago White Sox.
	 In 1929, the Longhorns took the two-time defending world 
champion Yankees to the wire.  With the game tied 6-6 in the top of 
the 9th, Lou Gehrig stood at the plate with a runner on second and 
two outs.  Texas pitcher Mario De La Fuente worked the count to two 
balls and two strikes on the Yankee slugger. His next pitch appeared 
to be a strike and even Gehrig turned to head back for the dugout. 
The umpire however called the pitch a ball. On De La Fuente’s 3-2 
offering, Gehrig hit a monster home run that not only cleared the 
right field fence, but Red River Street as well.  The ball came to rest in 
the garden of a fraternity house across from the stadium, some 580 
feet from home plate.
	 In 1930, the Longhorns would again give the Bronx Bombers 
difficulty.  It took a three-run double by Babe Ruth in the ninth to 
secure a 4-2 win for the Yankees.
	 Clark Field was probably one of the most unique ballparks in 
history.  The outfield was rimmed by a small cliff about 12 to 15 feet 
high. Dubbed Billygoat Hill, the area above the cliff was fair territory, 
which usually meant a homer or triple for anyone who managed to 
hit a ball there. Austin American-Statesman writer George Breazeale 
once wrote of Clark Field, “There probably is no other man-made 
work of nature quite like it in America.  All across this nation are 
former collegiate outfielders, some old and some stooped, who 
remember the good old days, the great games - and reserve 
invectives for ‘Billygoat Hill’.”
	 Over the years, several Horns developed a technique to scale the 
cliff and hold hits up there to long triples. One time an Aggie tried 
to duplicate their technique, but once atop the cliff he found himself 
stranded. The game was delayed a few minutes as he tried to make 
his way back to his position. 
	 Texas said farewell to Clark Field in 1974 with an 11-6 victory over 
Lubbock Christian. In the final Southwest Conference (SWC) game at 
the park, Texas defeated Texas A&M 4-3, as the Longhorns won their 
37th SWC title at Clark Field.

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later to keep its hopes alive. Riding the arm of 
Alaniz, who allowed only one run over 6.2 innings, 
UT built a 3-1 lead heading into the seventh. Buck 
Cody pitched a scoreless 1.1 frames to move the 
game to the ninth. The Rebels managed to load 
the bases with one out against Cox, but the All-
American induced a game-ending double play.  
	 The super regional now came down to one 
final game on June 13. While both teams scored 
early, the game settled down into a 3-3 tie heading 
into the bottom of the sixth. Will Crouch hit a solo 
home run and Robby Hudson added an RBI-single 
to give UT a 5-3 lead. Ole Miss responded with a 
run in the eighth, but UT came right back in the 
bottom of the frame with a run of its own to make 
it a 6-4 game. Cox came on for the ninth and with 
two runners on and two outs, he struck out his next 
batter to send Texas to its 32nd CWS appearance.

	 Advancing to Omaha for the fifth time in the last six seasons, 
the Longhorns faced a tough road with Baylor, No. 1 Tulane and 
Oregon State in their half of the eight-team bracket. In the open-
er, Texas drew the Bears who the Horns had lost to four straight 
times during the season.
	 Getting on track against No. 4 Baylor early, Texas received a 
first-inning, two-run home run from All-America Seth Johnston. 
Alaniz and Cox took care of the rest, limiting the Bears to one run 
on eight hits to seal a 5-1 victory.
	 Top-ranked Tulane was next on Texas’ slate. Handed a 2-0 
lead in the top of the first, UT starter Kyle McCulloch scattered six 
hits over seven innings and fanned seven Green Wave to combine 
with Cox on a 5-0 win, the Longhorns’ first CWS shutout since 
1983.  
	 Needing one more win to play for the National Championship, 
Texas faced Baylor, once again. Trailing 3-2 in the bottom of the 
eighth, UT plated the tying run when Nick Peoples scored on a 
sacrifice fly by All-American Drew Stubbs. After a Bears’ rally was 
averted in the top of the ninth on a diving catch by Stubbs that 
resulted in a double play, Chance Wheeless, who had suffered 
a shoulder injury earlier in the game, led off the bottom of the 
inning with a dramatic solo home run to lift Texas to a 4-3 victory.
	 Playing for the national title for the third time in the last four 
years, the Horns would now face SEC Champion Florida in a best-
of-three showdown to decide the 2005 crown.
	 In game one, Texas built a 4-0 lead by the fourth, which was 
more than enough for Alaniz and Cox. The pair combined to allow 
only two runs on four hits while striking out 11 in a 4-2 victory.
	 With Florida facing elimination, McCulloch delivered again. 
While the first-team All-Big 12 hurler held the Gators hitless 
through the first four innings, the Horns grabbed a 2-0 lead on 
a RBI-single from David Maroul in the second and an error in the 
fourth. Two innings later, Wheeless connected on a solo home run 
in front of a three-run round-tripper by Maroul to give Texas a 6-0 
lead.  Florida cut the lead to 6-2 in the seventh on a two-run home 
run, but Randy Boone and Cox worked a combined 2.1 innings of 
one-hit relief to seal the Horns’ sixth National Championship.
	 Throughout the season, a different Texas player stepped 
up to lead the way. Accolades for the Horns included three All-
Americans, two Freshman All-Americans and 16 All-Big 12 selec-
tions in addition to Augie Garrido earning National Coach of the 
Year for the sixth time in his career.  Texas had six players named 
to the CWS All-Tournament team and six tabbed to the NCAA 
Austin Regional All-Tournament team. Taylor Teagarden earned 
the regional’s Most Outstanding Player and Maroul picked up that 
same honor in Omaha.  

