Tech and Kentucky & HC at Troy -- have never been 
shutout ... a span of 107 games

• Troy head coach Neal Brown played wide receiver 
at UMass under current UMass head coach Mark 
Whipple; head coaches are 3-5 so far this year 
against their alma mater (two others will play later 
in the year)

• Troy has adopted the motto #RebuildTheWall. 
The saying is crafted from Greek mythology and 
the Iliad. The city of Troy had a mighty wall that 
surrounded the city before it was eventually 
destroyed thanks to the Trojan Horse

• Troy Football built a wall around the Sun Belt 
with five straight league titles (2006-10) & is now 
looking to #RebuildTheWall under Neal Brown

• Troy has worn a different uniform combination in 
all seven of its games this season

• The crowd of 23,913 to watch Troy beat Georgia

BROWN BY THE NUMBERS
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NEAL BROWN
SECOND SEASON
	 Considered one of the top young minds in college 
football, Neal Brown begins his second season as the head 
coach at Troy. 
	 The fourth-youngest head coach in the Football Bowl 
Subdivision, Brown’s first season was marked by steady 
development and growth that was capped by one of the 
strongest recruiting classes in program history. 
	 Playing under the mantra of “Rebuild the Wall”, Troy 
finished the season as one of the most improved defensive 
teams in the country, while posting improved numbers 
across the board.
	 The Trojans finished the 2015 season with the 
second-best turnaround nationally in opponent 3rd-down 
percentage (14.62 percent), the fourth-best turnaround in 
yards per play allowed (-1.13), the fifth-best improvement in 
tackles for loss per game (2.59) and 16th-best improvement 
in total defense (-62.7). 
	 Troy scored five defensive touchdowns, the third most 
in the country and most by a Troy team since 2004, and 
finished fifth in the country with 13 fumble recoveries. The 
Trojans forced 16 turnover over the final six games of the 
season after just three in the first six games.
	 Offensively, Troy improved per-game averages in 
scoring (6.1) and passing yards (42.0), in passing touchdowns 
(9), total offensive touchdowns (5), penalty yards per game 
(-2.2), sacks allowed (-5), red zone scoring (8 percent), first 
quarter scoring (57) and third quarter scoring (34).
	 The Trojans ranked 38th in the nation with just 18 
sacks allowed after ranking 111th the previous season, while 
Brandon Burks became the school’s seventh player to rush 
for over 1,000 yards in a season. 
	 Brown’s Trojans began to click offensively as the season 
progressed as they averaged 36.0 points over the final six 
games of the season with four 40-point games. Troy scored 
144 points over a three-game stretch against New Mexico 
State, Appalachian State and ULM -- the most in a three-
game period by a Troy squad since 1993.
	 Attendance also improved during Brown’s initial 
campaign with the Trojans as the per-game average increased 
by over 2,600 fans.
	 Brown led the Trojans to a 4-8 overall record and a 3-5 
Sun Belt Conference mark during his first season. However, 
four of Troy’s five Sun Belt setbacks were by a combined 22 
points, while the Trojans’ three league victories came by an 
average of 35.3 points.
	 Troy’s improvement wasn’t limited to just the playing 
field as the Trojans also drastically improved in the classroom 
as the cumulative grade point average for the team rose each 
semester compared to the prior year. 
	 Brown parlayed the momentum of his first season into 
a recruiting class that was rated as the second best in the Sun 
Belt Conference by both 247Sports and Scout.
	 Brown, 36, was named Troy’s 21st head coach on 
December 1, 2014, and was the second-youngest head coach 
in the FBS during his inaugural season. 
	 A native of Danville, Ky., Brown spent four seasons 
at Troy (2006-09), including the final two as the Trojans’ 
offensive coordinator. Troy won four Sun Belt Conference 
titles and appeared in three bowl games during Brown’s 
initial tenure.
 	 At the time the youngest offensive coordinator in the 
FBS, Brown’s 2009 offense finished third in the nation in 
total offense at 485.7 yards per game, fourth in passing at 
336.5 yards per game and 16th in scoring with 33.7 points 
per contest. In 2008, his first season as coordinator, Brown’s 
fast-paced offense set 10 school records.
	 In addition to the team accomplishments, Brown 
guided quarterback Levi Brown to the Sun Belt Conference 
Player of the Year award in 2009 and SBC Newcomer of the 
Year in 2008.

