• Troy is celebrating its 25th season as an FBS 
member in 2025 ... during its run at the highest 
level of college football, Troy has won eight 
conference titles and six bowl games

• This is the first time since 2021 that the "Battle 
for the Belt" will be played on a Saturday; it's just 
the third time since 2016 that the game has been 
on a Saturday. Troy is 4-1 in Saturday games against 
South Alabama

• Troy allowed seven sacks in the win at Buffalo, the 
most in a Trojan victory in the program’s Division I 
history. It's the most sacks allowed by a FBS team 
in a victory this season; in fact, last season only 
three teams won when allowing seven or more 
sacks in a game

• Troy rushed for 163 yards at Buffalo despite the 
seven sacks; the Trojans improved to 43-4 since 
2015 when rushing for 150-plus yards

• Troy scored a defensive touchdown in back-to-
back games (Clemson & Memphis) for the first 
time since 2023

• Troy has won six of the last seven games against 
South Alabama, including three straight at home

• Troy has had a 1,000-yard rusher in three straight 
seasons; the Trojans are the only Sun Belt school 
with a current multi-year 1,000-yard rusher streak

• Tae Meadows rushed for 186 yards and a 
touchdown on 23 carries in the opener ... it ranked 
as the 19th most yards in a game in program 
history and the third-most in a season opener in 
program history 

• Troy’s No. 3 units logged only 95 snaps in 2024 
spring practice due to depth issues; that number 
rose to 327 in spring 2025

• Troy is 25-0 since 2015 when rushing for 200-plus 
yards in a game ... the Trojans are 53-2 since joining 
the Sun Belt in 2004

• Paul Bowling became the first true freshman to 
start at center in a season opener at Troy since at 
least 1982 (records prior are incomplete)

• Troy quarterback Goose Crowder has played just 
20 quarters of football the last two seasons due to 
injury

• Troy is one of just four teams in the country to 
hold multiple opponents to fewer than 250 yards 
in each of the last six seasons -- Troy, Alabama, Air 
Force, Georgia

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GERAD PARKER
HEAD COACH (6-16)
Gerad Parker returns for his second season as Troy's head 
coach in 2025 following a run as one of the nation's top 
offensive coordinators, including the 2023 season at 
Notre Dame.
 
In his first season at Troy, the Trojans produced the first 
1,000-yard rushing and receiving duo in more than a 
decade and just the third in program history as Damien 
Taylor rushed for 1,010 yards and Devonte Ross recorded 
1,043 receiving yards; Troy's first since 2012.

Parker guided Troy to one of the best months of 
November in the country, as the Trojans won three of 
their final four games of the season and ranked as the 
nation's 19th-best offense and 25th-best defense that 
month.
 
His first season saw him inherit one of the most 
inexperienced teams in the country and then the loss 
of his starting quarterback after just 11 quarters of play. 
Troy's 12 players in their final year of eligibility were 
the fewest in the country, while Troy's 46 scholarship 
newcomers ranked as the third most nationally. 
 
Ross finished the regular season fifth nationally with 
11 touchdown catches and 15th in receiving yards. 
Additionally, Troy was one of the most efficient teams in 
the country, ranking second in the red zone and fifth on 
third downs. 
 
Ten Trojans landed on All-Sun Belt Teams, highlighted 
by Ross' inclusion thrice, as a first team receiver and 
all-purpose selection and as the return specialist on 
the second team. Eight of Troy's 10 All-SBC picks had 
remaining eligibility. 
 
The Trojans landed the Sun Belt's top recruiting class in 
Dec. 2024, signing 15 players with an 83.54 average per 
industry leader On3. 

Parker led a Notre Dame offense in 2023 that ranked 
eighth nationally, averaging 39.1 points per game, in 
addition to ranking 12th in passing efficiency and 29th 
in total offense. Audric Estime was one of the nation’s 
elite running backs, ranking third in rushing touchdowns 
(18), eighth in rushing yards per game (111.8) and ninth 
in rushing yards (1,341).
 
