The Truman Athletics Hall of Fame began in 1983 and honors     
former great Bulldogs throughout the history of the athletics program.

There are 64 former men’s basketball players inducted into the hall 
including the 1946-47 team, the 1998-99 team and the 1978-79 team.

The 46-47 squad, led by Harry Gallatin and coached by Boyd King, 
finished the season with a 30-2 record, the most wins in school history. 
The team was inducted in 2007.

The 1998-99 team reeled off 15 straight wins to win the MIAA post-
season tournament, the NCAA South Central Region and advanced 
all the way to the NCAA Final Four. The team finished 26-7 and was 
coached by Jack Schrader. The team was inducted in 2009.

The 1978-79 team won the MIAA regular season championship with 
a 9-3 record and posted a 20-8 overall mark. Up until that season, it 
was only the third 20-win campaign in school history and prior to the 
2016-17 team, held the school record for points per game at 86.4. 
Head coach, Willard Sims, led the team to a No. 7 NCAA ranking and 
the NCAA South Central regional in Thibodaux, Louisiana. That squad 
was inducted in 2017.

Eighteen former Bulldogs have had stints 
with professional clubs after playing on the       
hardwood for the Purple and White.

Brian Brown, a key member of the 1999 Final 
Four team, played with the Baerums Verk De-
fenders of the Norwegian Professional league.

Chris Carlson, who performed with Wesley 
and Winslow on the 1980-81 team, played sev-
eral years in New Zealand before becoming an 
assistant coach on the college level.

Mike Carlson, averaged 26.1 points playing for 
South West Metro in Australia’s major league 
in 2014 then signed to play with the Spainish 
club CB Clavijo in the fall of 2014 (2014-16). He 
was then with Gipuzkoa Basket (2016-17, 21-) 
and Oviedo Club Baloncesto (2017-18) of Spain 
before Latina Basket of Italy (2018-19) and 
Caserta (2019-20).

Harry Gallatin logged a distinguished career 
with the New York Knicks and Detroit Pistons. 
He is a member of the Truman and NBA Ath-
letic Halls of Fame and had his No. 44 Bulldog 
jersey retired in 2001. (see page 36)

Jimmy Gooden, a Bulldog in 1984-85 and 
1985-86, played several years for Atlanta in the 
6-4-and-under league. He also performed in 
the Continental and World Basketball Leagues.

Ved Green, a 1977-78 and 1978-79 center for 
Truman, played one year for Kalmar, Sweden, 
a team in one of the European Professional 

Leagues.

Erik Hansen, who finished his four-year 
campaign for Truman in the 1986-87 season, 
played on the professional level in his native 
Norway.

Steve Horton, who finished his career for the 
‘Dogs in 1995, played in Mallorca, Spain, in the 
EBA League. He played his final season with 
Murcia, Spain.

Seth Jackson, who finished his career for 
Truman in 2015, signed to play with BC Balkin 
in Botevgrad, Bulgaria in the fall of 2015. In 
the winter of 2016, Jackson signed to play with 
Vllaznia Shkodra in Shkoder, Albania. 

Milous Meadows, who ended his career in 
1984-85, played several years in Holland.

Cory Parker, Truman’s all-time scoring leader, 
played with the Kongsberg Penguins of the 
Norwegian Professional League. Parker, who 
was coached by former Truman head coach 
Willard Sims, was all-league in his first season 
overseas.

Charles Rose, who performed for the Bulldogs 
in 1974-75 and 1975-76, played several years 
for Coburg in the Australian National Basketball 
League.

Steve Schieppe, the No. 2 career scorer for 
the Bulldogs, played and coached one year for 
Gimle, a team in the Norwegian professional 
league, after finishing his college career in 

1990-91.

Les Selvage performed for Anaheim of the 
American Basketball Association. He held the 
ABA single-game record for the most three-
point baskets (10) and the most attempts at 
three-point baskets (26) in a game. Selvage 
died in 1991.

Lee Smith played in the Mexican Professional 
League in 1974 after performing for the ‘Dogs 
the two previous campaigns. He was a 1997 
Truman Hall of Fame inductee.

Brodric Thomas, the single season scoring 
record leader as of the end of his career in 
2020, signed with the Houston Rockets as an 
undrafted free agent in the fall of 2020. He 
has also played for the Cleveland Cavaliers and 
Boston Celtics.

