WHAT’'S IN A NICKNAME?
Why was the nickname, Bulldogs, selected for
Truman State University? O.C. Bell in 1908 referred

to his performers as Bulldogs, but it wasn’t an offi-
cial designation. So far as is known, this term wasn't
used again until the spring of 1915.

At the time, a committee of students, including
the late President Emeritus Walter H. Ryle, recom-
mended the adoption of the “bulldog” as the official
emblem because of the beast’s tenacity and ability
to hold on and fight desperately to the end.

The spirit of the Bulldog has been evident since
the name was selected 110 years ago. It’s not
unique, though, as at least 16 NCAA schools have
adopted the beloved “Bulldog.”

Last Time Out

The Bulldogs outhit Drury 7-5 in
Game 1 then 11-7 in the nightcap but
stranded 14 runners combined in the
doubleheader. Lydia Fieste scored the
lone run in the 2-1 loss, leading off the
bottom of the seventh with a dou-
ble, then scoring when Nina Fenasci
reached on an error. Cassie Smith,
Emily Wood, and Fenasci all crossed
the plate in the 4-3 Game 2 loss with
Wood’s two-run home run, her sixth
in 2025, scoring Smith and giving the
Purple and White a 2-1 lead after one.

Smith continued her torrid hitting
leading off Game 1 against Southwest
Baptist with a single, advancing to
second on an error, and scoring on
a Fenasci RBI single. Michaela Goad
and Kyleia Salyars each had RBI in the
inning where the ‘Dogs scored three.
The scoreless second was the only
frame in which SBU kept Truman State
off the board. Kaylyn Jones extend-
ed her record to 10-6 with the win
working all five innings walking one
withnine strike outs. The senior hurler’s
101 Ks are a career high and the first
100 strikout season by a Bulldog since
Alyssa Hajduk in 2019.

Fenasci opened Game 2 with her
fifth career FI:ome run, the second of
the season, in a game where the GLVC
Player of the Week went 2-2 with two
runs scored, an RBI, and two walks.
Fieste clubbed her second round trip-
per of the year while Wood and Goad
each added doubles. Avareer Taylor
picked up the win after going four in
the start to finish the day with a 2-2
season record.

Looking Ahead

The Truman State Softball season
and push to the GLVC postseason tour-
nament starts to wind down with trip
to Ulndy April 19 followed by home
dates against Maryville (Mo.) April 26
and Missouri-St. Louis April 27.

Ron Ferrill was selected as the new Head Coach of the Truman State
University Softball program in August of 2022. Ferrill served the past
12 seasons at St. Ambrose (lowa) University where he compiled
record of 321-231-1.

Ron Ferrill's second season at the helm of the Bulldogs saw the squad
reach the 20-win mark for the first time in five years while also quali-
fying for their first GLVC postseason tournament in the 20s.

The Bulldogs finished the season with 23 victories, up six from year
one and finished .500 in conference play with a 13-13 record fo earn
the sixth seed in the tournament. The team swept seven doublehead-
ers with five coming during conference play. The Bulldogs also pushed
nationally-ranked Indianapolis at home, having leads in both games
of their doubleheader with the Greyhounds.

Cassie Smith and Emily Wood both earned all-GLVC honors with
Smith picking up a first-team choice as a utility player and Wood was
a second-team selection in the outfield. Wood garnered additional
attention as she was placed on the National Fastpitch Coaches Association “Watch List” for Division Il Player of the Year
accolades during the season and was selected as an all-region pick.

The team hit .273 with 69 doubles and 94 stolen bases. The 69 doubles tied for the fifth most in a Bulldog single-seo-
son and the 122 stolen base attempts cracked the top 10. Pitching, the Bulldogs improved on their ERA from a season
ago and their six saves were the second most in a single-season. Fielding-wise, the Bulldogs posted the eighth-best
single-season fielding percentage with a .968 mark.

In his first season in 2022, the Bulldogs showed a dramatic increase in wins under Coach Ferrill moving up from eight
the previous year to 17. They also improved by four conference wins. The team had doubleheader sweeps over Lincoln,
and Southwest Baptist and closed the season with a sweep over William Jewell on Senior Day.

The team went from 23 stolen bases in 2021 to 103 in 2022.

The pitching staff also improved with a 5.43 ERA and had 16 complete games up from only seven a season before.
McKenzie West earned second-team all-GLVC honors as a designated player. West hit .340 in 44 games with three home
runs and 23 runs batted in. Alex Beard led the team in hitting with a .347 average.

Ferrill won a national championship in his first two years of coaching collegiate softhall at Robert Morris University in
Springfbelt#,algi?gis. He led the Lady Eagles to a second place finish in 2009 and the USCAA Championship in 2010 with
a record of 38-12.

He moved fo St. Ambrose in 2011 and after his onl)i sub .500 season, guided the Bees to 25 or more victories in the
seven seasons leading up to the COVID pandemic of 2020. In 2013, Ferrill led the Bees to their first Midwest Collegiate
(I:)anerence (MCC) championship as they matched a school record with a 40-15 mark, he was named the MCC Coach of
the Year.

Ten players at St. Ambrose earned all-region honors under Coach Ferrill's tutelage and 41 players were selected to the
all-MCC team during his tenure. He also had the league’s freshman of the year in 2016.

In 2015, he began moonlighting as head coach at Assumption (lowa) High School in Davenport where his teams won

f(;ur state fitles, finished in the top three in the state tournament for seven consecutive years and had an overall record
of 293-36-1.

Ferrill is a graduate of Western lllinois University and a veteran serving in the United States Army. He is a native of
Dallas City, lllinois.
