SETTING THE STAGE SCOUTING TULANE

» Navy and Tulane will meet for the 21st time overall and
for the second time as conference foes when the two
square off on Saturday evening at Yulman Stadium
(30,000) in New Orleans. Kickoff is set for 7:00 PM (ET),
6:00 PM in New Orleans.

« Tulane leads the all-time series, 11-8-1, with Navy win-
ning the last two. Last year, the Mids struggled to move
the ball against a stout Tulane defense before pulling
away late and winning, 31-14. The Green Wave held
Navy to just 133 yards rushing on 54 carries.

+ The Green Wave head into Saturday’s contest with
a 1-1 record. Tulane lost its opener to a solid Wake
Forest squad on the road, 7-3, but bounced back to win
its home opener last Saturday, 66-21, over Southern.

* Tulane is similar to Navy in that both teams like to run
the football. In its first two games, the Green Wave have
rushed for 583 yards and thrown for 146.

* Tulane has had 11 different players carry the ball in its
first two games, with Dontrell Hilliard leading the way
(17-139, 3 TDs).

» Navy has lost four straight games in New Orleans. The
Mids’ last win at Tulane came on Nov. 5, 1994, when
they won 17-15 at the Superdome. Navy is 1-8-1 all-time
in New Orleans.

+ Quarterback Glen Cuiellette has completed 13 of his
25 pass attempts for 139 yards with one interception.
Terren Encalade has been his favorite receiver with five
catches for 24 yards.

* Navy is looking to start 3-0 in back-to-back seasons for
the first time since 1978 and ‘79. Last year, the Mids
started 4-0 before losing at Notre Dame.

+ The Tulane defense appears to be strong again this
year, giving up just 28 points in its first two games and
has caused four turnovers.

» Navy has won 18 consecutive games against unranked
opponents, which is the fourth-longest streak in the
country. Only Alabama (61), Clemson (41) and Ohio
State (21) have a longer winning streak.

« Niumatalolo is in his ninth year at the Naval Academy,
which ties him with George Welsh and Eddie Erdelatz
as the longest tenured coaches at the Naval Academy.

« Navy received eight voting points in this week’s Amway
/ USA Today Coaches Poll.

+ Saturday’s game will be televised nationally by the
American Sports Network and ESPN3 with Mike
Gleason, Derrick Lewis and Kathryn Pielech on the call.

» The Navy Football Tailgate Show on WNAV 1430 AM /
99.9 FM will air at 5:00 PM.

+ The Navy Football Pregame Show with Pete Medhurst,
Omar Nelson, Joe Miller and Tim Murray will get under-
way at 6:00 PM, followed by game action beginning at
7:00 PM on the Navy Radio Network.

NAVY’S GOAL LINE STAND HOLDS OFF UCONN

* (AP) - Senior Will Worth scored two touchdowns in
his debut as Navy’s starting quarterback and the
Midshipmen survived a hectic finish in a 28-24 victory
over UConn last Saturday.

» Worth bulled in from the 1-yard line with 3:08 remaining
after a 26-yard punt return gave Navy a first down at
the UConn 17.

» The Huskies then moved to the Navy 1 and took their
final timeout with 17 seconds left. Ron Johnson was
subsequently stuffed on a rush attempt, and the clock
ran out before UConn could run another play.

+ The Mids scored on their first two possessions and went
up 21-0 on a 2-yard fumble return by freshman Alohi
Gilman in the second quarter.

UConn answered with 24 straight points before Worth
scored the game’s final touchdown.

In addition to capably directing the triple option, Worth
ran for 44 yards, completed his first four passes and
finished 6 for 8 for 130 yards.

«+ Senior captains Daniel Gonzales and Toneo Gulley
switched their jersey numbers to #2 in honor of senior
quarterback Tago Smith, who was injured on the sec-
ond play of the second quarter in Navy’s season open-
ing win against Fordham.

« Over those 19 years, Navy has compiled a 137-87 record
(.612), won 10 Commander-In-Chief’s Trophies, gone to
12 bowl games and won six bowl games. Navy is 26-10
in Service Academy games with Niumatalolo on the
coaching staff (.722).

RUSHING TEAMS

+ Over the last 14 years, Navy has consistently been one
of the top rushing teams in the country, never finishing
lower than sixth.

The Mids kicked off the trend in 2002 when they finished
third in the country in rushing, averaging 270.8 yds/gm.
In 2003, Navy led the nation averaging a then school-
record 323.2 yds/gm.

In 2005, Navy led the country in rushing for the second
time in three years, averaging 318.7 yds/gm.

