TULANE GREEN WAVE WOMEN'S BASKETBALL NOTES

LISA STOCKTON BIO

In her 23rd season at the
helm of the Tulane women'’s
basketball  program, Lisa
Stockton embarks into her
third year in the American
Athletic  Conference  after
leaving Conference-USA the
winningest program (179 conf.
wins). Her career record of
534-259 as a collegiate head coach is good for a 67.0
winning percentage and she is 471-232 during her time
at Tulane, including a 211-131 mark in conference play.

During her tenure with the Green Wave, Stockton has
led her team to the postseason 17 times (11 NCAAs,
6 WNITs) and claimed Conference Coach of the Year
honors three times (Metro in 1995, C-USA in 2007 and
2010). In addition, Tulane has won C-USA regular sea-
son crown four times and the tournament title on five
occasions. In her first year in The American during the
2014-15 season, Stockton’s Wave went 22-11 and re-
ceived their first at-large bid to the NCAA Tournament
since 2003. Last season, the Wave tied its longest run in
the WNIT by reaching the third round.

Stockton has guided Tulane to 15, 20-plus win sea-
sons, including a school-record 27 wins in 1996-97 and
1999-2000. 24 different student-athletes have earned
all-conference honors 37 times, including 11 who re-

LAST TIME OUT

* Tulane’s five game win streak and 11-game
home win streak were both snapped courtesy
of No. 22 USF on Wednesday night by the final
of 62-53.

» The Wave held USF to season low points total
and second lowest shooting percentage (.375).

» Morgan & Vorpahl combined for 29 points on
12-0f-29 shooting from the field.

* Tulane only trailed by one at the half and

took a 29-26 lead in the first minute of the third
quarter before USF produced a game-changing
15-4 run.

* Tulane shot better from three (40.0%) than
from two (33.3%) and only reached the free-
throw line three times. USF also enjoyed a
34-18 points in the paint differential.

» Temple leads the all-time series, 4-1. The
Wave’s lone win came at home back on Feb. 7,
2015, via a 77-63 decision.

Just two days after being held scoreless for the
first time of her career at Middle Tennessee,
Morgan erupted for a career high 34 points on
a career best 14 made field goals at Vander-
bilt on Dec. 5. Morgan has since produced
eight straight games with double-digit points,
including three of 20+. In that span, Morgan
has averaged 19.3 ppg in which her three-point
shooting percentage (.444) has been higher
than her field goal percentage (.433). As a
result, the junior has made The American’s
Honor Roll list for four consecutive weeks.

VORPAHL HEATING UP

Vorpahl has recorded double-digit points in five
of the last six games, averaging 13.7 points

on 45.9 percent shooting. Along the way, the
senior achieved the following:

- Scored 9 of her final 15 points in the fourth
quarter in the win over NC State.

- Named to the Tulane Classic All-Tournament
Team after wins against Eastern Washington
and Auburn.

- Recorded her first double-double of the
season with 11 assists and 24 points vs Maine,
as the latter marked a season high.

- Became the 28th member of Tulane’s 1,000
career point club.

DOUBLE TROUBLE

When looking at the last six games in which
Tulane achieved a five-game win streak before
dropping a nine-point game to No. 22 USF, the
Wave have received big contributions from its
two preseason American All-Conference play-
ers in Morgan and Vorpahl. In fact, the duo are
responsible for 50.5% of the team’s scoring in
the last six games (191 points out of 378).

According to NCAA RPI rankings, Tulane sat
at No. 106 as of Dec. 12. After a season high
five-game win streak and notable wins over NC
State and Auburn, the Green Wave jumped all
the way up to No. 35, before dropping down to
No. 43 after suffering a nine-point loss to No.
22 USF.

The Olive and Blue continue their gauntlet of
facing six straight RPI Top-100 teams, squaring
off with No. 54 Temple and No. 60 SMU, in
their next two games.

In addition, as of the Jan. 3 ESPN Bracketology
- Tulane is in the Big Dance as a No. 10 seed.

_FEATS AGAINSTNO, 22 USF
Tulane held No. 22 USF to a season low
in points (62) and second lowest shooting
percentage (.375). The Wave also held USF
leading scorer Kitija Laksa, who averages 21.1
ppg, to 12 points, including just three in the
second half.

JREY-MENDOUS STRETCH
After knocking down five treys at ECU and
eight vs No. 22 USF, Tulane’s 6.5 three-point-
ers per game in league play ranks first in the
conference, while their .342 three-point shoot-
ing percentage ranks third.

Tulane has been heating up from beyond the
arc as of late, connecting on at least seven
made three-pointers in four of their past six
games, including a season high of 10 vs N.C.
State.

In fact, in the last six games, Tulane jumped its
made three-pointer average from 5.2 to 6.0 and
its three-point shooting percentage from .311

to .333.

