PUTTING THE FREE BACK IN THE FREE THROWS

After the team’s loss to Providence in Destin, Florida, the Tigers ranked 346th of 347
teams in free throw percentage, hitting 55.9 (66-0f-118) percent of their free tries - only
Texas State’s 53.9 free throw percentage was worse. Since then, however, the Tigers
have shot under 65 percent just twice, and over 70 percent five times, including four
times over the last five games. Over the last nine games, the team'’s free throw percent-
age has been a stellar 75.2 percent (182-0f-242), raising the team percentage 113 points
to 67.2 percent, climbing 115 places in the NCAA charts during the span. Even more
impressively, starting with the Oklahoma game (where Memphis went 28-0f-32 on free
tries), the team is shooting 77.5 percent (100-of-129) from the charity stripe over the last
five games. 7-12

Memphis’ 35 assists against McNeese State are not only the second-most in program
history, it is the second-highest total in the NCAA this season.

The Memphis Tigers have signed three incoming players for the 2017-18 season,
Jamal Johnson, David Nickelberry, and Victor Enoh.

Johnson, a 6-4, 188-pound Birmingham, Alabama native, is ranked No. 111 by
Rivals.com, No. 151 by 247sports, and is the No. 8 combo guard in the country by
247sports.com. He averaged 18.1 points, 7.1 rebounds, and 4.3 assists per game
as a junior for Spain Park High School, and helped his squad reach the Alabama
Class 7A state semifinals. He was named Second Team All-State after his junior sea-
son.

Nickelberry, a 6-7, 210-pound guard/forward is a native of Orlando, Florida. He
was named Preseason All-State earlier this month, and is ranked No. 140 by Rivals
and No. 162 by 247sports. He averaged 16.4 points, 7.9 rebounds, 4.8 assists, and
3.1 steals per game last season, helping Windermere Prep to the Class 3A State
Championship.

Enoh, a native of Nigeria, is a 6-8, 240-pound forward who is playing for Green-
forest Christian High School in Decatur, Georgia. He is a three-star recruit and the
42nd rated power forward prospect by ESPN.com. He averaged eight points and 6.9
rebounds per game, while shooting 48 percent from the field to go with 28 blocked
shots last season.

OLDER, YOUNGER BROTHER

Memphis has brothers on the team - K.J. and Dedric Lawson. In a strange twist of
irony, the elder of the two brothers, K.J., is a freshman, where the younger of the
brothers, Dedric, is a year ahead of his brother academically. Out of high school,
Dedric, who is a year younger than K.J., reclassified so each would play at Memphis
the same season. However, K.J. got hurt after playing just 10 games, and got a red-
shirt for the season, thus, K.J. the elder brother is still a freshman, where Dedric, the
younger brother, is a sophomore.

PRESEASON AWARD HISTORY

For the first time since 2007-08, the Memphis Tigers have had a preseason Con-
ference Player of the Year, when Dedric Lawson was given the preseason honor at
the conference media day. The last time that a Memphis student-athlete was named
preseason Player of the Year in 2007-08 when Chris Douglas-Roberts earned the
honor from Conference USA.

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MEMPHIS HEAD COACH TUBBY SMITH

Legendary basketball coach Tubby Smith, who
guided the University of Kentucky to the 1998
NCAA title, is the 18th head coach in the storied
history of the University of Memphis (UofM) basket-
ball program.

Smith, who has a 568-280 current career record
as head coach at Texas Tech, Tulsa, Georgia, Ken-
tucky, Minnesota, and Memphis, is a three-time Na-
tional Coach of the Year, and in 2016, was named
The Sporting News National Coach of the Year,
Big 12 Conference Coach of the Year, and John
Wooden Legends of Coaching recipient. Since be-
ing named head coach at Memphis, Smith has also
been the recipient of the Mannie Jackson Human
Spirit Award. During a 10-year span between his
tenures with three different programs (Tulsa, Geor-
gia, and Kentucky), he advanced his team to the
NCAA Tournament Sweet 16 or beyond eight times.

“A historic hire for the University of Memphis,”
said President M. David Rudd of Coach Tubby
Smith. “He is the most accomplished coach the
UofM has ever hired. For the University of Memphis
and our basketball program, Tubby Smith is simply
the right guy at the right time.”

