e For the season, the Toronto, Ontario, Canada native
is averaging 14.6 points and 7.6 rebounds per game to
lead the Tigers.

e Against Temple, redshirt-junior Breigha Wilder-
Cochran recorded her first career double-double with
11 points and 11 rebounds.

20-POINT GAMES FOR THE TIGERS

e Juniors Cheyenne Creighton and Brea EImore each
recorded over 20 points in the game against Southern
Illinois.

e |t was the first time this season that Memphis had a
player over the 20-point plateau.

e Creighton’s 22 points and Elmore’s 21 points were
both career-highs (both have since broken it).

e The last time that Memphis had two players score
20+ points was in the win against ECU on February
27, 2016.

e Taylor Barnes and Taylor Williams have both joined
the scoring party. Barnes scored 21 points against
Nicholls State and Williams scored 20 points against
Temple.

e Creighton has had six 20+-point performances this
season with the most recent coming against Cincinnati
on Feb. 18. Elmore had her third 20+-point in the win
over UCF on Jan. 28.

BARNES TAKES ADVANTAGE OF FREEBIES
e Freshman guard Taylor Barnes went 13-for-15 from
the charity stripe against Nicholls State, making that
the second highest total of made free throws in a
game by a freshman in UM history. Sixteen FT is the
all-time high by any player.

¢ Barnes finished with a career-high 21 points and
ended the game making 7-for-8 from the line in the
final minute.

e The 13 made free throws was one shy of tying the
American record set by Alexis Durley and Marche’
Amerson.

e Against UCF on Jan. 28, Barnes went a perfect 10-
for-10 from the free throw line which marked the first
time a Memphis freshman had ever hit that mark.
Others had been perfect from the line, but not with
10 attempts.

EXPERIENCE IN A MEMPHIS UNIFORM

e The game against Northwestern State was the
100th time that senior Taylor Williams will put on a
Memphis uniform.

e Williams has started in 64 of the 121 games she has
played to date.

* As a senior, Williams ranks third on the team in
scoring with 11.5 points per game.

e Against Tulane on February 9, Williams came up
clutch with a three-pointer with 25 seconds to play,
putting the Tigers up five over Tulane. It was the first
win over Tulane on the road since 2008.

¢ Breigha Wilder-Cochran also adds a significant
amount of experience for Memphis.

ELMA ROANE FIELDHOUSE

An intimidating arena for opponents of the
University of Memphis volleyball and women’s bas-
ketball teams, the Elma Roane Fieldhouse serves as
the home for the Tigers in the heart of the University
of Memphis campus. The arena is often packed with
Tigers fans and gets loud, providing Memphis with a
great homecourt advantage where the Tigers hold a
369-172 record since 1977-78.

The Fieldhouse is named after former women’s
athletic director Elma Neal Roane. A pioneer for wom-
en’s athletics at Memphis and in the Mid-South, Roane
attended games until her passing in 2011.

Having finished the second phase of a renovation
plan that began in 2011, the Fieldhouse now provides
state-of-the-art athletic training and strength and
conditioning facilities. The first phase of renovations
included improvements to the locker room areas for
both volleyball and women'’s basketball, a new stu-
dent-athlete lounge, a new doctor’s examination area
and a coaches’ meeting room and locker area. Head
coach Melissa McFerrin played a key role in the $4 mil-
lion renovation project that was completed in 2013.

One part of the second renovation phase was
converting what used to be racquetball courts in the
Elma Roane Fieldhouse into a strength and condition-
ing area. The lower level is now home to five PowerLift
Power Racks, leg extension and leg curl machines and
an assortment of new Iron Grip dumbbells, ranging
from five to 80 pounds. The strength and conditioning
equipment came to the Tigers courtesy of a gift from
the Helen and Jabie Hardin Charitable Trust.

Above the weight area are two new cardio fitness
platforms. One platform houses six new Woodway
4Front Treadmills, while another consists of a four-
lane, indoor track to work on sprints.

Adjacent to the strength and conditioning area is
an athletic training facility. The Tigers can get prepped
for games on the Proteam by Hausmann Taping Station
and can receive treatment on any of the five Proteam
training tables, one of which — a Hausmann high/
low table — can also serve as a massage table. The
Tigers also have a new Chattanooga Vectra Genisys
Electrotherapy System to aid in treatments.

Recoveries from injuries also will be aided by the
addition of a HydroWorx PolarPlunge pool, which
keeps water at a 55-degree temperature to control
joint inflammation and enhance muscle recovery.
Previously, the Tigers had to stagger ice baths among
three stainless steel tubs, but the PolarPlunge pool will
enable more student-athletes to get into their recov-
ery plans quicker after workouts and games.

A second HydroWorx pool added to the athletic
training area is an aquatic therapy pool, which has an
underwater treadmill. The aquatic therapy pool assists
student-athletes in a low-impact exercise environment
that increases range of motion and improves muscle
strength with strategically-placed, high-powered wa-
ter jets which can be used for resistance training and
deep-tissue massage. Previously, Tigers needing to use
an underwater treadmill had to utilize the one at the
Murphy Athletic Complex on the Park Avenue campus
