Jay Uhlman was named the 25th head coach of the Tulane 
Baseball Program on June 7, 2022. Uhlman was awarded the 
Skipper position after three seasons where he filled the jobs of 
assistant coach, recruiting coordinator and interim head coach.

A veteran with over 25 years of experience in four different 
conferences including the PAC12, BIG12, AAC and the WAC.

During his time at the helm of the program he posted a 3-4 
record with a trip to the semifinal game at the AAC Tournament 
in Clearwater, Florida. 

Uhlman’s 2022 recruiting class was ranked 25th by D1baseball. 
He is also responsible for the 2020-2021 class ranked 25th by 
Perfect Game, the highest ranked class at Tulane since 2003, 
36th by Collegiate Baseball. As well as laying claim to a few 
notable names in the 2019-2020 class, Tyler Hoffman, Lane 
Thomas and, 2022 Golden Glove finalist, Jared Hart.

Uhlman has spent time coaching in the junior college ranks 
while also having stints in the Western Athletic Conference, Pac 
12, Big 12 conferences before settling into the AAC. During his 
career, Uhlman has coached and recruited 115 all-conference 
honorees, 37 All-Americans, eight league players of the year, 25 
big leagers and 13 USA Collegiate National Team alums. 

Uhlman made the move to the Big Easy in July of 2019. In his 
first season on the Green Wave staff, Uhlman helped guide 
Tulane to a 15-2 mark during the 2020 campaign – Tulane’s 
best start to a season since 1972. Tulane’s 15 wins at the end of 
the shortened season were tied for the most in the American 
Athletic Conference. In addition, Tulane had five players with a 
batting average of .300-or-better. 

Uhlman arrived at Tulane after spending the previous nine 
seasons as a member of the University of Oregon staff where he 
was the associate head coach for the last three seasons. During 
his time Eugiene the Ducks accumulated 328 wins, with 136 
coming over Pac 12 opponents, to post a .606 overall winning 
percentage.

During his tenur with the Ducks, Uhlman was a part of a program 
that won 60 percent of their games, including a three-year 
stretch with 40-plus victories from 2012-14. In 2013, Oregon 
won a program-record 48 games and finished second in the 
league with a 22-8 record, as the Ducks qualified for the NCAA 
Tournament for four consecutive years, twice being selected as 
an overall national seed and hosting an NCAA Super Regional 
in 2012.

In six of his nine seasons with Oregon, Uhlman’s classes were 
consistently ranked in the top 40 by Perfect Game, including 
bringing in a host of players that went on to earn All-America 
and All-Pac 12 honors. During that time Oregon had a player 
named as a finalist for the NCBWA Stopper of the Year three 
times, two semifinalists for the Dick Howser Trophy and three 
semifinalists for the Golden Spikes Award.

55 of Uhlman’s Oregon players went on to play professionally, 
with two being first round picks in the MLB Draft. 11 of those  
have gone on to play in the majors.

For one season in 2011, Uhlman served as the assistant coach 
and recruiting coordinator at the University of Kansas, helping 
pull in a class that Perfect Game ranked 32nd nationally. He 
served as the Jayhawks’ hitting coach and worked on the 
offense, as four players earned All-Big 12 honors and six were 
Big 12 All-Academic picks and six were drafted one went on to 
reach the big leagues. 

Uhlman began his tenure at Oregon in the summer of 2009, 
when he served as the Ducks’ volunteer assistant coach, working 
with the hitters and organized on-campus recruiting efforts. In 
the program’s second year as a varsity sport after being dormant 
for 28 years, Oregon tied the NCAA record for turnaround wins 
in a season, going from 14 in that first year back in 2009, to 40 in 
2010. Oregon also went from winning four games in conference 
to 13, qualifying for the NCAA Storrs Regional at UConn.

In 2001 Uhlman returned to Nevada, his alma mater, as an 
assistant. He sereved as the hitting and infield coach, while 
assistanting with recruiting efforts. Nevada qualified for the WAC 
Tournament for four straight years, from 2006-2009, finishing 
second in the league three times.

Forty-two Wolf Pack players were All-WAC selections, with three 
players earning WAC Freshman of the Year honors and two 
player earning WAC Player of the Year honors. During his stint, 
41 players went on to play professionally, with 12 receiving the 
call from a major league club.
 
Uhlman finsihed his degree from Nevada in 1998, while serving 
as a graduate assistant for the Wolf Pack. He then moved on to 
be an assistant coach at L.A. Harbor Junior College. In 1999 he 
became the head coach for two seasons at LAHC, eventually 
finishing with an overall record of 61-22-2 and 35-15 in the 
South Coast Conference.

