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How do collegiate bowling tournaments work?
College bowling tournaments take place over three days. Each day, a team 
plays a series of matches. 

Each team will go head - to - head against another team for one match. In 
each match, five games will be played. Each game consists of ten frames. 

The first day of competition, bowlers will compete in five baker matches. In 
baker matches, five members of a team will take turns bowling frames, with 
each member bowling two. So, the first athlete will bowl frames 1 and 6, the 
second will bowl 2 and 7, the third 3 and 8, and so forth. Whichever team 
knocks down the most pins by the end of the games will win the match. 

Day two consists of traditional matches. In traditional matches, each bowler 
bowls ten frames, then the total of each teams’ combined bowlers are com-
pared. The highest score wins the match. 

On day three, the teams will compete in a bracket to determine the tourna-
ment winner, with the counts of pins from the previous days determining a 
teams’ bracket ranking. They will then compete in three baker matches, with 
each match going to whoever wins four games out of seven.

Colonial Lanes is a Harahan 
staple and has been a part 
of the greater New Orleans 
community since 1963. 
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In 1718, the Sieurs d’Iberville and de 
Bienville founded a port city near 
the juncture of the Mississippi River 
and the Gulf of Mexico. The city was 
named La Nouvelle Orleans after 
Philippe, Duc d’Orleans, and centered 
around the Place d’Armes (Jackson 
Square). The area was then confined 
to what is now known as the French 
Quarter (Vieux Carre). 			 
The society who first inhabited the 
area was French in origin. However, 
in 1762, Louis XIV gave Louisiana to 
his Spanish cousin, King Charles III. 
Before the end of a short Spanish 
reign, the French Quarter suffered 
significant structural damage due to 
a fire that destroyed the city. Much 
of the original French architecture 
was replaced by Spanish styles. Soon 
thereafter, Louisiana was ceded 
back to France and was finally sold 
by Napoleon Bonaparte to the United 
States as part of the Louisiana 
Purchase in 1803.	

Since its infancy and through the 
ownership of three different nations, 
New Orleans has evolved into one of 
the most unique cities in the world. A 
mix of European, African, Caribbean 
and American influences, the Big 
Easy has its own atmosphere.

Everything from the music to the 
architecture to the food is a delight to 
the senses.

When most people think of New 
Orleans, the first thing that comes 
to mind is the world famous French 
Quarter, known to the natives as 
the Vieux Carré (the old square). An 
amalgamation of stunning French 
and Spanish architecture, the 
Quarter is a natural gathering place 
for residents and visitors alike. And 
with a wide variety of restaurants, 
shops and entertainment, anyone 
who doesn’t enjoy a trip to the Vieux 
Carré simply isn’t trying.

Just to the west of the French Quarter 
is the Garden District.

New Orleans’ line-up of sporting 
events and sports venues is sure to 
liven up to every fan’s expectations. 
The city is home to several sports 
teams showcasing premier events 
in football, basketball, baseball and 
soccer including the Saints, Pelicans, 
Baby Cakes and the Jesters. The 
state of Louisiana, “known as the 
“Sportsman’s Paradise,” is also 
renowned for its fishing and hunting 
hot spots. 

New Orleans recently hosted a 
succession of unprecedented 
sporting events making the Crescent
