Demers arrived in Birmingham in May 2017 following three successful seasons as an assistant coach at Iowa. In her first
season, UAB was picked to finish last in the preseason poll, however Demers orchestrated one of the best turnarounds in
the NCAA by guiding the Blazers to an 13-4-3 overall record, a {-2-1 mark in league play and a third-place finish - both the
highest since 2004. In her second season, she repeated with a third place finish in league play. The Blazers qualified for
the league tournament for the second straight season, marking UAB's first back-to-back berths in the C-USA Championship
since the 2008 and 2009 seasons.
