The UC Davis Athletic Hall of Fame was established in 1980 to provide special recognition
for outstanding accomplishment in intercollegiate athletics.

To be considered for the Hall of Fame, a participant must have competed with unusual
distinction in an intercollegiate sport for at least two seasons, achieved recognition at the confer-
ence, regional or preferably national levels, and achieved this accomplishment in @ manner the
exemplifies the UC Davis concept of a student-athlete.

Furthermore, a five-year period must elapse from the most recent participation in athletics
before a student-athlete becomes eligible for induction.

There are 25 men’s basketball players and coaches
enshrined in the UC Davis Athletic Hall of Fame.

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THE UNIVERSITY CREDIT UNION CENTER

Formerly known as Recreation Hall, the home of Aggie Basketball ranks as one
of the largest on-campus basketball facilities in Northern California. The arena opened
to the sport in the 1977-78 season and has been home to all the excitement of Aggie
basketball since.

0On Dec. 9, 1995, the basketball floor inside the Pavilion was renamed Hamilton
Court, in honor of former men’s basketball coach Bob Hamilton, who passed away just
days prior to the ceremony.

The University Credit Union Center (UCUC) was built with funds allocated by the
students themselves. It still provides the student body, staff, faculty and the community
with a superb and diverse recreational facility. In the spring of 2004, the neighboring
Activities & Recreation Center (ARC) opened its doors, offering an even wider variety of
opportunities.

The arena has undergone recent renovations as part of the Facilities And Campus
Enhancement (F.A.C.E.) Initiative.

The UCUC underwent another major overhaul in the fall of 2009 when a new
seating system with wider aisles was installed. Portions of the formerly continuous
concrete wall were removed to allow access from the arena-level seating to the
concourse. Other improvements include a new speaker system and more noticeable - a
portable maple playing surface atop a multipurpose floor.

The first official basketball game ever played in the UCUC was on Nov. 26, 1977,
when 2,600 watched the Pacific beat the Aggies, 78-69.

Intercollegiate teams that also use the UCUC include the Aggie women’s
volleyball and women’s gymnastics teams. Additionally, the UC Davis wrestling team
once called the UCUC its home; wrestlers also use the arena for tournaments and key
dual matches, including a January 2005 showdown with national powerhouse lowa.

The UCUC has served as the site for a number of postseason championships,
including the USA Gymnastics Collegiate National Championships, the Pacific-10 Confer-
ence Wrestling Championships, numerous NCAA West Region tournaments for men’s and
women’s basketball and volleyball.

In addition to collegiate athletics events, the California Interscholastic Federation
and the Volleyball Festival have held their respective championship events on Hamilton
Court.

The UCUC has also hosted numerous concerts and entertainment events. Acts that
visited the Pavilion include Bob Dylan, Steve Miller Band, Ke$ha, Drake, comedian Bill
Maher, TeenMania ministries and World Wrestling Entertainment. Both the Sacramento
Kings and the Golden State Warriors held preseason games on Hamilton Court.

Furthermore, The UCUC serves as the venue for the university’s annual
commencement ceremonies.

For baskethall, the UCUC can seat more than 6,100. Both the men’s and women’s
basketball teams have set program attendance records, throughout the Division Il era,
as part of the department’s annual “Break The Record Night™ promotion.

Although the all-time attendance record of 7,926 is no longer attainable in the
current configuration, the Aggie marketing and promotions office continues to
find ways to pack the UCUC.

On March 7, 2013, a packed crowd watched UC Davis host Long Beach State in the program’s
inaugural ESPN home broadcast as a Division | program.
