• The Aggies earned an appearance in the Wooden Legacy Championship game after wins over CSUN (95-73) 
and Virginia Tech (68-65).

• A win would give Texas A&M its first in-season tournament title since the 2007 NIT Season Tip-Off when the 
Aggies defeated Washington and Ohio State at Madison Square Garden.

• Overall, Texas A&M has won 17 in-season tournament titles, including two in the state of California - the 
1987 Met Life Classic and the 1978 Golden Gate Invitational, both in San Francisco.

• Sophomore DJ Hogg is playing the best basketball of his two-year A&M career, averaging 19.7 points while 
shooting 53.7 percent from the floor and 55 percent from 3-point range during his last three contests ... in 
two games at the Wooden Legacy, Hogg is averaging 21 points per outing, while shooting a 64 percent clip 
from the floor and 66.7 percent from long distance.

• During its run a the Wooden Legacy, the Aggies' has been rebounding and solid defense ... In the two games, 
Texas A&M owns a +17 edge in the rebounding column and holding its opponents to just 37.1 percent shoot-
ing from the floor.

Returning to the Honda Center
	 You don't have to look back far in the archives to see the Aggies' most recent visit to Southern California 
and the Honda Center. Texas A&M's impressive run last season in the 2016 NCAA Tournament came to a close 
inside the facility as the third-seeded Aggies fell to No. 2 seed Oklahoma in the Sweet 16 of the NCAA West 
Regional on March 24.

	 Texas A&M has played four games at the Honda Center (1-3) previously with two of the meetings being 
against the UCLA Bruins.

• The Aggies dominated the paint during the contest, owning a 44-18 edge for points in the paint and a 49-30 
advantage in the rebounding column. 

• Virginia Tech, boosted by seven first-half 3-point baskets, owned a 38-25 lead at the intermission.

• A trio of Aggies posted double-doubles in the win – DJ Hogg (17 points / 10 rebounds), Robert Williams (13 
points / 10 rebounds) and Tyler Davis (12 points / 10 rebounds) … for Davis it stood out as his fourth career 
double-double, while it was the first such performance for Hogg and Williams.

• Sophomore guard Admon Gilder also enjoyed an impressive outing, finishing with 14 points and a career-
high seven assists.

TEAM NOTES

• The 53 points scored by the Aggies during the first half set a Wooden Legacy record for points in an opening 
stanza.

• Texas A&M held an opponent under 38 percent shooting for the fourth consecutive game, allowing the 
Matadors to convert just 37.5 percent of their attempts in the contest (24-for-64).

• A&M ended the opening period on a 17-0 run, holding the Matadors without a field goal for the half's final 
9:12 to take a 53-28 lead into the intermission.

INDIVIDUAL NOTES

• DJ Hogg got off to a torrid start in the contest, scoring 10 points in the game's first 4:23 en route to finish-
ing with a career-high 25 points … The sharpshooter finished 9-of-12 from the field with a 3-of-4 mark from 
3-point range.

• Admon Gilder also enjoyed a big afternoon, setting his personal best with 17 points on 7-of-11 shooting … 
The Dallas native added seven boards and five assists (just one turnover) in the win.

• Robert Williams tied his season high with 11 points, while sharing top rebounding honors at seven with 
Gilder and Tavaio Miller. Williams also added a game-best four blocks during the outing.

• JC Hampton also hit a season best with nine points, connecting on 3-of-5 3-point field goals.
