Networks, while the middle game will be televised on ESPN2.

BRUINS IN THE POLLS

UCLA checks in at No. 1 in all three national polls (NFCA/USA Softball/Softball America) this week for the third week in a row. The 

Bruins were selected ! rst in the preseason Pac-12 Conference coaches poll.

KELLI GODIN EARNS SECOND-STRAIGHT PAC-12 FRESHMAN OF THE WEEK AWARD

For the second week in a row, Kelli Godin has been named Pac-12 Conference Freshman of the Week, earning the honor on 

Monday after recording four hits, four runs batted in, ! ve runs scored and four stolen bases in Sunday’s doubleheader sweep at 

CSUN.

In just two plate appearances in game one versus Saint Mary’s, Godin had a single, a walk, three runs scored (re-entered as a 

runner in one inning) and three stolen bases. The three swipes against the Gaels were the second time this season Godin had 

accomplished the feat versus Saint Mary’s, also doing so on Feb. 9. The three steals also tie a single-game school record. 

In game two against CSUN, Godin tied season highs with three hits and three RBI, scoring twice and stealing another base. She 

singled in the second, and in the sixth inning, drove in three runs in two separate at-bats on an RBI triple and a two-run single.

UCLA has earned 10 Pac-12 weekly awards this season. It marks the Bruins’ ! fth conference Freshman of the Week award in 

seven weeks. Freshman Megan Faraimo has picked up three awards on Feb. 19, Feb. 26 and March 12. Redshirt junior Rachel 

Garcia has received ! ve weekly honors (Player of the Week on March 19 and Pitcher of the Week on Feb. 12, Feb. 19, Feb. 26 

and March 19).

Bruin opponents have scored runs in just 28 innings this season, and on 17 occasions, UCLA has scored in its next at-bat ... the 

Bruins set a season high with 17 hits on March 10 against Boston ... the 15 runs scored at Washington on March 17 were the 

second most this season for UCLA (17 vs. UC Riverside on Feb. 17). The Bruins have reached double digits in runs eight times ... the 

Bruins had an early 3-0 de! cit at Long Beach State on March 10, marking just their second three-run de! cit (largest) of the season. 

UCLA also trailed 4-1 to No. 16 Kentucky on Feb. 23 before scoring 11 unanswered runs to mercy the Wildcats ... the Bruins have 

nine comeback victories this season ... sophomore Briana Perez led off the March 8 game against Robert Morris with an inside-

the-park home run. It marked the ! rst inside-the-park homer for the Bruins since Andrea Duran on June 3, 2006 versus Texas ... 

redshirt junior Rachel Garcia has recorded either a win (13) or a save (2) in all 15 of her pitching appearances, posting eight double-

! gure strikeout contests. In each of her games, she has allowed zero or one earned run. Garcia has not given up an earned run in 

26 2/3 consecutive innings ... meanwhile at the plate, Garcia drove in a career-high six at Washington on March 17, her second 

game this year with at least ! ve RBI (Florida, Feb. 27). She had a stretch of eight consecutive hits against Washington (March 16-

17), Saint Mary’s (March 24) and CSUN (March 24). Garcia has hits in ! ve in a row and runs in six straight ... redshirt sophomore 

Aaliyah Jordan has eight doubles in her last 10 games, including three versus Liberty on March 9 to become the sixth Bruin ever to 

post three two-baggers in the same contest. She has hits in 22 of her last 25 games, batting .432 (32-for-74) with three homers, 

26 RBI and 13 doubles during that stretch ... Perez set new career highs with four hits and ! ve runs batted in against Boston. The 

three runs scored also tied a personal best. The sophomore leads the Bruins with 14 multiple-hit games and has scored a run in 25 

of 30 contests, including seven in a row ... junior Bubba Nickles compiled a 24-game hitting streak before it came to an end versus 

Colorado State on Feb. 24. During the streak, she hit .466 (34-for-73) with 10 home runs, 30 runs batted in and 27 runs scored. 

