Free live streaming 

will be available for both matches, with links available on the UCLA women’s volleyball schedule page.

The Bruins will host No. 11 Washington next weekend at Pauley Pavilion presented by Wescom. The ! rst match will be Friday, Feb. 

12 at 6 p.m., while the second contest will be Sunday, Feb. 14 at 3 p.m. Friday’s match will be live streamed via UCLABruins.com 

and Sunday’s contest will air on Pac-12 Network National, Los Angeles and Washington.

SCOUTING THE WASHINGTON STATE COUGARS

Washington State (3-1) has played four or ! ve sets in all four of its matches so far this season. The Cougars beat Oregon in four 

in their season opener on Jan. 22, and swept Arizona State last weekend in four and ! ve sets. Their lone loss was in ! ve to the 

Ducks. Four players are averaging at least two kills per set, led by Julianna Dalton’s 2.94 kps. Pia Timmer is second at 2.89 kps, 

while reigning National Freshman of the Year Magda Jehlarova is third at 2.11 kps. Hannah Pukis quarterbacks the offense and is 

posting 9.17 assists per set, while also leading the team with 3.67 digs per set. Kalyah Williams, who is averaging 2.00 kps, is ! rst 

with 1.17 blocks per set, with Dalton and Jehlarova both tied for second at 1.11 bps.

SERIES HISTORY: UCLA VS. WASHINGTON STATE

The Bruins won both matches in three against Washington State last season. In the contest at Pauley, Mac May had a double-

double with 10 kills and 12 digs, while Emily Ryan posted ! ve blocks. May produced 20 kills and eight digs in the match in Pullman. 

The Bruins are 56-11 all-time against the Cougars and 26-7 in Pullman.

MAY RANKINGS

Senior Mac May, the 29th Bruin to surpass 1,000 kills for her career, the 19th to reach 100 aces and the 13th to do both, continues 

to rise up the UCLA charts. With 69 kills during the ! rst two weekends, May has 1,217, which ranks 23rd all-time. Next up on the 

list are Brynn Murphy (22nd, 1,242) and Jenny Evans (21st, 1,278). In the aces department, May has four this season and 107 for 

her career. She is in 17th place, seven behind Bojana Todorovic (113) for 16th.

BRUINS FALL IN THREE AT OREGON

Junior Devon Chang posted her second double-double in a row with 14 assists and 10 digs, senior Mac May led all players with 

14 kills to go with four digs and junior Zoe Fleck added 14 digs and two aces, but the 19th-ranked Bruins dropped a three-set 

decision at Oregon on Sunday at Matthew Knight Arena. Set scores were 23-25, 22-25, 19-25).

Freshman Allison Jacobs recorded seven kills and seven digs, junior élan McCall added seven kills and freshman Kate Lane tallied 

18 assists and four digs. Freshman Iman Ndiaye had ! ve kills and redshirt junior Emily Ryan notched four kills. The Bruins (3-1) 

hit .169 for the match.

The ! rst set was a close one with 14 ties and ! ve lead changes. The Bruins never led by more than one, while the Ducks’ largest 

lead was four. A 6-3 run for Oregon late in the set would put the home team up 23-19. The Bruins stayed alive with four in a row 

on back-to-back Duck errors, an ace by senior Sabrina Smith and a Jacobs kill. But Oregon netted the ! nal two to win the opener 

by a couple. May had half of the Bruins’ 12 kills in the opening set. Fleck added eight digs. The Bruins were out-hit .256 to .106.

UCLA led by as much as three in set two, scoring six of the ! rst nine on two McCall kills, a May kill and ace, an Ndiaye kill and 

an Oregon attack error. At 13-12, kills from Ndiaye, Smith and Jacobs during a 3-1 run again put the Bruins up by three. Oregon 

(2-2) reeled off ! ve in a row to go up 18-16 and led for the rest of the set, winning the second by a score of 25-22. May had ! ve 

kills, McCall added three and Jacobs and Ndiaye were both error-free with three kills each. Fleck had ! ve digs. The Bruins were 

out-hit .400 to .225.

The Bruins led 1-0 and 2-1 in set three, but those would be the only leads. Oregon’s largest advantage would be six on numerous 

occasions, with the Ducks winning the third by a score of 25-19. McCall was 3-for-9 with no errors in the third, May added three 

kills and Chang had four digs. The Bruins were out-hit .289 to .194.

BRUINS MOVE TO 3-0 WITH FOUR-SET WIN AT OREGON

Senior Mac May led all players with 24 kills, adding seven digs and three blocks, while juniors Devon Chang (27 assists, career-

high 18 digs) and Zoe Fleck (22 digs, career-high 10 assists) each had double-doubles, as the 19th-ranked Bruins won in four sets 

at Oregon on Friday at Matthew Knight Arena. Set scores were 25-20, 25-20, 19-25, 25-13.

The Bruins improve to 3-0 with the win, while the Ducks fall to 1-2.

Redshirt junior Emily Ryan was impressive in all facets, producing a career-best 12 kills, a .556 hitting percentage, seven blocks 

and a personal-high ! ve digs. Freshman Allison Jacobs had seven kills and eight digs and freshman Iman Ndiaye added six kills and 

! ve digs. Senior Sabrina Smith was 5-for-7 with no errors (.714%), junior élan McCall tallied six kills and ! ve digs and freshman 

Kate Lane had 20 assists and four digs. The Bruins hit .270 for the match.

The Bruins led wire-to-wire in set one, scoring the ! rst four points on an Oregon service error, a Jacobs kill, a Duck attack error 

and an Ndiaye kill. Leading 12-9, a 6-1 UCLA run on two May kills, one apiece from Smith and Ndiaye and two Duck errors put 

the visitors up by a set-best eight at 18-10. Oregon closed to within two at 21-19, but the Bruins scored four of the last ! ve of 

the opener to win it 25-20. Ryan started the 4-1 run with a kill and solo stuff and May ended it with back-to-back kills. May was 

6-for-14 with no errors in the ! rst set, Jacobs was 3-for-5 with no miscues and Ndiaye added three kills. Fleck posted seven digs 

and Chang had four. The Bruins out-hit the Ducks .471 to .290.

The second set was closer before the Bruins pulled away at the end. Oregon held as much as a four-point lead at 10-6 before
