• The Bruins have won five of their last eight games, most recently losing at No. 2 Michigan (85-56) on Saturday, Feb. 14.
• Tyler Bilodeau has totaled at least 10 points in each of UCLA's last 18 games (dating back to Dec. 3, at Washington).
• Trent Perry has scored at least 10 points in each of the Bruins' last seven contests.
• The Bruins have gone 14-1 at home this season while compiling a 3-7 record in road and neutral-site games.
• Through Saturday, Feb. 14, Tyler Bilodeau led the Big Ten in 3-point shooting percentage (45.2%, 47-for-104).
• Through Saturday, Feb. 14, Tyler Bilodeau ranked No. 8 in the conference in overall field goal percentage (51.4%).
• Tyler Bilodeau and Trent Perry have each averaged 16.8 points in UCLA's last five games. 
• Over the Bruins' last 10 games, Donovan Dent has averaged 13.6 points and 7.7 assists per game.
• Five Bruins have averaged at least 10 points per game this season, led by senior Tyler Bilodeau (17.9 ppg).
• Tyler Bilodeau hit the game-winning 3-pointer with eight seconds to play in the win over No. 4 Purdue on Jan. 20.

UCLA VERSUS MICHIGAN STATE
• Last season, the Bruins earned a 63-61 victory over Michigan State at Pauley Pavilion (Feb. 4, 2025).
• Eric Dailey Jr. scored the game-winner in last year's win with 7.5 seconds to play, snapping a 61-61 tie.
• Skyy Clark scored 14 points and Tyler Bilodeau added 13 points in UCLA's win against Michigan State last season.
• UCLA has gone 8-4 in the all-time series with Michigan State having won the last two meetings (in 2021 and 2025).
• Tuesday's game will mark the Bruins' first meeting at the Breslin Center since Dec. 21, 2004 (MSU 76, UCLA 64).
• The Bruins edged Michigan State in the First Four of the 2021 NCAA Tournament, 86-80, in overtime.
• UCLA has compiled a 2-0 record against Michigan State in the two prior meetings at Pauley Pavilion. 

OVER THE WEEKEND
UCLA lost at No. 2-ranked Michigan, 86-56, on Saturday, Feb. 14, marking the Bruins' first game at Michigan's Crisler 
Center since Dec. 9, 2017. The Bruins trailed at halftime, 40-38, before getting outscored in the second half by a 46-18 
margin. That marked UCLA's second-lowest scoring half (first half or second half) over the past seven seasons. Trent Perry 
totaled a team-high 14 points, while Tyler Bilodeau and Donovan Dent each scored 10 points for UCLA. Michigan shot 62.0 
percent from the field (31-for-50) and was 18-for-23 in the second half (78.3%).

THANKS FOR THE ASSIST
Donovan Dent has totaled 168 assists and 52 turnovers (in 24 games), averaging 7.0 assists per game. He tallied 10 or 
more assists in three straight games from Jan. 31 through Feb. 7, becoming UCLA's first-ever player to record point-assist 
double-doubles in three straight contests (since assists were routinely recorded in 1978-79). The Bruins have not had a 
player since Tyger Campbell in 2022-23 with as many as 160 assists in a season (Campbell finished that year with a team-
best 186 assists). Dent has scored in double figures in 19 of 24 games played this season. 

LOOKING AHEAD
• Following UCLA's road trip in Michigan, the Bruins will host No. 8 Illinois on Saturday, Feb. 21.
• Last season, the Bruins lost at Illinois by an 83-78 margin at State Farm Center (Feb. 11, 2025)
• Following the game at Michigan State next Tuesday, UCLA will host No. 8-ranked Illinois on Saturday, Feb. 21.
• Outside of postseason competition, UCLA has three remaining games outside of the Pacific time zone.
• The Bruins' upcoming schedule in February includes four more games (two at home and two on the road).
• Three of UCLA's remaining six opponents are ranked within the AP poll's top 10 teams.
• UCLA will host rival USC at Pauley Pavilion on Tuesday, Feb. 24, the first crosstown showdown of the basketball season.

