2025-26 STORYLINES
MATCHUP HISTORY: vs. USC Trojans
• UCLA improved to 55-54 in the all-time series after defeating USC 80-46 on Saturday, Jan. 3.
• The Bruins are on a 2-game win-streak over the Trojans.

LAST TIME OUT: W, 80-60 vs. Wisconsin (Feb. 22)
• UCLA captured its first-ever outright regular season title in the Big Ten with a win over Wisconsin Sunday.
• Senior Lauren Betts led all scorers with 19 points and added 14 rebounds for her league-leading 11th double-double.
• Five Bruins reached double-digit scoring Sunday: L. Betts (19), G. Jaquez (17), G. Kneepkens (13), K. Rice (13), A. Dugalic (10).

CLINCH ME, I’M DREAMING
• With a win over Washington Thursday, UCLA claimed a share of the B1G regular season title; it marked the first time the Bruins 
have earned a share of the regular season title since 1998-99, when they shared the Pac-10 title with Oregon (15-3).
• The Bruins won the conference outright with a win against Wisconsin (Feb. 22); it was the first time in program history that UCLA 
has made sole claim of the regular season championship.
• UCLA looks to have the first undefeated B1G season since Maryland in 2014-15 (18-0) with a victory on Sunday.

WHAT’S BRUIN
• UCLA opened the 2025-26 season ranked No. 3 in the Associated Press Top 25 Women’s Basketball Poll, released Oct. 14. The 
Bruins had a number of top 15 matchups in November: No. 6 Oklahoma (Nov. 10), No. 11 North Carolina (Nov. 13), No. 4 Texas (Nov. 
26) and No. 14 Tennessee (Nov. 30), finishing November 3-1 against ranked opponents. 
• The Bruins began the year with six of their first eight games being played at neutral site locations. UCLA made the trip to Las Vegas 
twice in three weeks, first for the WBCA Challenge (Nov. 13-15) and second for the Players Era Women’s Championship (Nov. 26-27). 
The Bruins went 3-1 in Sin City this November.
• UCLA was recognized as the USBWA National Team of the Week after going 3-0 from Nov. 10-15, which included victories over No. 
6 Oklahoma and No. 11 North Carolina.
• UCLA boasts 10 ranked wins this season, seven of which have come in B1G play (+19.6 margin of victory). The Bruins have sole 
claim to No. 1 in the Big Ten Conference with their 17-0 record since late December.
• The Big Ten boasts seven programs in the AP Top 25 for the week 16 poll: No. 2 UCLA, No. 8 Michigan, No. 9 Iowa, No. 13 Ohio 
State, No. 14 Maryland, No. 15 Michigan State, No. 22 Minnesota. USC, Illinois and Washington received votes.
• UCLA won 23-straight games in 2024-25 - 22 were by a double-digit margin - setting the longest streak for both records in 
program history. UCLA’s previous-best win streak came in the 1977-78 championship campaign (21 games).
• The 2025-26 Bruins have won 21-straight games since faltering against No. 4 Texas on Nov. 26.
• The Bruins boast 7 McDonald’s All Americans on the roster: Lauren Betts, Sienna Betts, Angela Dugalic, Timea Gardiner, Gabriela 
Jaquez, Amanda Muse, and Kiki Rice. Jaquez and Rice shared co-MVP honors in the all-star game.
• UCLA has four players averaging double figures: L. Betts (16.7), K. Rice (15.3), G. Jaquez (14.1) and G. Kneepkens (13.2). Angela 
Dugalic (9.1) is just outside of the double-digit mark.
• The Bruin starting five totals 67.9 points per game, accounting for 79.0% of scoring for UCLA. Six UCLA players have scored 20+ 
points in a game this season; the Bruins have had multiple 20+ point scorers in four games so far.
• The Bruins lead the Big Ten in assist/turnover ratio (1.74 A/TO), assists (622 TOTAL, 22.2 APG), FG% (.514), defensive FG% (.360 
OPP FG%). UCLA is also first in the conference (2nd NCAA) in rebounding margin (+15.5 RPG), first in rebounds (42.9 RPG) and first 
in the B1G in scoring margin (+28.5).
• UCLA is second in the conference in 3P% (.376), which is ninth in the country.
• UCLA sits second in the NET rankings with a nation-best 14 Quad 1 wins (14-1).
• Four Bruins have been named to the Mid-Season Top 10 lists for the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame and WBCA Starting 5 
awards: Kiki Rice (Lieberman), Gianna Kneepkens (Meyers Drysdale), Gabriela Jaquez (Miller) and Lauren Betts (Leslie).
• Lauren Betts was named to the Wooden Award Late Midseason Top 20 on Feb. 10, but point guard Kiki Rice (who was named to 
the top 25) was omitted on the updated watch list. They both made the Naismith Trophy POTY Late Season Team on Feb. 17.
• For the first time in program history (data going back to 1999-2000), UCLA had seven Bruins in double figures against Indiana on 
Feb. 15: K. Rice (17), L. Betts (16), G. Kneepkens (12), C. Leger-Walker (12), G. Jaquez (11), S. Betts (10), L. Bilic (10).

