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The Mules’ most successful pro football player is Jeff Wright, who played for seven seasons 
(1988-94) with the Buffalo Bills and was their starting nose tackle in four Super Bowls. Chosen in the 
eighth round of the 1988 NFL Draft, Wright became the first player from Central Missouri to make an 
NFL team’s regular-season roster.

A two-time first-team All-MIAA selection, he was MIAA Defensive Player of the Year as a 
senior. Wright was also a first-team All-American as a senior and led the team with 119 tackles and 
7.5 sacks. Wright is the only Mules’ football player to have his uniform number (79) retired. He also 
has established a football scholarship in his name at UCM and was a 1994 inductee into the UCM 
Athletic Hall of Fame.

Roderick Green, who was selected in the fifth round by the Baltimore Ravens in the spring 
of 2004, is the highest any UCM football player has ever been drafted.  He saw action in five NFL 
seasons, playing his first two in Baltimore and the last three with the San Franciso 49ers, finishing his 
career after the 2008 season. He was a 2013 inductee into the UCM Athletic Hall of Fame.

Tight End Delanie Walker is the Mules most recent draft choice (sixth round), signing with 
the San Francisco 49ers in 2006. In his seventh full season he played in all 16 games, and  recorded 
21 catches for 344 yards and three touchdowns. He helped the 49ers win the NFC Championship 
and recorded three catches for 48 yards in Super Bowl XLVII. He signed a four-year, $17.5 million 
contract in the summer of 2013 with the Tennessee Titans. Walker has been named to three straight 
NFL Pro Bowl’s from 2015-17 and was a finalist for the Walter Payton NFL Man of the Year award 
in 2015. 

Wide receiver Todd Devoe had a stint with the Denver Broncos where he caught his first NFL 
touchdown pass in 2005. He also played with Toronto in the CFL and in the Arena League for the 
Orlando Predators. He was a 2014 inductee into the UCM Athletic Hall of Fame.

Two other former Mules were also active in the Arena Football League. Colston Weatherington 
was drafted in the seventh round of the 2000 NFL draft by the Dallas Cowboys. Weatherington, who 
decided to pass up his final year of eligibility with the Mules, was the 207th player taken in the draft. 
He was released by the Cowboys in 2003, but signed as a free agent with the Dallas Desperados of the 

Arena Football League.  He was a four-time first-team All-AFL pick on defense and was named the AFL Lineman of the Year in 2008. He was 
inducted into the UCM Athletic Hall of Fame in 2012.

Kevin Nickerson, meanwhile, was named to the AFL All-Rookie team in 2005. His last action was with the Orlando Predators in 2008 and 
he had 73 receptions for 871 yards and 13 touchdowns as a wide receiver/defensive back and has been named All-Arena League two times.  He 
also played with the Saskatchewan Roughriders of the Canadian Football League, and in 2003 he pulled in eight passes for 103 yards. He has 
played for three different teams in the Arena League. He was a 2008 inductee into the UCM Athletic Hall of Fame.

The Mules have had 11 players drafted by NFL teams and 66 have signed professional free agent contracts.  
The year listed for the draft picks is the last year each player competed with the Mules. The year listed for the free agents is the UCM school 

year in which they signed.

Jeff Wright became the first Mules player to 
make an active NFL roster. He played seven 
seasons for the Buffalo Bills and started at 
nose guard in four Super Bowls.

Lineman of the Game.  

The entire Mules’ defense could have been honored.  
Doane came into the game leading the nation with 
457.1 yards and 52.9 points per game.  Against CMSC, 
though, the Tigers managed just 256 yards and 10 points.

Larry Johnson led the Mules rushing attack with 
50 yards on 16 carries.  Steve Eckinger saw first-hand 
why Doane was the sixth-ranked defensive team in the 
country (allowing just 138 yards and 2.9 points per 
game.  He lost 18 yards on nine attempts, including 
sack yardage, and completed just 5-of-19 passes for 61 
yards.  Clark Frost caught two of Eckinger’s  aerials 
for 43 yards.

Sallier was named Offensive Player of the Game for 
Doane.

