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In the spring of 1998 Central Missouri enjoyed the completion of an outstanding baseball facility to go with its already outstanding baseball program – James R. Crane Stadium at 
Robert N. Tompkins Field.

A $1.2 million construction project, funded primarily by Crane, added a locker room and coaches’ offices for the Mules, an umpires dressing room, new dugouts, permanent seats, a 
concession stand, a press box and lights to the already existing playing field.

In the fall of 2004, a new facility was added to include indoor batting cages and bullpens, a weight room, storage facility, and umpires dressing room. Following that in 2006, 
permanent seat back chairs were installed for the fans. All of this was funded by Crane. In the summer of 2013, the stadium received another upgrade with a new grass playing surface 
being installed.

In the fall of 2015, a $1.1 million project to outfit the stadium with a synthetic turf playing surface was funded primarily by Crane. The project, which includes synthetic turf from 
AstroTurf, was completed in time for the Mules’ 2016 home-opener. The field was officially dedicated at the 2016 home opener on Friday, March 4, a 2-1 UCM win over Pittsburg 
State.

In the fall of 2021, the $2.1 million Crane Stadium Expansion Project was completed with a lead gift from Crane and a significant contribution from the Sunderland Foundation. 
The project was headlined by the addition of a 44-locker clubhouse that was designed to mirror a major league clubhouse. The project also brought permanent fan seating to the first 
base side and replaced the chair backs on the third base side. Finally, the entryway into Crane Stadium was redone with fan seating, new flagpoles to display the Mules’ national title 
flags, and new fencing.

On January 21, 1998, Central Missouri’s Board of Governors approved the naming of the facility, formerly known as Mules’ Field, in honor of Crane and Tompkins.

Official dedication ceremonies were held on May 2, 1998. The facility was showcased in the October 1998 issue of Athletics Administration magazine.

The first night game played under the new lights took place on March 25, 1998, with the Mules beating Benedictine College 21-6. On the May 2 dedication day, the Mules swept 
a doubleheader from Truman State University, 14-2 and 10-4, in the first round of the MIAA Playoffs. The 1998 MIAA Postseason Tournament and the NCAA Central Regional 
Tournament were also played here, with the Mules winning both events.

Tompkins, who died in July, 1996, at the age of 55, was the Mules’ baseball coach from 1965 through 1980. He designed the facility prior to its original construction in 1975. As 
coach, he compiled a 248-164-1 record (.602 winning percentage). His teams won MIAA championships in 1966, 1971 and 1974, went to the NCAA tournament in 1971 and 1974, 
and placed fourth at the 1974 NCAA Championship. He was voted MIAA Coach of the Year in 1974. Prior to becoming the Mules’ head coach, Tompkins had been a three-year 
letterman for the Mules as a pitcher.

His 1974 team was inducted into the Central Missouri Athletic Hall of 
Fame in 1994 and he was inducted posthumously in 2002.

Crane, who played for the Mules from 1973 through 1976, provided the 
lead gift for the additions to the facility. A 1997 Central Missouri and 2012 
MIAA Hall of Fame inductee, Crane was a standout pitcher during his 
career under Tompkins. He had a four-year record of 21-8 with an earned 
run average of 2.42. He was an honorable mention All-American and 
first-team All-MIAA selection in 1974 and 1975. In the Mules’ baseball 
record book, he ranks first in complete games (23), career shutouts (7), fifth 
in career strikeouts (215), and is in the top 15 in career wins (21) and career 
earned run average (2.42). He still holds the Mules’ single-game strikeout 
record with 18 against Ohio Northern in a 2-0 Mules win in the 1974 
College Division World Series. In his last game as a Mule, he pitched a 
1-0 shutout vs. Lincoln on May 8, 1976, at this site. Crane is a graduate of 
Lutheran North High School in St. Louis and in November of 2011 became 
the fifth owner of the Houston Astros Major League Baseball franchise.

