GENO AURIEMMA

HEAD COACH | 37TH SEASON | WEST CHESTER ‘81

Entering his 38th season in 2022-23, Geno Auriemma has redefined the meaning of success
in as head coach of the University of Connecticut women’s basketball program. During his
iIIustﬂous tenure, Auriemma has transformed the Huskies into an unmatched program of
excellence.

Arriving to Storrs prior to the 1985-86 season, Auriemma has taken a program with just one
winning season to its current state, which includes 11 NCAA Championships, 22 Final Fours,
six perfect seasons and 55 conference championships.

A 2006 inductee to both the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame and the Women’s
Basketball Hall of Fame, Auriemma became just the fourth women’s basketball coach to
reach 1,000 career wins on Dec. 19, 2017. He was the fastest coach to reach the mark, doing
S0 in his 1,135th career game, and owns the best win percentage in the sport (.885).

Auriemma has been named Naismith National Coach of the Year eight times, AP National
Coach of the Year nine times, WBCA National Coach of the Year seven times and conference
coach of the year 16 times.

Under Auriemma, 26 Huskies have been selected as WBCA All-Americans for 46 total recog-
nitions while a Husky has been named National Player of the Year 14 times.

He is the first coach in women’s basketball history to guide a team to five consecutive Final
Four appearances on two separate occasions and the current run of 14 consecutive Final
Fours is also a record.

Off the court, the Huskies boast a perfect 100 percent graduation rate among four-year stu-
dent-athletes while regularly participating in community service and outreach.

As members of the American Athletic Conference from 2013-20, UConn won the league’s
regular season and tournament titles in each season while not dropping a game in confer-
ence play. UConn has swept both conference titles in the same year 22 times under Auriem-
ma and a total of 25 Huskies have been named conference player of the year.

Auriemma served as head coach of the U.S. Women’s National team for eight years, leading
Team USAto the 2012 and 2016 Olympic gold medals. He also led the United States to gold
in the 2010 and 2014 FIBA World Championships.

Auriemma is a 1981 graduate of West Chester with a bachelor of arts in political science. He
and his wife, Kathy, have three children and three grandchildren.

ASSOCIATE HEAD COACH | 38TH SEASON | RUTGERS ‘82

In 37 seasons in Storrs, Hall of Fame associate head coach Chris Dailey has been instrumental in building UConn into an unmatched nation-
al power with head coach Geno Auriemma. The duo has led the Huskies to 11 NCAA Championships and 55 conference titles.

Arriving at Connecticut with Auriemma in 1985, Dailey is the coordinator of UConn’s highly successful recruiting efforts. The duo transformed
the program from one that only had one winning season to an annual powerhouse, including 46 All-Americans, 22 Final Fours and six perfect
seasons. Dailey served as the program’s primary assistant from 1985-88 before being promoted to associate head coach in 1988.

Dailey was inducted into the Women’s Basketball Hall of Fame as a member of the Class of 2018. She is one of the first assistant coaches to
earn a spot in the hall of fame. In 2013, Dailey was inducted into the Connecticut Women'’s Basketball Hall of Fame. She was also selected
to the New Jersey Sports Writers Association Hall of Fame in 2002 and was honored with the NJSWA's Distinguished Service to Basketball
Award. Dailey earned the 2019 Joe Lapchick Character Award.

Dailey has stepped in and served as a head coach for the Huskies seven times, leading the Huskies to a 13-0 record. In 1989, she directed
UConn to the BIG EAST Tournament title — the program’s first — while Auriemma served a suspension. She led the team to the 1997 BIG
EAST Tournament championship while Auriemma dealt with the death of his father. She filled in for two regular season games vs. Wichita
State and Tulsa in the 2018-19 season and one regular season game vs. Oklahoma in 2019-20. Dailey coached UConn in the first two games
of the 2021 NCAA Tournament and during a regular season contest at Creighton in 2022.

