Diuguid will enter his 20th season as the Head Coach of the Women’s Soccer Program 
at the University of Charleston in 2020-21. The program finished the 2018-19 season 
with a 9-9-1 overall record with an 7-6-1 Mountain East Conference record. After back-
to-back NCAA tournament appearances in 2015 & 2016, the program looks to return to 
the NCAA tournament in 2020 and compete for a conference championship.

Diuguid has over 25 years of soccer experience as a player, referee, and coach. Coach 
Diuguid was named the 2010 WVIAC Coach-of-the-Year.

Diuguid 
has also led nine different West Virginia club soccer teams to the West Virginia State Championships. In 2006, Coach Diuguid’s U13 girls became the 
first girls’ team in state history to advance to the regional semifinals in the US Youth National Championships. Diuguid also serves as the Asso-
ciate Athletic Director and Deputy Title IX Coordinator at the University of Charleston. Diuguid served as the chair of the NCAA DII Atlantic Region 
RAC and as a member of the NCAA National Committee from 2012-2016. Diuguid is currently on the Atlantic Region RAC for Men’s Golf and serves on 
several institutional committees.
