•	 Kansas took a slim 29-27 lead into the break marking the fifth time in its 

sex outings this season that KU has led at the half. The Jayhawks are 5-0 
in those contests with a 388-31 record in the Self era.

•	 KU’s 29 first-half points were the fewest by the Jayhawks in a half 
this season. The opening stanza point total also marked the fewest by 
Kansas in the Maui Invitational since KU tallied 26 in the first half against 
Vanderbilt on Nov. 25, 2015.

•	 Kansas used a 9-0 run early in the second half to grab a 42-31 lead with 
13:23 remaining.

•	 The Jayhawks outscored BYU 42-18 in the paint, marking the fourth-
straight game that Kansas has outscored its opponent by 20 or more 
points in the paint.

Senior Udoka Azubuike
•	 With 11 points and 10 rebounds on the night, Azubuike tallied his second 

double-double of the season and his 10th of his career.
•	 After going 5-of-6 from the field, has shot 84.4 percent from the field in his 

last four outings via a 27-of-32 clip.

Sophomore Devon Dotson
