On what he saw on the field tonight...

“Well there’s a lot of consistency. Our ability to create explosive plays, short drives and scoring. Even when things weren’t good, we turned the ball over, or something happened | thought our
defense responded really well, one turnover that led to a field goal and then the other one was a missed field goal. So, some of those things there. Played a lot of guys, a lot of guys in the first
half and you can see there’s been lots of talk about the depth and competition acquisitions, | think you can see where we’re rolling those guys in on both sides of the ball if there’s not a drop
off, and that’s encouraging. Our players are on a schedule, and you go from there and you evaluate but if it's a game where we should win by this margin then | think we went out and we’ve
done that. But we’ll continue to look at everything we’ve done and how we’ve executed.”
