•	 Kansas dished out 24 assists, which marked the fifth game this season with at least 20 assists.
•	 Kansas recorded its fourth wire-to-wire victory of the season.

INDIVIDUAL NOTES 
•	 Senior Hunter Dickinson had his fourth double-double of the season with 25 points on 11-of-15 (73.3 percent) shooting 

and 13 rebounds to go along with two assists and three blocks in 35 minutes. The double-double was the 35th of his 
career. Dickinson has three 20-point games this season and 38 in his career. Through seven games, Hunter has led the 
team in scoring in five contests and rebounds in all seven games.

•	 Redshirt-senior Dajuan Harris Jr. became the 12th player in KU history to record 500 career assists. He moved into 11th on 
the KU career assists lists with 507 in his career. He passed Russell Robinson (500) and Kevin Pritchard (498). He finished 
with nine assists in the game.

•	 Graduate-senior Kevin McCullar Jr. posted 18 points, three rebounds and five assists in 37 minutes. He surpassed 400 
career made field goals.

•	 Junior KJ Adams Jr. added 10 points on a perfect 4-of-4 shooting, three rebounds, three assists, two blocks and two 
assists in 32 minutes.
