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ABOUT KANSAS

No. 4 Kansas (10-1) has won four straight games after its 84-
62 win against No. 14 Indiana on Dec. 17. The Jayhawks are
averaging 79.8 points per game and have a plus-14.5 scoring
margin. Kansas pulls down 38.5 rebounds per contest with a
plus-3.5 rebounding margin. KU leads the Big 12 in assists per
game at 18.6, which is 11th nationally, and is second in steals
at 9.7, which is 24th nationally. KU also averages 4.0 blocked
shots per game.

Redshirt-junior forward Jalen Wilson leads the Big 12 in scoring
at 21.1 points per game, which is 14th nationally, and double-
doubles with six, which is ninth nationally. The All-American
candidate is second in the conference in rebound average
with 9.3 boards per contest. Wilson has four double-doubles
in his last seven games. Freshman Gradey Dick leads Big 12
freshmen in scoring at 15.8 points per game. A two-time Big 12
Newcomer of the Week, Dick is shooting 50.4 percent from the
field, including 49.2 percent from beyond the arc. Dick leads
KU with 31 three-pointers made this season, which is seven
more than Wilson. Redshirt-senior guard Kevin McCullar Jr.
has two double-doubles in his last three games and 10 steals
in his last two. He is averaging 11.7 points and 7.6 rebounds
for the season. He has a team-high 27 steals and his 2.7 steals
per game are first in the Big 12 and 10th nationally. Redshirt-
junior Dajuan Harris Jr. is coming off his first career double-
double with 10 points and 10 assists versus Indiana (12/17).
Harris is second in the Big 12 in assists per game (6.8) and
second in assist-to-turnover ratio (3.41). He is averaging 8.0
points and 2.5 rebounds per contest. Sophomore KJ Adams
Jr. is averaging 12.8 points in his last four games. Adams has
started every contest this season and is averaging 8.5 points
and 4.3 rebounds per contest.

Other KU regulars include junior guard Joseph Yesufu (4.5
ppg), freshman guard MJ Rice (4.5 ppg), freshman guard
Bobby Pettiford (3.7 ppg, 21 assists), freshman forward Ernest
Udeh Jr. (2.5 ppg, 2.1 rpg), freshman forward Zuby Ejiofor (1.9
ppg, 2.9 rpg), super senior Cam Martin (1.5 ppg, two games
played) and sophomore Zach Clemence (5.9 minutes per
contest).

ABOUT HARVARD

Located in Cambridge, Massachusetts, with an enrollment
of 7,095, Harvard is 8-4 after its 62-57 win at UC Irvine on
Dec. 20. The Crimson are coached by Tommy Amaker who
is 272-156 in his 16th season at Harvard and 448-295 in his
26th season overall. Harvard averages 67.8 points per game
and has a plus-4.7 scoring margin. The Crimson pull down
36.9 rebounds per contest with a plus-5.0 rebound margin.
Harvard also averages 13.3 assists, 8.7 steals and 3.8 blocked
shots per game.

Senior guard/forward Chris Ledlum leads Harvard in scoring
at 18.8 points per game and rebounding with a 7.9 per game
average. Ledlum also leads the team with 23 steals and a 53.3
field goal percentage and is second on the team with 13 three-
point field goals made. Fifth-year forward Chisom Okpara is
next in scoring at 8.8 points per game and he pulls down 4.3
rebounds per contest. Senior guard Luka Sakota has made a
team-high 16 three-point field goals and averages 8.5 points
and 3.8 rebounds. Junior guard Sam Silverstein is second on
the team with 5.7 rebounds per game and averages 8.3 points
per outing. Silverstein has 18 steals. Sophomore guard Evan
Nelson leads Harvard with 44 assists to complement his 7.1
scoring average. Other Harvard regulars include sophomore
guard Louis Lesmond (5.8 ppg), senior guard Idan Tretout (5.7
ppg) and junior forward Justice Ajogbor (4.7 ppg, 3.0 rpg, 12
starts).

Last season, Kansas entered the preseason ranked No. 3
nationally in the AP poll and finished the year at No. 3.

Under 20th-year and Hall of Fame head coach Bill Self, this is
the 17th time that Kansas entered the season ranked seventh
or higher in the Associated Press preseason poll. Historically,
the No. 5 ranking marks the 25th time since the 1992-93
season that Kansas will enter the season seventh or higher.

Like it was in the preseason Associated Press poll, Kansas
is ranked No. 5 in the preseason USA TODAY Coaches’ Poll
released Oct. 26 and is No. 4 in the Dec. 19 poll.

This was the ninth-straight year the Jayhawks have opened
the season in the top-five and KU was ranked in the preseason
for the 3lst time in the 34-year history of the poll. With the
preseason ranking, Kansas has 594 all-time appearances in
the poll, including 316 in the top five.

