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ABOUT KANSAS

No. 3 Kansas (6-0) is coming off a 69-68 overtime win Wisconsin
in the semifinals of the Battle 4 Atlantis on Nov. 24. The win was
KU’s 17th-consecutive dating back to last season. The Jayhawks
are averaging 78.5 points per game and have a plus-11.0 scoring
margin. Kansas pulls down 42.3 rebounds per contest with a
plus-5.0 rebounding margin. KU averages 5.3 blocked shots, 18.7
assists, 7.0 steals and 5.3 blocked shots per game.

All-America candidate Jalen Wilson, a redshirt-junior, leads the
Big 12 in scoring at 24.3 ppg, including 24.0 ppg in two contests
in the Battle 4 Atlantis. Wilson leads Kansas with a 10.3 rebound
average after his 14 against Wisconsin. Freshman Gradey Dick
had a career-high 25 points against NC State (11.23) and is next in
scoring at 16.8 points per game. Dick is shooting 50.0 percent from
the field, including 48.7 percent from beyond the arc. Dick leads
KU with 19 three-pointers made this season. Redshirt-senior guard
Kevin McCullar Jr.is averaging 14.0 ppg in the tournament and 10.2
ppg for the season. He pulls down 7.3 rebounds per game and has
11 steals. Redshirt-junior Dajuan Harris Jr. leads KU with 38 assists
and 13 steals. He is averaging 9.2 points per contest. Sophomore
KJ Adams Jr. (6.3 ppg, 5.0 rpg) rounds out the Kansas starters.

Other KU regulars include freshman guard Bobby Pettiford (3.5
ppg, 15 assists), freshman forward Ernest Udeh Jr. (3.0 ppg, 2,4
rpg), junior guard Joseph Yesufu (2.0 ppg), freshman forward
Zuby Ejiofor (1.4 ppg, 3.6 rpg) and sophomore Zach Clemence (13
minutes vs. Wisconsin).

KANSAS-TENNESSEE SERIES

This series dates back to 2009 with Kansas leading 4-2. The
two teams claimed home victories in a home-and-home series,
with Kansas defeating Tennessee, 92-85, on Jan. 3, 2009, in
Allen Fieldhouse, and UT posting a 76-68 win on Jan. 10, 2010,
in Knoxville. Kansas won the next two meetings, both on neutral
courts. The Jayhawks defeated the Volunteers, 82-67, on Nov. 28,
2014, in the semifinals of the Orlando Classic. Kansas went on
to win the event. In 2018-19, then-No. 2 Kansas defeated then-
No. 5 Tennessee, 87-82 in overtime, in the championship game
of the NIT Season Tipoff in Brooklyn. In 2020, Kansas defeated
Tennessee, 74-68, in the SEC/Big 12 Challenge, on Jan. 25, 2020, in
Allen Fieldhouse. The Volunteers won the last meeting, also in the
SEC/Big 12 Challenge, 80-61, during the 2020-21 COVID season on
Jan. 30, 2021in Knoxville.

Kansas head coach Bill Self is 5-2 all-time against Tennessee
(1-0 while at Tulsa, 4-2 while at Kansas). Tennessee coach Rick
Barnes is 8-21 all-time against Kansas (7-19 while at Texas, 1-2
at Tennessee). Prior to Tennessee, Barnes coached 17 seasons at
Texas (from 1997-98 to 2014-15).

+ At Kansas, Self has won as many regular-season league titles (16) as he has home losses (16) in
Allen Fieldhouse. With KU’s win versus Siena (11/18/16), Self became the winningest coach in
Allen Fieldhouse, posting his 207th victory in the venue.

* Inhis first trip to the Final Four in 2008, Self’s Kansas team won the title. Self is one of two active
coaches in NCAA Division | to have won multiple national titles (Rick Pitino).

+ While at Kansas, he has coached 12 NBA Lottery selections including Andrew Wiggins and Joel
Embiid, the No. 1and No. 3 overall selections in the 2014 NBA Draft. Wiggins was the second-ever
Jayhawk to go No. 1 with the other being Danny Manning in 1988.

+ Self has guided his teams to 23-win seasons in 23 of the last 24 seasons dating back to 1998-99.

+ Self’s teams have won 20 league crowns in the last 24 years. His teams have never finished lower
than third in the conference.

+ Self’s 11 career 30-win seasons ranks third most in NCAA history - Mike Krzyzewski (16), Roy
Williams (12); and is No. 1 on the active coaches’ list. Ten of his 11 30-win seasons have been at
Kansas.

+ Self was the head coach for Team USA’s U18 team that competed and won gold at the 2018 FIBA
Americas Championship held in St. Catherines, Canada, in the summer of 2018.

+ Self is one of five coaches in NCAA Division | history to have led three different teams - Tulsa,
lllinois and Kansas - to the NCAA Elite Eight, including nine times with KU (2004-07-08-11-12-16-
17-18-22). The other coaches are: Gene Bartow, John Calipari, Rick Pitino and Eddie Sutton.

+ A 1985 graduate of Oklahoma State, Self began his coaching career as a graduate assistant at
Kansas in 1985-86 under head coach Larry Brown. He then returned to his alma mater as an
assistant for seven seasons under coaches Leonard Hamilton and Eddie Sutton. His first head
coaching job was at Oral Roberts in 1993-94, then Tulsa (1997-98), lllinois (2000-03) and Kansas
(2003-present).
