	 Kansas and UCF will meet for the first time as the Jayhawks welcome 
the Knights to David Booth Kansas Memorial Stadium on Saturday, Oct. 
7 at 3 p.m. CT. Both teams are coming off losses, as Kansas (4-1, 1-1 Big 
12) fell to No. 3 Texas, 40-14, on Sept. 30, while UCF (3-2, 0-2 Big 12) 
has dropped back-to-back Big 12 games against Kansas State (Sept. 23, 
31-44) and Baylor (Sept. 30, 35-36). Kansas is 3-0 at home this season 
with wins against Missouri State (Sept. 1, 48-17), Illinois (Sept. 8, 34-23) 
and BYU (Sept. 23, 38-27), while UCF makes its second trip to the State 
of Kansas over a span of three weeks. Kansas is led by an offense that is 
averaging 442.4 yards per game and a defense that has the ninth most 
tackles-for-loss nationally (41). The Jayhawks were without quarterback 
Jalon Daniels in the loss at Texas, who was named the Big 12 Preseason 
Player of the Year. Through three games this season, Daniels is 56-of-75 
for 705 yards and five touchdowns. UCF enters the weekend with the 
No. 1 offense in the Big 12 Conference, averaging 545.8 yards per game 
through the first five games. Quarterback John Rhys Plumlee has missed 
the last three games due to injury, as Timmy McClain has stepped in to 
complete 50-of-82 for 872 yards and seven touchdowns. UCF is coming 
off a 36-35 loss to Baylor, in which Baylor overcame a 29-point deficit to 
defeat the Knights in Orlando.
	 Saturday’s game will be televised on FOX with Jason Benetti (Play-
by-Play), Brock Huard (Analyst) and Allison Williams (Sideline) on the 
call. Game action can also be heard across the Jayhawk Radio Network 
with Brian Hanni (Play-by-Play), David Lawrence (Analyst) and Brandon 
McAnderson (Sideline) calling the action.

JAYHAWK QUICK HITS
• Following a loss to No. 3 Texas, Kansas is 4-1 entering its third Big 12 
Conference game. Kansas started the season 4-0 in back-to-back seasons 
for the first time since 1914-15.  Aside from Kansas’ 5-0 start in 2022, the 
Jayhawks haven’t started 4-1 or better since the 2009 season. 
• Since the start of the 2022 season, the Jayhawks have a record of 10-8, 
including a Big 12 Conference record of 4-7. Prior to 2022, you would 
have to go back six seasons to 2016 to find 10 Kansas wins, in which the 
Jayhawks were 10-49 over that span. Since the start of the 2022 season, 
Kansas has a record of 7-2 at David Booth Kansas Memorial Stadium. 
Prior to Leipold’s arrival, the Jayhawks won seven home games over the 
course of the previous five years, with an overall home record of 7-23 
during the 2016-20 seasons. 
• Kansas’ offense enters Saturday’s game with the 11th best conversion 
rate on third down, converting at 51% through five games. Prior to the loss 
at No. 3 Texas, Kansas had converted 60.5%, which had led the nation at 
the time. The Jayhawks were held to 0-of-8 on third down conversions at 
Texas. The KU offense has also been efficient in the red zone, converting 
95% of the time, which ranks 11th nationally and second in the Big 12. 
• The Kansas offense is led by Big 12 Preseason Offensive Player of the 
Year, Jalon Daniels. Daniels missed the season-opener against Missouri 
State and the last time out at No. 3 Texas due to injury. In three games this 
season, Daniels is 56-of-75 for 705 yards and five touchdowns. His 74.7% 
completion percentage ranks second in the Big 12 this season. Daniels is 
Kansas’ first Big 12 Preseason Offensive Player of the Year and the second 

