* In the first half, the Jayhawks assisted on 10 of their 17 made baskets.

 Kansas made a season-high 32 field goals, shooting 42.1 percent (32-of-76) from the floor.

* Kansas only committed 10 turnovers in the contest, a new season-low.

INDIVIDUAL NOTES

* Junior guard Chandler Prater tied her career-high with two three-point field goals in the first
quarter. It’s the first time this season and third time in her career with multiple three-pointers
made in a game.

* Senior center Taiyanna Jackson recorded her third-straight double-double, eighth of the season
and 12th of her career at Kansas. Jackson finished with 17 points (8-of-13) and 19 rebounds.

» Senior guard Holly Kersgieter finished with a season-high tying 23 points (9-of-17), scoring in
double-figures in all but one contest (vs. UT Arlington, Nov. 16th) and just the second time this
season Kersgieter has scored 20-plus.

* Junior center Nadira Eltayeb came off the bench to pull down five or more rebounds for the
third time this season. Eltayeb finished with five rebounds and four points.