	 Returning 15 players from a team that went 58-15 and finished 
in second place at the College World Series (CWS) in 2004, the 
Longhorns began the 2005 season ranked No. 1.
	 With high expectations in tow, Texas lived up to its preseason 
ranking early on by rattling off 16 straight wins, including a 
three-game sweep of No. 5 Stanford at home, to open the year. 
Following their first loss of the season at No. 10 Arizona on March 5, 
the Horns proceeded to win their series with the Wildcats by a 2-1 
count, earn a 7-0 victory over No. 9 Rice and post three wins over 
Purdue to close out their non-conference slate with a 21-1 record.
	 Big 12 Conference play started with three losses to No. 16 
Baylor, but Texas rebounded by winning 13 of its next 15 league 
tilts, including series wins at No. 4 Nebraska and at Oklahoma 
State. Also included in that stretch was a 7-6 victory at No. 15 Rice 
and a three-game sweep of Oklahoma at home that included a 
no-hitter by redshirt freshman Adrian Alaniz, the 19th in school 
history.
	 Despite the surge, the Longhorns dropped three of their final 
four conference road games and settled for a third-place finish 
with a 16-10 mark. Texas headed to the Big 12 Tournament in 
Oklahoma City, Okla., with a number of players unavailable due 
to injuries. After dropping their opener, the Longhorns respond-
ed with wins over Kansas and Oklahoma State to move into the 
semifinal round. Although they battled toe-to-toe with No. 13 
Baylor in the semifinals, the Bears pulled out a one-run victory and 
eliminated UT from the Big 12 Championship.
	 With a 45-14 record, the Horns received an at-large bid to 
the NCAA Tournament. They also gained some time to rest their 
injured players prior to hosting one of the 16 regional tourna-
ments at Disch-Falk Field, which included Arkansas, Miami (Ohio) 
and Quinnipiac.
	 Following an opening-round win over Quinnipiac, the Horns 
incurred a tough 9-2 loss to Arkansas and faced elimination. With 
their backs against the wall, Texas posted wins over Miami and 
the Razorbacks to force a deciding game in the regional against 
Arkansas. Scoring three unanswered runs between the sixth and 
eighth innings during the the clinching contest, UT broke a 2-2 
tie and captured its 30th regional title with a 5-2 win. With the 
victory, Texas moved on to the super regional round to face No. 8 
Mississippi in Oxford, Miss.
	 Assigned the tough task of having to take two of three games 
from the Rebels on the road to advance to Omaha, the Longhorns 
began from behind. Although they held a lead late in the opener, 
the game was suspended until the next day due to thunder-
storms. In the resumption of that contest, Ole Miss put together 
an improbable four-run seventh off NCBWA Stopper of the Year 
J. Brent Cox en route to clinching a 6-4 victory.
	 Facing elimination, Texas had to pull out a victory a few hours 