	 Prior to returning to Troy, Brown spent the previous 
two seasons as the offensive coordinator under Mark Stoops 
at Kentucky and led the Wildcats to some new heights on 
the offensive side of the football. The Wildcats posted over 
440 yards of total offense in three Southeastern Conference 
games in 2014, its highest total since 2001.
	 In his first season, Kentucky’s offense averaged three 
more points and 26 more yards of total offense  per game 
than the prior year and the totals grew even more in year 
two. Before Brown left Kentucky, he had the Wildcats 
averaging 11.3 points and 69.3 yards of total offense more 
per game than before he arrived on campus. The 11.3 points 
per game increase was the fourth highest in the country over 
the same time period.
	 The Wildcats totaled 380 yards or more of total offense 
in their first three SEC games in 2014 – Florida, Arkansas and 
South Carolina – marking the first time a UK team had done 
so since 1998. 
	 Kentucky scored 21 offensive touchdowns in SEC 
play in 2014. The two years prior to Brown being named 
offensive coordinator, Kentucky had a combined 21 offensive 
touchdowns in SEC play.
	 Brown left Troy to join Tommy Tuberville’s staff at Texas 
Tech in 2010 and picked up right where he left off at Troy. 
With Brown serving as Texas Tech’s offensive coordinator and 
quarterbacks coach, the Red Raiders ranked in the nation’s 
top-seven teams in passing offense, top-15 in total offense 
and top-25 in scoring offense, having increased production 
in all three categories each year since 2010. TTU finished the 
2012 season second nationally in passing with 355.9 yards 
per game, 13th in total offense at 495.4 yards per game and 
20th in scoring with 37.5 points per game.
 	 The 2012 campaign was an expansion of the success 
from 2011, when Texas Tech ranked 13th nationally in total 
offense at 470.6 yards per game. The Red Raiders lit the 
scoreboard at a tune of 33.8 points per contest.
 	 Individually, quarterback Seth Doege put up eye-
popping numbers. In 2011, Doege threw for 4,004 yards 
and 28 touchdowns. He improved to 4,205 yards and 39 
touchdowns as a senior.
	 In his first season in Lubbock, Brown’s offense notched 
460.2 yards of total offense per game, 318.9 passing, and 
scored at a 33.1-point clip as Tech went 8-5 and won the 
TicketCity Bowl.
	 Brown’s running game has made significant 
contributions to the attack as well. The Red Raiders rushed 
for 135.7 yards per game and scored 52 rushing touchdowns 
during his three seasons. TTU’s primary running backs 
averaged 5.0 yards per rushing attempt, including a 5.8 
average by Kenny Williams, the leading rusher in 2012.
	 Prior to his first stint at Troy, Brown served one season 
as wide receivers coach at the University of Delaware. In 
2004, Brown coached the quarterbacks and wide receivers 
at Sacred Heart. In 2003, he was the tight ends coach and 
offensive line assistant at Massachusetts.
 	 Brown earned his bachelor’s degree in business 
management and his master’s in business administration 
from Massachusetts, where he played the 2001-02 seasons. 
He totaled 58 receptions for 721 yards and four touchdowns 
while being named to the Atlantic-10 All-Academic Team and 
the NCAA Division I-AA Athletic Directors’ Academic All-Star 
Team.
 	 Born in Louisville, Brown grew up in Bardstown, Ky., 
before moving to Danville, Ky., where he was an all-state wide 
receiver at Boyle County High School, finishing his career as 
the No. 2 pass catcher in state history. He played at Kentucky 
from 1998-2000 and was a two-year letterman, catching 10 
passes, including one touchdown. He was a member of the 
Outback Bowl and Music City Bowl teams before transferring 
to Massachusetts.

• Silvers had attempted 192 consecutive pass attempts 
without throwing an interception before throwing three 
against South Alabama last season.