Behind Parker’s offense, the Fighting Irish posted a 9-3 
record against one of the nation’s most challenging 
schedules, including four straight games against ranked 
opponents. Offensive tackle Joe Alt was a consensus 
All-America selection, while Estime was named to the 
Associated Press All-America Team.
 
Notre Dame’s offense increased production across the 
board in Parker’s lone season calling the plays in South 
Bend. The Irish improved their scoring by more than a 
touchdown per game, in addition to seeing increases in 
yards per game, passing yards per game, yards per play 
and red zone scoring. 
 
In his first season at Notre Dame, Parker coached the 
Irish tight ends and helped guide Michael Mayer to a 
consensus All-America season, as Mayer finished his 
career as the most prolific pass catching tight ends in 

school history. Mayer led the Irish with 67 catches for 809 
yards and nine touchdowns in 2022, finishing his time at 
Notre Dame first on the program charts for tight end 
catches (180), receiving yards (2,099) and touchdowns 
(18).
 
Parker joined the Notre Dame staff following two seasons 
with former Troy head coach Neal Brown at West Virginia, 
where he was the offensive coordinator and receivers 
coach.
 
In his final season with the Mountaineers, WVU 
knocked off Texas and No. 15 Virginia Tech en route to 
an appearance in the Guaranteed Rate Bowl. In 2020, 
despite having to deal with the COVID-19 pandemic, 
West Virginia had one of the most improved offenses in 
the nation in terms of total yards, showing gains of more 
than 60 yards rushing per game, almost 30 yards passing 
a game, more than 90 yards of total offense and almost 
seven more points a game.

The offensive line had a productive year, with Leddie 
Brown rushing for 1,010 yards and nine touchdowns and 
Jarret Doege throwing for more than 2,500 yards and 14 
touchdowns.

As Penn State’s receivers coach and passing game 
coordinator in 2019, the Nittany Lions’ offense 
averaged 35.8 points per game, ranking 15th nationally. 
Additionally, Penn State ranked 21st in red zone offense 
(90.4) and averaged 13.3 yards per completion, ranking 
No. 33 nationally. 

Parker spent two years on the football staff at Duke 
(2017-18). During the 2018 season, his wide receivers 
accounted for 2,252 receiving yards of the Blue Devils’ 
3,199 total offensive yards (70.4%).
 
He served his first year as the football operations 
assistant working with the offense in 2017. The Blue 
Devils offense had three All-ACC selections and, for the 
first time in program history, had three players with 500 
or more rushing yards and a quarterback throw for more 
than 2,500 yards. Parker spent the spring as the running 
backs coach at Cincinnati before heading to Duke.
 
Prior to that, Parker spent four seasons at Purdue, where 
he coached the tight ends (2013-14) and wide receivers 
(2015-16). He was the recruiting coordinator and served 
as the interim head coach for the final six weeks of the 
2016 season.
 
Parker spent two years as the wide receivers coach at 
Marshall (2011-12). The Thundering Herd led the nation 
in passing offense, averaging 365.1 yards per game. 
Receiver Tommy Shuler led the country and set the school 
record for receptions (110), ranking 18th nationally in 
yards per game (94.8). 
 
Parker spent three seasons at UT-Martin as the running 
backs coach (2008), wide receivers coach (2009-10) and 
the passing game coordinator and recruiting coordinator 
(2010). He started his coaching career at Raceland High 
School in Raceland, Kentucky, and spent the 2007 season 
as a graduate assistant coach at Kentucky.

• Troy has played in a bowl game in 10-of-12 seasons it 
has qualified for postseason play at the FBS level. Troy 
was bowl eligible in 2007 (8-4) and 2013 (6-6) but did not 
receive a bowl invitation.

• Troy had won five straight bowl games - 2010, 2016, 
2017, 2018, 2022 - until its loss to Duke in the 2023 
Birmingham Bowl. 

• Troy's match up with Duke in the 2023 Birmingham Bowl 
marked the first time in Sun Belt history that a league 
school had played a team from a Power 4 conference in 
a bowl game.

• Troy has five victories over Power 4 conference 
opponents, including back-to-back seasons at LSU (2017) 
and Nebraska (2018).