Johnnie Wesley, a second team all-America 
in 1981-82 for the Bulldogs, died in a 1989 
automobile accident in Australia, where he had 
played professional basketball several years. He 
also performed on the hardwoods in Spain after 
his playing days at Truman. Wesley, 18th on 
the Truman all-time scoring list, was inducted 
posthumously into the Truman Hall of Fame in 
1993.

David Winslow, a Truman all-America, played 
with Adelaide City of the Australian League until 
1989 when he returned to the states. Winslow, 
the school career scoring leader until 1993, was 
inducted into the Truman Hall of Fame in 1992.

Their reward was the school’s 
first-ever trip to the postseason National Associ-
ation of Intercollegiate Basketball tournament. 

In the tournament opener, Gallatin scored 
25 points as the Bulldogs easily defeated Delta 
State (Miss.) by a 76-58 score. The following 
day, the Bulldogs advanced to the quarterfinals 
with a 59-41 win over Whittier College (Calif.). 
Robert Lewis was high-point man for the squad 
with 15.

Early the next morning, the Bulldogs 
took on Northern Arizona and jumped ahead 
early.

The Bulldogs then made a huge 
rally, cutting the lead to one with 12 seconds 
left on a basket by Jack Beck. They couldn’t 
get the one more big play they needed though 
as they ended up falling, 86-85. Beck led the 
squad with 23 points and Rick Maack added 19.

The Mules and 
Bulldogs split the regular season meetings, with each 
winning on the other’s home court.

Truman controlled the first half taking a 35-17 
lead at the break while shooting 51% from the field 
and limiting the Mules to just 25% and 1-of-10 from 
long range.

After falling in the GLVC quarterfinals, the 

Bulldogs took on the red hot Tritons, who were 
coming off a win in the GLVC Tournament final. 
The Bulldogs had a five game winning streak 
over UMSL heading into this game but it was 
snapped despite a career night from Eric North-
weather--who led the Bulldogs with 27 points 
and set a career high five blocked shots.

The game was close throughout, and with 
2:16 left it was a one point game at 69-68 but 
the Bulldogs could not get on the board again 
as they bowed out to their GLVC rival.
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The 1998-99 Bulldogs had one of the greatest seasons in the history of men’s basketball at 
Truman.

That year, the team finished with a 26-7 record and won the conference and South Central 
regional tournaments. To top it all off, the Bulldogs advanced to the NCAA Division II semifi-
nals, one game away from playing for the national championship.

Truman opened the campaign by starting 7-0, the squad’s best start since 1963-64. But the 
quick start was soon erased, as the Bulldogs dropped their next four games, including their 
first two Mid-America Intercollegiate Athletics Association contests, to slip to 7-4 overall.

From there, Truman 
would win 19 of its next 
22 games. 

After eight MIAA con-
tests, the Bulldogs held a 
.500 record with a mark 
of 4-4. But the team 

kicked off the month of February with a bang, rallying from a 
20-point halftime deficit at Washburn (Kan.) for a 67-65 victory. 
That win started Truman on a 15-game winning streak, which 
carried the squad to its first NCAA postseason appearance since 
1981.

The 1998-99 winning streak is surpassed only by the pair of 
19-game tears of the 1946-47 and 1947-48 teams.

By capturing their final eight MIAA games, including a win 
over then top-ranked Pittsburg State (Kan.), the Bulldogs fin-
ished the conference season with a 12-4 record, good enough 
for the No. 3 seed in the MIAA postseason tournament.

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When Harry Galla-
tin enrolled in the fall 
of 1946 at what is now 
called Truman State 
University to continue 
his education and play 
basketball, little did he 
dream about what he 
would be doing one 
spring night in 1991.

The evening was May 
13, the place was Spring-
field, Mass., and the 
function was one of the 
most significant events in 
his life.

Gallatin was inducted 
into the Basketball Hall of 
Fame, joining such for-
mer National Basketball 
Association standouts 
as Bob Pettit, Oscar 
Robertson, Bill Russell, 
Wilt Chamberlain and Bill 
Walton.

Other members of the 
1991 induction class were college coach 
Bob Knight, former NBA guard Nate “Tiny” 
Archibald, former NBA center Dave Cow-
ens, the late Larry Fleisher, who founded 
the NBA Players Association, and the late 
Larry O’Brien, a former NBA commissioner.