QUICK STRIKE OFFENSE

+ Five of Navy’s seven touchdown drives against Fordham
in the opener were scored in 90 seconds or less, while
four of the seven were 60 seconds or less.

+ Six of Navy’s 10 touchdowns this year have come in
under 2:00.

TOUGH IN THE RED ZONE

+ Last season, Navy finished #1 in the country in red zone
offense, scoring 55 out of 58 times (44 TDs and 11 field
goals).

Navy finished the 2006 campaign averaging a nation’s-
best and then school-record 327.0 yds/gm.

The Mids rushed for a school-record 348.8 yds/gm in
2007, becoming the first team in NCAA history to lead
the nation in rushing three-consecutive years.

Of the three times Navy failed to score in the red zone
last year, once the Mids took a knee (end of the game
at Tulsa), once Austin Grebe missed a field goal (Tulsa)
and Connecticut stopped a fourth down play in the final
minute when Navy was trying to run out the clock.

In 2008, Navy led the country in rushing for an unprec-
edented fourth-straight year, averaging 292.4 yds/gm.
The Mids finished #2 in the country in 2013, averaging
325.4 yards per game.

Navy finished #2 in the country in 2014, rushing for
338.1 yards per game. It was the best rushing average
by a Navy team since 2007 when that team rushed for a
school-record 348.8 yards per game.

In 2015, the Mids finished #2 in the country (tied with
Baylor), averaging 326.7 yards per game. It was the
third straight year that the Mids finished second in the
country in rushing. Georgia Southern, coached by cur-
rent Tulane coach Willie Fritz, finished first last year
averaging a whopping 363.0 yards per game.

Navy has already failed to score three times in the red
zone this year as the Mids were just 3-6 against UConn.
Navy was stopped on fourth-and-goal from the one, had
a field goal blocked and had a fumble returned for a
touchdown.

On the year, the Mids are 9-12 (.750) in the red zone,
with eight of those 12 (.667) resulting in touchdowns.
The Navy defense finished #12 in the nation in red zone
defense last fall, giving up just 28 scores in 38 red zone
opportunities (23 TDs, 5 field goals).

In 2016, the defense has been stout once again in the
red zone where it has given up just one touchdown
(.200) and three field goals in five opportunities (4-5,
.800).

After two games this year, Navy is averaging 331.0
yards per game on the ground.

GONZALES AND GULLEY NAMED 2016 TEAM
CAPTAINS

» Navy head football coach Ken Niumatalolo announced at
the annual Navy football banquet that senior slot back
Toneo Gulley and senior linebacker Daniel Gonzales
have been elected team captains for the 2016 football
season by their teammates.

“Being elected team captain at the Naval Academy
is one of the highest honors you can receive at an
institution that prides itself on producing great leaders,”
said Niumatalolo. “Toneo and Daniel are not only
outstanding football players, but they are great leaders
in the locker room and in Bancroft Hall and | have no
doubt that they will be great captains for us.”

Gulley has played in 35 of Navy’s 39 games over his
career, earning three varsity letters. He has been a key
player for the Mids not only on offense as a runner and
blocker, but on special teams as both a kick returner
and on kick coverage. Last year, he played in 12 of 13
games carrying the ball 12 times for 189 yards and three
touchdowns, while catching two passes for 30 yards.
He has been in on 14 tackles during his career and has
returned 12 kickoffs.

Gonzales has started 24 of Navy’s last 26 games
at linebacker and has recorded 151 career tackles,
including five tackles for a loss and four interceptions.
He has played great in Service Academy games,
contributing 38 tackles in four appearances. Last year,
Gonzales recorded 65 tackles, four tackles for a loss,
intercepted a pass and recovered a fumble for a Navy
team that finished 11-2 on the year.

RECEIVERS IN SCHOOL HISTORY

+ Senior wide receiver Jamir Tillman had a huge 2015
season for the Mids with 29 catches for 597 yards and
five touchdowns, including 14 catches for 402 yards
(28.7 yards per catch) and four touchdowns over the last
five games.

« Tillman was the first Navy player to catch a touchdown
pass in four consecutive games (SMU, Tulsa, Houston,
Army West Point) and was the first Navy player with
back-to-back 100-yard receiving games since 2005.

» Heis averaging 19.1 yards per catch over his career (57
catches for 1,091 yards), which is fifth best in program
history.

Aug. 30, 2008 — Shun White rushed for a school-record 348
yards and three touchdowns on just 19 carries to lead Navy
to a season-opening 41-13 victory over Towson.