Kolby Morgan has played a major role in the
three-point surge. The junior has averaged 3.0
made three’s in the last six games, connecting
on 45.0 percent of her shots from beyond the
arc. She has since raised her three-point shoot-
ing percentage from .348 to .395, which ranks
fourth in The American and 74th in the nation.
Meanwhile, Morgan’s made three-pointers
average has increased from 1.8 to 2.3, which
also ranks fourth in the league.

AN EXCLUSIVE COMPANY
Senior point guard Leslie Vorpahl recently
became the 28th member of Tulane’s 1,000-ca-
reer point club, now sitting with 1,038 points.
On the assists side, Vorpahl currently ranks
fourth on the all-time list, chasing No. 3 Olivia
Grayson at 499.

If Vorpahl surpasses the 500 career assist
milestone, she would become just the second
player in program history to achieve 1,000
career points and 500 career assists. The lone
Tulane women'’s player to previously achieve
the feat ---> all-time Tulane assist leader Ash-
ley Langford (2005-09) with her 1,047 points &
722 assists.

MAGIC NUMBER

60 is the magic number for the Green Wave
thus far this season. Tulane is 10-1 when they
score at least 60 points in a game, otherwise
they are 0-4.

LIFE ON THE ROAD

The month of January will see the Green Wave
be hardened by battles away from home, as
five of Tulane’s seven league games in Janu-
ary are on the road: Temple. SMU, UConn,
Cincinnati and Houston - with two home games
sprinkled in between: Houston and Tulsa.

On the flip side - five of the Wave’s seven
games in February will be competed at home in
New Orleans.

HOME SWEET HOME

A year after tying the program record for most
wins inside Avron B. Fogelman Arena in the
Devlin Fieldhouse (14), the Green Wave are
back at it again, starting the season off 7-0 at
home before dropping their first contest on Jan.
4 to No. 22 USF, 62-53. The loss also snapped
the Wave’s 11-game home win streak that
dated back to last season, marking the longest
win streak at home since 2003.

The Olive and Blue are averaging 70.5 ppg at
home, with a +10.5 scoring margin. The Wave
are also shooting 47.3 percent from the field
and 38.2 percent from three-point range. Indi-
vidually, Morgan & Vorpahl are averaging 20.9
ppg and 12.5 ppg at home, respectively.

_BEST DEFENSIVE SHOWING
On New Year’s Eve, Tulane held East Carolina
to opponent season lows in points (45) and
field goal percentage (.293). The Wave out-
scored ECU 15-4 in the second quarter, hold-
ing the Pirates to just one field goal at 7:19 on
the clock, and scoreless for the last 4:50 of the
half. The Wave defense continued to smother
ECU in the third, holding them to without a field
goal for the final 5:34 of the quarter.

MAKING HER ‘POINT’ AT GUARD
Vorpahl is averaging 6.9 assists per game,
which ranks 15th in the nation and 2nd in the
AAC. Furthermore, Vorpahl’s 103 total assists
ranks 7th in the country.

Vorpahl made history in the season opening
win over Grambling on Nov. 12, setting a new
single-game program record of 15 assists. Ash-
ley Langford previously held the top mark with
14 assists set back in both 2006 and 2007.

Vorpahl, who has since dished out 12 assists
at Vanderbilt on Dec. 5 and 11 assists vs
Maine on Dec. 28, is now up to seven double-
digit assist games in her career.

Last season, Vorpahl averaged 5.4 assists per
game which ranked 35th in the nation and fifth
all-time at Tulane.

_ABENCHMARK FOR SUCCESS
Through the first half of the season, Tulane has
received a much needed boost from its bench
in several key instances.

Sophomore Tene Thompson recorded a career
day in the Wave’s 61-59 win over Auburn,
producing highs in points (9), made field goals
(4) and minutes (22).

Junior Caylah Cruickshank provided the spark
in the 63-58 win over NC State. Cruickshank
tied her career high of eight points, all of which
came in the fourth quarter, including two clutch
three-pointers. It did not mark the first time
Cruickshank provided a lift off the bench, as
the junior first tallied her career high of eight
points in the 75-66 UTSA win back on Nov. 27.

Speaking of bench play, senior Shakira Hard-
ing has twice scored all of her points in the
second half to lend a boost to Tulane. First,
Harding tallied seven of her points in the final
quarter at UTSA, before chipping in eight
points in the second half vs Maine. In addition,
Harding previously recorded a career day vs
Southern Miss, scoring 16 points on 5-of-7
shooting, including a 3-for-4 showing from
three-point range, as all three statistics marked
career highs.

Most recently, at East Carolina on Dec. 31,
Tulane’s bench outscored the Pirate bench
23-6, as Kayla Manuirirangi knocked down two
three’s in the final 3:30 of the game to seal the
61-45 road win.