Memphis Athletics Director Tom Bowen said
“Tubby Smith is one of the finest collegiate basket-
ball coaches and is a man of tremendous charac-
ter. Nationally, he is highly respected as a leader of
young men and as a teacher of the game. | am hon-
ored that Coach Smith has agreed to become the
next head men’s basketball coach at the University
of Memphis.”

Smith has led teams to one National Champion-
ship, four NCAA Tournament Elite Eight appearanc-
es, nine NCAA Tournament Sweet 16 appearanc-
es (a 30-16 record in NCAA Tournament games),
and 17 overall NCAA Tournament berths. He has
coached nine NBA draft picks and 19 former play-
ers have gone on to play in the NBA.

Prior to UofM, Smith served as head coach at
Texas Tech for three seasons. During his time there,
the team improved from 11-20 in 2012-13 (the year
before Smith took control of the program), to 19-13
in 2015-16, and earned the program’s first NCAA
Tournament berth since 2004-05.

In 2015-16, Texas Tech made the program’s
first NCAA Tournament appearance since 2004-
05, finishing with a record of 19-13. For his efforts
in turning around the program — which included a
9-9 mark in a strong Big 12 Conference — he was
named the Big 12 Coach of the Year, in addition to
being named The Sporting News National Coach of
the Year.

As an assistant and head coach, he has been a
part of 758 collegiate wins and 23 trips to the NCAA
Tournament since he began his collegiate coaching
career as an assistant at Virginia. Commonwealth
(VCU) in 1979.

Following the 1990-91 season as an assistant
coach with the Kentucky Wildcats, he earned his
first head coaching position in 1991-92 with the Tul-
sa Golden Hurricane. At Tulsa, he went 79-43 over
his four seasons, including back-to-back NCAA
Tournament Sweet 16 appearances — the Golden
Hurricane’s first NCAA berths since 1986-87.

Smith continued his run of NCAA Tournament
Sweet 16 appearances in his first season at Geor-
gia, where he was named head coach starting with
the 1995-96 season. He guided the Bulldogs to a
21-10 record in his first season, including the pro-
gram’s first NCAA Tournament win since the 1984-
85 season and the longest tournament run for
Georgia since 1982-83.

After the 1996-97 season, he was tabbed as
the head coach at Kentucky. He took the reins of
a program that had just seven players returning
from an NCAA title game appearance the year be-
fore, and had the lowest preseason ranking for the
program since 1991. A No. 2 seed in the South
Region for the 1998 NCAA Tournament, the Wild-
cats won their first three games of the tournament
by double-digits, before beating third-ranked and
top-seeded Duke to advance to the Final Four. In
the national semifinal, his squad beat Stanford in
overtime, before topping Utah in the NCAA cham-
pionship game.

He has sent 19 players to the NBA during his
coaching career, including NBA Champions Rajon
Rondo, Tayshaun Prince, and Shandon Anderson,
as well as Jodie Meeks, Chuck Hayes, Nazr Mo-
hammed, Scott Padgett, Jamaal Magloire, Kelenna
Azubuike, and Keith Bogans. Nine of the players
that he sent to the NBA heard their names called
on draft day, as Rondo, Magloire, Mohammed,
Padgett, and Prince were each first-round
draft picks. Prince was also a member of the
United States basketball team that won the
Gold Medal at the 2008 Summer Olympics in
Beijing, China.

He earned an Olympic Gold Medal as
an assistant coach at the 2000 Sydney Olym-
pic Games as a member of the United States
men’s basketball coaching staff, working with
Olympic team head coach Rudy
Tomjanovich. Team USA posted
a perfect 8-0 record.

A native of Scotland,
Maryland, Smith is the sixth
of 17 children of Guffrie and
Parthenia Smith. He has
been married to his wife,
Donna, and has three sons:
G.G. Smith, who is the head
coach at Loyola University in
Maryland; Saul Smith, who is
an assistant coach at Uof\M;
Brian Smith, an Ole Miss
graduate, who last season
worked as a physical educa-
tion teacher in Florida; and
a daughter Trisch Smith, an
Executive Vice President and
Managing Director for Edel-
man, a global communica-
tions marketing firm.

Smith is a 1973 graduate of High Point (N.C.)
College and was an all-conference performer as a
senior, finishing his career as the seventh all-time
leading scorer in program history. Smith, who
earned his degree in health and physical education,
was honored on Dec. 8, 2011, by his alma mater
with a banner bearing his name that currently hangs
from the rafters at the Millis Center. In May 2016, he
was named to the High Point University Athletics
Hall of Fame.