In 2001 Uhlman’s Seahawks went 33-6-1 on the season and 20-4 
in the SCC to claim the league and regional championship, as he 
was named the conference’s coach of the year. 24 total players 
were named All-SCC, including having the conference pitcher of 
the year among six All-California Community College Athletic 
Association picks and two All-Americans.

An All-CIF performer at Redondo Union High School, Uhlman 
culminated his prep career by being drafted by the Toronto Blue 
Jays. Uhlman moved on to LAHC where he was a two-time all-
conference and All-Southern California shortstop.

He then finished his collegiate career playing at Nevada in 1995 
and 1997. Uhlman was an honorable mention All-Big West 
Conference selection as a shortstop in 1997. The Wolf Pack led 
the NCAA in double plays and double plays per game during 
Uhlman’s senior season advancing to the Lubbock Regional 
before the NCAA tournament expanded to 64 teams.

ANTHONY IZZIO

Anthony Izzio returned to Uptown in the summer of 2022 after 
two seasons away. He serves as the pitching coach and recruiting 
coordinator.

The Green Wave boasted a 15-2 overall record prior to the season being 
called with standout performances from outfielder Ty Johnson (.362 
batting avg, nine extra base hits) and Hudson Haskin (.333 batting 
average, team-high six doubles) helping pace Tulane at the plate. 
Haskin would go on to become the highest drafted outfielder in Tulane 
baseball history after being taken in the second round of the 2020 MLB 
Draft by the Baltimore Orioles.
 
In-between his two Tulane stints Izzio spent two seasons as the pitching 
coach at Charleston Southern University. Izzio was responsible for 
recruiting and shaping only the second Freshman All-American in 
program history (Nick Rodriguez). The Buc’s ended the 2022 season on 
a 3-2 loss to Campbell in the Big South Championship Game. This was 
the first Big South Championship Berth in over 20 years. 

Prior to his time at Tulane, Izzio served three seasons as the pitching 
coach and recruiting coordinator at Pearl River Community College in 
Poplarville, Mississippi.
 
During his time with the Wildcats, Izzio helped PRCC earn three 
consecutive National Junior College Athletic Association D-II regional 
appearances, with an appearance in the NJCAA D-II World Series in 
2019. PRCC won 107 total games over that timeframe - 28 games in his 
first season, 38 in his second season and 41 last year.

Perfect Game recognized Izzio and PRCC’s recruiting classes as one 

of the 10 best in the country in each of his three seasons with 11 
Wildcats have gone on to sign with NCAA Division I institutions. 2019 
was a banner year for PRCC, setting a school record for wins, while also 
earning the No. 1 overall seed for the NJCAA World Series.
 Before moving to PRCC, Izzio spent two seasons as the pitching coach 
and recruiting coordinator at East Mississippi Community College in 
Scooba, Mississippi. 

In five years at the Junior college level Izzio assisted in turning 37 
players over to D1 universities, six former athletes from his two years at 
EMCC and 31 from his three years at Pearl River. 
 
Upon earning his degree at the University of South Alabama, Izzio 
spent a season as the pitching coach at Spanish Fort High School in 
Alabama where he helped the Toros win 39 games during the season 
and capture the Class 5A state championship in 2014. That team also 
finished 11th according to the MaxPreps Xcellent 50 rankings.

Izzio pitched for South Alabama from 2012-13 posting an 8-1 record in 
20 total appearances over two seasons with the Jaguars. He boasted 
a 3.41 ERA in those two seasons, striking out 67 and walking 23. In his 
senior year the Jaguars won 43 games and earned a share of the Sun 
Belt Conference Regular Season Championship, securing at at-large bid 
to the NCAA Starkville Regional.

Prior to his time at South Alabama, he opened up his collegiate career 
at Mississippi Gulf Coast Community College where he recorded an 
11-7 record on the mound with 128 strikeouts and 39 walks. He earned 
First Team All-MACJC honors as a sophomore following a 7-4 record.

JUSTIN BRIDGMAN

Bridgman comes to Tulane after spending two years as the volunteer 
assistant coach at Cal Poly. He worked primarily with position players 
and hitters, he also coached first base. Bridgman has three years of 
coaching experience between the PAC12 and the Big West. He sports 
a 78-31 record and an overall win percentage of .716. Bridgman picked 
up 43 Big West wins during his two years at Cal Poly. 
 