Only three UCLA hitting streaks were higher than Nickles’ (Natasha Watley, 32 in 2001 and 29 in 2002, and Stacey Nuveman, 28 in 

1997). Nickles has hits in 25 of 30 games, has driven in runs in 22 contests and scored in 20 ... freshman Kelli Godin has a hit in 11 

of her last 12 games, with six of them being multiple-hit contests. Godin, who is a couple of handfuls shy of reaching the minimum

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number of plate appearances needed to qualify for the national rankings, stole her � rst 18 bases before getting caught on Tuesday 

against Cal State Fullerton. It was the most successful stolen bases to start a UCLA career. Godin stole three bases against Saint 

Mary’s on Feb. 9 to tie a school record, and then did it again versus the Gaels on March 24 ... freshman Megan Faraimo tossed her 

second no-hitter on Feb. 24 against Colorado State. Along with it being the 111th in UCLA history, it marked the � rst time a Bruin 

had two no-hitters in the same season since 2015 (Ally Carda) and the � rst UCLA freshman to do so since 2005 (Anjelica Selden). 

She has � ve games with at least nine strikeouts, fanning a career-best 12 against Robert Morris. Faraimo also had 11 strikeouts 

against Cal State Fullerton on Tuesday and 10 in her � rst no-hitter versus Fresno State (Feb. 16) ... senior Taylor Pack has RBI in 

nine of her last 11 games, recording 17 RBI, four homers and four doubles during that stretch ... sophomore Holly Azevedo pitched 

her � rst complete-game shutout of the season versus UC Santa Barbara on Monday. Her best game of the year came against Florida 

on Feb. 27 when she struck out eight in � ve innings ... UCLA shattered a school record for most runs in one inning in a Feb. 17 

victory over UC Riverside. The Bruins scored 16 runs in the � rst inning, including 13 before making an out. The 16-run outburst 

broke the previous school record of 13 runs scored on April 21, 1992 against Cal Poly Pomona. As far as national rankings go, the 

16 runs are tied for the 11th-most runs in one inning, while the 16 � rst-inning runs are tied for the second-most, � rst-inning runs 

ever ... UCLA softball recorded its 1,900th victory in program history on March 8 against Robert Morris.

SCOUTING THE CALIFORNIA GOLDEN BEARS

California (20-12) is 1-4 in Pac-12 play, having lost 2-of-3 at Utah (March 15-17) and two games in a rain-shortened series with 

Stanford (March 23-24). The Golden Bears are hitting .314 as a team with 27 home runs and 45 stolen bases, averaging 6.25 runs 

per game. Senior Lindsay Rood is � rst with a .474 batting average and 22 stolen bases, while sophomore Mikayla Coelho is � rst 

with seven home runs, tied for � rst with 25 runs batted in and second with a .363 average. Seniors Zoe Conley and Kamalani Dung 

have pitched 75 percent of Cal’s innings, with Dung posting a 2.23 earned run average, an 8-5 record and 93 strikeouts in 78 1/3 

innings, while Conley has a 3.76 ERA, a 6-7 mark and 70 strikeouts in 76 1/3 innings.

THE SERIES: UCLA VERSUS CALIFORNIA

UCLA is unbeaten in its last 14 games against California, winning 13 and tying one. The Bruins hold a 93-29-1 edge in the all-time 

series and are 48-8 at home versus the Golden Bears. UCLA has won six in a row against Cal at Easton Stadium.

GARCIA NAMED NFCA AND USA SOFTBALL NATIONAL PLAYER OF THE WEEK

Along with her Pac-12 Conference Player and Pitcher of the Week honors, redshirt junior Rachel Garcia on March 19 was also 

named National Player of the Week by both the NFCA and USA Softball.

Garcia hit and pitched UCLA to a three-game sweep at No. 5 Washington (March 15-17), batting .600 (6-for-10) with two home 

runs, eight runs batted in and � ve runs scored, while tossing 12 shutout innings with 16 strikeouts and only eight hits and three 

walks allowed. On March 15, Garcia picked up the complete-game, shutout victory, limiting the Huskies to six baserunners on three 

hits, two walks and a hit by pitch, while striking out nine. She was a dual threat the following day, throwing � ve shutout innings

At the plate, Garcia had two hits, but none bigger than her 

two-out, two-run homer in the top of the eighth inning to give the Bruins a 4-2 lead, which would also be the � nal score. Garcia 

didn’t need to pitch in the series � nale, mainly because she used her bat to help the Bruins score 15 runs off Washington. She had 

hits in all four at-bats, starting with an RBI single in the � rst, a two-run double in the second, a three-run homer in the third and 

a leadoff single in the � fth. Garcia’s six RBI set a new career high, while her four hits and three runs scored tied personal bests.