• Tyler Bilodeau has scored in double figures in 21 of 23 games played, totaling 20 points or more in seven games.
• Tyler Bilodeau has totaled 858 points in two seasons at UCLA, averaging 15.3 points in 56 games in the Bruins' uniform.
• Donovan Dent ranks third in the Big Ten in assists per game (7.0 apg) and has averaged 13.5 points per game.
• Trent Perry has scored at least 10 points in 12 of UCLA's last 14 games.

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STRONG SCORING
Senior forward Tyler Bilodeau ranked No. 11 in scoring among all Big Ten players (17.9 ppg) and No. 8 in shooting 
percentage (51.4%), through Saturday, Feb. 14. The 6-foot-9 product from Kennewick, Wash., has scored at least 15 points 
this season in 16 of the Bruins' 25 games (did not play in two games). He netted his only double-double of the season in a 
double overtime loss to Indiana on Saturday, Jan. 31, totaling 18 points and a season-high 11 rebounds. Through UCLA's 
last 10 games, Bilodeau has averaged 17.7 points and 5.9 rebounds per game while shooting 49.6 percent overall.

SOPHOMORE JUMP
Sophomore Trent Perry scored a career-best 30 points in UCLA's 71-60 win at Penn State on Jan. 14. Perry was perfect 
at the free throw line, going 12-for-12, while knocking down 4 of 8 shots from beyond the 3-point arc. This season, he 
has averaged 12.7 points, 2.9 rebounds and 2.5 assists per game. Last year, he registered 3.7 points and 1.7 rebounds 
per game in 32 contests as a freshman. Perry has scored at least 10 points in 16 games for UCLA this season, logging 61 
assists and 31 turnovers for an assist-turnover ratio of 1.97-to-1. Over the Bruins' last 10 contests, Perry has averaged 
16.6 points and 3.9 rebounds, shooting 46.5 percent overall and 50.0 percent from beyond the 3-point arc (21-for-42).

RUNNING THE POINT
Senior Donovan Dent has averaged 13.5 points, 7.0 assists and 2.5 rebounds through 24 games. Dent, a 6-foot-2 guard 
from nearby Riverside, Calif., transferred from New Mexico to UCLA in the offseason. He has recorded six point-assist 
double-doubles this season (totaling 13 in his career). Since assists were routinely tracked, starting in 1978-79, Dent has 
become the first UCLA player with three consecutive point-assist double-doubles (UCLA's games versus Indiana, Rutgers 
and Washington). He ranks No. 3 in the Big Ten in assists per game (7.0) and was No. 9 in the nation, through Saturday, 
Feb. 14. He has totaled 100 assists and 28 turnovers in 14 Big Ten contests (3.57 assist-turnover ratio in league play).

REACHING FOR THE SKYY
Senior Skyy Clark has averaged 13.1 points and 2.6 rebounds through 15 games. Clark missed 10 games in January and 
February with a hamstring strain (returned to action on Saturday, Feb. 14). He connected on six 3-pointers in back-to-back 
victories against Arizona State (Dec. 17) and Cal Poly (Dec. 19), becoming UCLA's first-ever player to have nailed six or more 
threes in consecutive contests. In his return last Saturday afternoon at No. 2 Michigan, Clark totaled eight points on 2-of-4 
shooting in just under 16 minutes (15:52). He has shot a team-leading 49.3 percent from 3-point distance (36-for-73).

TOP DEFENDERS
The Bruins' program has produced some of the nation's most talented defensive players over the past several seasons. Last 
year, then-senior Kobe Johnson was honored as one of five players on the Big Ten All-Defensive Team, closing the year at 
No. 6 in the conference in steals per game (1.6 spg, 55 steals in 34 games). Two seasons ago (2023-24), then-sophomore 
Adem Bona was honored as the Pac-12 Conference's Defensive Player of the Year. Bona led UCLA's team that season in 
blocks (58 blocks, 1.8 bpg) and was second in steals (37 steals, 1.1 spg). Three seasons ago (2022-23), then-junior Jaylen 
Clark was honored as the Naismith Men's Defensive Player of the Year and the NABC Defensive Player of the Year.