COACH CLOSE MEETS WITH WESCOM FINANCIAL DEBT RELIEF RECIPIENTS IMPACTED BY LA WILDFIRES
• Prior to UCLA’s games against Long Beach (Dec. 20) and USC (Jan. 3), Coach Close met with community members who were im-
pacted by Southern California wildfires, and that received debt relief as part of Wescom Financial and ForgiveCo’s debt relief initiative. 
• In November, Wescom Financial, the Official Banking Partner of UCLA Athletics, announced it was joining forces with ForgiveCo to 
erase $10 million in consumer debt, with the effort focused on the Altadena and Pacific Palisades neighborhoods.

• The multi-year initiative is executed through ForgiveCo’s random acts of kindness model and Wescom Foundation’s grantmak-
ing capabilities, working together to provide unexpected aid to those most affected by the wildfires and relieving them of financial 
burdens.

46 YEARS LATER... UCLA RETURNED TO THE NATIONAL SEMIFINAL
• While the trip to Tampa was UCLA’s first “NCAA” Final Four, the Bruin history books remember its time in the Association for Inter-
collegiate Athletics for Women (AIAW) prior to the NCAA’s 1982 adoption and sponsorship of women’s basketball.
• The Bruins made back-to-back trips to the national semifinal game in 1978 and 1979; UCLA captured the AIAW title in ‘78.
• The 1978 championship team was headlined by Denise Curry and Ann Meyers-Drysdale, UCLA’s only retired numbers on the 
women’s basketball side (12 and 15, respectively). Curry went on to score 3,198 points in her career (before the 3-point line was 
implemented in 1987-88) and amassed 1,310 rebounds in four years as a Bruin (10.1 RPG). Meyers-Drysdale was the first woman to 
earn a full scholarship at UCLA and went on to become the first four-time women’s basketball All-American.

BETTS YOU KNOW NOW
• The Bruin center has her name appear on four preseason watch lists: Naismith Player of the Year, Lisa Leslie Center of the Year, 
Wade Trophy, and the Wooden Award. Lauren Betts was also named AP Preseason All-American, Preseason All-Big Ten and the 
Preseason Big Ten Player of the Year.
• In an anonymous poll taken at B1G Media Day, Betts was voted most likely to win B1G Player of the Year; she received 29 of the 34 
votes. Kaylene Smikle of Maryland received three, and Kiyomi McMiller took the remaining two.
• She was also selected most likely to win B1G defensive player of the year, receiving 15 votes in the anonymous poll. USC’s Kennedy 
Smith received 10 votes, and Purdue’s Tara Daye collected 3.
• The 2025 Lisa Leslie Center of the Year is averaging 2.0 blocks, 1.0 steals and 8.6 rebounds per game.
• Betts has 84 assists, which ranks fourth on UCLA’s roster. She’s had eight games this season with 5+ dimes and is scoring a 
team-leading 16.7 points per game.
• For her 24-point, 14-rebound, five-block performance against Oregon in UCLA’s B1G opener, Betts earned Big Ten Player of the 
Week (Dec. 8) and was included as one of five USBWA Women’s National Players of the Week.
• Betts captured her fourth double-double of the season at No. 19 Ohio State, finishing with 18 PTS, 16 REB in a monstrous effort on 
the boards. The center had nine offensive rebounds; the Buckeyes ended the game with 10 offensive boards.
• The 2025 B1G Defensive Player of the Year is rising during conference play; Betts averages 18.2 points, 9.6 rebounds and 2.1 
blocks per game in Big Ten contests this season. She’s third in the conference with 54 blocks on the year.
• Betts was named Big Ten Player of the Week (Jan. 5) again for the set of games over the holiday, where she led UCLA to a 3-0 
week to open the full slate of conference games - including two ranked wins at No. 19 OSU and against No. 17 USC. Betts scored 
20.3 PPG and grabbed 11.7 RPG; she had her fourth and fifth double-doubles of the season in those ranked victories.
• The center, alongside senior Kiki Rice, was named to the Wooden Award Midseason Top 25 on Jan. 7.
• Betts leads the Big Ten with 10 double-doubles on the season; she collected three in a row in January (USC, Nebraska, Minnesota) 
and had a monstrous 16-point, 16-rebound outing to help UCLA get past No. 8 Michigan (Feb. 8).