Just two seasons after appearing in their first 

NCAA-sanctioned bowl game, the Mules got back to the 
postseason.  This time it was the prestigious Pecan Bowl 
in Arlington, Texas.  The opponent:  the No. 1 ranked 
Arkansas State University Indians.

Arkansas State came away with a 38-21 win, and 
with it the NCAA Midwest College Division title.  The 
Pecan Bowl was one of only four College Division 
Championship games representing a section of the 
United States.  

The Indians were appearing in their third consecutive 
Pecan Bowl after winning the Southland Conference and 
posting a 10-0 regular season record.

The Mules, meanwhile, were coming off a 9-1 
regular season and the Missouri Intercollegiate Athletic 
Association co-championship.

UCM made a statement on the Indians’ opening 
drive.  After Arkansas State drove to the Mules’ 
one-yard line, Earnie Harris and Gary Simpson stopped 
ASU’s Calvin Harrell on fourth-and-one.  

The Indians got on the board first on a 37-yard field 
goal with 4:30 left in the first quarter.

They added a touchdown pass before Steve Eckinger 
and Reggie James connected to make it 10-7, Arkansas 
State.

The Indians, though, answered with another 
touchdown pass and a 17-7 lead with 1:28 left in the 
half.   A third Arkansas State aerial on the Indians’ 
second possession of the second half made it 24-7.  It 
marked the first time all year the Mules had been scored 
on in the third quarter.

The Mules fell behind 31-7 when Russ Weber’s punt 
was blocked and recovered in the end zone.

Harrell’s touchdown and the ensuing extra point 
made it 38-7 before the Mules finally were able to get 
back on the scoreboard.

After recovering an ASU fumble, the Mules made it 
38-14, as Eckinger found Ron Culp.

The Mules final score came with just :38 remaining 
in the game.  Taking advantage of another Arkansas 
State fumble, Ira Clemons hit pay dirt.

Eckinger completed 22-of-44 passes for 216 yards 
and two touchdowns, and the Mules’ ballcarriers tacked 
on 110 yards and a score.

A 9-2 regular-season record led the Mules to the 36th 

Mineral Water Bowl in Excelsior Springs, Mo.  There, 
the Mules  captured a 48-17 win over Northern Sun 
Intercollegiate Conference runner-up Minnesota-Duluth.

The bowl win marked the first time in school history 
a Mules team had reached 10 victories. 

The Mules jumped out to a 20-0 lead on the Bulldogs 
after one quarter. Todd Devoe grabbed two touchdown 
passes, one from junior wide receiver Don Robinson on 
a flanker option for 39 yards and the other from Dennis 
Gile that went for a Mineral Water Bowl-record 99 
yards. In between, Lee Thompson was able to cash in 
from 10 yards.

UMD rallied to cut the Mules lead in half just 
minutes into the second quarter. After getting a 75-yard 
return on the kickoff following Devoe’s second 
touchdown, the Bulldogs scored on a two-yard run by 
running back Andrew Bungum.

Minnesota-Duluth then executed an onside kick and 
recovered at the UMD 45. The Bulldogs settled for a 
37-yard field goal by Chad Gerlach to make it 20-10 
with 12:27 left in the first half.

The Mules had an answer, going 71 yards in six 
plays, with Mike Carter catching a Gile pass for a 
nine-yard score.

UMD linebacker Adam Skinner picked up a Gile 
fumble and put the Bulldogs back within 10 on a 
32-yard return to make it 27-17.

Duluth returned the favor when UCM’s Greg Zerr 
scooped up a fumble by wide receiver Tim Battaglia and 
ran 19 yards to make 34-17, where it stood at halftime.

UCM wrapped up the scoring with Thompson 
scoring on a 5-yard run, and Joey Robinson returning 
an interception 80 yards for a score.

Devoe set a bowl record with 163 receiving yards 
and earned Offensive MVP honors.