This field, which seats approximately 1,500, has been the site of NCAA 
Division II Regionals in 1989, 1994, 1995, 1998, 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002, 
2003, 2004, 2005, 2007, 2009, 2010, 2012, 2019, 2021 and 2022, as well as 
MIAA Tournaments in 1986, 1992, 1994, 1998, 1999, 2000, 2001, 2002, 
2003, 2004, 2005, 2007, 2014, 2015, 2018 and 2021. The field’s dimensions 
are 330 feet down each foul line, 375 feet to left center and right center, 
and 400 feet to center field. In 47 seasons at this site, the Mules’ record is 
900-173-1 (.838).

In the fall of 2004, a new facility was added to include indoor batting cages and bullpens, a weight room, 
storage facility, and umpires dressing room.  This facility also was funded by former Mules baseball 
legend Jim Crane.

Crane Stadium / Tompkins Field has served as host site for numerous MIAA and NCAA Division II Regional Tournaments.  

Crane Stadium/Tompkins Field
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While this site originally was under construction in 1975, the Mules played their home games at Warrensburg’s Grover Park. Prior to 1975, the Mules had played at a site 
where the Multipurpose Building and its surrounding parking lots now are located, as well as at Grover Park.

The first game played at this site was on March 22, 1976 vs. Kansas State University.  The Mules won the first game of a doubleheader 2-1, while the Wildcats won game 
two 7-4.

The press box, which is heated and air conditioned, has two separate booths for radio in 
addition to the press area in the center.

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Kyle Crookes enters his 10th season as 
head coach of Mules Baseball in 2024 and 
his 12th season overall with the program 
after serving his first two seasons as the 
team’s top assistant.

He has compiled a 346-123 overall 
record in nine seasons, including a 224-66 
mark in MIAA play. He has led the Mules 
to five MIAA Regular Season and six 
MIAA Tournament championships, and 
three NCAA Central Region crowns. In 
2021, Crookes led the Mules to a runner-up 
finish at the 2021 NCAA-II College World 
Series.

Last season, in 2023, the Mules compiled 
an overall mark of 43-15 and went 27-6 in 
the MIAA. UCM captured both the MIAA 
Regular Season and Postseason Tournament 

Titles and hosted the NCAA-II Central Regional. Central Missouri advanced to the 
regional title game before dropping an 8-6 decision to Augustana (S.D.). Crookes 
earned both NCBWA Central Region and MIAA Coach of the Year honors -- the 
third MIAA Coach of the Year accolade of his career -- while 13 Mules garnered 
All-MIAA accolades. Closer JD McReynolds and outfielders Carter Young and 
Vance Tobol earned All-American recognition. Young, McReynolds, Tobol, starting 
pitcher Conner Wolf and infielder Jack Schark all garnered All-Region honors. 
In addition, UCM had five student-athletes earn College Sports Communicators 
Academic All-District accolades, including Jacob Beauchamp, Chase Heath, Schark, 
Cole Schroeder and Brennen van Breusegen. 

In 2022, Central Missouri posted an overall record of 46-9 and a MIAA tally of 
30-3 and won both the MIAA Regular Season and Tournament Championships. 
The Mules hosted the NCAA-II Central Regional and advanced to the regional 
championship game before falling to Augustana, 9-5. Crookes was named the 
NCBWA National Coach of the Year and earned his second MIAA Coach of the 
Year honor. Outfielder Brennen van Breusegen, infielder Garrett Pennington and 
starting pitcher Colin Jones all earned All-American honors, with van Breusegen 
garnering both NCBWA Central Region and MIAA Player of the Year accolades. 
Van Breusegen, Jones and Pennington were three of 13 Mules who earned All-MIAA 
accolades. Van Breusegen also excelled in the classroom and was named a First 
Team CoSIDA Academic All-American. 