In addition to her coaching duties, Dailey is involved with numerous regional charitable efforts. She has served as an honorary chair for
the Multiple Sclerosis Association’s Connecticut chapter, the Food Allergy Network, March of Dimes-Women in Sports Celebration, Camp
Courant and the Manchester Area Conference of Churches. In 1997, she was named the Connecticut Trails Counsel’s Woman of Distinction
by the Girl Scouts Association.

Prior to Connecticut, Dailey served as an assistant coach at her alma mater, Rutgers, from 1983-85. Before that, she was an assistant coach
at Cornell (1982-83).

Dailey earned a master’s degree in educational administration from UConn in 1999. In 2005, she was honored with the Distinguished Alumna
Award from the Neag School of Education Alumni Society.

A native of New Brunswick, N.J., Dailey competed collegiately for nationally ranked Rutgers from 1978-82. She served as a team captain in
her junior and senior seasons. As a senior in 1981-82, Dailey led Rutgers to the AIAW Division | National Championship.

Dailey graduated from Rutgers in 1982 with a bachelor’s degree in health and physical education. She was inducted into the Rutgers Athlet-
ics Hall of Fame in 1992 as a member of the 1982 AIAW Championship team.

ASSISTANT COACH | 15TH SEASON | UCONN ‘96

A standout student-athlete and member of UConn’s first NCAA Championship team, Jamelle Elliottt is in her 15th season as an assistant coach for the
women'’s basketball team entering the 2022-23 season.

Elliott was previously on the staff from 1998-2009, helping coach UConn to five national championships. She officially rejoined the staff for the 2020-21
season after serving in an interim role at the end of the 2019-20 season.

Afour-year letterwinner, Elliott helped build the UConn women'’s basketball dynasty and finished her career ranked No. 2 among UConn’s all-time rebound-
ing leaders (1,054), No. 5 in Big East career rebounding (558) and No. 11 in UConn career scoring (1,387).

Elliott, at the time, became only the second player in UConn history to surpass the 1,000 point and 1,000 rebound milestones. She is among the UConn
career leaders for games played with 135, never missing a single game or practice in her four collegiate years. In her four years as a player, UConn posted
an overall record of 117-18.

Elliott served as the head coach at Cincinnati from 2009-18. The Bearcats earned two postseason berths and every student-athlete who exhausted their
eligibility earned their degree.

After Cincinnati, Elliott returned to UConn to serve as the Associate Athletic Director for The National C Club. The National C Club is an alumni student-ath-
lete organization comprised of UConn’s alumni athletes that competed at least one year while a member of a varsity sport during their time at UConn
(www.nationalcclub.com). The C Club’s primary objective is to connect alumni athletes with each other as well as UConn’s current student-athletes through
mentorship, networking, and internship opportunities.

Elliott graduated from Connecticut in 1996 with a degree in business management. She earned her master’s in sport management from UConn in 1997.

She has coached in the Atlantic Coast Conference, America East, Atlantic 10, BIG EAST,
Colonial Athletic Association, Pac-12 and the Patriot League.

Prior to Hartford, Valley spent two seasons as an assistant at Arizona, where she helped the Wildcats secure their highest-ranked recruiting class in pro-
gram history in 2018. She also assisted the team to the 2019 WNIT Championship.

Valley served as an assistant coach at Washington from 2015-17, helping the western Huskies to their first-ever Final Four in 2016. She was instrumental
in developing Kelsey Plum, Washington’s first All-American in program history.

Valley also had coaching stints at Virginia Tech (2014-15), UMass (2010-14), Towson (2008-10), New Hampshire (2007-2008) and Holy Cross (2005-07).
She began her coaching career at UConn as a student assistant from 2004-05.

As a player for UConn from 2000-04, Valley was a member of the 2002, '03 and '04 NCAA Championship teams, including the 2001-02 undefeated season.
She appeared in 108 games at UConn and totaled 282 points and 263 rebounds.

Valley graduated from UConn with a degree in human development and family studies.