The No. 5 ranking marked the ninth-straight year Kansas has
entered the season No. 5 or higher in the coaches’ poll dating
back to 2014-15. Additionally, it is the 17th time in the Bill Self
era the Jayhawks have been preseason seventh or higher,
including each of the last 11 seasons.

In 2021-22 Kansas opened the year No. 3 in the preseason
coaches’ poll and ended No. 1 for the third time ever - 2008,
2020 and 2022.

KU DUO EARN BIG 12 WEEKLY HONOR (DEC. 5)

The Kansas duo of Jalen Wilson and Gradey Dick earned Big 12
weekly honors, the conference announced Dec. 5. Wilson was
the Big 12 Player of the Week, while Dick was the co-Big 12
Newcomer of the Week.

Wilson earned Big 12 Player of the Week honors for the first
time this season and the second time in his career. In KU’s 87-
55 win against Texas Southern, the Denton, Texas, redshirt-
junior forward recorded his fifth 20-point effort of the season
with 22 points to go along with five rebounds and six assists. In
the 91-65 win versus Seton Hall in the Big 12/BIG EAST Battle,
Wilson recorded his Big 12-leading fifth double-double with
15 points and 13 rebounds. Wilson leads the Big 12 and is 10th
nationally in points per game with a 21.9 scoring average. His
five double-doubles lead the league and are third nationally.

Dick earned Big 12 Newcomer of the Week honors for the
second time this season. The Wichita, Kansas, freshman guard
also earned the accolade on Nov. 21. Dick tied his season high
with six rebounds and set his personal best with three steals
while scoring 15 points against Texas Southern. Posting 15
points, including 6-for-6 from the free throw line, Dick tied his
season high with three assists and had two steals versus Seton
Hall in the Big 12/BIG EAST Battle. Dick won the honor along
with Baylor freshman guard Keyonte George.

PRESEASON ALL-BIG 12

Kansas redshirt-junior Jalen Wilson and redshirt-senior Kevin
McCullar were named to the 2022-23 Preseason All-Big
12 Team as voted on by the league coaches. Wilson was a
unanimous selection, while McCullar is an honorable mention
honoree.

A starter on the Kansas 2022 NCAA National Championship
team, Wilson is KU’s leading returning scorer and rebounder
from last season, when he averaged 111 points and 7.4
rebounds per game. The Denton, Texas, forward has been
listed on many preseason All-America teams in 2022-23, and
was an All-Big 12 Third Team selection last season. Wilson is a
two-time Academic All-Big 12 honoree and was on the Julius

Erving Award Watch List last season, when he posted seven
double-doubles and led KU in rebounding 16 times and in
scoring in seven contests.

McCullar, a transfer from Texas Tech, was a national semifinalist
for the Naismith Defensive Player of the Year in 2021-22. The
guard from San Antonio, Texas, averaged 10.1 points, 4.6
rebounds and a team-leading 3.1 assists and 1.4 steals per
game last season. A three-time Academic All-Big 12 honoree,
McCullar was a two-year starter at Texas Tech and an All-Big
12 Honorable Mention selection last year.

Historically, Kansas has had at least one player on the
Preseason All-Big 12 first team in all but two of the 27 seasons
the conference has existed, since 1996-97. Wilson marks the
38th Jayhawk to be listed on the preseason all-league first
team.

WILSON & MCCULLAR ON THE PRESEASON WATCH LISTS

Kansas redshirt-junior Jalen Wilson was one of 20 players
named to the 2023 NABC Division | Player of the Year Watch
List, the National Association of Baskethall Coaches (NABC)
announced Nov. 3. The 2023 NABC Division | Player of the
Year - selected by a vote of Division | head coaches - will be
announced the week of the 2023 Men’s Final Four in Houston.

On Nov. 6, Wilson was named The Sporting News Preseason
All-America Second Team. On Nov. 7, Wilson was named to
the Naismith Trophy Preseason Player of the Year Watch List,
along with reshirt-senior Kevin McCullar Jr.

On Nov. 15, Wilson and McCullar were named to the 2023 John
R. Wooden Award Preseason Top 50 Watch List. KU is one of
nine schools with multiple players on the 50-member list. The
Kansas pair is vying to become the third recipients of the John
R. Wooden Award, joining Danny Manning in 1988 and Frank
Mason Il in 2017.

TWO JAYHAWKS ARE ON STARTING FIVE WATCH LISTS

In October, the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame
announced watch lists for its “Starting Five” for the 2022-
23 season. Two Jayhawks were among the 20 watch list
honorees.

Kansas redshirt-junior Jalen Wilson is on the Julius Erving
Small Forward of the Year Award for the second straight
season, while senior Kevin McCullar is on the Jerry West
Shooting Guard of the Year Award. A national committee of
top college basketball personnel determined the watch lists of
20 candidates for every starting five.