Jayhawk to be named a preseason individual award winner by the Big 12, 
joining Dorance Armstrong, who was the Preseason Defensive Player of 
the Year in 2016. 
• Playing for his hometown team, running back Devin Neal is among 
the Big 12 leaders in rushing, carrying for 439 yards on 65 attempts 
through five games. Neal holds an average carry of 6.75 yards, which is 
the second most in the Big 12 Conference and 11th most among Power-5 
running backs. In addition to his productivity on the ground, Neal has 
been effective in the passing game, catching 13 passes for 155 yards and 
a touchdown. Neal’s 594 all-purpose yards are the third most in the Big 
12. Neal is the only returning 1,000-yard rusher in the Big 12 from a season 
ago, and earlier this season against Illinois, Neal surpassed 2,000 career 
rushing yards, becoming the 13th Jayhawk in school history to accomplish 
such a feat. In 2022, Neal rushed for 1,090 yards on 180 attempts and 
nine touchdowns, becoming Kansas’ 13th individual to rush for over 1,000 
yards in a season. Kansas’ 29 rushing touchdowns in 2022 were the most 
by the Jayhawks in a single season since 2007.
• One reason for the offensive success can be attributed to the Kansas 
offensive line, which has allowed only five sacks through five games 
this season. Kansas’ five sacks allowed are the second fewest in the Big 
12 Conference this season. Last season, Kansas allowed just 12 sacks 
throughout the season, which was the seventh fewest allowed nationally 
and the fewest in the Big 12 Conference. Since the start of the 2022 
season, Kansas’ 17 sacks allowed are tied for the ninth fewest in the 
country and are the fewest allowed in the Big 12. Kansas’ offensive line is 
anchored by four of five returning starters from 2022, who combine for 
229 career starts, which is the 12th most nationally.
• The Kansas defense is focused on creating havoc for opposing offenses, 
which it has through five games this season. Kansas’ defense has 
recorded 41 tackles-for-loss for 155 yards this season, which is tied for 
the sixth most in the NCAA and second most in the Big 12 this season. In 
addition, the Kansas defense has recorded two defensive touchdowns, 
both against BYU on Sept. 23, which are the most in the Big 12 and tied for 
the fourth most in the country. It was the first time since 2006 that Kansas 
had a fumble recovery touchdown and interception return touchdown in 
the same game.
• One of those defensive touchdowns came from All-Big 12 First Team 
member Cobee Bryant, who recorded his fourth career touchdown with a 
fumble return against BYU. With the touchdown, Bryant became Kansas’ 
all-time leader in non-offensive touchdowns, as he has two interception 
return touchdowns (at Texas, 2021; at West Virginia, 2022), a blocked field 
goal returned for a touchdown (vs. Tennessee Tech, 2022) and a fumble 
recovery for a touchdown (vs. BYU, 2023) in his career. 
• Across from Bryant, cornerback Mello Dotson has held opponents in 
check by ranking second in the country in passes defended with 7. Dotson 
and Bryant have combined for 46 starts in the Kansas secondary over 
their careers.
• Kansas safety Kenny Logan Jr. has 322 career tackles to his credit, which 
are the sixth most in FBS and the most by a safety. Logan’s 322 tackles 
rank as the second most by a defensive back in school history, behind 
only LeRoy Irvin (347, 1976-79).

• Move Kansas to 602-676-58 all-time, including 13-18 in the Lance 
Leipold era. Leipold's career record would improve to 159-57.
• Improve the Jayhawks to 2-1 in Big 12 Conference play and 4-0 
at David Booth Kansas Memorial Stadium during the 2023 season.
• Give Kansas a 1-0 advantage in the all-time series against UCF 
and improve the Jayhawks to 2-0 this season against Big 12 
Conference newcomers.
• Make Kansas 5-1 at the midway point of the regular season for 
the second-straight season. Prior to 2022, the last time KU won 
five games in an entire season was 2009.

GAME NOTES KANSAS' RECORD WHEN ...
THE SKY’S THE LIMIT
• In just three years under head coach Lance Leipold, 
the Kansas offense has made drastic improvements 
under the direction of Associate Head Coach/Offensive 
Coordinator Andy Kotelnicki.
• Through five games this season, the Kansas offense 
is averaging 422.4 yards of offense to go along with 
33 points per game. Kansas is averaging 6.9 yards per 
play through five games, which compares to the 2022 
average of 7.0 yards per play – the most in school history 
and the fourth most among power-five programs.
• The Jayhawks can attribute some of that success to 
their play on third down, converting 51% of the time on 
third down. Prior to last week’s game at No. 3 Texas, 
Kansas had converted a nation leading 60.5%. In 2022, 
Kansas ranked eighth nationally and first in the Big 
12 on third-down conversions, converting 50.6% on 
third down, compared to 35.8% in 2021. Kansas’ +15% 
improvement from 2021 to 2022 was second in the 
country behind Florida State (+17%).
• Similarly, Kansas has been effective in its trips to 
the red zone, converting 95% of the time, which ranks 
second in the Big 12 and 11th nationally. The Jayhawks 
have scored on 19-of-20 trips to the red zone, 15 of which 
resulted in touchdowns and four field goals. Kansas’ 
sole red zone trip that came without points was against 
Nevada on Sept. 16.
• Through five games, Kansas’ offense is averaging 199.0 
rushing yards per game, which is the third most in the 
Big 12 Conference and tied for 23rd most nationally. 
Kansas’ 995 rushing yards through the first five games 
come after rushing for 1,102 through five games in 2022. 
Prior to that, Kansas had not rushed for 1,000+ yards 
through the first five games since 2011.
• Kansas’ offense was key in 2022, as Kansas’ offense 
ranked 20th in scoring offense at 35.6 points per game. 
The Jayhawks averaged 20.8 points per game in 2021, 
ranking 111th of 130 teams. Kansas’ 35.6 points per game 
are the most by a Kansas team since the 2007 Jayhawks 
averaged 42.7 points per game.
• The Kansas offense scored 63 touchdowns in 2022, 
which is the most since the 2007 season. In the 10 years 
prior, the most touchdowns scored was 36 in 2019. Of 
Kansas’ 63 touchdowns, 29 came on the ground and 32 
came through the air. Through the first three games of 
the 2023 season, Kansas has 14 touchdowns, including 
10 rushing and four passing. 
• The Jayhawks were firing on all cylinders in Big 12 play 
in 2022, marking three games of 500 or more yards on 
offense. From 2010 to 2018, Kansas topped the 500-yard 
mark just once in a conference game when the Jayhawks 
totaled 514 yards against Iowa State in 2014.
• The Jayhawks broke off 85 plays of 20+ yards in 
2022, which ranked sixth among power-five programs 
nationally. Kansas’ 85 plays of +20 yards were an 
improvement of +44 from 2021, which was the second-
best improvement nationally.