2005 COLLEGE WORLD SERIES CHAMPIONS
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	 Prior to the start of the 2002 
season, head coach Augie Garrido 
hung a list of goals for the upcoming 
year on the wall of the Longhorns’ 
locker room. The list read as fol-
lows: Win the Game, Win the 
Big 12 Conference, Win the Big 
12 Tournament, Win the NCAA 
Regional, Win the NCAA Super 
Regional, Win the College World 
Series. While some of these goals 
may have seemed lofty at the start, 
the list revealed a process of devel-
opment and a perspective to main-
tain throughout the course of a 
college baseball season. With their 
focus set, the Longhorns opened 
the campaign with a 13-2 overall 
record, but stumbled out of the 
gate in Big 12 Conference play with 
a 2-4 mark. Resilient in their quest 
for Texas’ first-ever Big 12 title, the 
Horns rebounded by winning 17 of 
their next 21 conference tilts and following a series sweep over 
Texas A&M, finished the Big 12 season with a 19-8 record and 
claimed their first conference crown since 1996. 
	 Texas headed to the conference tournament, at The Ballpark in 
Arlington, as the league’s No. 1 seed. Texas dropped an 8-4 deci-
sion to Texas A&M in its tourney opener and had its back against 
the wall in the double-elimination bracket. With the odds heavily 
against them, the Horns proved their mettle again with wins over 
Oklahoma State and  Texas A&M and a doubleheader sweep of 
Oklahoma to reach the title game against Nebraska. Tied 6-6 
heading into the top of the 10th inning of the championship 
game, the Horns plated three runs for a 9-6 win over the Huskers 
and their first-ever Big 12 Tournament Championship. During its 
league tournament run, UT set tournament records for home runs 
(10) and pitcher strikeouts (47).
	 With two titles in hand, the Longhorns hosted their first NCAA 
Regional Tournament since 1996. Texas made quick work of the 
four-team field by claiming a 7-2 victory over Central Connecticut 
State in their opener and notching consecutive wins over Baylor 
to advance to the NCAA Super Regional round.
	 Paired against in-state rival Houston in a best-of-three series 
at Disch-Falk Field, Texas had to fight from behind as UH stunned 
the opening-game crowd of 7,209 with a 2-0 victory over the 
Horns. Never doubting their ability to come back, the Horns 
responded in game two with a 17-2 win over the Cougars to 
even the series at 1-1. In a winner-take-all game, UT earned a 5-2 
win for the super regional title and its NCAA-record 29th CWS 
appearance.
	 In their CWS opener vs. Rice, who they had defeated twice 
during the season, the Longhorns posted a hard-fought 2-1 vic-
tory, giving UT its first CWS win since 1993 and the first-ever CWS 
victory for a Big 12 Conference school. Texas drew Stanford in the 
winner’s bracket and pulled off an 8-7 triumph over the Cardinal, 
putting the Horns within one game of the championship game. 
	 Stanford survived its elimination game, setting up a rematch 
between the Horns and the CWS runner-up in each of the past two 
seasons. The Cardinal jumped out early in this matchup, but Texas 
fought back and snapped a 5-5 tie in the top of the seventh with 
a solo home run from junior Dustin Majewski for its third one-run 
victory of the CWS and its first berth in the National Championship 
Game since 1989.
	 Facing South Carolina in the title game (a rematch of the 1975 

national title game that UT won 5-1), Texas sent All-America 
left-hander Justin Simmons to the mound. After the Gamecocks 
took a 1-0 lead in the top of the first, the Horns jumped in front 
by a score of 4-2 at the end of two full frames before establish-
ing a 7-2 advantage after a three-run home run from senior 
Chris Carmichael in the fifth. South Carolina pulled within 8-6 by 
scoring two runs in both the seventh and eighth innings, but UT 
answered with four more runs in the bottom of the eighth and 
freshman Huston Street recorded the final five outs to close out 
the 12-6 win and give Texas its first national title since 1983. 
	 Street earned the CWS Most Oustanding Player Award after 
posting a CWS-record four saves. Simmons, Majewski and sopho-
mores Tim Moss and Omar Quintanilla were named to the CWS 
All-Tournament Team. A school-record 11 Longhorns garnered 
All-Big 12 accolades and four others picked up All-America rec-
ognition. Finishing with a 57-15 mark Texas was led by more than 
just a few select individuals. The 2002 Longhorns won with team-
work and unselfishness as each player on its roster came through 
with big plays and clutch performances to help UT win each of the 
five championships that it set out to claim at the beginning of the 
year. 
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	 Some seasons are called “storybook” in the clichés of sports, 
and some are just beyond that. For Texas, the 1983 season still 
ranks in another category.
	 The Longhorns won their fourth national championship–their 
second under head coach Cliff Gustafson–in five straight games 
at Omaha. The championship season, however, was one where 
UT kept dodging bullets on the way to the throne. Texas faced 
elimination in the six-team regional, and then had to come from 
behind to win in four of its five College World Series (CWS) 
games.
	 It was Gustafson’s “ragtag” army … a team that won hearts as 
well as games. Texas finished 66-14, playing and winning more 
games than any team in school history.
	 The Longhorns did it with the traditional Gustafson mainstays: 
great pitching and defense. Texas led the nation in pitching with 
a 2.72 staff ERA and finished fourth in team fielding with a .966 
percentage.
	 Pitcher Calvin Schiraldi was named an All-American with a 
14-2 record, and he and teammates Roger Clemens (13-5) and 
Mike Capel (13-1) all ranked in the nation’s top 10 in victories.
	 Texas claimed its 56th Southwest Conference title with an 18-3 
record, seizing the title in the next-to-last league series of the 
year.
	 In big moments, Texas was superb, but at other times it was 
not. That was the interesting enigma that was the 1983 team; it 
could lose a doubleheader to an unknown non-conference foe 
and then sweep a series against such impressive opponents as 
Cal State Fullerton and Arizona State.
	 Its heroes were many and varied. First baseman Jose Tolentino 
hit .339, collected 67 hits and drove in 73 runs, while Kirk 
Killingsworth appeared in 30 games as a reliever and had a 
12-3 record. In the team’s 66 wins, 16 different players delivered 
game-winning blows.
	 The club faced elimination two games into the six-team 
regional at Disch-Falk Field, but bounced back to beat Tulane and 
Pan American and toppled Mississippi State twice to advance to 
Omaha.
	 At the CWS, Texas defeated James Madison in the opener 
and came from behind to defeat Oklahoma State, Alabama 
and Michigan before scoring a 4-3 championship victory over 
Alabama.
	 By winning the College World Series in five straight games, 
the Longhorns became only the 10th team in NCAA history to go 
through the Series unbeaten.