• Entering the South Alabama game, Silvers had not 
thrown an interception in 33 consecutive quarters, which 
was the longest such streak in the country.

• In back-to-back weeks, Troy faced Heisman Trophy 
candidate Deshaun Waston (Clemson) and C-USA Player 
of the Year Nick Mullens (S. Miss) ... The Trojans more 
than held their own against two of the top quarterbacks 
in the country.

• The pair combined to complete just 51-of-105 pass 
attempts (48.6 percent) with four interceptions by the 
Troy defense.

• Last season, the pair combined to complete 65.6 
percent of their passes last year with 25 interceptions.
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• Defensive coordinator Vic Koenning wanted to bring a fire 
ant mentality to the Trojan defense ... players swarming to 
the ball.

• In the first game under Koenning, the Trojans had three 
sacks and seven tackles for loss at NC State.

• It was the most tackles for loss and sacks for the Trojans 
against a Power 5 team since 2011; Troy also had seven 
tackles for loss and three sacks at Arkansas on Sept. 17, 
2011.

• The Trojans had five sacks and eight tackles for loss 
against South Alabama; it was the most sacks for the 
Trojans since their 2013 game against Savannah State and 
most against an SBC team since Troy has six against Middle 
Tennessee in 2010.

• The Trojans had 14 tackles for loss at New Mexico State; 
the most since recording 15 against North Texas in 2008.

• The Trojans averaged 2.4 sacks and 6.9 tackles for loss in 
the 2015 season; Troy averaged 1.4 sacks and 4.3 tackles 
for loss a game the previous year.`

• This season, Troy is averaging 2.7 sacks per game and 7.0 
tackles for loss per game.

• As noted above, Troy had the second-best improvement in the country when it came to third-down defense. The 
Trojans held opponents to a 35.98 success rate on third down, which was down from 50.6 percent the previous year.

• Troy finished the 2015 season ranked 42nd nationally in third-down defense, a dramatic improvement from the 
125th of 128 it ranked in 2014 and the 95th of 125 it ranked in 2013.

• Troy held opponents to just 30-of-52 on third down attempts from 1-3 yards on the season (57.8 percent). In 2014, 
opponents converted that distance at a 68 percent rate.

Last Chance U & Troy		    
• While no current Troy student-athletes appeared on Netflix’s hit show Last Chance U about East Mississippi 
Community College, defensive tackles coach Jordan Lesley was a fixture on the show as EMCC’s defensive coordinator 
in 2015.

• Additionally, senior linebackers Justin Lucas, William Lloyd and Demetrius Cain were members of the 2013 & 2014 
EMCC squads that won back-to-back NJCAA National Championships with a perfect 24-0 record.

Experienced Linebackers

• Troy is as deep as any linebacking unit in the country 
with their two-deep at Will and Mike linebackers.

• William Lloyd and Demetrius Cain started all 12 games 
last season at Will and Spear last season, respectively, 
and combined for 118 tackles, 11.0 tackles for loss and 
4.5 sacks. The pair will split time at the Will linebacker.

• At Mike linebacker, Justin Lucas and Terris Lewis will 
split time after the pair combined to start all 12 games at 
the position last season. 

• Playing at East Mississippi Community College, Lucas, 
Lloyd and Cain won back-to-back NJCAA National 
Championships. EMCC allowed just 7.6 points and 181.3 
yards of total offense their sophomore season.

Fearsome Foursome

• Troy’s front four is a fearsome group that should build on Troy’s improved pressure numbers from a year ago.

• Anchoring the ends are Preseason All-Sun Belt selection in Rashad Dillard and North Carolina transfer Junior 
Gnonkonde ... Dillard finished third in the Sun Belt with seven sacks and added nine tackles for loss, while Gnonkonde 
recorded 97 tackles, 4.5 sacks, 12 tackles for loss and 11 quarterback hurries in 37 games at North Carolina.

• Up the middle, the Trojans have converted defensive end Jamal Stadom and JUCO standout Baron Poole. Poole 
recorded six sacks and 11 tackles for loss at Hinds CC last season, while Stadom has 6.5 career sacks and 11 career 
tackles for loss for the Trojans.