Troy in The Polls

• When Troy made an appearance in the AP Top 25 on 
Nov. 13, 2016, it marked the first time in Troy's history 
that it appeared in either major poll. Troy also became 
the first Sun Belt team to ever appear in the national 
rankings.

• Troy's final positioning in the AP and Coaches Poll in 
2017 were both program highs. The Trojans finished with 
14 points, good for No. 31, in the AP Poll, and 40 points, 
good for No. 27, in the Coaches Poll.

• Troy's preseason votes in the 2018 AP Poll were the first 
in school history in the initial poll of the season, while the 
preseason coaches votes are the most in school history.

2022
• It took 15 weeks and a 10-game winning streak, but 
Troy finally made its return to the Top 25 in 2022 and did 
so in historic fashion.

• Troy's No. 24 ranking in the final College Football Playoff 
was the Trojans' first appearance in the poll.

• Troy's No. 24 ranking the Coaches Poll is also its first-
ever appearance in that poll, while Troy's No. 23 ranking 
in the AP Top 25 is Troy's highest ranking in school history.

• Thanks to Troy's victory over No. 22 UTSA in the Cure 
Bowl, the Trojans finished the season No. 19 in the AP 
Top 25 and No. 20 in the USA Today/Coaches Poll. Both 
rankings were program highs and marked the first time 
Troy was ranked at the end of a season.

• "The Battle for the Belt" was created by both school's 
SGAs prior to the 2015 season.

• Troy leads the all-time series 9-3 and the Trojans lead 
the series 7-2 since the introduction of The Belt.

• Troy's 37-13 win in 2019 marked the first time that the 
home team had won the game since the The Belt was 
introduced.  In fact, it was the first time that The Belt 
didn't change hands after the game.

• When the Sun Belt split into divisions for the 2018-21 
seasons, Troy (East) and South Alabama (West) were 
split apart; however, a league-wide agreement allowed 
the game to continue each year as a permanent cross-
divisional opponent.

• Prior to this year, Troy had won six straight meetings 
against its rival with the victories coming by a combined 
173-70 margin.

• The Trojans limited the Jags to just 288.5 yards and 11.7 
points per game during the six-game winning streak.

• Troy and South Alabama have played three games at 
Hancock Whitney Stadium; Troy has held South Alabama 
without a touchdown in 11-of-12 quarters played in the 
stadium.

Battle for the Belt                                                                      

• Troy's trip to Clemson in week two was the program's 
15th all-time against the current ACC lineup and first 
regular season match up since a 30-24 loss at Clemson 
in 2016. Troy played Duke in the 2023 Birmingham Bowl; 
the first by a Sun Belt program against a P4 opponent in 
a bowl game.

• With no SEC team on the schedule in 2025, it marks 
just the eighth time in 25 seasons since Troy moved to 
the FBS ranks that the schedule doesn't feature an SEC 
opponent.

• Troy is 13-57 all-time against the current members of 
Power 4 conferences ... the only conference that Troy has 
not played a current or former member from is the Pac 2.

• Troy's last P4 win came in 2018 at Nebraska.

• The 2020 season marked the first for Troy since 2000 
that the Trojans did NOT play a team from a Power 4 
conference. The Trojans were scheduled for a home game 
against NC State and road game at Tennessee before the 
ACC & SEC altered their schedule models.

• Troy began construction on a North End Zone Football 
Facility following the completion of the 2016 football 
season.

• The $24 million facility provides the Troy football 
program with over 70,000 square feet of space for 
student-athletes, staff and fans. Additionally, a 35-by-90-
foot video board and 400 new club seats were included in 
the project. The facility is located 30 feet off the backline 
in the north end zone of Veterans Memorial Stadium and 
will be three floors.

topping the 20-first down mark.

• Troy has won five of its last six games when topping the 
100-yard rushing mark, including both games this season.

• Troy has at least one passing AND rushing touchdown in 
each of its last five victories ... Both Troy losses this year 
and six of Troy's eight losses last year saw the Trojans get 
shutout on the TD front either through the air or on the 
ground. 