Gallatin, the only Truman alumnus 
who has played in the NBA, starred for 
a decade on the professional level. He 
performed nine seasons for the New York 
Knicks and his final year for the Detroit 
Pistons.

At that time, he held the NBA record 
for consecutive games played (746) and 
was selected to compete in the first seven 
NBA all-star games, a feat only two other 
players, Dolph Schayes and Bob Cousy, 
can claim. Gallatin was named to the all-
NBA team twice and performed in eight 
playoffs. 

In 1954, he led the NBA in rebounding 
with a 15.0 average. Gallatin was one of 
25 candidates for the all-time NBA team 
after averaging 13.0 points and 11.3 re-
bounds a game for his career.

While a member of the Knicks, he was 
dubbed “The Horse” because of his dura-
bility, aggressiveness and hard work.

 Gallatin’s basketball career began in 
Roxana, Ill. where he was a good high 
school rebounder and helped his squad 
win a district championship. He was 
an all-district selection and served as a 
co-captain of his team.

He learned about Truman from the late 
Ralph Pink (a former Truman professor) 
who had watched him play in three-on-
three pickup games. Pink recommended 
Gallatin to head coach Boyd King.

As a Bulldog, he earned all-conference 
accolades in 1946-47 and 1947-48 and 
was a NAIA All-America in 1947-48.

Until the past two decades, Gallatin 
ranked in the top 10 on the all-time school 
single-season scoring list. Because they 
usually won by wide margins, Bulldog 
starters played only about half the time 
during games. Then too, Gallatin and sev-
eral other players were good students and 
graduated from college in only two years. 
Consequently, they had little opportunity 
to rewrite school records. He ended his 
Bulldog career with 816 points.

During Gallatin’s collegiate career, 
Truman won 59 of 63 games, notched a 
pair of league titles and made two trips to 
the NAIA Tournament in Kansas City. The 
Bulldogs lost in the third round of the 1947 
national tournament and in the second 
round of the 1948 tournament.

They were the first Truman basketball 
team to advance to national competition, 
and they recorded the school’s first MIAA 
basketball championship since 1926-27. 
Both squads posted 19 straight victories, 
the longest winning streak in the history 
of Bulldog basketball. The 1946-47 team 
compiled a school-record 30 victories.

In recognition of his athletic abil-
ity, scholarship, leadership, citizen-
ship and ambition, Gallatin received 
the 1948 Stickler Cup as a senior.

 When he first started his pro-
fessional basketball career, he also 
played four years of baseball in the 
Chicago Cubs organization. Gallatin 
also competed in baseball while at 
Truman.

 After his retirement from profes-
sional basketball in 1958, Gallatin 
was appointed basketball coach at 
Southern Illinois-Carbondale, where 
he logged a four-year record of 79-
36.

Then, he was hired to guide the 
St. Louis Hawks of the NBA, leading 
them to a 48-32 record in his first 
season at the helm. Gallatin was 
named 1962-63 NBA Coach of the 
Year.

After a three-year stint with St. 
Louis, Gallatin returned to New York, 
this time as coach. However, his old 
team did not have a great deal of tal-

ent and was plagued by injuries, according 
to Gallatin, who stayed only two seasons 
with the Knicks.

In 1967, he became Dean of Students 
at Southern Illinois-Edwardsville, near his 
hometown. The administration asked him 
to organize intercollegiate athletics, and 
he started with soccer, basketball, baseball 
and golf. Gallatin coached basketball for 
two years and served as athletic director 
for five years.

He took a full-time teaching position in 
1972 at SIUE. A year later, he was named 
the men’s golf coach, and his teams made 
17 trips to the NCAA Division II National 
Championships including the 1991 Cougars 
who were ranked as high as sixth nation-
ally. Gallatin is a former chairman of the 
Division II golf committee. He retired as an 
instructor in 1991 and as SIUE golf coach 
in 1992.

Gallatin is a member of the Truman Hall 
of Fame, the Missouri Basketball Hall of 
Fame, the Illinois Basketball Hall of Fame 
and the NAIA Hall of Fame.

His Bulldog No. 44 jersey was retired 
on Jan. 20, 2001.