Sept. 20, 2008 — Matt Harmon’s 24-yard field goal with 2:06
remaining gave Navy a 23-21 lead and Ross Pospisil's
interception two plays later put the game away, as the Mids
ralied for a thrilling 23-21 win against Rutgers.

Nov. 1, 2008 — Clint Sovie’s 42-yard fumble return for a
touchdown with 37 seconds left in regulation capped
a 20-point rally in the final 9:16 to send the game into
overtime. Quarterback Ricky Dobbs’ one-yard run in OT
gave Navy a miraculous 33-27 victory over Temple.

Sept. 26, 2009 — Navy celebrated the 50th anniversary of the
first game played at Navy-Marine Corps Memorial Stadium
by wearing replica 1959 jerseys against Western Kentucky.
Quarterback Ricky Dobbs rushed for 143 yards and four
touchdowns in the 38-22 victory.

Oct. 3, 2009 — Navy shut down the nation’s top rushing
offense, while Joe Buckley drilled three field goals, including
a 38-yarder in overtime, to lead Navy to a 16-13 victory over
Air Force in front of a sellout crowd of 37,820.

Nov. 14, 2009 — Ricky Dobbs rushed for a then Navy-Marine
Corps Memorial Stadium-record five touchdowns on 26
carries to help lead Navy to a 35-18 victory over Delaware.

Oct. 20, 2012 — Navy scored 10 points in the final 5:30 to come
from behind and shock Indiana, 31-30, on Homecoming.
Keenan Reynolds hit Matt Aiken with a touchdown pass
with 2:02 remaining to give Navy the lead and a Parrish
Gaines interception clinched the Mids’ first win over a BIG
TEN opponent at home since 1926.

Oct. 26, 2013 — One week after missing an extra-point against
Toledo in the second overtime, Nick Sloan booted a
30-yard field goal against Pitt as time expired to give Navy
a thrilling 24-21 come-from-behind victory.

Nov. 15, 2014 — Keenan Reynolds rushed for a career-high
277 yards and a stadium-record six touchdowns to lead
Navy to a 52-19 victory over Georgia Southern.

Sept. 19, 2015 — Keenan Reynolds ran for five touchdowns
and 142 yards as the Midshipmen dominated East Carolina
in their American Athletic Conference debut, 45-21.

Oct. 3, 2015 — Keenan Reynolds rushed for 183 yards to lead
Navy to a 33-11 rout of Air Force. It was Navy’s largest
margin of victory in the series since 1978.

Oct. 31, 2015 — Keenan Reynolds scored twice in the
fourth quarter to tie the collegiate mark for career rushing
touchdowns, while Navy had three 100-yard rushers
(Reynolds 117, Chris Swain 131, Dishan Romine 117) in a
29-17 victory over USF. It marked the first time in program
history that three players each rushed for 100 or more
yards in a game.

Plucked from the
stands at halftime, he wound up in a much different uniform.

+ From question mark to quarterback, Perry quickly became the buzz of college football.

+ (AP) Senior Will Worth scored two touchdowns in his debut as Navy’s starting quar-
terback and the Midshipmen survived a hectic finish in a 28-24 victory over UConn last
Saturday.

+ Navy found an unlikely replacement after starter Tago Smith was injured last Saturday,
with Perry running seven times for 30 yards in a 52-16 win over Fordham.

» Worth bulled in from the 1-yard line with 3:08 remaining after a 26-yard punt return gave
Navy a first down at the UConn 17.

+ Listed down on the depth chart, Perry had been sick most of the week. The freshman was
OK to play in the junior varsity game Friday.

+ Perry was sitting with his classmates when Smith went down with a knee injury in the
second quarter.

+ Perry made his debut with 38 seconds left in the third quarter. He later put together a 90-
yard drive in the fourth quarter that led to a field goal. He didn’t throw a pass.

+ Smith served for three years as a backup to record-setting quarterback Keenan Reynolds
before getting this chance to start.

+ Smith flawlessly ran Navy’s triple-option offense until he was hurt on a 22-yard run with
14:17 left in the half.

+ The Huskies then moved to the Navy 1 and took their final timeout with 17 seconds left.
Ron Johnson was subsequently stuffed on a rush attempt, and the clock ran out before
UConn could run another play.

The Mids scored on their first two possessions and went up 21-0 on a 2-yard fumble
return by freshman Alohi Gilman in the second quarter.

UConn answered with 24 straight points before Worth scored the game’s final touch-
down.

In addition to capably directing the triple option, Worth ran for 44 yards, completed his
first four passes and finished 6 for 8 for 130 yards.

Bryant Shirreffs completed 23 of 26 passes for the Huskies.