Prior to his time with the Mustangs, he served as a graduate assistant 
coach at Arizona in the spring of 2020 following a four-year playing 
career at Nevada and two seasons in the Minor Leagues.  
 
A graduate of Damonte Ranch High School in Reno, Nevada, Bridgman 
became a starter as a true freshman at Nevada and appeared in 203 
games for the Wolf Pack, hitting .311 with 33 doubles and 75 RBIs with 
33 steals. He was primarily a second baseman early in his career with 
the Wolf Pack before becoming a shortstop as a junior and senior. Being 
named to the All-Mountain West Tournament Team as a junior after 
hitting .351 and earning second-team All-Mountain West Conference 
honors as a senior with a .313 average.

 
In the summer of 2017 Bridgman was drafted by the Tampa Bay Rays 
in the 28th round as the 829 overall pick. He played for four teams in 
the minors -- Princeton, Hudson Valley, Charlotte and Bowling Green, 
hitting .281 with 11 doubles and 34 RBIs in 100 games. Bridgman collect 
two championships with Bowling Green and  Hudson  Valley.
 
After his playing career ended, Bridgman served as a broadcaster for 
Reno Aces games in 2019 before he was hired to serve as Arizona’s 
graduate coach for the 2020 season, which was cut short due to the 
COVID-19 pandemic. 
 
Bridgman earned his bachelors in economic from Nevada in 2017 and 
his masters from Arizona in 2020.

THOMAS BRITTLE

Brittle joined the Green Wave baseball staff in the summer of 2022. He serves 
as the volunteer assistant for the Green Wave and will coach the catchers, while 
also assisting with hitters and baserunning. In addition, he will be the Camp 
Coordinator for Tulane Baseball Camps. 

Brittle comes to Uptown by way of Charleston Southern where he spent one 
season (2021-2022). Brittle helped lead the Bucs to a runner-up finish for the 
Big South Championship and an automatic big to an NCAA Regional. In his lone 
season in Charleston Brittle was the primary outfielders coach and assisted with 
the hitters and baserunning. In addition to his on-field duties he also held the 
title of Camp Coordinator. 
 
 Before joining the CSU staff, Brittle spent two seasons as a graduate manager 
at Clemson while obtaining his master’s degree. During his time on Monte Lee’s 
staff, Brittle worked with the Tiger hitters on a regular basis while also creating 
scouting reports on opposing pitchers. Brittle assisted the coaching staff during 
games and provided insight for in-game strategy, while also keeping track of 
hitting charts during games. Clemson won 39 games during Brittle’s two seasons 
as a graduate manager, including 14 in the shortened 2020 season. 

Prior to his time on the staff at Clemson, Brittle spent three seasons at St. 
John’s Christian Academy in Moncks Corner, South Carolina, where he was the 
head varsity baseball coach. Brittle led the instruction for infield and outfield 
fundamentals, ran all hitting instruction and called pitches in-game for the 
Cavaliers. He was also the first base coach and ran the offense during games. St. 
John’s Christian Academy reached the SCISA State Semifinals in 2019, earning 

Brittle a coaching spot in that year’s SCISA Class A-AA All-Star Game. 
 
In addition to his baseball coaching duties at St. John’s Christian Academy, Brittle 
served as the school’s athletic director. Brittle oversaw scheduling all athletic 
events, arranging student-athlete transportation for events, and managing the 
athletic budget. During his time as athletic director, he ran a summer weight 
training program for student-athletes. He coordinated the hiring and training of 
all coaches for the Cavaliers, while also preparing all facilities for events. Brittle 
also organized fundraisers to generate athletic department funds. 
 
Brittle played in 199 games during his collegiate career, which was split between 
the College of Charleston (2009-10) and Clemson (2011-13). Brittle appeared 
in 76 games at the College of Charleston, posting a .276 average for a Cougar 
program that went 79-41 with an NCAA Tournament appearance during that 
span. Brittle transferred to Clemson following the 2010 season and started 
117 games for the Tigers in the outfield, hitting .282 with 27 extra-base hits, 62 
runs batted in and 34 stolen bases. He earned Second Team All-ACC honors in 
2012, was an ACC All-Academic selection in 2012 and 2013 and was named the 
ACC’s best defensive outfielder by Baseball America in 2013. Clemson was 75-50 
during his two seasons patrolling the outfield, making the NCAA Tournament in 
both seasons. 

Brittle earned his bachelor’s degree in parks, recreation and tourism management 
in May 2013 and his master’s degree in athletic leadership in May 2021 from 
Clemson.