The redshirt junior has been named USA Softball National Player of the Week a school-record four times (April 11, 2017; Feb. 27, 

2018; April 17, 2018). She also earned her second NFCA National Player of the Week award (Feb. 27, 2018).

BRUINS SWEEP PAC-12 WEEKLY AWARDS

The top-ranked Bruins swept the Pac-12 Conference weekly awards on March 19, as redshirt junior Rachel Garcia was named 

league Player and Pitcher of the Week, while Kelli Godin picked up Freshman of the Week accolades.

Godin was 5-for-9 (.556) at Washington, scoring three runs and stealing a pair of bases. She opened the series with a pair of hits 

on March 15, starting a rally in the sixth inning of the 3-0 victory. Godin led off with a single to left, the � rst hit for the Bruins off UW’s 

Gabbie Plain. She would go on to steal a base and score UCLA’s � rst run, which proved to be the game-winner. On March 17, Godin 

set a season high with three hits, scoring twice. In the second inning, she led off a four-run frame with a double to left, scoring a 

run. After singling in the third, Godin led off with a single in the fourth, stealing a base and scoring a run to post the Bruins’ 15th run.

It is Garcia’s fourth Pitcher of the Week honor (Feb. 12, 19 and 26) in 2019 and the 11th of her career (four times in 2018, three 

in 2017). The 11 Pac-12 Pitcher of the Week accolades are tied for the most in school history with Keira Goerl. The Player of the 

Week award for Garcia is the second of her career (April 16, 2018). This also marks the second time the Bruins have swept all three 

weekly awards (April 23, 2018) since the conference began handing out Freshman of the Week in 2016.

RACHEL GARCIA NAMED A FINALIST FOR JAMES E. SULLIVAN AWARD

Redshirt junior Rachel Garcia has been named one of eight � nalists for the 89th AAU James E. Sullivan Award, as announced on 

March 18. The award is presented annually to the most outstanding amateur athlete in the United States.

“I am honored to be named a � nalist for the James E. Sullivan Award,” Garcia said. “This game has given me so much to be 

thankful for and words cannot express enough how grateful I am for my family, teammates, and coaches. I also want to thank all 

the fans for voting for me.”

The AAU James E. Sullivan Award presentation will be held at the New York Athletic Club on April 16.

In 2018, Garcia was named the Honda Sport Award winner for softball, while also earning USA Softball, NFCA and ESPNW National 

Player of the Year honors. Her other accolades included Pac-12 Conference Player of the Year, NFCA First Team All-American, NFCA 

First Team All-Region and All-Pac-12 First Team. Garcia produced a 29-4 record in the circle with a 1.31 earned run average and 

315 strikeouts in 208 innings. The four-time Pac-12 Pitcher of the Week, two-time NFCA National Pitcher of the Week and two-time 

USA Softball National Player of the Week also hit .339 with 11 home runs and 54 runs batted in. 

During the summer as part of the 2018 USA Softball National Team World Championship roster, Garcia had a 1.05 earned run 

average with 13 strikeouts in 6 2/3 innings at the 2018 WBSC Women’s World Championship, helping the U.S. win gold and qualify 

for the Tokyo 2020 Olympic Games. She also won gold at the International Cup.

The AAU James E. Sullivan Award has been presented annually since 1930 as a salute to the founder and past president of the 

Amateur Athletic Union. 

THREE NAMED TO USA SOFTBALL PLAYER OF THE YEAR WATCH LIST

Redshirt junior Rachel Garcia, junior Bubba Nickles and redshirt sophomore Aaliyah Jordan were all named to the Top 50 Watch 

List for the 2019 USA Softball Collegiate Player of the Year award, as announced by USA Softball on Jan. 30.

The USA Softball Collegiate Player of the Year award, which is entering its 18th season, recognizes outstanding athletic achievement 

by Division I female collegiate softball players across the country. Among the previous UCLA recipients of the POY award are the 

inaugural winner, Stacey Nuveman in 2002, and last year’s winner, Garcia.