NOTES ON PAULEY PAVILION
This marks UCLA's 60th season playing basketball at Pauley Pavilion and the 14th season since the arena underwent a 
major renovation. Last year, the Bruins went 15-2 in Pauley Pavilion. The first game in Pauley took place on Dec. 3, 1965, 
as No. 1 UCLA defeated Ohio State, 92-66. UCLA spent 47 seasons in Pauley Pavilion before the venue was closed for an 
18-month renovation (closed in March of 2011). UCLA hosted 18 home games in 2011-12 at the Los Angeles Sports Arena 
(14 games) near downtown L.A. and at the Honda Center in Anaheim (four games) before returning home in Nov. of 2012.

In 2023-24, CSUN snapped UCLA’s 29-home-game winning streak with a 76-72 win over the Bruins (Dec. 19, 2023). Prior 
to that game, UCLA had not lost at home since an overtime setback (84-81) to Oregon on Jan. 13, 2022. Since taking over 
as UCLA’s head coach prior to 2019-20, Mick Cronin has guided UCLA to a 92-16 home record (85.2 win percentage). The 
Bruins will enter this Saturday's game against Washington with a 13-1 home record.

ELITE SHOOTING PERCENTAGES
Xavier Booker became UCLA's first player to shoot at least 10-for-11 (min. 11 attempts) or better since T.J. Cummings 
was 11-for-12 from the field at the Maui Invitational in a Bruins' win over South Carolina (Nov. 21, 2001). Below is a list 
showing some of the Bruins' top field goal percentage performances over the past several seasons (min.

ASSISTS PER GAME
Through 24 games played, senior Donovan Dent has 
averaged 13.5 points and 7.0 assists per game. Dent, a 
6-foot-2 guard from Riverside, Calif., could be on track to join 
a rare group of UCLA guards who averaged at least 10 points 
and six assists per game over the course of a full season. 
Most recently, then-sophomore Jaylen Hands averaged 14.2 
points and 6.1 assists during UCLA's 2018-19 season. Pooh 
Richardson in the late 1980s accomplished this per-game 
average all four seasons, including a pair of back-to-back 
seasons where he averaged at least 7.0 assists per game.
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MISCELLANEOUS NOTES ON UCLA
• UCLA has gone 6-0 when shooting at least 50 percent from the field this season. The Bruins' season-high 62.7 shooting 
percentage in a win at home against Presbyterian was the program's best single-game mark since Dec. 10, 2016 (UCLA 
shot 62.7% in an 102-84 win at home against Michigan, shooting 39-for-58 overall).
• Senior guard Donovan Dent has averaged 7.0 assists per game in 24 contests this season. Since assists were routinely 
recorded at UCLA, starting in 1973-74, only three student-athletes have logged at least 7.0 assists per game in one season 
(Pooh Richardson, twice, as well as Lonzo Ball in 2016-17 and Larry Drew II in 2012-13).
• The Bruins' 15-man roster this season includes eight student-athletes who are from the Southern California region. All 
15 student-athletes are from the United States. Looking at the eight local players, five are from Los Angeles County and 
three are from Riverside County (Donovan Dent, Eric Freeny and Anthony Peoples Jr. all went to Corona Centennial HS).
• Through 25 games, the Bruins have logged an assist-turnover ratio of 1.63-to-1 (ranks No. 26, nationally). Last season, 
UCLA's assist-turnover ratio (1.55-to-1) ranked No. 20 in the nation and was second in the Big Ten. The Bruins concluded 
the 2024-25 season with an assist-turnover ratio of 1.55, but posted a ratio of 1.81 in their final 15 games.
• Since the start of the 2020-21 season, the Bruins have gone 78-35 in conference play (logging a 69.0 win percentage). 
UCLA went 13-7 in Big Ten action last season, tied for fourth place in the 18-team league standings.

UCLA'S NCAA TOURNAMENT HISTORY
The Bruins' program made its 53rd appearance at the NCAA Men's Basketball Tournament last March. UCLA has won 11 
NCAA championships – most recently in 1995 – and has advanced to 19 Final Fours, most recently in 2021. The Bruins 
have totaled 23 appearances at the Elite Eight (Regional Finals) and 38 trips to the Sweet 16 (Regional Semifinals). UCLA 
has compiled an all-time tournament record of 116-46. The Bruins have posted a 56-29 record and have secured 17 trips 
to the tournament's Sweet 16 since the field expanded to include 64 teams in 1985.