USA BETTS-KETBALL
• UCLA’s Lauren Betts was included in the 18-person training camp roster for the USA Basketball women’s senior national team, as 
announced on Nov. 24. Betts is the only active collegiate player who will make the trip to Durham, N.C., for the Dec. 12-14 camp 
(USC’s JuJu Watkins attended but did not participate due to her injury from March 2025).
• Betts is one of ten players who made their senior national team camp debut; she joined by Cameron Brink, Paige Bueckers, Ve-
ronica Burton, Sonia Citron, Caitlin Clark, Kiki Iriafen, Rickea Jackson, Angel Reese and JuJu Watkins.
• Natalie Nakase (UCLA ‘03) served as an assistant coach under 2025-28 USA Basketball Women’s National Team head coach Kara 
Lawson. Nakase, the 2025 WNBA Coach of the Year, also made her USA Basketball debut. The first-year head coach helped the 
Valkyries become the first-ever expansion franchise to make the playoffs in their inaugural season.

JAQUEZ SOARING IN HER SENIOR YEAR
• Senior Gabriela Jaquez has impressed in her final season with the Blue and Gold. She’s averaging a career-best 14.1 points per 
game; the wing has scored in double figures in 23 of her 28 games this year.
• She had a perfect game against the USF Bulls on Nov. 15, shooting 7-for-7 from the field and 3-for-3 from the free throw line for a 
game-high 17 points. 
• Jaquez eclipsed 1,000-career points on her first basket against Southern on Nov. 23.
• Gabs had a game-leading 23 points (8-16 FG, 3-5 3FG, 4-4 FT) against Duke to close out the Players Era tournament. She was a 
team-high +34 in 36 minutes on the floor.
• The Camarillo, Calif., native is just outside of the 50/40/90 club - the wing is shooting a scorching .547/.406/.881 through 28 
games. She’s one of four players in the NCAA with 14+ PPG, 5.5+ RPG, 1+ 3PM and shooting 50 percent or better from the field 
and 40 percent or better from beyond the arc. She has 39 3FGM on the season; her previous single-season high was 31 in 2024-25.
• Jaquez was included in the Cheryl Miller Award preaseason watch list and on the Mid-Season Top 10 on Feb. 4. 
• The Camarillo, Calif., native is pulling down 5.5 rebounds per game, which is just shy of her career-best mark (5.6 RPG in ‘23-24).
• Jaquez was named one of five USBWA Women’s National Players of the week for the week ending Nov. 30.
• From Jan. 18 through 25, Jaquez averaged 22.0 points on .806 shooting (29-36 FG) in her three games. She put up 22 points 
against No. 12 Maryland, and followed that with 25 points against Purdue (23 PTS in second half).

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KNEEP KNEEP! GIANNA COMING THROUGH!
• Graduate transfer Gianna Kneepkens has found her rhythm with the Bruins, scoring 13.2 points per game for UCLA. She is coming 
off a 2024-25 campaign at Utah scoring 19.3 points on .504/.448/.890 splits (5.0 RPG, 3.0 APG in ‘24-25).
• She had back-to-back 20-point games against UC Santa Barbara (Nov. 6) and No. 6 Oklahoma (Nov. 10). She was 4-for-8 from 
long distance against the Gauchos.
• In her 28 games with UCLA, Kneepkens has had 83 assists and just 30 turnovers. She was without a turnover against No. 6 
Oklahoma, No. 11 North Carolina, Oregon, Cal Poly, Penn State, Northwestern, Illinois, Rutgers and Indiana.
• The graduate transfer had a quiet 13 points (5-8 FG, 3-3 3FG) against Duke on Nov. 27, adding six rebounds and six assists to her 
final stat line. She shot 6-for-9 from distance in the two-game stint in Sin City at the Players Era tournament.
• Kneepkens has climbed her way into the 50/40/90 club; her current shooting splits are .533/.459/.938, with 32 free throw at-
tempts on the season (30-32 FT).
• The graduate guard secured her first double-double as a Bruin, the fifth of her career, against Long Beach (10 PTS, 10 REB).
• Kneepkens is one of four active players with 300-career 3FGM (315), which ties for 103rd all-time (since 1987-88, per StatHead).
• She’s scored in double figures in all but two conference games; the guard is averaging 12.6 points per game in B1G play, shooting 
.542/.464/.952 in UCLA’s 17 conference wins (78-144 FG, 39-84 3FG).