Central Missouri had such a good experience in the 

2001 postseason, the Mules made an extra effort to 
advance in 2002.  And advance they did, earning their 
first ever trip to the NCAA Division II Playoffs.  A 
thrilling 23-20 overtime victory at MIAA-rival Pittsburg 
State University ensured the Mules their first playoff 
berth and, while the outcome was not what Central 
faithful had hoped for (a 49-28 loss at the University 
of Northern Colorado), it set the stage for the Cardinal 
& Black to move among the elite teams in the NCAA 
Division II ranks. 

After the opening kickoff went into the end zone for 
a touchback, UCM needed just 22 seconds to get on the 
board, as Don Robinson launched a pass to a wide open 
Todd Devoe, who raced the rest of the way untouched 
for the score.

After stopping the Bears on three-and-out on their 
own 24 yard line, the Mules’ Pat Nussbeck squirted 
through to block the punt, and  when Devoe scooped it 
up and ran in, it was 14-0 Central Missouri.

The Mules defense again held and forced UNC to 
punt, and UCM again struck quickly, Dennis Gile 
hitting Mike Carter for a 76-yard pitch and catch and a 
21-0 Central Missouri lead.

But then UNC woke up, scoring 28-unanswered 
points to take a 28-21 halftime lead.  Eric Nelson scored 
on receptions of 29 and 54 yards from Mark Passard, 
Ron Scott plunged over from  a yard out, and Adam 
Matthews went 23 yards for  a score. 

In the second half it was more of the same, as Passard 
connected with Brad Pyatt from 21 yards out at the 
12:08 mark of the third quarter, and then hit Nelson on a 
51-yard screen pass.

UCM finally got back on the board with 13:54 to go 
in the ballgame, as Nate Thomas took a UNC punt 79 
yards up the right side line to give the Cardinal & Black 
some hope.  

But then Nelson stuck a dagger in the Mules’ heart, 
as he needed just one play on Northern Colorado’s next 
possession to go 70 yards to make the final score 49-28.

The No. 8 Central Missouri Mules football squad 

made history, winning its first playoff game ever in a 
55-35 rout over No. 14 West Texas A&M on Saturday at 
Walton Stadium/Kennedy Field. 

The Mules (10-2) scored the contest’s first four 
touchdowns and never looked back in the win. UCM 
tied the school record for wins in a season with 10, and 
scored the most points in a postseason game in team 
history as well. West Texas finished the season at 8-4.

Central Missouri made it 28-0 with 5:27 left before 
the break on a one-yard rush from senior fullback Brent 
Boehringer, his first ever rushing TD. The play was set 
up by a 32-yard Eric Czerniewski-to-Jamorris Warren 
connection down to the one.

WTAMU got on the board after an eight-play, 70 
yard drive that saw Taylor Harris find Stephen Burton 
on a deflected pass in the back of the endzone that 
Burton picked out of the air, just before getting a foot in 
bounds from 14 yards out. 

Although the score came with only 1:48 on the clock, 
the Mules still took advantage, taking the ball 65 yards 
down field in just 1:23, capped by a 10-yard strike from 
Czerniewski to Seth Mason to make it 35-7 just before 
the break. It was Mason’s second multiple TD game of 
the year, and third of his career.

The Mules out-gained the Buffs 373-to-219 in the 
half, while Czerniewski tossed four TD’s on 23-of-28 
passing. Stewart had 169 receiving and rushing 
combined yards in the half.

The third quarter started with a bang for the Mules as 
well, with senior Joseph Bangali picking off Harris on 
the first possession. UCM punched it in with a one-yard 
rush by Anthony Stewart on fourth down, making it 42-7 
with 12:45 left in the third quarter.

The two teams traded scores in a long third quarter, 
with Stewart running one from 17 yards away for a 
TD. West Texas answered again to make it 49-21 on 
a 57-yard TD catch by Brittan Golden with 2:48 left. 
The Buffs tried to make a game of it just after the score, 
recovering an onside kick. 

Instead, Paul Stephens delivered the dagger, picking 
off a deflected Harris pass and returning it 52 yards for a 
touchdown, making it 55-21.

Central Missouri cruised from there, running as much 
clock as possible in the fourth quarter. Stewart finished 
with more than 100 yards rushing and receiving for the 
second time in his career, with 112 on the ground, and 
131 though the air. Czerniewski tallied 368 yards and 
the four TDs on 33 of 42 attempts.