The 2021 Mules went 46-8 overall and finished as MIAA regular season 
champions with a conference mark of 30-3. UCM went on to capture the MIAA 
tournament title and NCAA-II Central Regional Championship to advance to its 
19th NCAA Division II College World Series. The Mules went 3-2 in the World 
Series and fell just one win short of capturing the national title, falling to Wingate 
University in the national championship game, 5-3. Eleven Mules were named 
All-MIAA, including six first team honorees, two second team selections and one 
third team and honorable mention honoree. Third baseman Dusty Stroup took 
home MIAA Player of the Year accolades. He, in addition to pitcher Mason Green, 
shortstop Alex Madera, outfielder Erik Webb, first baseman Cole Taylor and 
outfielder Josh Schumacher, all garnered NCBWA All-Region honors, with Stroup 
being named the Central Region Player of the Year. Stroup, Green and Schmacher all 
were voted D2CCA All-Americans. 

The Mules also excelled in the classroom, as pitcher Chase Plymell (first team), 
Stroup (second team), catcher Scott Wolverton (second team) and outfielder 
Micah Evans (third team) all being named CoSIDA/Division II Baseball Academic 
All-Americans. 

UCM set a new program record for fielding percentage in a season with an 
impressive .979 fielding percentage, committing only 40 errors on 1,920 chances. 

Central Missouri enjoyed a stallar 2019, placing third at the NCAA Division II 
National Championship. The Mules were MIAA Regular Season and Tournament 

Champions, as well as NCAA Central Region Champions, defeating defending 
NCAA Champions Augustana 2-0 in the Super Regional in Sioux Falls. Erik Webb 
and Mason Janvrin supplied the offense on their way to All-American seasons. Webb 
was named the MIAA and Central Region Player of the Year as well as a First Team 
ABCA All-American. Janvrin earned Second Team ABCA All-American honors and 
was drafted by the Baltimore Orioles with the first pick of the 14th round. Mason 
Green held down the pitching staff with All-MIAA Second Team and ABCA Second 
Team All-Region honors. Closer Jonathan Sprinkle was the Central Region relief 
pitcher of the year and an All-Region selection as well. In total, 11 Mules were 
named to the All-MIAA team and Janvrin was the Division II Elite 90 Award winner 
for baseball and the CoSIDA/Division II Baseball Academic All-American of the 
Year. 

Central Missouri led the NCAA in a pair of statistical categories individually and 
as a team in 2019. The Mules 722 hits were the most in the country, as were their 
62 double plays on defense. Erik Webb led the Nation with 199 total bases and 26 
doubles. Mason Janvrin’s 114 hits were the most in all of the NCAA, Divisions I, II 
and III and set a new team record for hits in a season. Janvrin and Webb were 1-2 in 
Division II in total hits for the season. 

Crookes led the Mules back to the NCAA Regional in 2018 following his second 
MIAA Tournament Championship. The Mules went 39-17 for the season and 
finished third in the MIAA with a 23-13 conference mark. Central Missouri swept 
the MIAA Tournament going 4-0 and allowing just six runs in 35 innings, including 
senior Brandon Reid starting a combined no-hitter the eighth in team history. The 
Mules then went 2-2 in the NCAA Central Region Championship with wins over 
Oklahoma Baptist and St. Cloud State. Following the season, nine Mules were 
named All-MIAA and four were chosen as All-Americans. Seniors Travis Able and 
Collin Nevil and sophomores Mason Janvrin and Erik Webb all earned at least one 
All-American and All-Region award. Nevil and Janvrin also became the 18th and 
19th Academic All-Americans in team history. 

It was a banner year in 2016, as Crookes led the Mules back to the NCAA-II 
World Series for the first time since the 2011 season and the 17th time in 
program history. His Mules finished 43-15 overall, including a 32-7 mark in 
MIAA play as they won the MIAA Regular Season Championship by five games. 
It was the 25th conference title in program history. The Mules also captured 
the MIAA Tournament and Central Region Crowns, going 8-1 through those 
two tournaments. Ten Mules were named to the All-MIAA Team and 
Crookes was honored as the league’s Coach of the Year. Three players earned 
All-Region honors and first baseman Bennett Oliver set a new UCM and MIAA 
single-season record for home runs. Two of his players, Grant Gavin and Lucas 
Williams, were drafted in the Major League Baseball amateur draft and two  
more, Tyler House and Ethan Westphal, signed free agent contracts with MLB clubs. 
Crookes was also honored as the Central Region Coach of the Year.