College basketball fans are encouraged to participate in Fan
Voting presented by Dell Technologies in each of the three
rounds. In late January, the watch list of 20 players for each
honor will be narrowed to 10 and then in late February to
five. In March, the Hall of Fame’s selection committee will
determine the winners.

Dec. 22, 2012: In a game where two top-10 teams matched up against each other, No. 9 Kansas defeated No. 7 Ohio

State, 74-66, in Columbus, Ohio. Kansas redshirt freshman standout Ben McLemore led all scorers by dropping 22
points, which was his fourth 20-point performance of the season. KU seniors Jeff Withey and Kevin Young pulled
down 10 rebounds each, as Withey recorded his second-straight double-double scoring 14 points. Kansas ended the
year with a 31-6 record to mark Bill Self’s sixth season with 30 or more wins.

KU PICKED SECOND IN THE PRESEASON BIG 12 POLL
Kansas was voted second by the league’s head coaches in the
2022-23 Big 12 men’s basketball preseason poll.

Kansas™ second-place finish in the poll marks just the sixth
time the Jayhawks were not the coaches’ top selection in the
27-year history of the conference. At season’s end, KU has
outright or tied the conference regular-season championship
20 times, including an NCAA-record 14 consecutive from
2005-18. A coaches’ preseason poll was not conducted in the
Big 12’s first season of 1996-97.

For the 2022-23 poll, the Jayhawks collected four first-place
votes and finished with a total of 73 points. Baylor received
five first-place nods and is the preseason favorite with 77
points. Texas, with one first-place vote, was third with 64
points, while TCU was fourth with 58 points. Oklahoma State
and Texas Tech tied for fifth with 42 points, followed No. 7
Oklahoma (32), No. 8 lowa State (30), No. 9 West Virginia
(20) and No. 10 Kansas State (12). Coaches were not allowed
to vote for their own team.

KANSAS VS. TOP-25 TEAMS

With its 84-62 win against No. 14 Indiana, Kansas improved
to 2-1 against Associated Press top-25 teams in 2022-23. KU
played 12 Associated Press-ranked opponents during the 2021-
22 season and went 8-4 versus those teams. Nine of the last
10 and 16 of Kansas’ last 18 losses have been to ranked foes. In
2019-20, KU went 4-3 against top-25 teams. In the Bill Self era,
KU is 120-64 against AP-ranked opponents. In that span, Self’s
KU teams have collected four wins or more over top-25 ranked
foes in 16 of those seasons, including 2021-22.

Kansas’ record against top-10 ranked opponents is even more
impressive. KU is 22-11 against foes ranked inside the top-
10 of the AP poll since 2013-14. Since Bill Self’s first season,
the Jayhawks are 18-4 against AP top-10 teams inside Allen
Fieldhouse, 9-1versus top-five opponents.

Beginning in the 2003-04 season, the Big 12 has ranked as the
nation’s No. 1 conference in the RPI/NET rankings six times
and in the top-three on 11 occasions. The Big 12 was the only
league that ended the 2020-21 season with seven teams and
70 percent of its membership in the top 36 of the NCAA NET
ratings.

The stoutness of the league is also highlighted by KU’s
strength of schedule during this stretch, which has been
among the toughest every season. The Jayhawks have posted
a top-10 strength of schedule 10 times in Bill Self’s 18 years at
KU, which includes the nation’s strongest schedule five times,
including 2019-20.

+ Kansas went 15-1 in Allen Fieldhouse last season. KU has
won 10 or more home games for 39 consecutive seasons,
beginning in 1983-84. Entering 2022-23, KU has won 12 or
more in Allen Fieldhouse for the last 23 seasons beginning
in1999-2000.

Kansas has won a mind-boggling 50-straight home
openers (beginning in 1973-74 under coach Ted Owens),
31-consecutive conference openers (beginning in 1991-92
under head coach Roy Williams) and 39-straight Senior
Nights (beginning in 1983-84 under coach Larry Brown).

On Nov. 9, former KU guard Jacque Vaughn was named head
coach of the Brooklyn Nets. He is the fourth KU graduate to
coach at the highest level - John McClendon (ABA, 1969-70
at Denver); Wilt Chamberlain (ABA, 1973-74 at San Diego);

+ Self is one of five coaches in NCAA Division | history to have led three different teams - Tulsa,
lllinois and Kansas - to the NCAA Elite Eight, including nine times with KU (2004-07-08-11-12-16-
17-18-22). The other coaches are: Gene Bartow, John Calipari, Rick Pitino and Eddie Sutton.

+ A 1985 graduate of Oklahoma State, Self began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at
Kansas in 1985-86 under head coach Larry Brown. He then returned to his alma mater as an
assistant for seven seasons under coaches Leonard Hamilton and Eddie Sutton. His first head
coaching job was at Oral Roberts in 1993-94, then Tulsa (1997-98), lllinois (2000-03) and Kansas