JD6
• Kansas quarterback Jalon Daniels, nicknamed JD6, 
was named the Preseason Big 12 Offensive Player of the 
Year entering 2023. Daniels has missed two games due 
to injury this season, completing 56-of-75 for 705 yards 
and five touchdowns through three games. Daniels, of 
Lawndale, California, threw for 2,014 yards on 152-of-
230 (66.1%) passing and 18 touchdowns during the 2022 
season.
• Daniels has been lethal on third downs for the 
Jayhawks, completing 14-of-19 passing (73.7%) when 
faced with third down scenarios, for a quarterback rating 
of 204.03. When faced with third and 1-6 yards, Daniels 
is 12-of-14 for 162 yards and 3 touchdowns.
• Daniels has been efficient throughout his career, 
completing 63.6% (365-of-574) of his passes throughout 
his career, which currently ranks first in school history, 
slightly ahead of Todd Reesing (63.3%, 2006-09). 
Daniels also holds two of the top-seven best passing 
percentage performances in school history, both of 
which were set in 2022 (82.6% vs. Duke, 83.3% vs. 
Tennessee Tech).
• Earlier this season, Daniels surpassed the 4,000 
career passing yards, becoming the ninth Jayhawk in 
school history to pass for 4,000+ yards. Daniels enters 
Saturday’s game with 4,297 yards for his career, which 
ranks eighth in school history. 
• In the AutoZone Liberty Bowl, Daniels passed for a 
school record 544 passing yards, becoming the first 
Jayhawk in school history with 500+ passing yards in 
a game. Daniels also threw for five touchdowns against 
Arkansas, tying for the second most in a single game in 
school history.
• Following the 2022 season, Daniels led all of college 
football in total QBR at 90.0, which ranks 22nd since 
ESPN began tracking the statistic.
• Defenses also have to account for Daniels on the 
ground, as he rushed for 425 yards in 2022, the most by 
a Jayhawk quarterback since Bill Whittemore in 2003. 
His seven rushing touchdowns were also the most by a 
Jayhawk quarterback since Whittemore in 2003.
• A 2022 Academic All-American, Daniels has not 
shortage of accolades entering 2023, being named to 
the Maxwell Award Watch List, Preseason All-Big 12 First 
Team (Big 12, Athlon), The Wuerffel Trophy Watch List, 
Davey O’Brien National Quarterback Award Preseason 
Watch List, Walter Camp Football Foundation Player of 
the Year Award Watch List, Manning Award Watch List 
and Johnny Unitas Golden Arm Award Watch List.