	 It was the kind of season of which national championships 
are made, so it was not all that unlikely when Texas and Cliff 
Gustafson won the NCAA College World Series and returned the 
national title to UT for the first time in 25 years.
	 Records fell and the national championship pennant went 
up as the Longhorns recorded a 59-6 mark, which included a 
Southwest Conference record of 23-1.
	 In what was expected to be the toughest SWC race in years, 
Texas opened with a come-from-behind, extra-inning win over 
Houston and then stormed through the league. Only a bottom-of-
the-ninth homer by Texas A&M in the season’s finale kept UT from 
becoming the conference’s first unbeaten team since 1946.
	 It was Texas’ 50th SWC title in the league’s 60 years of compe-
tition and it served as the launching pad for the Horns to sweep 
through the South Central Regional against South Alabama, 
Louisiana Tech and Pan American.
	 While the hitters were batting their way to records, the pitch-
ers were chalking up a school-record 16 shutouts. Jim Gideon, 
who closed his Texas career with a record 40 victories, and Keith 
Moreland, who set numerous hitting standards, were both named 
All-Americans for the second time.
	 Another pair of stars stole the limelight as Texas claimed the 
national crown in Omaha. Stealing the show were sophomore 
Mickey Reichenbach, who was the Series’ Most Outstanding 
Player with a .455 batting average, three doubles and a home run, 
and Richard Wortham, who was named to the All-Tournament 
pitching staff after blitzing South Carolina, 5-1, in the champion-
ship game.
	 Texas began the College World Series (CWS) with a 4-2 win 
over Oklahoma, but a 5-2 loss to Arizona State dropped the team 
into the loser’s bracket. On the brink of elimination, the Longhorn 
hitters came to life, posting a .363 batting average in wins over 
Seton Hall (12-10) and South Carolina (17-6). 
	 With three teams left in the Series–Texas, Arizona State and 
South Carolina–it was time to draw for the bye to the champion-
ship game. Texas trainer Spanky Stephens, who had started as a 
student trainer and had made every trip to Omaha, picked the 
envelope for the Longhorns. Texas received its long-awaited 
break as Arizona State and South Carolina had to play the elimina-
tion game.
	 South Carolina knocked off Arizona State, 4-1, to set up the 
showdown between Gustafson, who rose through a storied career 
as a Texas high school coach to become one of the nation’s pre-
mier collegiate coaches, and Bobby Richardson, who made his 
way to college coaching after being an All-Star second baseman 
for the New York Yankees.
	 The tone was set early as Reichenbach hit a two-run home run 
in the third inning to stake Texas to a 3-0 lead. Wortham limited 
the Gamecocks to four hits while fanning nine batters to secure 
the win. Following the victory, the Longhorns returned to a cheer-
ing crowd in a packed Austin airport, bringing with them the CWS 
title.

Since the opening of UFCU Disch-Falk Field in 1975, only 44 players (for a total of 55 times) have cleared the “Monster” in 
straightaway centerfield, 400 feet from home plate.