• The four have combined 12 sacks, 21 tackles for loss and eight passes defended.

Tale of the Turnover                                                  
• Since Troy joined the Sun Belt in 2004, the Trojans have 
failed to force a turnover in a game just 28 times. 

• In those games the Trojans are 5-23, with the victories 
coming against North Texas in 2006, 2010 and 2012 and 
against UAB and South Alabama in 2013.
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•Troy entered last season’s game against ULM (game 
number nine of the season) with six forced turnovers 
on the year (two interceptions and four fumbles) ... the 
Trojans matched that total against the Warhawks.

• Troy forced 16 turnovers over the final six games of the 
season and 13 over the final four games of the season.

• Troy finished fifth nationally with 13 fumble recoveries 
on the year.

• Troy has forced 18 turnovers this season -- 14 
interceptions and four fumbles -- which ranks as the 10th 
most in the country ...

1. Troy successfully converted an on-sides kick attempt 
following the Trojans’ second touchdown at Mississippi 
State. 

• It was the first successful on-side kick by the Trojans 
since 2012 at North Texas when the Trojans recovered 
the opening kickoff to the second half.

2. Brown wasn’t satisfied with the one on-side kick, so he 
dialed up another one against Idaho. 

• After a Jed Solomon field goal pulled Troy within 10 
points (16-6) at the start of the fourth quarter, Solomon 
recovered his own on-side kick.

• Three plays later Teddy Ruben took a Dallas Tidwell 
pass 43 yards for a touchdown.

3. Brown did it again, this time to open the third quarter 
at App State; Troy recovered the on-side kick and scored 
three players later.

• The first play following the on-side kick, was a double 
pass from wide receiver K.D. Edenfield to Jarvis Bentley 
for 46 yards.

• He is 26-for-26 during the 2016 season on PATs.

• Kay was Troy’s primary kicker in the 2014 season before 
handing off the duties to Jed Solomon last season. Lightning in a Bottle

• Troy ranked 120th out of 127 last season in kickoff 
returns (17.7 yards per return).

• Freshman Jabir Frye hopes to change those numbers in 
a big way ... listed at 5-foot-7 and 170 pounds, Frye will 
be Troy’s primary kickoff returner.

• Averaged 27.7 yards per punt return at Escambia High 
School in Florida last season.

• In the opener against Austin Peay, Frye averaged 26 
yards on his three attempts with returns of 33, 29 and 16 
yards (penalty on return limited yardage).

• Troy enters the UMass game ranked number one 
nationally averaging 28.88 yards per return, while Jabir 
Frye ranks ninth nationally averaging 30.2 yards per 
return.

How Many Kickers Do We Have?
• Troy rolled out three different kickers for extra point 
attempts against Austin Peay.

• Ryan Kay was perfect on his four attempts, Bratcher 
Underwood made 1-of-2 and Chandler Williams hit his 
lone attempt.

Kay Picks Up Pair of Awards

• Senior kicker Ryan Kay was named the Sun Belt 
Conference Special Teams Player of the Week and a 
Groza Award Star of the Week for his performance in 
Troy’s victory at Southern Miss.

• Kay made a career-high three field goals, including a 
43-yarder in the fourth quarter which assured Southern 
Miss of needing a touchdown on its final drive. 

• Kay was also good from 30 yards and 42 yards, plus he 
was perfect on all four of his extra-point attempts. 

• He was also valuable in the punt game as he averaged 
41.0 yards on nine attempts, but one of his shortest 
punts might have been his most important. Kay pinned 
Southern Miss on the 1-yard line with a beautiful 37-
yard punt, Troy’s defense forced a three-and-out and the 
Trojans took over on Southern Miss’ 26-yard line. Kay’s 
followed with his 43-yard field goal to seal the game.

Stingy Kickoff Coverage

• Troy ranked ninth nationally last season holding 
opponents to an average of just 17.5 yards per kickoff 
return. 

• The longest kickoff return that Troy allowed all last 
season was 30 yards (twice).

TROY, Alabama – Troy rushed for 383 yards, the 
most by a Trojan team since 2008, in a 57-17 
victory over Austin Peay in the season opener for 
both schools in Veterans Memorial Stadium.