• Entering 2025, Troy had just five offensive players who 
have started six or more games and only three with 
double-digit starting experience -- Eli Russ (22), Peyton 
Higgins (12), Elijah Prather (12).

• Troy had to replace one of the most dynamic rushing-
receiving combos in program history with the loss of 
Devonte Ross (Penn State) and Damien Taylor (Ole Miss).
	 • The pair became just the third duo in program 
	 history to reach the 1,000-yard marks in rushing
	 and receiving in a season -- first since 2012.

• Tae Meadows rushed for 186 yards and a touchdown on 
23 carries in the opener ... it ranked as the 19th most in a 
game in program history and the third-most in a season 
opener in program history -- Kimani Vidal 248 yards 
(Stephen F. Austin, 2023), Shawn Southward (UAB, 2012).

• Tae Meadows ranks 17th nationally (min. 55 attempts), 
averaging 3.88 yards after contact. Per PFF, he is the 
22nd-highest rated running back in the country and 
ninth-best in the G5.

• Troy scored on seven straight drives (not counting a 
kneel down to end Nicholls game) covering the end of 
the Nicholls game and the opening drive of the Clemson 
game -- it was the most consecutive drives with a score 
since 2022 when Troy scored on eight straight drives 
at Arkansas State and against Coastal Carolina (SBC

• Troy topped the 200-yard rushing mark three times 
last season and already once this season, including three 
games with 250-plus yards (twice last year). Troy is 29-0 
since joining the SBC (2004) when rushing for 250 yards 
or more.

• Troy had scored 14 points in a quarter in five straight 
games dating back to last season prior to the Clemson 
game; the Trojans topped out at nine points against the 
Tigers and then did not score an offensive touchdown 
against Memphis. The Trojans scored 21 points in the 
fourth quarter at Buffalo.

• Goose Crowder opened his career with 117 consecutive 
attempts without an interception until a deflected ball 
ended the streak at Clemson.

• At Buffalo, Troy went into the break with just 117 yards 
of total offense; the Trojans racked up 248 yards in the 
second half, including 189 yards in their 17-point fourth 
quarter.

• Troy allowed seven sacks in the win at Buffalo, the most 
in a Trojan victory in the program’s Division I era. It's the 
most sacks allowed by a FBS team in a victory this season; 
in fact, last season only three teams won when allowing 
seven or more sacks in a game.

• Troy rushed for 163 yards at Buffalo despite the seven 
sacks; the Trojans improved to 43-4 since 2015 when 
rushing for 150-plus yards.

• Paul Bowling became the first true freshman to start 
at center in a season opener at Troy since at least 1982 
(records prior are incomplete) ... Deontae Crumitie 
started six games at right guard in 2015, becoming the 
first true freshman to start on the offensive line.

• Troy had quite the difference in height in two of its 
touchdown receptions in the opener ... 6-foot-4 Roman 
Mothershed scored Troy's first TD of the night in the final 
seconds of the opening half, while 5-foot-6 Tray Taylor 
caught a pivotal touchdown in Troy's 28-point fourth 
quarter.

• RaRa Thomas had a reception in 30 consecutive games 
played prior to the Memphis game.

• RaRa Thomas caught his first touchdown in a Troy 
uniform to pull the Trojans within 17-14 at Buffalo with 
5:45 to play in the game. It was his first touchdown catch 
since Oct. 7, 2023, against Kentucky when he was a 
member of the Georgia Bulldogs.

• Troy’s 112 yards of total offense against Memphis were 
its fewest in the program’s Division I history.

• Goose Crowder connected with Mojo Dortch for what 
would have been a 73-yard touchdown pass on Troy’s 
third offensive play of the game; it was called back as 
Troy did not have enough men on the line of scrimmage. 
Crowder was sacked on the next play and left the game 
with an injury from which he did not return.

• Goose Crowder has played just 20 quarters of football 
the past two seasons.

• Troy’s 144 passing yards against Nicholls were its fewest 
in a win since the 2022 Cure Bowl win over UTSA, when 
the Trojans passed for 113 yards.