The Watch List includes 24 seniors, 16 juniors and 10 sophomores. Freshmen can be considered for the USA Softball POY award 

once they have competed at the collegiate level. The Top 25 � nalists for the award will be announced on April 24. While an athlete 

does not have to be on the Watch List to be considered for the Top 25, the eventual USA Softball Collegiate Player of the Year will 

come from the Top 25 � nalists. The Top 10 � nalists will be announced on May 8, and the Top 3 will be announced on May 22. The 

2019 USA Softball Collegiate Player of the Year will be revealed May 28 in Oklahoma City.

GARCIA NAMED TO USA SOFTBALL WOMEN’S NATIONAL TEAM

Redshirt junior Rachel Garcia and UCLA alums Ally Carda and Delaney Spaulding were named to the 2019 USA Softball Women’s 

National Team, as announced by USA Softball on Jan. 7.

The trio are a part of the 18-athlete roster that was selected by the Women’s National Team Selection Committee following the 

Selection Trials in Clearwater, Fla. (Jan 2-6). These athletes will compete in select tournaments and invitational events this summer 

before the � nal 15-player roster for the 2019 Pan American Games is � nalized. The complete National Team schedule will be 

released at a later date.

Garcia made her second-straight USA Softball Women’s National Team. At the 2018 WBSC Women’s World Championship, Garcia 

had a 1.05 earned run average with 13 strikeouts in 6 2/3 innings, helping the U.S. win gold and qualify for the Tokyo 2020 

Olympic Games. She also hit .400 (2-for-5) at the plate with three RBI. Against host Japan, Garcia entered in relief and struck out 

both batters she faced in 2/3 of an inning, but her biggest moment came at the plate, as she produced a walk-off, RBI single in the 

bottom of the eighth inning to send the U.S. into the gold medal game. Garcia, who also won gold at the 2018 International Cup 

while posting a 1-0 record, a 1.31 ERA and 11 strikeouts in 5 1/3 innings, was named to the USA Junior Women’s National Team 

in 2015, but did not play due to injury.

FARAIMO, GODIN NAMED TO 2019 USA SOFTBALL JUNIOR WOMEN’S NATIONAL TRAINING TEAM

Freshmen Megan Faraimo and Kelli Godin have both been named to the 2019 USA Softball Junior Women’s National Training 

Team, as announced by USA Softball on Jan. 2.

The Bruin duo are a part of the 20-athlete roster that was chosen following a three-day selection process. These athletes will 

compete in select tournaments and invitational events before the � nal 17-player roster is chosen for the 2019 World Baseball 

Softball Confederation (WBSC) U-19 Women’s Softball World Cup, which will be held this August in Irvine. Faraimo was invited 

to the JWNT Selection Trials, while Godin advanced to the Trials after going through an open tryout featuring over 100 athletes.

UCLA, along with Alabama, are the only colleges to have two athletes on the 2019 USA Softball Junior Women’s National Training 

Team. The complete list of National Team events will be released at a later date.

Shaw is the 13th Division I softball player to commit to Team Israel, which will compete at the 2019 WBSC European Championship 

(June 30-July 6) in the Czech Republic. The top six teams from that tournament will move on to compete at an Olympic Qualifying 

tournament later next summer.

Shaw appeared in 60 games for the Bruins in 2018, making 42 starts as a junior. She hit .309 with six runs batted in, 10 walks 

and 19 runs scored. Shaw was an NFCA All-West Region Third Team selection in 2017, leading the team with nine sacri! ce hits, 

tying for ! rst with 22 walks and ranking third with a .423 on base percentage, adding a .326 batting average, 10 RBI, 34 runs and 

eight doubles.

The Israel Softball Association was established in 1979 by a group of North and South Americans who immigrated to Israel and 

felt the need to continue playing softball. Team Israel softball will be looking to be the country’s ! rst team sport to qualify for the 

Olympics since 1968. In order to play for Team Israel, players are required to have at least one Jewish parent or grandparent and 

must travel to Israel to receive dual citizenship.

UCLA softball has a rich tradition in the Olympics, as 15 Bruin alums have participated on the world’s biggest stage in their quest 

to bring home gold for their country. Eleven of those players have donned the Red, White and Blue, three have represented Australia 

and one has represented Puerto Rico.

NO. 1 BRUINS TAKE DOWN THE TITANS

Junior Bubba Nickles had a two-run homer, sophomore Briana Perez drove in two on a single and freshman Megan Faraimo struck 

out 11 in a complete-game, three-hitter, as the top-ranked Bruins ! nished up non-conference play with a 5-1 victory over Cal State 

Fullerton on Tuesday at Easton Stadium.