OF NOTE: UCLA's six contests in the 1980 NCAA Tournament and one game in the 1999 NCAA Tournament were later 
vacated by NCAA action. Those contests and NCAA Tournament appearances are not recognized by the NCAA. The 
numbers listed above do include those contests and tournament appearances.

ADDITIONAL NOTES ON COACH CRONIN
• Head coach Mick Cronin has guided the program to an overall mark of 155-72, now in his seventh year at UCLA.
• In four NCAA Tournament trips, Coach Cronin has led the Bruins to a 10-4 record.
• Coach Cronin earned Pac-12 Coach of the Year honors in 2020 (his first year at UCLA) and 2023 (his fourth year).
• Coach Cronin has led his teams to at least 20 wins in 15 of 22 previous seasons as a college head coach.
• Coach Cronin’s teams have averaged 24.9 victories per season over the last 15 years (2010-11 through 2024-25).
• Coach Cronin has twice led his teams to 31 victories (2022-23 at UCLA, and in 2017-18 at Cincinnati).

CONSECUTIVE THREE-POINTERS
UCLA has made at least one 3-pointer in each of its last 89 games. The Bruins went 0-for-6 from long range in a 78-58 
win against Long Island University early in the 2023-24 season in Pauley Pavilion (on Nov. 15, 2023). That game snapped 
a streak of 792 consecutive contests with at least one made 3-pointer by UCLA. That 3-point streak began after the Bruins 
finished 0-for-14 from 3-point distance in a home loss to No. 2 Stanford (78-63) on Feb. 3, 2000. The Bruins’ single-game 
3-point record stands at 19 made 3-pointers (going 19-for-31) in an 104-89 win at Colorado on Jan. 12, 2017.

ABOUT UCLA’S RADIO BROADCAST TEAM
The UCLA Department of Athletics signed a multi-year agreement 
with Cumulus Media in the summer of 2025, as Talk Radio 790 
KABC now serves as the flagship station of the UCLA Bruins 
Audio Network. UCLA Athletics and JMI Sports announced an 
11-year multimedia rights partnership in Sept. 2024, coinciding 
with the Bruins’ move to the Big Ten Conference.

KABC-AM 790 has become the new radio broadcast home for 
the UCLA football and men’s basketball programs, serving all of 
Southern California with its powerful 6,600-watt signal. With the 
move to KABC-AM 790, the Bruins have become the primary 
sports team on the radio station, signaling a departure from 
sharing the airwaves with other major professional sports teams 
in the Los Angeles region.

Each of UCLA’s regular-season men’s basketball games in 2025-26 are being televised or streamed live on a variety of national 
networks, including FOX, CBS, NBC and Peacock, and Big Ten Network.

Josh Lewin has entered his 10th season as the play-by-play voice for the UCLA men’s basketball and football teams. He has 
served as the Bruins’ basketball voice since the start of the 2016-17 season. During that span, the Bruins have played in six 
NCAA Tournaments with trips to the Sweet 16 in 2017, 2021, 2022 and 2023. Lewin and broadcast partner Tracy Murray called 
the Bruins’ memorable run from the First Four to the Final Four in 2021. Prior to joining UCLA’s broadcast team, Lewin had spent 
seven seasons as a play-by-play voice for the New York Mets. In addition, he served as the voice for the NFL’s San Diego Chargers 
for 12 seasons (2005-17) before the team relocated to Los Angeles. Lewin has over two decades of experience calling NFL, MLB, 
NHL and NCAA football and basketball games.

Murray, who played for the Bruins from 1990-92, enters his 17th season as a radio analyst. He was selected in the first round of 
the 1992 NBA Draft by the San Antonio Spurs and enjoyed a 12-year NBA career. He returned to his alma mater as a broadcaster 
in 2008, calling games as an analyst until 2015. Murray spent one season (2015-16) as an assistant coach with the L.A. Lakers. 
He returned to the broadcast position in the fall of 2016 and has worked alongside Lewin for the past eight years. Murray ranks 
11th on UCLA’s all-time scoring list (1,792 points, 98 games).