RICE GOES WITH EVERYTHING
• UCLA’s senior point guard is meshing well after returning from a mid-April shoulder surgery. After coming off the bench for her first 
game back, she has reclaimed a starting spot for the last 27 games.
• Rice has scored in double figures in 26 games this season and is averaging a career-high 15.3 points per game on .507/.408/.889 
splits. She secured 1,500-career points at No. 19 Ohio State (Dec. 28) and 500-career assists at No. 25 Nebraska (Jan. 11).
• The guard is aggressively hunting rebounds, averaging a career-high 6.3 boards; she leads UCLA with 135 defensive rebounds. 
Rice’s rebounding numbers took a dip in 2024-25 (3.5 RPG) after a strong 2023-24 campaign (5.7 RPG).
• The Bethesda, Md., native has four double-doubles on the year, the first two against ranked opponents. Her first was against No. 11 
UNC, when she had 15 PTS, 10 REB; she collected her second double-double against No. 14 Tennessee (20 PTS, 11 REB).
• Rice is one of five UCLA players to have 100+ assists in each of her four seasons in the Bruin blue. She joins Jordin Canada, Nikki 
Blue, Erica Gomez and Ann Meyers in the elite category of Bruins who dimed 100 times or more in all four of their campaigns. She 
has 125 assists (4.5 APG) in 2025-26 and a 2.84 assist/turnover ratio (1st B1G, 6th NCAA).
• To close out the non-conference homestand, Rice collected 11 assists and eight steals with just one turnover against Cal Poly (Dec. 
16) and Long Beach State (Dec. 20). She had nine assists and zero turnovers against No. 17 USC on Jan. 3 (W, 80-46).
• The birthday girl was feeling herself at Minnesota on Jan. 14, scoring 25 points (ties career-high) on 8-for-9 shooting (3-3 3FG).
• Rice is having a heater of a conference season, boasting .518/.432/.899 shooting splits in UCLA’s 17-0 B1G slate.
• The point guard was named B1G co-player of the week on Feb. 9 after averaging 18.5 points, 5.5 rebounds, 2.0 assists and 2.5 
steals in UCLA’s 2-0 week, including a top-10 takedown of No. 8 Michigan on Super Bowl Sunday. 

DON’T GET BURNT, SHE’LL LEAVE YOU WITH A CHAR
• Graduate guard Charlisse Leger-Walker returned to the court after sitting out for the 2024-25 season following an ACL tear.
• The point guard leads UCLA with 159 assists, good for a team-high 5.7 assists per game. She’s had 5+ assists in 18 games this 
season and ranks third in the conference in APG.
• The Kiwi is just shy of joining the rest of UCLA’s starters in double figures - she’s scoring 8.7 (.459 FG%, .350 3FG%) points per 
game and has UCLA’s most steals this year (46 STL).
• Leger-Walker had a season-high 20 points (6-11 FG, 5-9 3FG) against the Duke Blue Devils to close out the Players Era Tournament.
• She nearly had a double-double in assists (8 AST) and rebounds (10 REB) against Oregon to open B1G conference play.
• Prior to the USC win, she had 48 assists and nine turnovers (5.3 A/TO) over the previous six games. 
• The Kiwi caught her stride shooting from distance during B1G play; she shot 2-for-3 from range against No. 17 USC, 4-for-5 at No. 
25 Nebraska, 1-for-2 at Minnesota, 4-for-8 vs. No. 12 Maryland, and 5-for-7 vs. Purdue (23-for-61 3FG in B1G games, .377 3FG%).