The No. 8 Central Missouri Mules continued their 

historic run through the playoffs with a 55-41 upset 
over the No. 2 Abilene Christian Wildcats on Saturday 
at Shotwell Stadium, setting the school record with 11 
wins, and defeating a No. 2 ranked opponent for the first 
time in school history.

Central Missouri (11-2) jumped on the Lone Star 
Champion Wildcats (11-1) from the start, racing to a 
21-0 first quarter lead. After ACU got on the board with 
a Mitchell Gale touchdown pass, but the Mules added 14 
straight points to open a 35-6 lead.

The Wildcats notched two more touchdowns in the 
quarter to pull within 35-21 at halftime.

ACU took its opening drive of the second half and 
went 91 yards in nine plays for a touchdown to make it 
35-28.

The Central Missouri defense held on the next 
possession, forcing the Wildcats to kick a field goal 
from 38 yards out to cut the lead to only four. The 
defense came up huge again and forced the Wildcats 
to kick a 27-yard field goal to make it 35-34 with 26 
seconds left in the quarter. 

The momentum shifted at the start of the fourth 
quarter as Czerniewski found Jamorris Warren on a 
61-yard bomb for a score. The extra point was blocked 
though, and gave UCM a 41-34 lead.

Czerniewski found DeMarco Cosby for a 28-yard 
strike to the eight yard line, and two plays later he tossed 
one up to Warren in the corner of the endzone for his 
UCM-record-tying sixth TD pass of the day and a 48-34 
lead.

The Wildcats got a 32-yard TD pass to Edmund 
Gates with 2:23 left, but the Mules recovered the onside 
kick. Two plays later, Anthony Stewart broke a 42-yard 
touchdown up the middle to seal the win.

Czerniewski finished with 477 yards passing on 
29-of-46 completions with six touchdowns. It was the 
sixth 400-yard game of his career, and second-highest 
total ever at UCM. There have only been seven 400-yard 
games in school history, and he owns six of them.

The No. 3 Northwest Missouri State Bearcats built a 

first half lead and never let it get away on a cold, windy 
day at Bearcat Stadium in the NCAA-II Quarterfinals, 
ending the No. 8 Central Missouri Mules historic playoff 
run by a 37-20 score.

The NWMSU defense put up its most impressive 
performance of the season, getting pressure on MIAA 
and Super Region 4 Offensive Player of the Year Eric 
Czerniewski, and holding him to a season-low 212 
passing yards, but also with the aid of a 20-30 mph 
wind.

The opening period started with more points on 
the first two drives than the entire first half of the first 
meeting earlier in the season. The Bearcats (12-1) 
took the opening drive 80 yards in nine plays, capped 
by a 23-yard strike from quarterback Blake Bolles to 
wideout Tyler Shaw against the wind. Central Missouri 
(11-3) didn’t panic though, and put together an 11-play, 
68 yard answer. Czerniewski hit senior running back 
Anthony Stewart from seven yards out of the backfield 
for the touchdown.

UCM managed only 25 plays in the first half for 83 
yards, while the Bearcats ran 46 plays for 202 yards. 

The Central Missouri defense clamped down in the 
second half, but the offense couldn’t take advantage, 
with the Bearcats making the big plays on their defense. 

The Mules held Northwest to only 18 yards in the 
third quarter, even with the wind at their backs. UCM 
forced punts on each possession, and went into the 
final quarter with the wind, down only 24-14. Another 
significant moment in the quarter was when Czerniewski 
hit DeMarco Cosby for a five-yard first down, giving 
him the NCAA-II single-season passing record at 5,100 
yards, passing Keith Null of West Texas A&M’s record 
of 5,097 yards in 2008.

NWMSU built the lead back to 16 at 30-14 following 
a 58-yard catch and run by Jake Soy. The Mules were 
able to pull within 10 again at 30-20 on a Taylor Dyer 
TD grab, but could get no closer.

NWMSU iced the game on a fourth down touchdown 
run by Bolles with 3:03 left to make it 37-20.