Crookes followed the 2016 season by going 32-18 and finishing fourth with a 
23-13 MIAA record in 2017. Ten Mules earned All-MIAA status with senior Travis 
Stroup and juniors Zach Girrens, Collin Nevil and Justin-Graff Rowe earning first 
time honors. Jackson Schnurbusch and Travis Able were also named to the inaugural 
MIAA Gold Glove team. Graff-Rowe was also an NCBWA All-American Honorable 
Mention. 

In his first season at the helm, he led the Mules a 30-22 record and a third place 
finish in the MIAA regular season standings at 23-13. The Mules advanced to the 
semifinals of the MIAA Tournament. Ten players were named to the All-MIAA 
team, including Trevor Jones earning First Team honors, he went on to earn multiple 
All-Region honors as well.

As UCM’s top assistant in 2014, the Mule offense combined to hit .322, second 
best in the MIAA and 16th in NCAA Division II. The Mules ranked in the top 30 
in the country averaging seven runs per game. The were in the top 50 in slugging 
percentage and one player was in the top 15 in runs scored.

In his first season as an assistant at UCM in 2013, the Mules’ offense was eighth 
in NCAA-II averaging over eight runs per game and they were in the top 20 in the 
nation in six offensive categories.

In his seven seasons at Central Missouri, Crookes has coached six All-Americans, 
52 All-MIAA performers, 14 All-Region players and a Rawlings/ABCA Gold Glove 
award winner. Eight players have gone on to the affiliated professional ranks either 
through the Major League Baseball Draft or free agent signings.

Prior to coming to Warrensburg, Crookes spent the previous eight seasons as the 
head coach at Hutchinson Community College in Hutchinson, Kan.

He compiled a 292-164 overall record in eight seasons leading the Blue Dragons. 
His teams won or shared three Jayhawk West championships, won two Region VI 
crowns, and made two trips to the NJCAA World Series, including a third place 
finish at the 2010 World Series.

He is second on the career wins list at HCC and his .640 winning percentage ranks 
third among 10 HCC coaches and his 456 games coached are second all-time at the 
school.

During his tenure he coached four NJCAA All-Americans, 46 All-Conference 
players, 11 All-Region VI selections, a Jayhawk West MVP, Conference Freshman 
of the Year, and Region VI Defensive Player of the Year. Nine of his players were 
drafted and four players have reached the major leagues. Crookes will be inducted in 
to the Hutchinson Community College Hall of Fame in the spring of 2016.

Before taking over as the head man at Hutchinson Community College, Crookes 
served four seasons as an assistant coach for the Blue Dragons, helping the squad to a 
159-70-1 record during that span.

He played collegiately, first at San Jose Junior College, and then at Centenary 
where he earned his bachelor’s degree in history in 1999.

Crookes and his wife, Delayna, have two children; a daughter, Kennedy and a son, 
Kannon.

Alex Backhaus is now in his seventh year with the Mules Baseball in 2024 after spending two years at Lindenwood University. 
He works primarily with the Mules position players and is the program’s recruiting coordinator. 