REAL DEAL DEVIN NEAL
• The Big 12 leading rusher entering the season, junior 
running back Devin Neal has picked up where he left off 
in 2022, ranking amongst the Big 12 leaders in rushing, 
carrying for 439 yards on 65 attempts through five 
games. 
• Neal is averaging 6.75 yards per carry through five 
games, which is the second most in the Big 12 Conference 
and 11th most among Power-5 running backs.
• In addition to his success on the ground, Neal has been 
effective in the passing game, catching 13 passes for 155 
yards and a touchdown. Neal’s 594 all-purpose yards are 
the third most in the Big 12 and rank 29th in the country.
• Neal is the only returning 1,000-yard rusher in the Big 
12 from a season ago and currently ranks 17th amongst 
active career leaders in FBS in rushing yardage with 
2,236 career yards. Earlier this season, Neal surpassed 
the 2,000-career rushing yard mark, becoming the 13th 
Jayhawk in school history to accomplish such a feat.
• In the game at Nevada, Neal found the endzone three 
times on the ground, marking his second-career three 
touchdown game (previously at Texas, 2021). Neal’s 
three touchdown performance came behind 148 yards of 
total offense (89 rush, 59 receiving).
• Against Illinois, Neal carried 10 times for 120 yards and a 
touchdown, marking his seventh career 100-yard rushing 
performance. Neal also surpassed the 2,000-career 
rushing yard mark on Sept. 8 against Illinois.
• Neal took his first carry of the 2023 season for a 48-
yard touchdown against Missouri State, marking his 
20th career touchdown. Neal’s touchdown on his first 
carry marked the second-consecutive season in which 
Neal scored on his first carry. His first rush of the 2022 
season was a 19-yard touchdown against Tennessee 
Tech, becoming the fourth FBS player since 2012 with 
a touchdown run of 15+ yards on his first carry of 
consecutive seasons, and the only running back of the 
four.
• In 2022, Neal rushed for 1,090 yards on 180 attempts 
and nine touchdowns, becoming Kansas’ 13th individual 
to rush for over 1,000 yards in a season. Neal finished 
the season averaging 6.1 yards per carry, which ranked 
24th nationally while becoming just the third Jayhawk 
since at least 2000 with 6.0 YPC with over 100 attempts.
• Neal had three 100-yard rushing games in 2022, 
including a career-high 224 yards and one touchdown 
against Oklahoma State. He added 110 yards on six 
receptions against Oklahoma State, becoming the first 
Jayhawk to total 200-plus rushing yards and 100-plus 
receiving yards in the same game.
• As a true-freshman in 2021, Neal rushed for 707 yards 
on 158 carries – an average of 4.5 yards per carry. Neal 
finished his freshman campaign with eight rushing 
touchdowns, the most by a Kansas freshman since 
James Sims in 2010.
• Perhaps the most impressive and encouraging sign 
for Neal last year was his success against big-time 
opponents. The freshman rushed for 143 yards and three 
touchdowns on 24 carries against Texas. Against No. 3 
Oklahoma, he went for 100 yards and two touchdowns 
on 23 carries. He also rushed for 83 yards on 15 carries 
at Iowa State.

DEUCE IS LOOSE
• Paired with Neal, running back Daniel Hishaw Jr., has 
provided a spark for the Kansas offense, rushing for 279 

yards and four touchdowns on 41 carries this season. 
Hishaw is averaging 6.8 yards per carry.
• Hishaw played in four games in 2022 before missing 
the remainder of the season due to injury suffered 
against Iowa State on Oct. 1, 2022. Over his last nine 
games played, Hishaw has nine rushing touchdowns and 
one receiving touchdown. Over his career, HIshaw has 11 
rushing touchdowns and one receiving touchdown in 18 
career games played.
• Earlier this season against Illinois, Hishaw set a career 
high 98 rushing yards on 12 attempts. Hishaw’s career 
high of two toucdowns came at West Virginia on Sept. 
10, 2022.
• According to PFF, of Hishaw’s 279 rushing yards 
this season, 146 yards have come after contact for an 
average of 3.48 yards after contact per attempt. Hishaw 
has also forced 21 forced missed tackles this season.

BEAN’S BACK
• In addition to Daniels, Kansas’ Jason Bean proves to be 
a reliable option after deciding to return to the Jayhawks 
for his redshirt senior season.
• Bean got the start in the season opener against 
Missouri State, completing 22-of-28 for 276 yards and 
two touchdowns, while rushing five times for 41 yards. 
Bean also started at Texas, passing for 136 yards and 
a touchdown while rushing for 42 yards on seven 
attempts.
• Between Daniels and Bean, they have started a 
combined 43 games over their careers and each have 
notched wins over Big 12 opponents. Bean has started 
22 games over his career, including seven at North Texas, 
while Daniels has started 21.
• In 2022, the duo of Daniels and Bean combined for 
32 passing touchdowns (Daniels 18, Bean 14), the most 
passing touchdowns in a season since 2008. Daniels and 
Bean also led Kansas to rank fourth nationally in 2022 in 
team passing efficiency at 164.26.
• In addition to their success through the air, the duo 
combined for 11 rushing touchdowns in 2022 (Daniels 
7, Bean 4), the third most among power-five programs. 
• After a 5-0 start to the 2022 season, Daniels exited 
Kansas’ College Gameday appearance vs. TCU, in which 
Bean substituted in and led a thrilling four touchdown 
second-half performance. Bean would lead Kansas to a 
37-16 victory over #18 Oklahoma State on Nov. 5, 2022, 
clinching Kansas’ first Bowl appearance since 2008.
• Daniels finished the 2022 season completing 152-of-
230 passes for 2,014 yards and 18 touchdowns, while 
rushing for 425 yards on 77 attempts and 7 touchdowns.