The Trojans (1-0) finished with 706 yards of total 
offense while holding the Governors (0-1) to 
just 254 yards, with only 37 yards in the second 
half. Troy’s tally ranks as the third most in school 
history and the most since the Trojans racked up 
721 yards at Tennessee in 2012.

The victory was Troy’s 10 straight in home 
openers that double as season openers, while 
the 57 points scored were the most in a season opener since dropping 61 to open the 
1996 campaign.

Jordan Chunn, who took the first play of the game 48 yards for a touchdown, finished 
with 161 yards on just 13 carries, while Josh Anderson added 68 yards on five carries. 
Brandon Silvers completed 20-of-27 passes for 229 yards and two scores, while true 
freshman Sawyer Smith was perfect on seven attempts for 86 yards – Smith’s first career 
pass went for 47 yards and a touchdown to Hiram Velez.
 
Tommy Hays completed 8-of-12 passes for 124 yards and two touchdowns to lead Austin 
Peay. He also rushed for 52 yards on 11 carries.

“Offensively, Brandon Silvers really managed the game well,” head coach Neal Brown 
said.
 
“He did not make a bad decision until late in the second quarter and that’s a big change 
from last year. I’ll just leave it at that. I thought he managed the game well and I thought 
our tempo was really good when we pressed the gas. I thought he threw the ball down 
the field probably better than he has at any point in his career.”

CLEMSON, South Carolina – Troy traveled to No. 
2 Clemson as a heavy underdog and walked off 
the turf of Memorial Stadium with the respect of 
the nation as the home-standing Tigers escaped 
with a 30-24 victory over the Trojans.
 
Clemson (2-0) led by just three points, 13-10, 
at the half and jumped out to a 17-point lead 
early in the fourth quarter following a pair of 
controversial non-fumble calls. Brandon Silvers 
threw a pair of touchdown passes to Deondre 
Douglas over the final five minutes of the game 
around a Clemson field goal to pull Troy within 
six, 30-24, but an on-sides kick attempt with 
under a minute to play was unsuccessful.
 
Troy (1-1) put a stir into the nation midway through the second quarter as head coach 
Neal Brown went for it on 4th-and-1 from his own 34-yard line. True freshman running 
back Jabir Frye made the gamble pay off as he went around the edge 66-yards for the 
game-tying touchdown.
 
Silvers finished the game 24-of-42 for 233 yards, a pair of touchdowns and two 
interceptions. Douglas made a game-high 11 catches for 93 yards and two touchdowns, 
while Emanuel Thompson had six catches for 47 yards.
 
The Trojans forced Clemson into five three-and-outs in the game and became the first 
non-conference team to pick off Heisman Trophy candidate Deshaun Watson multiple 
times as Jalen Rountree and Cedarius Rookard came away with interceptions.
 
Watson completed just 27-of-53 attempts for 292 yards and three touchdowns, while 
rushing 10 times for 55 yards. Clemson marginally outgained Troy in the game, 414-386, 
despite running seven more offensive plays.

Turning Point
Clemson faced 2nd-and-goal on the 1-yard line. As Tyshon Dye attempted to cross 
the goal line, the ball was knocked out of his hands before a whistle had blown and 
Troy’s Junior Gnonkonde returned it 98-yards for what would have been a go-ahead 
touchdown. However, officials ruled that forward progress had been stopped and the 
play was not reviewable.

HATTIESBURG, Mississippi – Needing one more 
stop, the Troy defense held Southern Miss with 
three seconds to play in the game and the Golden 
Eagles nine yards away from the end zone. The 
Trojans defeated the Golden Eagles 37-31 on 
Saturday night in Roberts Stadium in the first 
regular season meeting between the two schools 
since 1977.

Troy did not trail for the final 53 minutes of the 
game – the game was tied for 4:32 early in the 
third quarter – after scoring two touchdowns over 
a 23-second period in the first quarter; it was the 
quickest Troy has scored back-to-back touchdowns 
in it’s Division I history.