• Troy’s 28-point fourth quarter against Nicholls was its

• Troy ranked second nationally last season in red zone 
success rate, would have ranked first but Tae Meadows 
slid down at the 5-yard line in the final seconds against 
Southern Miss, with Troy leading 52-20 in an act of 
sportsmanship.

• Troy finished the 2024 season 14th nationally, scoring 
a touchdown on 72.97 percent (27-of-37) of its red zone 
opportunities.

• Troy rushed for 135-plus yards in each of its final five 
games in 2024 and topped the 100-yard mark in nine 
games. 

• Troy’s 99-yard scoring drive in the first quarter against 
Coastal Carolina last season was its first 99-yard scoring 
drive in the program’s FBS history.

• The 2024 season was a tale of two different teams 
when it came to Troy's offense.

• Troy ranked 19th nationally, averaging 449.8 yards per 
game during the month of November. Additionally, Troy 
ranked 14th in the month, averaging 37.0 points per 
game. 

• Tucker Kilcrease rushed for 55 yards against ULM last 
season, it the most by a Troy quarterback since Sawyer 
Smith (56 yards) and Kaleb Barker (111 yards) against 
Georgia State on Oct. 4, 2018. 

• Troy's game against ULM last season was the Trojans' 
first without a touchdown since Nov. 23, 2019, against 
Louisiana (53-3).

• Troy’s 71 passing yards against ULM was its fewest since 
passing for 13 yards at Georgia Southern in 2014. 

• Goose Crowder finished with 16 rushing yards on two 
carries before leaving the game against Memphis in the 
second quarter with an injury. He became the first Troy 
quarterback since Brandon Silvers in 2017 to rush for 
positive yards in consecutive games; Crowder rushed 
for 29 yards on 10 carries against Nevada in the opener. 
Silvers rushed for four yards at Arkansas State and six 
yards against North Texas in the New Orleans Bowl in the 
final two games of his Troy career.

• Taylor transferred to Ole Miss following spring practice, 
while Green exhausted his eligibility.

• Troy has had a player top the 1,000-yard mark in three 
straight seasons -- Damien Taylor (1,010 - 2024), Kimani 
Vidal (1,661 - 2023), Kimani Vidal (1,132 - 2023). 

• It is the first time in program history that Troy has had a 
1,000-yard rusher in three straight seasons. 

• Troy's three-year streak is the longest active streak 
in the Sun Belt (only team with a multi-year streak) ... 
it ranks as the sixth-longest in SBC history and fourth 
longest among current members.

• Jordan Lovett returns for his third season in the 
backfield but has yet to complete a full season due to 
injury. Played in the first two games in 2024 before an 
injury cost him the next seven.

• Troy brought in veteran Trey Cooley from Georgia Tech 
out of the transfer portal. Rushed for 1,009 yards and 
six touchdowns over the course of his career with the 
Yellow Jackets and Louisville. Played in just two games at 
Georgia Tech last year due to injury. 

• Unfortunately, Cooley suffered a season-ending injury 
on Tuesday, Aug. 26 at practice.

• Tae Meadows took over the bulk of the carries in the 
opener after opening the season third on the depth chart.

• Internal candidates to fill the roles include Peyton 
Higgins, who 48 career catches for 560 yards and a pair 
of touchdowns; Mojo Dortch, who caught two passes in 
limited action last year and Roman Mothershed, a 6-foot-
4 sophomore, who runs 22 MPH.

• The Trojans hit the transfer portal for Georgia's RaRa 
Thomas and Coastal Carolina's Tray Taylor, who will both 
need to provide key receptions for the Trojans to be 
successful.

• Thomas entered 2025 with 85 career receptions for 
1,261 yards and 13 touchdowns between his time at 
Mississippi State and Georgia, but has not played since 
2023 ... his most productive season was in 2022, when he 
caught 44 passes for 626 yards and seven touchdowns.  

• Taylor, just 5-foot-6, spent the 2024 season at Coastal 
Carolina where he caught 18 passes for 262 yards and 
a touchdown. He was the 12th ranked JUCO prospect 
in the class of 2023 coming out of Tyler Junior College. 
Fastest player on Troy's roster -- clocked at 23.61 MPH.