Faraimo (9-1) had four 1-2-3 innings in the ! rst, third, sixth and seventh, striking out the side in the fourth and two each in the 

! rst, second, third and seventh. She allowed just one run and two walks. The Bruins (29-1) had six hits from ! ve different players, 

with Nickles providing two.

UCLA scored three times in the second. With two outs and the bases loaded, Perez singled to left to drive in senior Zoe Shaw and 

freshman Anna Vines to put the Bruins ahead. After an in! eld single by Nickles reloaded the bases, redshirt sophomore Aaliyah 

Jordan drew a walk to force in freshman Kelli Godin to make it 3-0.

Cal State Fullerton (20-13) got on the board in the fourth on a solo home run, but it would the only run of the game for the Titans.

The Bruins answered with two runs in their half of the fourth, as Perez drew a two-out walk and came home on Nickles’ mammoth 

blast to left, her ninth of the season, to make it 5-1.

NO. 1 BRUINS BLANK UC SANTA BARBARA

For the 10th time this season, the top-ranked Bruins pitched a shutout, as it was sophomore Holly Azevedo’s turn on Monday in a 

6-0 victory over UC Santa Barbara at Easton Stadium.

Azevedo (7-0) struck out ! ve and scattered ! ve hits and a walk in the complete-game win. She had 1-2-3 innings in the ! fth and 

seventh. The Bruins (28-1) had six hits from six different players.

UCLA scored in its ! rst at-bat, as sophomore Briana Perez led off with a walk, stole second and scored one out later on a single 

to left by redshirt sophomore Aaliyah Jordan.

While UC Santa Barbara (6-25) had runners on base in ! ve of its seven innings, the Gauchos only got one runner to second base.

The Bruins broke it open with ! ve in the third. Freshman Kelli Godin led off with an in! eld single, stole second and advanced to 

third on a bunt single by Perez. A grounder to short off the bat of junior Bubba Nickles brought in Godin to make it 2-0. After walks to 

Jordan and redshirt junior Rachel Garcia loaded the bases, senior Taylor Pack cleared them with a double to left-center to increase 

the lead to 5-0. One out later, sophomore Kinsley Washington singled home Pack to make it 6-0.

NO. 1 BRUINS VANQUISH TWO IN VALLEY DOUBLEHEADER

Freshman Kelli Godin produced four hits, four runs batted in, ! ve runs scored and four stolen bases in Sunday’s doubleheader, as 

the top-ranked Bruins had 23 runs and 23 hits in a 9-1, ! ve-inning victory over Saint Mary’s and a 14-2, six-inning win at CSUN 

at Matador Diamond.

In game one against the Gaels (7-21), UCLA (26-1) had nine hits from eight different players, as sophomore Briana Perez posted 

two. In the circle, freshman Megan Faraimo (8-1) struck out ! ve in ! ve innings, giving up just one hit, one unearned run and one 

walk. She retired the ! rst nine of the game and the last four.

The Bruins scored in every inning, as Perez led off the bottom of the ! rst with a bunt single, stole second, moved to third on a " y 

out by junior Bubba Nickles and scored on a sacri! ce " y by redshirt junior Rachel Garcia. In the second, a leadoff homer to center 

by senior Taylor Pack, her ! fth of the season, increased the lead to 2-0.

In the third, UCLA added four more. Godin led off with a walk, stole second and scored on a Perez single up the middle. After Perez 

stole second, she moved to third on a Nickles " y out and scored on a single up the middle from redshirt sophomore Aaliyah Jordan 

to make it 4-0. Garcia followed with a two-run homer to left-center, her sixth of the year, to up the advantage to 6-0.

Saint Mary’s got on the board in the fourth on an unearned run, but the Bruins matched that run in its half of the inning. Sophomore 

Malia Quarles led off with a pinch-hit walk, with Godin re-entering to run, as she would steal second, move to third on a Nickles 

single and score when junior Jacqui Prober reached on an error.

The Bruins posted their 10th mercy-rule win of the season with two in the ! fth. Sophomore Kinsley Washington tripled to left-

center to begin the frame and scored one out later on an in! eld single by Godin to make it 8-1. After Godin stole second and moved 

to third on a Perez grounder, she scored on a single back to the circle by senior Zoe Shaw to give the Bruins the 9-1 win.