Fans around the nation can list to UCLA’s games on SIRIUS and XM Satellite Radio. UCLA broadcasts can also be heard online 
(uclabruins.com/watch), as well as through the UCLA Bruins Mobile App, which is available for download on iTunes and Google 
Play (free of charge).

Free Throw Shooting (Team)
Shooting 100 Percent: UCLA last shot 100 
percent at the free throw line (21-for-21) in a 
71-60 win at Penn State on Jan. 14, 2026. That 
marks UCLA's best 100% free throw shooting 
game on record. Previously, the Bruins shot 100 
percent at the line in a win over Utah State (10-
for-10) in the first round of the NCAA Tournament 
on March 20, 2025.

Opponent, Shooting 100 Percent: The last 
opposing team to be perfect at the free throw line 
with at least five made free throws was Pepperdine 
(Nov. 7, 2025), in the Bruins' second game of the 
season (Pepperdine shot 13-for-13). The record 
for an opposing team, shooting 100 percent at 
the line against UCLA, was accomplished by St. 
John’s on Dec. 12, 1987 (18-for-18).

Fewest free throws: For UCLA, the fewest free 
throw attempts in one game has been three, since 
the early 1970s. Most recently, UCLA was 2-for-3 
at the free throw stripe in a win against Purdue on 
Jan. 20, 2026. In the season opener in 2022-23, 
the Bruins shot 2-for-5 in a 76-50 win against 
Sacramento State in Pauley Pavilion (11-7-2022).

The fewest made free throws for UCLA has been 
one, since the early 1970s, and this has taken 
place in two games. In 2021-22, UCLA shot 
1-for-6 (FTs) in a victory over Bellarmine (11-
22-2021). UCLA was 1-for-4 (FTs) in a loss to 
Kentucky in Chicago on Dec. 20, 2014.

No free throws: For the opposition, there have 
been two games since the early 1970s in which 
UCLA’s opponent has not attempted a free throw. 
Most recently, Utah did not get to the line in 
UCLA’s 76-61 win at the Jon M. Huntsman Center 
on Feb. 25, 2021. In addition, Delaware State did 
not shoot a free throw in UCLA’s victory in Pauley 
Pavilion (11-19-2005).

Free Throw Shooting (UCLA Player)
Shooting 100 Percent: With a minimum of 
five made free throws, Trent Perry is the most 
recent UCLA player to have been perfect at the 
free throw line. Perry shot 10-for-10 in a double 
OT loss to Indiana on Jan. 31. With at least 11 
attempts, Trent Perry (12-for-12, on 1-14-2026) 
was perfect at the line at Penn State on Jan. 14, 
2026. He finished with 30 points in that game.

UCLA’S TRIPLE-DOUBLE NOTES

on Feb. 8, 2024, in Pauley Pavilion. Johnson totaled 15 points, 13 rebounds and six assists (and had four steals). He shot 
7-for-12 from the field and had no turnovers as the Bruins registered their seventh consecutive win.

• In 2020-21, Chris Smith had 26 points, 12 rebounds and six assists in a triple-overtime victory over Pepperdine (Nov. 27, 
2020). In 2017-18, Aaron Holiday came close to notching a triple-double with 23 points, nine assists and six rebounds in an 
82-79 victory at home against USC (Feb. 3, 2018). Holiday also approached triple-double territory in a win at home against

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Eric Dailey Jr. delivered the game-winning basket with 7.5 
seconds remaining to lift the Bruins past No. 9 Michigan State, 
63-61, last season in a Big Ten contest played at Pauley Pavilion 
presented by Wescom (Feb. 4, 2025).

The Bruins (17-6, 8-4) earned their sixth consecutive victory 
and their fifth win over an AP ranked opponent in the 2024-
25 basketball season. UCLA committed a season-low three 
turnovers and forced visiting Michigan State (18-4, 9-2) into 
16 turnovers. The Bruins outscored Michigan State by a 19-4 
margin in points off turnovers.