MS. DUGS-IT-ALL
• Graduate forward Angela Dugalic is averaging a career-best in points (9.1 PPG) off the bench, making a continued case for Sixth 
Player of the Year. She’s the only player in the country coming off the bench (fewer than 10 GS) and averaging 9+ PPG, 5+ RPG, 1+ 
SPG, on .500+ FG% and .350+ 3FG%. She boasts 24 3FGM, 55 assists and 30 steals on the year.
• She plays 23.2 minutes; Dugalic is shooting .521/.364/.811 on the season. 
• The Serbian senior women’s national team member had 14 points and 13 rebounds against No. 11 UNC (Nov. 13), her fourth-career 
double-double.
• Dugalic led UCLA in scoring for the first time this season against Southern on Nov. 23; the forward had a game-high 20 points on 
8-of-15 shooting (3-6 3FG).
• The Des Plaines, Ill., native replaced an injured Lauren Betts in the starting lineup against Duke on Nov. 27; Dugalic had 12 points 
and a team-high eight rebounds as UCLA’s starting five.
• Dugalic was UCLA’s first player off the bench in the Bruins’ 99-77 win over No. 14 Tennessee; she scored an efficient 14 PTS (6-7 
FG), collected six boards and had three steals and a block in the effort.
• The Serbian forward cashed in 15 points (7-9 FG) against No. 19 Ohio State on Dec. 28, one day prior to her 24th birthday.
• Dugalic had a career night in the top 10 battle against No. 8 Iowa (Feb. 1); she tied her career high in points (22, 9-13 FG, 3-4 3FG) 
and had a career-best five steals in the win.

SIENNA WAITS FOR YOU
• The No. 2-ranked freshman suffered a preseason injury to her left lower leg but returns to add depth to UCLA’s frontcourt.
• Freshman Sienna Betts made her long-awaited debut against Cal Poly on Dec. 16. She totaled five points and two assists in 10 
minutes played; she drew six fouls and was 1-for-1 when she got a clean shot off.
• The Centennial, Colo., native got a better feel for the game against Long Beach State, scoring 15 points (6-9 FG) and grabbing 5 
rebounds in 15 minutes on the floor. She also had her first-career block against the Beach.
• The younger Betts had four steals against rival USC. She followed that with 12 points and six rebounds at No. 25 Nebraska; she 
had five offensive boards to the Cornhuskers’ seven. 
• The forward stepped up in her older sister’s first-half absence against Illinois on Jan. 28. She finished with 10 PTS and 6 REB.
• Sienna Betts has impressed on the boards, averaging 4.2 rebounds per game in 18 GP. 
• She’s averaging 7.0 points per game (.525 FG%).

• Senior Megan Grant has become a two-sport athlete, signing on to play with women’s basketball for the 2024-25 season.
• She scored her first collegiate basketball points after securing an offensive board against No. 11 UNC and putting back a layup in the clos-
ing seconds of the game. The bench erupted as the 2-time softball all-American celebrated her first basket.
• Grant was a three-sport star throughout her childhood and at Aragon High School in San Mateo, Calif. where she lettered in softball for 
four years and women’s basketball and volleyball both for three years.
• In 2025, Grant set the Big Ten single-season record for home runs with 26 and ranked top 10 nationally with 81 runs batted in and a .933 
slugging percentage. Career-wise, Grant ranks fourth on UCLA’s all-time slugging charts (.727) and has totaled 49 home runs and 180 RBIs 
over 180 games. She has helped the Bruins to back-to-back Women’s College World Series appearances, two Pac-12 Conference regular-
season titles and a Pac-12 Tournament Championship.
• As UCLA transitions into conference play and softball season begins, Grant will join the team at home games only (barring schedule 
conflicts with UCLA Softball schedule).

• The Bruins shot a program-best .779 from the free throw line in 2022-23 and have shot .730 or better every season since 2020-21. 
Currently, the Bruins connect at a .781 FT% clip with 12.6 makes per game.