The Mules held the Bearcats to only 103 yards in 
the final half, while gaining 178. Czerniewski finished 
his season with an NCAA-II record 5,207 yards, and 
his career with 12,847 yards to rank fourth in NCAA-II 
history.

Central Missouri football ended it’s season on a 

high note, winning in grand fashion over Southeastern 
Oklahoma, 48-21, in the Live United Texarkana Bowl. 
The win puts the Mules record at 8-4, their most wins 
since the 2011 season. It is also the team’s first win in 
a bowl game under Head Coach Jim Svoboda and their 
third in program history, evening their bowl game record 
at 3-3.

Coming into the game, senior LaVance Taylor 
needed 60 yards to become UCM’s all-time leader 
in all-purpose yards. Taylor racked up 351 combined 
yards to become the first Mule to eclipse 6,000 career 
all-purpose yards, setting a new career record at 6,231 
yards. Taylor picked up a game-high 264 yards and one 
touchdown on the ground, while also catching three 
passes for a team-best 87 yards, including a 75-yard 
catch and run to put UCM up 34-7 midway through 
the third quarter and was awarded the Live United 
Texarkana Bowl MVP for his efforts. He finishes his 
career No. 2 all-time at UCM in rushing with 3,941 
yards, 54 yards shy of the school record.

Hawk finished the afternoon completing 84% 
of his passes (21-of-25) for 280 yards and the four 
touchdowns. He spread the ball around, completing 
passes to eight different receivers, four of whom caught 
touchdown passes. Senior Anthony Kirkwood led the 
Mules receiving group with five catches for 46 yards.  
Overall the Mules finished with 625 yards of total 
offense, their second time this season with at least 600 
yards of offense. They outgained the Savage Storm by 
207 yards, 625-to-418.

Defensively, senior Alex Perlin led the charge with 
a game-high-tying 12 tackles. The Mules created two 
turnovers with a pair of interceptions by Kenny Mings 
and J.R. Alexander.

His 3,655 
passing yards and 31 touchdown passes this season are 
also the third best. His 4,112 yards of total offense this 
year are the second most all-time. For his career, Fugate 
finishes his career with the fifth most completions (463), 
fourth most passing yards (6,314), passing touchdowns 
(49), and the third most yards of total offense (7,519).

Zachery’s 67 pass receptions this season are the 
sixth most in a single season in program history, while 
his 11 touchdown receptions are tied for the fourth 
most. His 1,828 all-purpose yards are the fifth most in a 
single-season. With one season of eligibility remaining, 
Zachery ranks sixth in receiving yards (1,915),  tied for 
seventh in touchdown receptions (16), tied for eighth in 
receptions (122) and ninth in all-purpose yards (3,420).

The Mules’ 9-3 season is the 10th straight winning 
season in program history and the 18th in the last 19 
years. This was the first playoff appearance since 
2010 and the third in school history. This was the 
Mules’ ninth postseason appearance overall, counting 
postseason bowl games and playoff appearances, and the 
fourth in head coach Jim Svoboda’s seven seasons.

It was a fitting end to the 2017 Mules Football season in that 

their 38-28 win over No. 23 Minnesota-Duluth resembled so many 
that came before it earlier in the season. Trailing at the half, 22-10, 
the Mules came to life in the second half, scoring four touchdowns, 
to earn their fourth all-time bowl win. Central Missouri finishes the 
season at 9-3. 

How it Happened
• The Mules totaled nearly 500 yards of total offense and both 

teams combined went over 1,000, totaling 1,023 yards of offense.
• UCM had a balanced attack totaling more than 300 yards through 

the air and nearly 200 on the ground. 
• Brook Bolles kept a clean sheet and the Mules turned the ball 

over just once and gave up only one sack.
• As they have most of the season, UCM relied on a quick-strike 

offense, scoring two touchdowns in less than one minute and returned 
a kickoff for a score.

• UCM got on the board first with a 24-yard touchdown reception 
from Bolles to Jovante Siglar. 