Last season, in 2023, the Mules compiled an overall mark of 43-15 and went 27-6 in the MIAA. UCM captured both the MIAA 
Regular Season and Postseason Tournament Titles and hosted the NCAA-II Central Regional. Central Missouri advanced to the 
regional title game before dropping an 8-6 decision to Augustana (S.D.). Thirteen Mules garnered All-MIAA accolades. Closer JD 
McReynolds and outfielders Carter Young and Vance Tobol earned All-American recognition. Young, McReynolds, Tobol, starting 
pitcher Conner Wolf and infielder Jack Schark all garnered All-Region honors. In addition, UCM had five student-athletes earn 

College Sports Communicators Academic All-District accolades, including Jacob Beauchamp, Chase Heath, Schark, Cole Schroeder and Brennen van Breusegen. 
In 2022, Backhaus assisted Central Missouri to another MIAA regular season and tournament title and a 46-9 overall record. He coached 2022 All-American and 

CoSIDA First Team Academic All-American, and MIAA and D2CCA Central Region Player of the Year Brennen van Breusegen, in addition to D2CCA First Team 
All-Central Region selection Garrett Pennington and All-MIAA honorees John Prudhom, Harrison Schnurbusch, Michael Chrisman, Cole Moore, Isaiah Pani, Donovan 
Ditto, Sam Tatum and Jacob Steele. UCM paced the MIAA in batting, compiling a .357 average with 661 hits, 131 doubles, 26 triples, 83 homers, 503 RBI, 230 walks, a 
.592 slugging and .444 on-base percentage and 118 stolen bases in 154 attempts. 

In his fourth season in 2021, Backhaus helped guide the Mules to MIAA regular season and tournament championships, in addition to the NCAA-II Central Region 
crown and a runner-up showing at the NCAA Division II College World Series and a 46-8 overall record. It was the best finish for Mules baseball since the 2003 national 
championship team. 

Backhaus coached seven Mules who earned All-MIAA accolades in 2021, including the MIAA Player of the Year Dusty Stroup, first team All-MIAA honorees Cole 
Taylor, Alex Madera, Josh Schmacher and Erik Webb, second team All-MIAA selection Micah Evans and Honorable Mention All-MIAA honoree Scott Wolverton. 
Stroup was also named a D2CCA First Team All-American and was the D2CCA Central Region Player of the Year. 

Stroup (second team), Wolverton (second team) and Evans (third team) all garnered CoSIDA/Division II Baseball Academic All-America honors. 
In his first year, Backhaus had seven position players named to the All-MIAA team. The Mules went 39-17 for the season, going 2-2 at the NCAA Central Region 

Championship and won the MIAA Tournament after finishing third in the regular season. The Mules also had four All-American and All-Region selections in 
Backhaus’s first year and two were named Academic All-Americans. 

Backhaus helped the Mules to their best finish since 2005, placing third at the NCAA Division II National Championship. The Mules were 46-16 and earned 11 
All-MIAA awards, eight from position players. Outfielders Erik Webb and Mason Janvrin were named All-Americans with Janvrin being drafted by the Baltimore 
Orioles. 

At Lindenwood, he helped coached honorable mention All-American Nathan Prindle, as well as first-team All-MIAA Wes Degener and three other honorable mention 
All-MIAA hitters. Lindenwood had its top baseball season in school history in 2017. The Lions finished the regular season by winning 15 of 17 games, and they finished 
third in the conference regular season standings. Lindenwood then won the MIAA Tournament, and the NCAA Division II Central Regional Championship. The Lions 
finished fifth at the NCAA Division II World Series. 

Prior to his stop at Lindenwood, Backhaus was an assistant coach at Kansas City Kansas Community College, where he assisted with catchers, hitters, and runners. He 
helped the team win 33 games and advance to the Region VI Sub-Regional.

Backhaus spent two seasons prior to that as a graduate assistant coach at Ottawa University. Among the players he coached was Aaron Marshall, a first-team 
All-KCAC and honorable mention NAIA All-American.

Backhaus played baseball at William Jewell College. The Cardinals participated in the NAIA Regional Tournament his first three seasons before the program entered 
its transition season to the NCAA Division II level in his senior year. Backhaus was also a recipient of the R.E. “Dad” Bowles Scholarship Award. The scholarship is 
given to the male athlete that exemplifies outstanding qualities of sportsmanship, perseverance, and dedication to a sport

Backhaus graduated from William Jewell in 2012 with a degree in Physical Education, and earned his master’s in Education Intervention from Ottawa in 2014. 
Alex and his wife, Jaimie, were married in 2015 and have a a son, Ty, as well as two dogs, Lebowski and Elphie. Backhaus’s dog, Lebowski, serves as the official 

Crane Stadium Perimeter Protector.