AWARDS WATCH
• Bean completed 87-of-136 passing for 1,280 yards and 
14 touchdowns and added 222 yards on 38 attempts 
scoring four touchdowns on the ground in 2022.

GRIMM REAPER
• Kansas wide receiver Luke Grimm leads the Jayhawks 
with three receiving touchdowns through five games on 
14 catches for 177 yards.
• In the game against BYU, Grimm caught two passes 
for two touchdowns, marking his 13th and 14th career 
touchdowns. Grimm now owns a tie for eighth in school 
history with 14 career receiving touchdowns, while his 
107 career receptions ranks 12th all-time.
• In addition to Grimm, Kansas wide receivers have been 
a model of consistency under wide receivers coach 
Terrance Samuel as 11 different Jayhawks have caught 
a pass this season. This isn’t the first time Kansas has 
spread the ball around, at Houston in 2022, 11 different 
Jayhawks recorded a reception. 
• Lawrence Arnold, the Kansas junior from DeSoto, 
Texas, leads Kansas with 19 receptions for 251 yards. In 
2022, Arnold caught 44 passes for 716 yards and four 
touchdowns, all of which were career highs. Arnold 
knows how to have a big game, hauling in five receptions 
for 113 yards and two touchdowns against Oklahoma in 
2022 and eight receptions for 119 yards in the AutoZone 
Liberty Bowl. Arnold surpassed 100 receiving yards in 
three games in 2022 (Oklahoma, Texas Tech, Arkansas).
• Kansas wide receivers dropped only five passes in 
2022, the fewest among power five programs, according 
to PFF.

Y’S GUYS
• The Kansas tight ends (nicknamed the Y’s guys by 
Associate Head Coach/Offensive Coordinator Andy 
Kotelnicki), bring back a wealth of production from a 
season ago.
• Led by senior Mason Fairchild, who was named to the 
Mackey Award Preseason Watch List, Jayhawk tight ends 
combined for 11 receiving touchdowns in 2022, which 
ranked atop the Big 12 Conference and third nationally 
among power five programs at tight end a season ago. 
• So far through five games, tight ends Jared Casey 
and Trevor Kardell have each recorded a touchdown 
reception. 
• The tight end unit also combined for 63 receptions in 
2022, the most receptions among tight ends in the Big 12 
Conference and ninth among power five programs.
• Fairchild, a senior from Andale, Kansas, caught six 
touchdown receptions in 2022, the most by a Jayhawk 
tight end since 1992. Fairchild had the best game of his 
college career against Oklahoma in 2022, catching six 
passes for 106 yards and two touchdowns, becoming the 
first Kansas tight end since Jimmay Mundine in 2014 to 
record a 100-yard receiving game.

BIG BOYS UP FRONT
• Kansas’ offensive production has been fueled by its 
play on the offensive line under the direction of Scott 
Fuchs.
• The Jayhawks return four of five starters on the 
offensive line, including Dominick Puni, Michael Ford, 
Mike Novitsky and Bryce Cabeldue. The only departure 
was offensive tackle Earl Bostick Jr. to the NFL.
• With four starters returning, Kansas enters Saturday 
night’s game with 229 career starts across the line, 

which is the 12th most in the country. The offensive line 
is anchored by Kansas center Mike Novitsky, who has 
started all 28 games in his Kansas career and has started 
48 between Kansas and Buffalo. Novitsky was named to 
the Preseason Rimington Trophy Watch List entering the 
2023 season for the fourth time in his career and third 
time as a Jayhawk. 
• The Kansas offense has only allowed five sacks through 
five games this season, which are the second fewest in 
the Big 12 Conference this season. Last season, Kansas 
allowed just 12 sacks throughout the season, which was 
the seventh fewest allowed nationally and the fewest in 
the Big 12 Conference. 
• Since the start of the 2022 season, Kansas’ 17 sacks 
allowed are tied for the ninth fewest in the country and 
are the fewest allowed in the Big 12.
• The turnaround on the offensive line is paramount, 
considering Kansas allowed 47 sacks in 10 games during 
the 2020 season prior to Leipold’s arrival. 
• Not only has the pass blocking been stellar, but the 
offensive line has also paved the way for 199 rushing 
yards per game so far in 2023.