Brandon Silvers threw a 34-yard touchdown pass to put the Trojans (2-1) on the board, and 
after the Golden Eagles (2-1) fumbled away the kickoff, he found Emanuel Thompson from 
29 yards out to put Troy in front 14-7.

Silvers completed just 10-of-27 passes for 123 yards on a rainy night in Hattiesburg, but the 
junior signal caller threw three touchdown passes to move into a tie with Levi Brown for 
sixth all-time in Troy history with 38 in his career. 

The workhorse for the Troy offense was junior running back Jordan Chunn who rushed for a 
season-high 176 yards on 36 carries with a huge momentum changing touchdown. Leading 
by three, Troy stopped Southern Miss short on a fake punt attempt near midfield. Chunn 
took the first carry of the ensuing drive for 10 yards and then turned in a SportsCenter Top 
10 run from 39 yards out to put Troy up 34-24.

Ryan Kay made sure that Southern Miss would need a touchdown and not a field goal in the 
final seconds after booting a 43-yard field goal with 10:21 to play in the game to put Troy 
up 37-31. Kay made a career-high three field goals in the game.

Troy’s defense once again was active as the Trojans forced three Golden Eagle turnovers, 
including intercepting Conference USA Player of the Year Nick Mullens twice, while holding 
the Southern Miss quarterback to just 24-of-52 passing. Ito Smith rushed 20 times for 131 
yards – 70 on one carry – with two touchdowns to lead the Southern Miss rushing attack.

The Trojans forced the Golden Eagles into nine three-and-outs in the game. Josh Marshall 
led the way with seven tackles – six solo – plus an interception and a pass break up. Rashad 
Dillard became the first Troy defensive lineman to intercept a pass since 2010.

TROY, Alabama – Jabir Frye returned a kickoff for 100 
yards, blocked a punt that was returned for a score and 
the Troy defense intercepted five passes as the Trojans 
cruised past New Mexico State, 52-6, to move to 3-1 for 
the first time in the school’s Football Bowl Subdivision 
history.

The Trojans (3-1, 1-0 Sun Belt) made the move to 
college football’s top division in 2001 had not won three 
of their first four games of the season, despite winning 
five straight Sun Belt Conference championships.

Troy carried just a seven-point lead into the second 
quarter before exploding for 24 points in the second 
quarter to carry a 31-0 lead into the break. Brandon Silvers threw touchdown passes to Emanuel 
Thompson and Sidney Davis in the quarter, and Demetrius Cain returned the punt that Frye blocked 
15 yards for a score. 

Frye quickly removed any hopes of a New Mexico State (1-3, 0-1) comeback as he became the sixth 
player in Troy history to return a kickoff 100 yards for a touchdown when he took the opening kick 
of the second half to the house.

The Trojans found the end zone three times on the ground in the game as Silvers put Troy on the 
board in the first quarter with a 1-yard touchdown, while Jordan Chunn scored from five yards out 
and Davis found paydirt from eight yards out.

Troy’s defense bent, but most certainly didn’t break with the five interceptions and just one 
touchdown. Blace Brown led the attack with a pair of interceptions to go along with four tackles and 
a pass break up. The Trojans entered the game seventh nationally with 22 passes defended on the 
year and added 10 more to the tally tonight.

In addition to the big turnover numbers, the Troy defense also stuffed the Aggies 11 times behind the 
line of scrimmage, including a season-high three sacks. The five interceptions by the Trojans were the 
most since Troy picked off Alcorn State six times in 2008.

Silvers finished the game 23-of-32 for 246 yards and a pair of touchdowns, which moves him into 
a tie for fourth place all-time in Troy history with 40 career touchdown passes (Kelvin Simmons). 
Emanuel Thompson caught eight passes for 77 yards, while Deondre Douglas had six grabs for a 
career-best 101 yards. 

Tyler Rogers completed 29-of-54 pass attempts for the Aggies for 445 yards and a touchdown, but 
also had the five interceptions. In his first game this season, Sun Belt Offensive Player of the Year 
Larry Rose III rushed 12 times for 56 yards. New Mexico State had success moving the ball with 
539 yards of total offense on 87 snaps, while Troy finished with 492 yards on 78 snaps; the Trojans 
averaged 6.3 yards per play compared to the Aggies’ 6.2 yards per play.