• Finished the 2023 season ranked 16th in the country 
with 10 touchdown catches and led the country averaging 
22.97 yards per catch … Multiple SportsCenter Top 10 
catches, including the No. 1 and No. 2 play of the night 
from his three-touchdown game against South Alabama.

• Learned about a mass in his left knee after Troy's 
victory over App State in the Sun Belt Championship 
Game and was diagnosed as an aggressive malignant 
bone tumor in his left femur before Troy's appearance in 
the Birmingham Bowl.

• Lewis missed the 2024 season as a result of his 10-
week chemotherapy treatment at Children's of Alabama 
in Birmingham and surgery in the spring 2024 to remove 
the tumor.

• Lewis announced during this past winter that he would 
medically retire from football.

• Behind Goose Crowder on the bench are juniors Tucker 
Kilcrease and Ui Ale and true freshman Jack James.

• Kilcrease is in his fourth year with the program after 
earning all-state honors at Brantley High School. He 
started games against Texas State and South Alabama in 
2024 after Goose Crowder was injured against ULM. 

• Kilcrease came off the bench at Iowa and threw a 62-
yard touchdown pass against the Hawkeyes.

• Ale, who's real first name is Uiolevanuseaulaoleolo 
(that's 21 letters), spent the last two seasons at Houston, 
where he competed in five games. He began his career at 
Golden West College and prepped at Carson High School. 
Ale's father, Arnold Ale, played linebacker at Notre Dame 
and UCLA and in the NFL for four seasons (New England, 
Seattle, Kansas City, Denver, San Diego), also played for 
the Scottish Claymores in NFL Europe.

• James enrolled at Troy in mid-March after completing 
wrestling season. Played for Troy Hall of Fame quarterback 
and current offensive analyst Corey Robinson (offensive 
coordinator). James was named the Kentucky Football 
Coaches Association Player of the Year after setting the 
Kentucky career records for touchdowns, yards, attempts 
and completions ... also won the Kentucky 215-pound 
wrestling title as a junior.

• Now in his third year in the program after transferring 
from West Virginia, Will "Goose" Crowder is Troy's 
starting QB for a second straight season after playing in 
just 11 quarters last season in four games due to injury.

It was 
the Trojans’ largest comeback since 
overcoming a 12-0 deficit to win 18-12 
in the 2022 Cure Bowl against UTSA.

• Paul Bowling became the first true 
freshman to start at center in a season 
opener at Troy since at least 1982 
(records prior are incomplete).
 
• Tae Meadows rushed for 186 yards 
and a touchdown on 23 carries, which 
ranks as the 19th most in a game in

 • Troy’s 28-point fourth quarter 
was its highest scoring quarter since 
scoring 28 in the fourth quarter of the 
2023 Sun Belt Championship Game 
victory over App State.
 
 • Troy held Nicholls to just four 
rushing first downs; the Trojans have 
held four straight opponents to four or 
fewer first downs and six of their last 
seven opponents.

• Troy has held five of its last seven 
opponents to 318 yards or fewer 
after limiting Nicholls to 249 yards of 
offense.
 
• Evan Crenshaw averaged 54.0 yards 
per punt on his three attempts; it 
is the fourth-best average by a Troy 
punter since at least 1995 with at least 
three attempts in a game.

• Troy’s last two losses to Clemson 
have come by a combined 13 
points; the Tigers were ranked No. 2 
and No. 8 in those contests.

• With the touchdown pass on 
the opening drive, Troy extended 
its consecutive drive with a score 
streak to seven straight (not

• Troy improved to 7-3 all-time 
against the current members of the 
Mid-American Conference.

• Safety Rondell Carter and
offensive lineman Caleb Ash both 
made their first career starts, 
while quarterback Tucker Kilcrease
started his first game of the season.

• Troy rallied from a 17-0 deficit in 
the fourth quarter; it’s Troy’s largest 
comeback since a 23-17 victory at
Louisiana in 2002, when Troy trailed