In game two against CSUN (16-17), UCLA (27-1) had 14 hits from eight players, with Godin posting three and Jordan, Nickles, 

Pack and senior Paige Halstead adding two each. Garcia (13-0) struck out 11 in six innings of work, giving up only two unearned 

runs, one hit and one walk. She had 1-2-3 innings in the ! rst, third, fourth and ! fth, striking out the side in the ! rst and two in the 

third, ! fth and sixth.

UCLA scored twice in the ! rst, as Perez was hit to start the game, Nickles doubled her home and Jordan added an RBI two-bagger.

CSUN evened things in the bottom of the second on two unearned runs, but the Bruins went back ahead with two in their next 

at-bat on a two-out rally. Garcia notched a double to right-center, Pack drew a walk, Washington singled home Garcia and Halstead 

singled in Pack to put UCLA ahead 4-2.

The Bruins broke it open in the sixth, sending 14 to the plate and scoring 10 times en route to their 11th mercy-rule win. It began 

with a solo homer to right by Halstead, her second of the season, to make it 5-2. After freshman Anna Vines reached on an error, 

she came home on a Godin triple to right-center. A sacri! ce " y by Perez brought in Godin to make it 7-2. UCLA would load the bases 

on a Nickles in! eld single, a Jordan single to left and a Garcia walk, which was followed by Pack singling to left to bring in Nickles 

and senior Danae Blodgett, who was running for Jordan, to increase the margin to 9-2.

One out later, Halstead drew a walk to reload the bases, with a free pass to Vines bringing in senior Stevie Wisz, who was running 

for Garcia, to make it 10-2. A two-run single up the middle by Godin plated Pack and Prober, who was running for Halstead, while 

a two-run triple to right-center from Perez scored Vines and Godin to get the lead to a dozen.

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Kelly Inouye-Perez is in her 13th season as the Bruins’ head coach in 2019 and has an overall record of 573-167-1 (.774).
Last year, the Bruins advanced to the Women’s College World Series for the fourth season in a row, going 58-7 and placing second in the Pac-12 Conference 

(20-4). The 58 victories, tied for the most in the nation in 2018, were the most for a Bruin team since 2001. UCLA won the � rst 25 games of the season and 
were the last undefeated team in the country. Of their 58 victories, 14 were comeback wins, giving the Bruins 27 comeback triumphs over the last two seasons.

UCLA � nished second in the nation in batting average (.335), � fth in runs per game (6.32), sixth in slugging (.520), ninth in on base percentage (.404), 10th in 
home runs (68), tied for 10th in doubles (88) and 12th in earned run average (1.83).

Rachel Garcia was named the Honda Sport Award winner for softball, as well as NFCA, USA Softball and ESPNW National Player of the Year. Garcia was a First 
Team NFCA All-American, along with Aaliyah Jordan, while Kylee Perez was named Second Team All-American. Seven Bruins were named NFCA All-Region to 
tie a school record, and six were honored on the All-Pac-12 Teams, with Garcia earning POY honors and Jordan picking up Freshman of the Year and Batting 
Champion accolades.

On Feb. 25, 2018, Inouye-Perez won the 500th game of her head coaching career with a victory over Missouri. In the classroom, the 2018 Graduation Success 
Rate was at 100 percent, the sixth-straight season UCLA softball accomplished that feat.

In 2017, the Bruins went 48-15 and tied for third in the Pac-12 (16-8). UCLA � nished third in the nation in homers (78) and doubles (97) and seventh in 
slugging (.521).

Garcia, the NFCA National Freshman of the Year, was also an NFCA Second Team All-American, with � ve Bruins earning NFCA All-West Region First Team 
accolades, as well as All-Pac-12 nods.

In 2016, the Bruins advanced to the WCWS after winning the � nal two games of the Eugene Super Regional to oust Oregon. UCLA went 40-16-1 and placed 
second in the Pac-12 (16-5-1). The Bruins led the nation in double plays turned with 45 and also ranked in the Top 31 in � ve other categories.

Three Bruins earned NFCA All-American honors, with Mysha Sataraka and Delaney Spaulding receiving Second Team accolades and Allexis Bennett picking up 
Third Team plaudits. In addition, six players earned All-Region honors and � ve were named to the All-Pac-12 Teams. On Feb. 13, 2016, Inouye-Perez won her 
400th career game against Wichita State. Inouye-Perez and her staff were named the NFCA West Region Coaching Staff of the Year for the third season in a row 
and fourth time during Inouye-Perez’s head coaching tenure (2010).