"They came out ready, I knew Coach Izzo would have them 
ready," said head coach Mick Cronin. “The story of the game 
is one stat – points off turnovers. We only had three turnovers. 
I told our guys that if we get to the NCAA Tournament and play 
every game with three turnovers, we’ll cut the nets down.”

UCLA had led Michigan State by 11 points early in the second 
half and by an eight-point margin (54-46) with 10:26 left in 
regulation. The Spartans trimmed the Bruins’ cushion to two 
points, at 54-52, with 7:44 left before tying the contest, 54-54, 
on a pair of free throws by Carson Cooper. Both teams traded 
leads in the final six minutes of the game. 

Michigan State led UCLA by a 59-58 tally, before Lazar 
Stefanovic drilled a wide-open 3-pointer with 2:50 to play. 
Michigan State tied the game, 61-61, prior to Dailey Jr.’s late 
game heroics.

UCLA’s stifling defense held Michigan State to just 37.7 percent 
shooting, well below its season average of 46.8 percent.

The Bruins were paced offensively by Skyy Clark, who recorded 
14 points, just one shy of his season high. Tyler Bilodeau was 
the only other UCLA player to score in double figures, racking up 
13 points. The 6-foot-9 forward from Kennewick, Wash., also 
grabbed four rebounds. Dailey Jr. finished the Bruins' win with 
nine points, five rebounds and one steal.

Mick Cronin is midway through his 
seventh season as UCLA's head 
coach, having been named the 14th 
head coach in the history of the men’s 
basketball program on April 9, 2019. 
Cronin arrived in Westwood after 
spending the previous 13 seasons as 

head coach at his alma mater, the University of Cincinnati. He 
served as the head coach at Murray State for three seasons, 
prior to taking the head coaching position at Cincinnati.

Cronin has led his teams to the NCAA Tournament 15 times, 
including four trips to the tournament in six years at UCLA. He 
made his first-ever trip to the Final Four in 2021, with UCLA, 
as the Bruins defeated No. 1-seed Michigan, 51-49, on March 
30, 2021, advancing to the NCAA Final Four in Indianapolis. 
In addition to the 2021 tournament, Cronin guided the Bruins 
to Sweet 16 appearances in 2022 and 2023.

Cronin was named the Pac-12 Coach of the Year in 2020 and 
2023, marking the third conference in which he has secured 
“Coach of the Year” acclaim. He was named the American 
Athletic Conference’s Coach of the Year (AAC) in 2014, while 
at Cincinnati. In addition, he was named the Ohio Valley 
Conference Coach of the Year (OVC) in 2006, his third and 
final season at that program. In addition, Cronin was honored 
as the Sporting News National Coach of the Year in 2018, 
having led Cincinnati to a 31-5 overall record that season.

Cronin reached career victory No. 500 on Feb. 23, 2025, and 
is the youngest head coach at the NCAA Division I level with 
at least 500 career wins (Cronin is 54 years old and turns 
55 next summer). In 2022-23, he guided UCLA to its first 
Pac-12 regular-season title since 2013, as the Bruins went 
18-2 in conference play. 

In 2020-21, Cronin guided the Bruins to a 22-10 overall 
record. UCLA won five consecutive games over a 13-day 
span during the NCAA Tournament, advancing to the NCAA 
Final Four for the first time since 2008. UCLA had entered the 
NCAA Tournament in 2021 as a “First Four” team, becoming 
the second team ever to advance from the First Four to the 
Final Four. The NCAA Tournament began using a 68-team 
field (with the First Four) in 2011.

Before he became UCLA’s head coach, Cronin led Cincinnati 
to consecutive NCAA Tournaments the previous nine years. 
He guided Cincinnati to a pair of back-to-back 30-plus win 
seasons in 2017 and 2018, and coached the Bearcats to 
the American Athletic Conference (AAC) Tournament title in 
2018 and 2019.