Women’s AmeriCup 2025 in Chile. In her AmeriCup debut, she averaged 12.0 points per game, 
which ranked eighth amongst all players at the international competition.
• She began the tournament with a 22-point performance (8-19 FG, 3-8 3FG) against host Chile in 
Mexico’s opening day win. She had 15 points against Puerto Rico in the group stage and 15 against 
Brazil in the quarterfinal round. The Bruin guard was on the boards against Brazil, collecting eight 
rebounds in the loss. Jaquez had 15 points, eight rebounds and an assist in Mexico’s 30-point win 
over the Dominican Republic in the final game of the tournament, helping Mexico to a seventh-place 
finish.
• The Camarillo, Calif., native was recognized with the tournament’s Rising Star award for her 
outstanding and impactful performance with the Mexican senior national team; in addition to 12.0 
points, she also averaged 6.1 rebounds and 1.1 assists per game.
• Graduate transfer Gianna Kneepkens made her first-ever appearance with USA Basketball at the 
FIBA Women’s AmeriCup 2025 in Chile this summer. Kneepkens was just shy of a double-digit 
scoring average, putting up 9.7 points per game through seven appearances.
• Kneepkens opened the tournament scoring 12 points (3-5 FG, 2-3 3FG) against host Chile in the 
first game of her international career. She also corralled four rebounds, assisted twice and snatched 
two steals. Against Puerto Rico, Kneepkens had 14 points on 5-of-8 shooting as the United States 
coasted to an 80-62 win. Kneepkens best performance came against Mexico and new teammate 
Gabriela Jaquez; the guard scored 20 points (7-10 FG, 4-7 3FG), grabbed five boards and had 
two steals in the rout of Mexico. She followed that with a 14-point outing against the Dominican 
Republic in the quarterfinals; Kneepkens was +45 in 19 minutes as USA claimed a dominant win to 
advance (110-44).
• The Duluth, Minn., native finished the tournament averaging 3.6 rebounds and 1.4 assists per 
game. The sharpshooter put up an impressive .548/.500/1.000 split and proved herself an of-
fensive weapon on the international stage.
FIBA U18 Women’s EuroBasket Division B in Lithuania (Lena Bilic - Croatia)
• Croatian phenom Lena Bilic helped lead her junior national team to a 6-1 record at the FIBA U18 
Women’s EuroBasket Division B in Lithuania; with a third-place finish, Croatia has earned a promo-
tion to next summer’s top division tournament.
• Bilic led the U18 Division B tournament in scoring, averaging 23.6 points per game as a focal 
point of Croatia’s impressive offense. She opened the games with 23 points against Great Britain, 
which included a game-winning jumper from the short corner as Croatia squeaked out a one-point 
win. Croatia coasted to a 76-point win in the next game against Norway; Bilic had 15 points in 17 
minutes on the floor. The Croatian caught fire in the last two games of the group phase and picked 
up her defensive effort; Bilic had 24 points, six rebounds, five assists, six steals and three blocks 
against Bulgaria before clearing the 30-point hurdle her next game. Croatia needed all of her 32 
points (10-18 FG, 3-6 3FG) against Denmark in the 100-98 win – she also racked up five rebounds, 
seven assists and five steals in the nail-biter. Croatia dropped its first and only match of the 
tournament against Germany in the semifinal round, and Bilic responded by leaving everything on 
the court in the third-place game against Lithuania. She had 41 points (15-29 FG, 6-12 3FG) in the 
bronze medal match as Croatia took down host Lithuania 88-83. Bilic also had five rebounds, seven 
assists and four steals as Croatia earned its promotion.
• She averaged 6.0 rebounds, 4.1 assists, 2.9 steals and 1.4 blocks per game, earning Bilic a spot 
on the All-Star Five for the tournament.
FIBA U19 Women’s Basketball World Cup (Sienna Betts - USA)
• Betts and the US junior national team dominated their competition at the FIBA U19 Women’s 

Basketball World Cup in Brno, Czechia; the USA squad went 7-0 on the way to a gold medal. 
Betts averaged 14.6 points and 10 rebounds per game, which ranked 11th and second in the 
tournament, respectively, and shot .587 from the floor.
• The Centennial, Colo., native exploded for 25 points (11-12 FG) against South Korea in the 
opening game as the USA claimed a 134-53 victory. Betts captured a double-double in five of her 
seven appearances with Team USA and impressed defensively – she had 13 points, 13 rebounds, 
five blocks and three steals against Hungary in game two of the tournament. China had no an-
swer for the big; she had 21 points (10-17 FG), 10 rebounds, three blocks and two steals to close 
out the group phase. Betts averaged 2.1 blocks and 1.0 steals per game with the undefeated 
United States team. She put up 11 points (5-8 FG), 11 rebounds and a block in her gold medal 
effort; Betts played 39 minutes to help lift USA past Australia in the championship game.