• The lead didn’t last long as Minnesota-Duluth answered on their 
next drive. They went 75 yards in 11 plays and ate of 4:20 before 
scoring on a one-yard touchdown run. The Bulldogs successfully went 
for two and held onto that lead for the rest of the half.

• Alex Langer kicked a 41-yard FG in between two Bulldog 
touchdowns, and at the half, UMD led 22-10. 

• The Mules got to work right away in the second half, scoring on 
their first possession. Bolles completed a pair of passes to convert third 
downs to set up Devante Turner’s three-yard rush.

• Again the Bulldogs answered with a long drive, this one going 
83 yard in 10 plays covering 5:42 to regain their two score lead, 28-17.

• The ensuing kickoff saw Zachery return it 100 yards to get the 
Mules right back to within five, 28-23.

• Just two minutes later, the Mules took their first lead, 31-28 when 
Seth Hebert scored from 29 yards out on a pass from Bolles. Koby 
Wilkerson added the two-point conversion to put UCM up by three. 

• Bolles added the final touches with a 40-yard touchdown run and 
the defense did the rest, holding UMD off the scoreboard to complete 
the comeback win.

• Bolles scored three times, twice through the air and once on the 

ground. He completed 19-of-34 passes for 281 yards and rushed for 
82 more.

• Turner carried the ball 17 times for 64 yards including a score.
• Hebert led the Mules with five catches for 69 yards and a 

touchdown.
• Zachery caught three passes for 63 yards and returned five 

kickoffs for 192.
• Siglar also caught three passes totaling 43 yards with a 

touchdown. He also completed a 21 yard pass. 
• Taylor played a part in two Mules turnovers, forcing a fumble 

and picked off a UMD pass in the third.
• Austin Miller led the team with nine tackles. 
• Connor Flagel and Rick Pesek each had a sack. 
News and Notes
• The win gives UCM nine for the second straight season. That’s 

the first time that has happened since 2002-03.
• UCM is now 2-1 all-time in the Mineral Water Bowl with both 

wins coming against Minnesota-Duluth. The win also pushes the 
Mules to 4-3 all-time in bowl games.

• Punter Zach Davidson is now the Mules single-season record 
holder averaging 44.3 yards per kick, two yards more than the previous 
single-season record.

• Jaylen Zachery finishes his outstanding career with 172 
receptions for 2,755 yards and 17 receiving touchdowns. He also has 
1,832 return (kick and punt) yards and 4,641 all-purpose yards.

• Brook Bolles capped his first year as a starter going 242-for-430 
and 3,766 yards with 23 passing touchdowns. He also rushed for nine 
more scores and his 4,322 yards of total offense is the second most in a 
single-season in UCM history.

• Devante Turner scored 1 rushing touchdowns which is the fourth 
most in a single season and his 108 total points are tied for fifth.

• The win over the 23rd ranked Bulldogs is UCM’s second win 
against a ranked opponent this season. The last time UCM beat two 
top-25 teams came in 2014. 

• In seven of the Mules 12 games in 2017, they trailed at the half. 
This is the their fourth win after trailing for the first 30 minutes.

• The Mules outgained UIndy 464-372.  
• Neither team turned the ball over in the game.
• Central Missouri was 6-15 on third downs while the Mule 

defense held the Greyhounds to just 3-13.
• Both teams committed their share of penalties, UCM eight for 79 

yards and Indy seven for 53 yards.
• Evenly matched game in terms of time of possession with the 

Greyhounds keeping the ball for 29:42 and the Mules 29:22.
• After giving up 10 first quarter points, the Mules defense allowed 

just 17 the rest of the way, eight late in the fourth quarter.
• The game started well for the Greyhounds. They marched down 

the field and scored on their opening possession. Seven plays and 75 
yards in 3:12 for a 7-0 lead.

• UCM looked ready to answer getting down inside the Indy five 
yard line, but the Greyhounds defense held and forced a field goal.

• The Greyhounds went back on top by seven, 10-3 after a short 
field goal of their own and after 15 minutes led by a touchdown, 10-3.

• Central Missouri again drove down the field and inside the Indy 
10, but needed to settle for a field goal for the second time. Twenty-six 
yards from Samuel Knowlton.