Mules in the NCAA Tournament
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1994 National Championship
To say that the 

Mules’ improbable 
t rek  to  the  1994 
national title followed 
a n  u n u s u a l  t r a i l 
wou ld  be  a  vas t 
understatement. After 
all, this was a team 
that didn’t have a 
head coach six weeks 
before  i t s  season 
began. Dennis Woody 
had built the team 
for his fourth season 

as head coach, but in November the Kansas City 
Royals offered him a chance to join their scouting 
department. It was a career move he felt he couldn’t 
pass up. There was no shortage of applicants for 
the job – 108 to be exact. After Dave Van Horn 
interviewed for the job, there was no question who 
the next Mules’ head coach would be. Van Horn 
had built a successful program at Texarkana Junior 
College and also had strong ties to the University of 
Arkansas, where he had been a player and later an 
assistant coach.  He had been a winner wherever he 
had been. Little did Mules fans know what an impact 
he would have.

After going 38-9 in the regular season, the Mules 
opened postseason play. Central battled through the 
losers bracket to down Missouri-St. Louis 6-1 and 
8-4 to claim the MIAA title.  

Now it was on to the NCAA Regional and again 
the Mules got to play on their home field. First they 
defeated Northern Colorado in a 7‑5 thriller before 
unleashing a pair of awesome offensive displays, 
pounding South Dakota State 20-8 and 19-7.  
Next stop: Montgomery, Alabama, for the NCAA 
Division II Championship.

At Montgomery, the Mules found themselves 
seeded second in the eight-team field behind 
top-ranked Florida Southern. After defeating 
California-Riverside, 9-6, in game one and 
Armstrong State, 8-7, in game two, the Mules 
dropped a 10-3 decision to perrenial power Delta 
State University. Not to be deterred, though, Central 
came back and beat the Statesmen 8-2 to advance 
to its first-ever trip to the national championship 
game, where the Mules faced powerful Florida 
Southern, the team ranked number one in Division 
II throughout much of the season and a school that 
had won seven previous national titles. After two 
innings, the Mules were trailing 4-0. After five 
innings, the Mules had gotten on the scoreboard, but 
still trailed 6-2. Florida Southern decided to go for the 
knockout punch and brought in pitching ace David 
Harris, even though he had pitched a nine-inning 
complete game the day before. But a six-run sixth 
inning sent Harris to the showers and put the Mules 
ahead for the first time. After Florida Southern tied 
the game in the eighth, the Mocs sent relief ace 

Tom Szimanski to the mound for the top of the 
ninth. Szimanski had allowed just two earned runs 
all season. When he left after retiring just one of 
six batters, he had been charged with two runs and 
left the bases loaded. They didn’t stay loaded very 
long, though. Eric Stuckenschneider walked to force 
in a run, then Morgan Burkhart, the Mules’ starting 
pitcher who had stayed in the game as the DH, 
ripped a double barely fair down the left field line 
to clear the bases. The Mules led 14-8 going to the 
bottom of the ninth, but the Mocs loaded the bases 
with no outs. Smith then went to work and retired the 
next three batters and the Mules had made history 
with a 14-9 victory.

Senior third baseman Rick Ladjevich was named 
NCAA Division II Player of the Year after batting 
.460 with 14 homers and 97 RBI, and Van Horn 
was selected Division II Coach of the Year (even 
though he was not named MIAA Coach of the Year).  
All-America honors also went to Stuckenschneider 
( f i r s t - t e a m 
outfielder), who 
had overcome 
a  r a r e  b l o o d 
disorder that very 
n e a r l y  e n d e d 
his career, and 
former walk-on 
B o b  P o i s a l 
(pitcher).