STOPPED SHORT
• Kansas’ defense has shown up in a big way through 
the first five games of the season, including a late fourth 
quarter stops against Illinois, Nevada and BYU to help 
seal the victory. 
• Through five games, Kansas has recorded 41.0 
tackles-for-loss for 155 yards this season, including 10.0 
at Nevada on Sept. 16. Kansas’ 10.0 tackles-for-loss 
were the most in a game since recording 12.0 against 
Tennessee Tech in 2022.
• Kansas’ 41.0 tackles-for-loss are the sixth most in the 
NCAA and the second most in the Big 12 this season.  
The Jayhawks haven’t had 41 or more tackles-for-loss 
through the first five games since 2016, when Kansas 
had 48 through the first five games.
• Of Kansas’ tackles-for-loss, 13 have been sacks. Last 
year, Kansas had 15 sacks through the first five games of 
the season. Prior to 2022, Kansas has not had more than 
13 sacks through the first five games since 2016 (13).

• Opposing quarterbacks have felt the pressure coming 
off the edge from the Jayhawks, as Jereme Robinson 
and Austin Booker have combined for 8.5 sacks through 
the first five games. Robinson leads the Jayhawks with 
4.5 sacks, including two against Illinois, while Booker has 
forced four sacks in his first year at KU.
• The KU duo is just one of three teams in the country 
with at least 8.5 combined sacks this season, trailing 
only Wake Forest (9.5) and Tennessee (9.0).
• Robinson currently ranks third in the Big 12 and 16th 
nationally with his 4.5 sacks, while Booker ranks fifth in 
the Big 12 and 24th in the country. They are the only duo 
in the Big 12 Conference to rank in the top-five in sacks.
• Last season, Lonnie Phelps (7) and Craig Young (2) 
combined for nine sacks through the first five games of 
the season.

NO FLY ZONE
• Kansas has seven total interceptions through the 
first five games, which are the 11th most nationally and 
second most in the Big 12 Conference. Kansas’ seven 
interceptions through the first five games are the most 
during that span since 2018. 
• Against BYU, safety Kenny Logan Jr., recorded his first 
career interception return for a touchdown on a 30-yard 
return, while junior Cobee Bryant recorded his second 
interception of the season.
• An All-Big 12 First Team selection in 2022, Bryant is 
one of the top shutdown corners in college football, 
recording seven interceptions in his career.  Bryant also 
has four career touchdowns to his credit, which are the 
most non-offensive touchdowns in school history.
• Over his career, Bryant has two interception return 
touchdowns (at Texas, 2021; at West Virginia, 2022), 
a blocked field goal returned for a touchdown (vs. 
Tennessee Tech, 2022) and a fumble recovery for a 
touchdown (vs. BYU, 2023) in his career.
• Against BYU, Bryant also returned a fumble recovery 
for a touchdown, becoming the first Kansas player since 
Nov. 6, 2010 (Tyler Patmon vs. Colorado) to have an 
interception, a fumble recovery and a fumble recovery 
touchdown in the same game.
• Last season, Bryant was targeted 64 times, according 
to PFF, recording 11 pass deflections and three 
interceptions. Against West Virginia, Bryant intercepted 
quarterback JT Daniels in overtime and returned it for 
a touchdown. Bryant’s two career interception returns 
(at Texas, at West Virginia) ties the school record set by 
Aqib Talib, Patrick Brown and Roger Foote.
• Bryant has earned notoriety by being selected to the 
Preseason All-Big 12 First Team (Big 12, Phil Steele), 
Bronko Nagurski Trophy Watch List, Lott IMPACT 
Preseason Watch List, Chuck Bednarik Award Watch List 
and Jim Thorpe Award Preseason Watch List.

• Across from Bryant, junior Mello Dotson holds his own, 
starting 20 straight games at corner for KU. Through 
five games this season, Dotson ranks fifth nationally in 
passes defended (7), which is the second most in the 
Big 12 Conference.
• Cornerback Kwinton Lassiter also has two interceptions 
this season, including a clutch fourth quarter interception 
against Illinois on Sept. 8 to seal the win and his first-
career interception against Missouri State on Sept. 1. 
• Kwinton Lassiter, son of the late Kwamie Lassiter Sr., 
wears No. 8 in honor of his father. Kwamie Lassiter Sr. 
played at Kansas from 1992-94 and was a 10-year NFL 
veteran for the Arizona Cardinals, San Diego Chargers 
and St. Louis Rams. Kwamie Lassiter II was an All-Big 
12 wide receiver for Kansas from 2017-21 and currently 
plays for the Cincinnati Bengals.