MOSCOW, Idaho – Brandon Silvers threw for a 
career-high 373 yards and three touchdowns, 
while Jordan Chunn rushed for 137 yards as Troy 
rolled past Idaho, 34-13, Saturday afternoon in Sun 
Belt Conference action in the Kibbie Dome.
 
Troy improves to 4-1 on the season and 2-0 in Sun 
Belt Conference play with the victory; it is the best 
overall start for the Trojans in their FBS history 
and the best Sun Belt start since opening the 2010 
season 3-0.
 
The Trojans rolled off 31 straight points behind 
Silvers’ three touchdown passes, a pair of Ryan 
Kay field goals and Chunn’s 25th career rushing touchdown. Silvers completed 31-of-42 
attempts in the game to go along with his 373 yards and three touchdowns; he threw a pair 
of interceptions, one on a Hail Mary attempt at the end of the first half.
 
Silvers found three different Trojans for scores as he hooked up with Tevaris McCormick, 
Emanuel Thompson and John Johnson for scoring plays. McCormick put the Trojans on the 
board with a 36-yard score in the first quarter; his first career touchdown at Troy.
 
Thompson extended the Troy lead to 14-6 with 20 seconds remaining in the first quarter on 
a 14-yard touchdown catch, and Chunn pushed the lead to 21-6 at the half with a 12-yard 
score. The Trojans have outscored opponents 116-50 in the first half this season and 52-6 
in Sun Belt play.
 
Silvers didn’t waste any time putting the final dagger in Idaho (2-3, 0-1) as he found Johnson 
on the first play of the third quarter for a 60-yard touchdown. Johnson finished with career 
highs in catches (7) and receiving yards (128), while Thompson added seven catches for 73 
yards and Deondre Douglas has seven catches for 65 yards.
 
Troy dominated the stat sheet as the Trojans outgained the Vandals 530-255 in the game. 
Blace Brown intercepted a pair of passes for a Troy defense that entered the game leading 
the country with 10 picks on the season; the Trojans now have 12 interceptions through 
five games which is the most for a season by a Troy team since 2010.
 
Rashad Dillard led an aggressive Trojan defense as he recorded three of Troy’s five sacks 
in the game with Baron Poole and Kamryn Melton each having one. Brown added a team-
high six tackles to go with his two interceptions; Brown now has four interceptions and 10 
tackles in the last two games.

Stat of the Game
Brandon Silvers set career highs for completions (31) and passing yards (373) in addition to 
throwing three touchdown passes. Silvers has now thrown multiple touchdown passes in 
all five games this season and seven straight games dating back to last year.

TROY, Alabama – Troy scored 25-straight points in just 
under eight minutes to pull away from Georgia State in 
a 31-21 victory in Sun Belt Conference play at Veterans 
Memorial Stadium. 

Troy improves to 5-1 on the season and 3-0 in league 
play; it marks the first time since 2010 that the Trojans 
have opened Sun Belt play with three straight victories. 
Troy has now started Sun Belt play 3-0 six times since 
joining the league in 2004; the Trojans have won the 
Sun Belt title the previous five times.

Georgia State (1-5, 1-2) erased a 6-0 halftime deficit 
with touchdown passes on its first two drives of the 
season half to grab a 14-6 advantage. 

Following the second of GSU’s touchdown drives, Troy marched down the field and had a first-and-
goal from the Panther 2-yard line. Following a bizarre sequence of plays where Troy thought it had 
scored, but were marked short, a Georgia State player appeared to jump offsides and Jordan Chunn 
found the end zone only to have the play called back for a holding. Ryan Kay booted a 28-yard field 
goal – his third of the game – to pull Troy to within 14-9.

Troy head coach Neal Brown and special teams coordinator Jon Sumrall dialed up an on-side kick on 
the ensuing kickoff and the Trojans recovered on the Georgia State 35-yard line.

Brandon Silvers connected with Tevaris McCormick for 34 yards on the first play of the drive and 
Chunn cashed in two plays later from three yards out following a pair of Troy penalties pushed the 
ball back.