In 2015, the Bruins went 51-12 to post their � rst back-to-back, 50-win seasons since 2002-2003, � nishing second in the Pac-12 (19-5). The Bruins, who led all NCAA Tournament teams in homers 
during the postseason with 17, were tops in the country in batting (.367), second in on base percentage (.467), tied for second in doubles (107), fourth in runs scored (7.92) and slugging (.608) and 
11th in homers (89). The Bruins set single-season school records in average, slugging, on base, runs, RBI and walks. Four Bruins were named NFCA All-Americans, with Bennett and Ally Carda earning 
First Team honors and Spaulding and Stephany LaRosa being named Second Team. A school-record seven Bruins were named NFCA West All-Region, while seven were honored on the All-Pac-12 
teams, including Carda, the back-to-back Player of the Year.

In 2014, the Bruins recorded the nation’s best winning percentage (.867) with a 52-8 record. Inouye-Perez picked up her 300th career coaching victory at Hawai’i on Feb. 8. The Bruins � nished 
second in the Pac-12 (19-5) and tied for ninth nationally, reaching the Super Regional round of the NCAA Tournament. UCLA ranked fourth in the country in slugging and ninth in average and homers 
per game. Carda and LaRosa each earned First Team All-American accolades, with Carda also being named a Top Three � nalist for the USA Softball National Player of the Year Award and Pac-12 Player 
of the Year. Six Bruins were named All-Region and seven were honored on the All-Pac-12 Teams.

The Bruins posted a 40-20 record in 2013, tying for � fth in the Pac-12 with a 10-14 mark and reaching the Regional Championship game of the Louisville Regional. B.B. Bates was named Second 
Team NFCA All-American, four were honored on the All-Region squad and six earned All-Pac-12 accolades.

In 2012, UCLA went 36-20 and tied for fourth in the Pac-12 with a 12-12 record. Four Bruins earned All-American honors, tied for the most for any school in 2012, as LaRosa was named First Team, 
Andrea Harrison and Katie Schroeder Second Team and Samantha Camuso Third Team. Seven were named to the All-Pac-12 Team, including Freshman of the Year LaRosa, while six were All-Region winners.

In 2011, UCLA recorded a 36-19 mark and tied for sixth in the Pac-10 (9-12). Six Bruins were honored on the All-Conference Teams, while Harrison was named First Team All-Region and All-American. 
Inouye-Perez earned her 200th career victory on March 11 against Sacramento State.

Inouye-Perez led the UCLA softball program to its 12th national title and 11th NCAA Championship in 2010. The Bruins (50-11) went a perfect 10-0 in the postseason, including 5-0 at the Women’s 
College World Series. UCLA set numerous WCWS records, including the most home runs in one tournament with 14. Megan Langenfeld was named the Most Outstanding Player of the WCWS, while 
Camuso and Harrison each earned All-Tournament honors. Following the season, Inouye-Perez and her staff were honored as the NFCA National Coaching Staff of the Year. UCLA set a single-season 
school record for home runs with 108. Langenfeld and GiOnna DiSalvatore were each named to the NFCA All-American First Team. The Bruins also had three players named to the All-Region Team 
and eight honored by the Pac-10.

In 2009, she led the Bruins to a Paci� c-10 Conference Championship, as UCLA went 45-11 overall and 16-5 in league play. She was named Pac-10 Coach of the Year and earned her 100th career 
victory on Feb. 22 against Maryland. In 2008, the Bruins went 51-9 and advanced to the WCWS, � nishing second in the Pac-10 with a 17-4 record. In her � rst season at the helm of UCLA in 2007, 
Inouye-Perez posted a 37-18 overall record and a 12-9 Pac-10 mark (T-3rd).