PRIOR TO BECOMING A HEAD COACH
Cronin became a head coach at Murray State (Murray, 
Kentucky) at the age of 32, prior to the 2003-04 school year. 
The son of longtime high school coach Hep Cronin, Mick Cronin 
served as an assistant varsity coach and head junior varsity 
coach at Woodward High School while he was completing his 
undergraduate studies at Cincinnati. He served as the video 
coordinator and later as an assistant coach for head coach 
Bob Huggins at Cincinnati (assistant coach from 1997 through 
2001). He joined the coaching staff at Louisville prior to the 
2001-02 school year, serving as the program’s associate 
head coach for Rick Pitino. After two seasons on the staff at 
Louisville, Cronin became the head coach at Murray State. 
In three seasons at Murray State, Cronin led the Racers to 
a pair of NCAA Tournament appearances and a combined 
record of 69-24. Cronin compiled a 42-10 record in the Ohio 
Valley Conference during his three seasons at Murray State.

Jaime Jaquez Jr. scored a career-high 27 points and Johnny 
Juzang added 23 points as No. 11-seed UCLA recorded an 
86-80 overtime victory over No. 11-seed Michigan State on 
Thursday night in a "First Four" contest of the NCAA Tournament 
at Mackey Arena.

The Bruins (18-9) trailed by 11 points at halftime (44-33), but 
stormed back late to force overtime before dominating the extra 
session. The win over Michigan State propelled UCLA into a 
first-round NCAA Tournament matchup against No. 6-seed BYU.

UCLA closed the game on a 14-3 run, notching the program's 
first overtime win in the NCAA Tournament since taking down 
top-seeded Cincinnati in double-OT (105-101) on March 17, 
2002. This marked the Bruins' first win in any NCAA Tournament 
game since March 19, 2017, also against Cincinnati.

Four Bruins finished in double figures. Jaquez Jr. had a career-
best 27 points in the win. Junior Jules Bernard (11 points, 
eight rebounds) and redshirt junior Cody Riley (11 points, six 
rebounds) also had solid performances.

“Well, obviously happy with our guys," UCLA head coach Mick 
Cronin said after the win at Purdue's Mackey Arena. "We've 
been through a tough year with injuries and losing guys and 
then recently struggled to close some games out and – despite 
playing well at times. The players really needed this. So I'm 
really happy for the guys. They've been battling hard and really 
concerned with their confidence being shook after what we've 
gone through in the last few weeks. Pac-12 obviously didn't 
help us, making us go to Oregon in our last week, put us on a 
three-game road trip. We had lost Johnny for the USC game and 
then Oregon State got on a roll, and we missed free throws and 
lost that one. Our confidence was definitely shaken."

Michigan State (15-13) was paced by forward Aaron Henry's 
18 points. 

Juzang scored the first four points of overtime, putting UCLA 
up for good after opening the extra session with a post-up lay-

up. He drove in from the left wing on the following possession 
and hit a running jumper to make it a four-point game for the 
Bruins. The Spartans would never get closer than three points 
the rest of way. 

Trailing by double-digits heading into the locker room at 
halftime, the Bruins wasted no time getting back in the game 
once the second half started, going on a 9-2 run out of the 
gate to cut the deficit to four at 46-42. UCLA would stay within 
double digits from there on out.

The Bruins took their first lead since early in the first half after 
Jules Bernard absorbed contact and connected on a left-handed 
layup to make it 67-66 with 5:48 remaining in the second half, 
setting up a back-and-forth battle down the stretch.

UCLA found itself trailing, 77-72, with 1:29 remaining after a 
pair of Henry free throw makes, but the Bruins would score the 
final five points of the half to send it to overtime.

A strong effort from Jaquez Jr. produced the game-tying play. 
After missing the front end of a one-and-one, Jaquez pounced 
on his own rebound to create a second chance possession 
for the Bruins. A few moments later, sophomore guard Tyger 
Campbell found Jaquez Jr. down low, and he sunk a layup while 
absorbing contact to get sent to the line with a chance to tie 
the game. Jaquez Jr. converted on the ensuing free throw, and 
UCLA got a stop on the other end to end regulation in a 77-77 
deadlock.

Michigan State used a balanced offensive attack – four different 
players scored seven points or more, and the team shot 56% 
from the field – to control the first half. Jaquez Jr. kept the 
Bruins afloat with a team-high 14 points in the opening half.