2024-25 IN REVIEW - THE YEAR OF “FIRSTS” FOR UCLA
• A historic season for the Bruins in 2024-25, UCLA set a new standard for winning with its 
return to the NCAA Final Four.
• UCLA claimed the No. 1 spot in the Associated Press Top 25 Women’s Basketball Poll after 
defeating then-No. 1 South Carolina on Nov. 24. The Bruins sat atop the AP poll for 12 weeks, 
setting the record for the longest streak at No. 1 for a Big Ten WBB program in conference 
history after nine weeks at the top spot. UCLA reclaimed No. 1 after taking down USC in the B1G 
tournament championship game and finished the regular season with 14 weeks atop the AP poll.
• The Bruins captured the 2025 TIAA Big Ten Women’s Basketball Tournament trophy, downing 
rival USC 72-67 in the championship game. It’s the first conference tournament title for the 
Bruins since the 2006 Pac-10 tournament championship.
• The Bruins have hosted the First and Second Rounds in each of the last three seasons; UCLA’s 
No. 1 seed in the 2025 tournament is the highest seeding in program history. 

2024-25 NATIONAL AWARDS AND HONORS
• Betts was named First Team All-America by the Associated Press in 2024-25, marking 
the first time a Bruin has collected that honor in program history. Rice was also named AP All-
America Honorable Mention on Wednesday, March 19. Betts was named USBWA First Team 
All-America, joining Natalie Williams (1993, 1994) as a first teamer from Westwood, Naismith 
First Team All-America, and WBCA First Team All-America. 
• Betts named the 2025 Naismith Women’s Defensive Player of the Year, the Atlanta Tipoff 
Club announced on April 2. She was also named to the John R. Wooden Award Women’s All 
America Team and is in the Wooden Award Top 5. The center was honored as the 2025 Lisa 
Leslie Center of the Year, as announced by the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame and WBCA.
• Coach Cori Close was named USBWA Coach of the Year on Thursday, March 20, 2025 Wer-
ner Ladder Naismith Women’s Coach of the Year on Wednesday, April 2. She swept Coach 
Tony Newnan was named WBCA NCAA DI Assistant Coach of the Year on March 26.
• Kiki Rice added some hardware to her trophy cabinet; she was named to the 2024-25 Aca-
demic All-America Division I women’s basketball team by the College Sports Commu-
nicators (CSC). Rice also earned the NCAA Elite 90 Award, which honors the student-athlete 
with the highest GPA at each NCAA championship. The Bruin Point Guard was also a Arthur 
Ashe Jr. Award Sports Scholar, named women’s basketball sport winner.

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Cori Close was named The Michael Price Family UCLA Women’s Head Basketball 
Coach on April 21, 2011, and began the 2025-26 season 321-143 (.692) overall. 
She joins Billie Moore (296-181) and Kathy Olivier (232-208) as the only coaches in 
program history to eclipse the 200-win milestone and became the first to achieve 
300-career wins at UCLA.

Close led the Bruins to a historic year of firsts and broken records in 2024-25, earning her a sweep of the national Coach of the Year 
awards (Associated Press, Naismith, USBWA, and WBCA). UCLA went 34-3 and made its first-ever trip to the NCAA Final Four after 
capturing the 2025 TIAA Big Ten Women’s Basketball Championship. The Bruins downed a No. 1-ranked team for the first time, handling 
South Carolina on Nov. 24, 2024 (W, 77-62). UCLA went on to capture its first No. 1 ranking by the Associated Press (AP) and set a 
new Big Ten Conference record with 12-consecutive weeks atop the AP poll. The Bruins were ranked No. 1 by the AP for 14 of the 19 
weeks in the 2024-25 season; UCLA also set single-season records for most wins (34), consecutive wins (23) and consecutive wins 
by a double-digit margin (22).

UCLA saw its second-consecutive 27-win season in the 2023-24 campaign, tying the third-most wins in a season in UCLA program 
history. Close helped lead the Bruins past UConn for the first time when UCLA downed then-No. 6 UConn 78-67 in the Cayman Islands 
Classic. UCLA also reached its highest ranking in program history, sitting at No. 2 in the Associated Press Top 25 Women’s Basketball 
Poll for nine weeks during the season. The 2023-24 Bruins made a run to the Sweet Sixteen for the second-consecutive year under 
Close’s guidance; UCLA has reached at least the second round of the NCAA tournament in seven of the last nine seasons. UCLA crashed 
the boards as directed by Close and led the NCAA in rebounding margin (+13.9) for the 2023-24 season.

Close brought in her second top-rated recruiting class ahead of the 2022-23 season and immediately utilized the young talent alongside 
the veteran core. The five freshmen each played an average of 19.0 minutes per game once they arrived in Westwood, the most of 
any freshman class in the NCAA. The Bruins recorded 13 wins in their first 14 games to begin the season. It was the best start for the 
program since the 2019-20 campaign. UCLA captured the Battle 4 Atlantis championship in The Bahamas, taking down Marquette in 
overtime of the final game of the tournament. 