• UCM’s defense forced a three-and-out and on third-and-four 
from the Indianapolis 33 yard line, Brook Bolles threw a strike down 
the middle of the field to Zach Davidson for a 33-yard touchdown 
giving the Mules their first lead, 13-10.

• UCM led the rest of the way, padding their lead in the second 
with a Bolles to Shae Wyatt 14-yard touchdown pass. Heading into 
halftime, the Mules led by 10, 20-10.

• Indianapolis got back to within one score in the third driving 70 
yards on 10 plays and getting a 17 yard score, but missed the extra 
point, making it a four-point game, 20-16.

• The teams traded field goals before Bolles hit Wyatt for a second 
time, this time from 23 yards giving the Mules some cushion, 30-19.

• Ubong Udom’s third down sack on the ensuing Indy possession 
gave the Mules the ball back with 5:29 left in the quarter and three 
plays later, Koby Wilkerson rushed in from 11 yards out, extending 
the lead to 37-19.

• Indy got one touchdown back 56 seconds left, but the onside kick 
attempt fell into the arms of Wyatt and two kneel-downs later and the 
Mules are moving on.

Football’s historic season came to an end Saturday afternoon at the 
hands of No. 1 seed and second-ranked Ferris State. The Mules, 
playing in their fourth-ever postseason and second-ever second round 
game, fell to the Bulldogs 37-10. The season ends at 11-2, tying the 
most wins in team history.

How it Happened
• Ferris State did most of their damage on the ground, rushing for 

372 yards and four touchdowns. The Mules ran for 128 yards, but got 
behind in the second half and were forced into passing situations.

• The Mules threw for 100 more yards than Ferris State, 253-153. 
• Ferris State capitalized on four Mules turnovers and turned those 

into 14 points while the Mules didn’t force any Bulldog turnovers.
• The Bulldogs also kept drives alive going 10-18 on third downs 

and 2-3 on fourth downs while UCM was just 2-12 on third down.
• The Mules gained 381 yards of total offense, but were outgained 

by Ferris who picked up 525.
• Ferris State marched down the field on their opening driving, 

scoring on a two-yard rush in eight plays. They missed the extra point 
and led 6-0 before UCM touched the ball.

• The Mules answered with a touchdown drive of their own. In 
FSU territory. Brook Bolles hit Shae Wyatt on fourth-and-10 for 11 
yards and a first down. Four plays later, Koby Wilkerson rushed 14 
yards for a score and a 7-6 Mules lead.

• Both defense’s kept the opposing offense out of the end zone for 
the rest of the quarter. UCM had a chance to extend their lead with 
first and goal on the Bulldogs three. After two incomplete passes, 
Bolles was intercepted on the goalline to end the scoring threat.

• After the two teams traded punts, the Mules were driving 
once again into Bulldog territory when a ball deflected off of Zach 
Davidson’s hands and into the arms of a Ferris State defender. This 
time, the Bulldogs cashed in with a touchdown to regain the lead, 13-7.

• In the final minute of the half, Ferris added a field goal to their 
lead, connecting from 38 yards out and led 16-7. 

• The Mules came out of the gates firing to start the second half. 
On the very first play, Bolles hit Drew Slager for 60 yards down to the 
Bulldog 15. The FSU defense held the Mules to a field goal afterwards 
and Samuel Knowlton booted one from 26 yards and it was a six-point 
game, 16-10.

• Ferris answered though with an eight-play, 80-yard drive and 
again made it a two-score game, 23-10 following a 22 yard touchdown 
rush on fourth-and-four.

• The Bulldogs both padded their lead and drained the clock 
as they scored on a 19-play, 99-yard drive which took nearly eight 
minutes off the clock and after three quarters, the Bulldogs led 30-10.

• Ferris State added another touchdown in the fourth quarter to get 
to our final, 37-10.

It Was Over When...
• The Mules drive to start the fourth quarter ended on 

fourth-and-11 with an interception and gave the ball back to the 
Bulldogs down 30-10 with 12:54 left to play. Ferris ate up seven more 
minutes of the clock and scored making it a 37-10 game.