Indeed ,  the 
Mules’ trail to 
the 1994 t i t le 
may have been 
improbable, but 
it certainly was 
successful and became the dream of a lifetime come 
true – 1994 NCAA Division II National Champions.

Another year, another title for the Central 

Missouri Mules. This time though, it wasn’t simply 
a league or regional crown. No, in 2003, the Mules 
went out and won the whole enchilada for the second 
time in school history. 

Unlike their first crown in 1994 when the 
numbers didn’t speak highly for the Mules, the 2003 
squad put up some impressive statistics.

UCM was  fou r th 
in the nation in batting, 
fifth in scoring, sixth in 
fielding, and seventh in 
team earned run average.

The Mules baseball 
t e a m  c l i n c h e d  t h e 
MIAA regular season 
title with season-ending 
sweeps of Washburn 
and Northwest Missouri 
State, and then downed 
Missouri Western and 
Emporia State to claim 
the league tournament 
title.

Next UCM rolled through the Regional 
Tournament  wi th  a  3-0  mark ,  defea t ing 
Minnesota-Duluth in the opening round and taking 
two from Rockhurst.

Then it was on to Montgomery, Ala. for the fourth 
year in a row. The Mules swept through the field, 
going 4-0, to win their second national championship.  

In the opening round, the Mules drew Grand 
Valley State University. It took a stellar pitching 
performance by junior righthander Danny Powers 
and some late-inning heroics to pick up the 3-2 win.  
Powers scattered five hits in eight innings and struck 
out four while walking none for the win. Still, it was 
2-2 going into the ninth.

Steve Downey took care of that, as he singled 
to right, stole second and third, and scored the 
game-winner on Tommy Bryant’s sacrifice fly to 
shallow left field. Eric Horner then worked a perfect 
ninth to pick up his school-record 15th career save.

Game two was not nearly as exciting, as 
UCM thumped Franklin Pierce 11-4. Carrying a 3-2 
lead through three innings, the Mules exploded for 
six runs in the fourth. Phil Sobkow struck out nine to 
get the win, while Zach Norman went 4-for-5 with a 
pair of runs scored.

And then the excitement began again. It was deja 
vu all over again for the Mules in the semifinals of 
the D-II Championships. After dropping a pair of 
games in extra innings in the 2002 World Series, 
the Mules found themselves in a similar position 
against Kennesaw State. But unlike those two efforts 
the previous year, this time it was Central Missouri 
which stood on top, as reliever Steve McReynolds, 
who hadn’t pitched in three weeks, came on to hold 
the Owls at bay.  

Leading 4-3, Steve Murphy extended the 
advantage in the sixth with a mammoth home run 
to center field. Kennesaw State, though, rallied with 
a run in the seventh, and Clint Watters homered to 
right off Mules closer Eric Horner in the top of the 
ninth to tie the game at 5-5.

McReynolds’ effort (three innings of scoreless 
relief) set the stage for Zach Norman, as the 
All-America third baseman singled home Danny 
Guidry in the bottom of the 13th to advance the 
Mules to the championship game against Tampa.

The Championship game, like round two, was all 
Mules. Up 3-0, UCM saw Tampa score four runs in 
the fourth.

But UCM responded with two runs in the sixth, 
another in the seventh, and five in an eighth-inning 
explosion, highlighted by Zach Norman and Joe 
Strada home runs.  

Danny Powers again claimed the win, allowing 
seven hits and four runs while striking out four over 
seven innings.

Steve Downey was unstoppable in the contest, 
going 5-for-5 with two runs, an RBI, a double, and a 
stolen base to lead the Mules to their second national 
championship.

The Mules finished 51-7 on the year and became 
the only team in NCAA Division II history to ever 
win 50 games four consecutive years. They were an 
amazing 25-1 in conference action.