ONE-OF-ONE
• Safety Kenny Logan Jr. returns for his senior season 
as a Jayhawk, after leading the team in tackles each of 
the last three seasons. Entering Saturday, Logan has 322 
career tackles, where are the sixth most among active 
FBS players and are the most by a safety.
• Logan currently ranks second in school history in 
career tackles by a defensive back, trailing only LeRoy 
Irvin (347, 1976-79).
• Against BYU, Logan recorded his first career interception 
return for a touchdown on a 30-yard interception return. 
Logan now has an interception return for a touchdown 
and kickoff return for a touchdown (2020 at Iowa State) 
over his career.
• An All-Big 12 Honorable Mention safety in 2022, Logan 
leads the Jayhawks with 31 tackles entering Saturday’s 
game. In 2022, Logan tallied 106 tackles, including 72 
solo stops and 34 assisted. Logan added seven pass 
breakups and two interceptions.
• In 2021, Logan led the Big 12 Conference with 113 
tackles, which also led all safeties nationally. Throughout 
his career, Logan has tallied 12 games with at least 10+ 
tackles, including a career-high 14 tackles at Oklahoma 
in 2022.
• Opposite of Logan, safety OJ Burroughs took a major 
step forward in 2022, starting all 13 games and compiling 
49 tackles, five pass breakups and two interceptions, 
all of which were career highs. Burroughs intercepted 
Arkansas’ KJ Jefferson in the AutoZone Liberty Bowl just 
before halftime, which helped spur Kansas’ comeback in 
the second half.
• Burroughs led the Jayhawks with 13 total tackles last 
week at Texas, which were a career high.
• Marvin Grant Jr. transferred to Kansas from Purdue 
following the 2021 season, where he started all 13 games 
as a redshirt sophomore in 2021. In his first season as a 
Jayhawk, Grant appeared in all 13 games, compiled 52 
tackles.

ROCK CHALK RETURNERS
• Kansas’ 2023 roster brings back a wealth of experience, 
including 508 combined starts from the offense (298) 
and defense (210).
• According to ESPN’s Bill Connelly, Kansas is among 
the nation’s leaders in returning production, returning 
85% of its production from 2022 (No. 2 in the country), 
including a nation’s leading 91% production on offense 
and 80% on defense (No. 10 in the country). 
• Kansas brings back experience in several key areas, 
including 43 combined career starts at quarterback, 228 
on the offensive line and 116 in the secondary.

• In addition, UCF director of sports performance Chris 
Dawson served as the Head strength and conditioning 
coach at Kansas under head coach Mark Mangino from 
2003-08, where he was a part of four bowl appearances 
including the 2008 Orange Bowl Champions.
• UCF defensive analyst Charles Moore spent one season 
at Kansas as a special team analyst, where he worked 
in 2020.
• Kansas has nine Jayhawks from the state of Florida, 
including Mello Dotson (Daytona Beach), Doug Emilien 
(Fort Lauderdale), Brian Dilworth (Hollywood), Kobe 
Baynes (Jacksonville), Patrick Joyner Jr. (Miami), 
Damarius McGhee (Pensacola), Kenny Logan Jr. (St. 
Augustine), Marcus Calvin (St. Petersburg) and Trevor 
Wilson (Tallahassee).

• Following their game against UCF, the Jayhawks will 
travel to Stillwater, Oklahoma to take on the Oklahoma 
State Cowboys.

	 Known as America’s Space University, UCF’s growing 
reputation for innovation and impact is fueled by individuals 
reaching for the stars.

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Lance Leipold, a six-time National Champion, a five-
time conference coach of the year and the fastest 
coach in NCAA history to reach 100 career wins, was 
named the 41st head coach in Kansas Football history 
on April 30, 2021.

Leipold’s track record as a program builder showed 
itself early in his time in Lawrence, leading the 
Jayhawks to its first-ever program win in Austin, Texas 
in 2021, followed by Kansas’ first-ever win over West 
Virginia in Morgantown in 2022. In just his second year 
at the helm, Leipold engineered Kansas to its first 5-0 
start of the season since 2009, guiding Kansas to its 
first national rankings in 675 weeks. Soon after, Kansas 
Football hosted ESPN’s College GameDay for the first 
time in program history on October 8, 2022.

Leipold helped Kansas to secure its first bowl eligibility 
with a win over No. 18 Oklahoma State on November 
5, 2022, giving Kansas its first bowl berth since 2008. 
Kansas’ ranked win was the first since 2010, snapping a 
44-game losing streak to AP ranked opponents, while 
it was Kansas’s first ranked win against a conference 
opponent at home since 2005.

Leipold arrived at Kansas after a successful six-year 
stay at Buffalo, where in his final three seasons, he 
posted three straight winning seasons for the first 
time in 20 years. He won 24 games over the final three 
seasons, which included a seven-game shortened-
season schedule in 2020 because of the COVID-19 
pandemic, marking the most successful three-year run 
in Buffalo history.

A proven winner with a strong track record for player 
development, Leipold served as the head coach at 
Wisconsin-Whitewater for eight seasons from 2007 
to 2014, capturing six NCAA Division III national 

championships and tallying an astounding record of 
109-6.