Silvers finished 20-of-35 for 235 yards and a pair of touchdowns in the game, while Chunn rushed for 
91 yards and one touchdown on 32 carries. Deondre Douglas led the Trojans with six catches for 97 
yards and a score, while Chunn had four grabs for 34 yards.

Following a three-and-out by the Troy defense, Silvers engineered a three-play drive capped by a 
15-yard touchdown pass to Josh Anderson to extend Troy’s lead to 24-14. 

Troy’s defense has come up with big turnovers all season long and it added three more to the tally 
tonight with a pair of interceptions and a fumble recovery. Demetrius Cain came up with the second 
pick with 9:21 to play in the game and Silvers found Deondre Douglas for a 29-yard touchdown on 
the first play of the ensuing drive to ice the game.

Troy’s defense also came up big against the run as the Trojans held the Panthers to just 37 yards on 
24 carries and kept them out of the end zone. Troy entered the weekend second in the country with 
just two rushing touchdowns allowed this year

Manning completed 28-of-52 attempts for 381 yards and three scores and the Panthers had a pair 
of receivers top the 100-yard mark as Todd Boyd finished with 122 yards and Robert Davis added 
117 yards.

MOBILE, Alabama – Jordan Chunn scored a pair of 
fourth-quarter touchdowns, including one with 80 
seconds to play, and the Troy defense pitched a shutout 
in the second half as the Trojans knocked off in-state and 
Sun Belt rival South Alabama, 28-21, in Ladd-Peebles 
Stadium to claim “The Battle for the Belt.”
 
Troy moves to 6-1 on the season and 4-0 in Sun Belt 
Conference play. The Trojans become the first Sun Belt 
school to reach bowl eligibility this season and it’s the 
first time Troy has reached six wins since finishing the 
2013 season at 6-6 overall.
 
Chunn topped the 100-yard mark for the fourth time 
this season as he rushed for 145 yards on just 23 carries, 
but it was two of his shorter runs that proved to be the biggest of the game.
 
Troy entered the fourth quarter trailing 21-13, but there was no panic on the visiting sideline. Backed 
by a Trojan crowd that turned Ladd-Peebles Stadium into a Troy home game, the Trojans marched 
down the field on eight plays sparked by runs of 24 and 23 yards by Chunn. Nicknamed MegaChunn, 
Troy’s junior running back capped the drive with a 2-yard touchdown run to pull Troy within two, 
21-19.
 
For the second straight week, Troy head coach Neal Brown dialed up a two-point conversion. 
Quarterback Brandon Silvers handed the ball to John Johnson on a sweep who then threw back 
across the field to a wide open Silvers for the conversion and the tie game.
 
Troy’s defense held South Alabama (3-4, 0-4) on the ensuing possession and the Trojans drove to the 
Jag 40-yard line, but a fumble turned the ball back over to South Alabama.
 
The Trojan defense answered with their fifth three-and-out of the game to give the ball back to their 
offense with 2:13 to play and 80 yards to the end zone.
 
Tevaris McCormick pushed the ball across midfield with a 24-yard reception and two plays later 
Silvers found Sidney Davis streaking down the sideline for a 42-yard gain to the South Alabama 1-yard 
line. Chunn found paydirt on the next play to give the Trojans a 28-21 lead – their first of the game 
– with 1:20 to play.
 
Troy sacked Dallas Davis twice on the Jags’ final drive and the game ended when Blace Brown 
stripped South Alabama’s Kevin Kutchera and Kamryn Melton fell on the loose ball.
 
Silvers finished with a career-high 395 yards through the air as he completed 28-of-42 passes. 
McCormick caught four of those passes for a career-best 127 yards, while Emanuel Thompson had 
seven catches for 74 yards and Johnson had six grabs for 72 yards.
 
Troy’s defense was disruptive all night as the Trojans finished with six sacks and eight tackles for 
loss. Troy outgained South Alabama 585-340 as the Trojans held the Jags to just 146 yards in the 
second half.
 
Rashad Dillard had a pair of sacks and four tackles to lead the Trojans, while Demetrius Cain finished 
with 1.5 sacks and five tackles.