Over Inouye-Perez’s 12 seasons, the Bruins have earned 30 All-American awards, 60 All-Region honors and 82 All-Pac-10/12 accolades.
Inouye-Perez, just the third head coach in UCLA softball history, of� cially took over the reins from Sue Enquist on Jan. 1, 2007. Enquist announced her retirement as head coach on Sept. 26, 2006.
No stranger to the Bruin dugout, Inouye-Perez starts her 31st straight season in Westwood in 2019. She is a link to four decades of Bruin softball success, joining the UCLA softball program as a freshman 

in 1989. Inouye-Perez’s time is highlighted by seven NCAA Championships and eight Pac-10 titles in her previous three decades, spending � ve campaigns as a player and 13 as an assistant coach.
Over Inouye-Perez’s 13 seasons (1994-2006) as an assistant coach, UCLA was 617-150-1 (.804) and appeared in the NCAA title game seven times, winning the NCAA Championship in the 1999, 

2003 and 2004 seasons. The Bruins also won three Pac-10 titles during that span (1999, 2002, 2006) and in 2004 were named the National Coaching Staff of the Year by the National Fastpitch 
Coaches Association (NFCA).

Inouye-Perez’s primary responsibility as an assistant coach was guiding the Bruin pitchers and catchers, a list which includes many of the most honored and recognizable names in collegiate softball. 
Behind the dish, where Inouye-Perez also starred as a three-time All-Pac-10 honoree during her playing days at UCLA, she helped mold and in� uence arguably the best catcher in the history of USA 
Softball in Stacey Nuveman. Under Inouye-Perez’s tutelage, Nuveman became a three-time Pac-10 Player of the Year, four-time, First Team All-American and the NCAA’s all-time single-season and 
career home run leader.

Since the Pac-10/12 Conference began issuing a Pitcher of the Year Award, UCLA has been honored with two winners, Courtney Dale in 1999 and Keira Goerl in 2003. Among the other pitching 
highlights accomplished by the Bruins over her 13 years as an assistant included at least one All-American award earned by a UCLA pitcher in 12 of those campaigns, including DeeDee Weiman, 
four-time Olympian Tanya Harding and two-time Olympian Amanda Freed.

In addition, nearly every UCLA pitching record has been set during the time Inouye-Perez has overseen the Bruin battery and the top � ve pitchers on UCLA’s career wins list, Goerl, Selden, Carda, 
Freed and B’Ann Burns, were coached by her.

As a player, Inouye-Perez was an exceptionally strong � elder behind the dish for the Bruins. She made her mark immediately as a collegiate player, earning First Team All-Pac-10 as a true freshman 
and Second Team as a sophomore, leading the Bruins to the 1989 and 1990 NCAA Championships before receiving a medical redshirt in 1991 due to shoulder surgery.

She came back strong in 1992, picking up Second Team All-Pac-10 honors as the Bruins once again won the 
national championship and � nished with a 54-2 record, the fewest losses in a season in program history. Inouye-
Perez also was named to the 1992 All-Women’s College World Series Team, going 5-for-12 (.417) with four RBI 
during WCWS play. She wrapped up her career as a � fth-year senior in 1993 with an NCAA runner-up � nish. 
Impressively, Inouye-Perez did not commit a single � elding error during her � nal two seasons.

Among the UCLA pitchers during her � ve seasons as a player were Lisa Longaker and Lisa Fernandez, both 
of whom were named to the NCAA’s 25th Anniversary All-WCWS Team. During her UCLA career, Inouye-Perez 
played in 22 Women’s College World Series games, a mark that is tied for third-best in UCLA history behind only 
Lisa Fernandez and Kristy Howard (23). Inouye-Perez graduated from UCLA in 1993 with a B.A. in psychology and 
earned her master’s degree in physical education from Azusa Paci� c University in 2004.

Prior to college, Inouye-Perez was one of the top players during her ASA days, winning four national championships, 
with the Panthers (1984, ‘85 and ‘89) and the Raiders (1986). She also competed on an international level in 
Japan in 1985 and in Peru in 1987 (Pan American Quali� er) and followed her collegiate career with time playing 
on the NPF Pro Tour.

Inouye-Perez and her husband, Gerardo Perez, currently reside in Cerritos. Along with Kelly’s exploits on the 
diamond, Gerardo competed as a catcher/DH for Cerritos College from 1988-90 and helped lead the Falcons to 
the 1989 Junior College National Championship. After a stellar career at Cerritos, he went on to compete at Loyola 
Marymount, earning First Team All-West Coast Conference honors his junior and senior seasons. He currently 
teaches health and coaches baseball at Gahr High School in Cerritos. The couple has two children, Michael (19), 
a freshman on the UCLA baseball team, and Kylie (14).