The team led the Pac-12 in offensive rebounds per game (14.9 ORPG) en route to a run at the Pac-12 Tournament championship. UCLA 
defeated No.-1 seeded Stanford in the Pac-12 semifinals, punching a ticket to the championship game. Senior Charisma Osborne, 
redshirt-sophomore Emily Bessoir and freshman Kiki Rice earned Pac-12 All-Tournament team for the Conference runner-up efforts; 
Osborne was named All-Pac-12, and Rice was joined by Londynn Jones on the Pac-12 All-Freshman team. The Bruins returned to 
the Sweet 16 in NCAA March Madness in postseason play, ending their season against No. 1 seed South Carolina in the Greenville 
region of the tournament.

The 2021-22 season proved to be “one of the most challenging years of [Close’s] career,” as the Bruins battled injuries and faced 
postponements and a forfeiture due to COVID-19 protocols. UCLA finished 18-13 overall, but the team managed to catch fire late in the 
season. Close guided the Bruins to a postseason run in the WNIT, making a trip to the semifinals before falling to South Dakota State.

Close led the Bruins through an unpredictable 2020-21 season, a campaign that required Close to navigate COVID-19 protocols and a 
limited roster. The Bruins posted a 17-6 overall record, picking up wins against five ranked opponents. The Bruins were ranked inside 
the top 11 of the AP Poll throughout the season and notched the No. 5 spot in November, the highest ranking for the program since 
2017. Close guided the Bruins to the Pac-12 Tournament championship game and an eventual three-seed in the NCAA Tournament. 
It was the sixth NCAA Tournament appearance under Close’s tenure.

Michaela Onyenwere earned AP Third-Team All-American honors for the second-straight year and was selected by the New York 
Liberty with the sixth pick in the 2021 WNBA Draft. Onyenwere became the sixth Bruin under Close’s tenure to be drafted into the 
WNBA, and the fifth in four years. 

2019-20 was an historic year for Close and the Bruins. UCLA won its first 13 games of the campaign, setting a new program record for 
the most consecutive wins to start a season. The Bruins’ win over then-No. 6 Stanford marked Close’s 100th-career Pac-12 victory. A 
win over the Trojans in the Pac-12 Tournament quarterfinals won the Bruins the season series over their crosstown rival. UCLA would, 
ultimately, finish the year 26-5 and was set to host the first two rounds of the NCAA Tournament. The national postseason schedule, 
however, was canceled due to COVID-19.

Close helped guide the Bruins to a myriad of individual honors during the 2019-20 season. Junior Michaela Onyenwere earned AP 
Third Team All-America acclaim and also garnered All-Pac-12 recognition. Senior Japreece Dean also earned All-Pac-12 honors while 
Charisma Osborne picked up Pac-12 All-Freshman accolades. Dean was drafted with the 30th overall pick by the Chicago Sky in the 
2020 WNBA Draft, becoming the fifth draft pick across Close’s tenure at the helm.

The 2018-19 season saw UCLA win 13 of its last 17 games and finish fourth in a highly competitive Pac-12 Conference, and Close 
was ultimately named the Media Pac-12 Coach of the Year. The Bruins collected nine road wins, the most since 2012-13 when the 
team had 13. UCLA also had seven top-25 wins, including a pair of top-10 wins over then-ranked No. 2 Oregon and No. 9 Maryland. In 
UCLA’s historic win over the Ducks on Feb. 22, the Bruins overcame a 22-point deficit and secured their biggest win since knocking off 
No. 2 Stanford in 2008. The loss for Oregon marked its only setback in Eugene that season. U CLA, which ranked second in the NCAA in 
offensive rebounds per game (17.3) in 2018-19, ultimately finished 22-13 on the year, reaching the semifinals of the Pac-12 Tournament 
and collecting NCAA Tournament wins over Tennessee and Maryland, before falling to perennial power UCONN by a final score of 69-61. 
It was the fourth-straight Sweet 16 appearance for UCLA, making the Bruins one of just eight NCAA Division I programs to do so. In the 
final ESPN/USA Today rankings, UCLA rose 10 spots to No. 14, the highest leap by any program in the polls. Close produced her fourth 
WNBA draft pick as a head coach, as Kennedy Burke was picked in the second round by the Dallas Wings as the 22nd overall pick.