Junior first baseman Joe Strada and junior third 
baseman Zach Norman were named second-team 
All-Americans. Strada batted .415 with 22 doubles, 
seven triples, 11 home runs, and 84 runs batted in, 
while Norman hit .411 with 21 doubles, four triples, 
15 home runs, 87 RBI, and 17 stolen bases.

Sophomore Danny Powers went a perfect 10-0 
on the year with a 2.49 ERA. Junior lefthander 
Nick Denning was 9-1 on the season, and junior 
Phil Sobkow finished 8-0 with 82 strikeouts in 68.2 
innings of work.

Sobkow was drafted in the 10th round by the Los 
Angeles Dodgers, while Norman signed a free agent 
contract with the Philadelphia Phillies.

It was sheer pandemonium as the Mules defeated Tampa University 11-4 to win the 2003 NCAA  Division 
II National Championship.  It was Central Missouri’s second national championship in a decade (the Mules also 
claimed the 1994 national title).

Morgan Burkhart made his major league debut with the Boston Red Sox on June 27, 2000 and, in doing so, became the first former Mules’ baseball player 
to appear in a major league game. In his first major league at-bat, Burkhart singled off the Orioles’ Mike Mussina. He was 2-for-4 in the game. He wound up 
playing in 25 games with the Red Sox in 2000, hitting .288 with four home runs and 18 RBI. In 2001 Burkhart spent most of the season at Pawtucket (R.I.), 
where he hit .269 with 25 home runs and 62 RBI. He made his second trip to the major leagues that year, when he played in 11 games with Boston, hitting .182 
with one home run and four RBI. However, the Red Sox released him after the 2001 season.

In 2002, Burkhart played in 42 games with Japan’s Fukuoka Daiei Hawks before being signed by the Kansas City Royals for the 2003 season.  In six games 
for the Royals, he went 3-for-15 (.200).  Burkhart spent most of the season with Kansas City’s Triple A affiliate in Omaha, Neb., where he batted .251 with 17 
home runs, 18 doubles, and 57 RBI.

A key member of the Mules’ 1994 national championship team, Burkhart had spent five-plus seasons in the minor leagues before being called up.  With 
Pawtucket in 2000, he hit .255 with 23 home runs and 77 RBI. Before the Red Sox signed him to a minor league contract in 1998, Burkhart had enjoyed a stellar 
career in the independent Frontier League for Richmond, Indiana. He won three league MVP awards and was Baseball America’s Independent Player of the 
Year in 1998, when he hit .404 with 36 home runs and 98 RBI in 80 games. In fact, the Frontier League Most Valuable Player award is now named in his honor.  
In 1999 he was named MVP of the Mexican winter league after hitting 18 home runs and driving in 55 runs in 67 games. As a major leaguer, Burkhart finished 
his career with 121 at bats, five home runs, 23 RBI, and a .248 batting average.

Josh Outman became the second Central Missouri player to make his major league debut when the lefty 
tossed two scoreless innings for the Oakland Athletics against the Kansas City Royals at Kauffman Stadium on 
September 2, 2008. 

He became the first player to begin the season on a major league roster in 2009, and made 12 starts for the A’s 
with a 4-1 record before suffering an elbow injury in late June that put him out for the year. 

In 2005, the St. Louis, Mo. product was the No. 2 pitcher for the top-ranked Central Missouri Mules at the 
Division II College World Series. He finished his career at UCM with a bang as well, tossing an eight-inning, 
seven strikeout performance that defeated Delta State 2-1 on May 30, 2005. 

After the season he was one of five Mules pitchers drafted in the top 11 rounds of the 2005 First Year Player 
Draft (more than any other school that season). He was picked in the 10th round by the Philadelphia Phillies 
and quickly moved up in that organization until July 2008, when he was involved in a trade for Joe Blanton that 
sent him to the Oakland A’s farm system. Outman was traded to the Colorado Rockies in a three-player deal in 
January 2012 and has also made stops with the Cleveland Indians, New York Yankees and Atlanta Braves.