After taking over a rebuilding Buffalo program that 
went 7-17 in his first two seasons, Leipold put together 
a record of 30-16 over his final four seasons, including 
three bowl appearances and two bowl victories with 
the Bulls.

Leipold had a 2020 season at Buffalo that brought 
unprecedented success to the program. The Bulls 
went a perfect 5-0 in the regular season and won the 
MAC East Division title for the second-straight year. 
Leipold’s squad also beat Marshall in the Camellia 
Bowl for the program’s second ever bowl win and 
second in as many years.

Buffalo also appeared in the Associated Press Top 25 
at No. 24 on December 6, 2020, marking the first-time 
in school history the Bulls appeared in the national 
rankings. The team finished the season ranked 25th in 
both the AP poll and the Amway Coaches Poll. Leipold 
was named the MAC Coach of the Year for the second 
time in his career after the record-breaking season.

Showcasing his pristine reputation for player 
development and a keen eye for recruiting, Buffalo tied 
a school-record with 12 All-MAC selections in 2020, all 
of whom were recruited by Leipold. Running back Jaret 
Patterson led the way, rushing for 1,072 yards in just 
six games, including a 409-yard performance against 
Kent State, which is the second-best performance in 
FBS history.

Patterson was named the winner of the Vern Smith 
Leadership Award, given to the MVP of the MAC and 
was also named the MAC Offensive Player of the Year 
under Leipold’s tutelage.

Buffalo also had 12 all-conference players in 2019, 
a season that culminated in the school’s first-ever 
bowl victory – a 31-9 win over Charlotte in the Makers 
Wanted Bahamas Bowl. The 2019 team featured one of 
the best defenses in the school’s history. Buffalo ranked 
seventh nationally in total defense, allowing 291.9 yards 
per game. The Bulls were also fourth nationally against 
the run, allowing 94.2 yards per game.

In 2018, Buffalo won 10 games in a season for the first 
time ever in program history. Leipold’s team went 7-1 in 
MAC play and won the East Division title. The Bulls also 
won 42-13 at Rutgers, marking the school’s first-ever 
win over a Power 5 opponent. He was named the MAC 
Coach of the Year and was also a semifinalist for the 
George Munger College Coach of the Year Award.

In that 2018 season, the Buffalo offense had a record-
breaking season. Buffalo scored 484 points, 64 
touchdowns and totaled 5,803 yards of total offense, 
establishing new school records in each category. 
Quarterback Tyree Jackson was named the MAC 
Offensive Player of the Year, while Patterson earned 
MAC Freshman of the Year honors.

In Leipold’s third season in 2017, the Bulls gained bowl 

eligibility for just the third time as an FBS program. The 
Bulls offense averaged 432 yards per game and led the 
conference in passing yards per game at 291. Showing 
an ability for explosive plays, Buffalo produced 20 
plays of 45 or more yards on the season.

Leipold became the head coach at Buffalo in December 
of 2014 after a triumphant career as the head coach 
at Wisconsin-Whitewater, which saw him earn six 
National Coach of the Year awards. In his first season 
there in 2007, the Warhawks went 14-1 and won the 
Division III national championship. In 2008, the team 
made it back to the title game and fell to Mount Union.

Wisconsin-Whitewater then went 45-0 over the 
next three seasons, winning three straight national 
championships. After a 7-3 campaign in 2012, 
Whitewater went 30-0 combined in 2013 and 2014 
winning two more national titles with Leipold at the 
helm.

During his time there, Warhawk players totaled 56 
All-America honors, with running back Justin Beaver 
winning the Gagliardi Trophy as the top player in 
Division III. Brent Allen won the Division III Rimington 
Award as the top center. Running back Levell Coppage 

earned D3Football.com Offensive Player of the Year 
honors, while Cole Klotz won those honors on the 
defensive side.

Leipold, a native of Jefferson, Wisconsin, began his 
coaching career at Whitewater in 1987 as a quarterbacks 
coach. He moved to the University of Wisconsin in 1991, 
where he served as a graduate assistant for Barry 
Alvarez for three seasons and helped the Badgers win 
a Big Ten title and a Rose Bowl appearance in 1993.

He then served as an assistant coach at Division 
II Nebraska-Omaha from 1994-2000, helping the 
Mavericks become three-time conference champions. 
He was promoted to offensive coordinator in 2000, 
before moving on to Nebraska where he worked for 
Frank Solich for four seasons. He then returned to 
Nebraska-Omaha for three years as the associate head 
coach and offensive coordinator, before moving on to 
Wisconsin-Whitewater in 2007.

Leipold is a 1987 graduate of Wisconsin-Whitewater, 
where he was a standout quarterback.

Leipold and his wife Kelly, have a daughter, Lindsey, 
and a son, Landon.
