Kansas Women’s Basketball returns to Allen
Fieldhouse on Wednesday, Nov. 16, to host UT-
Arlington.
* Tipoff is set for 7 p.m. CT and the game will be
televised by Big 12 NOW with Josh Klingler and
Brenda VanLengen on the call.
* Kansas enters the contest 1-O on the year
following a 72-61 victory over Jacksonville
in the season opener on Nov. 9. UTA comes
to Lawrence with a 2-0 record after a 102-53
victory over Texas Southern on Nov. 7 and a 75-
72 win over Texas A&M-Commerce on Nov. 12.
» The Jayhawks, who returned four starters and
11 letterwinners from the breakthrough 2021-22
season, had three players reach double figures
in scoring against Jacksonville. Holly Kersgieter
led KU with 17 points while Taiyanna Jackson
recorded her fifth career double-double with 16
points and 12 rebounds. Zakiyah Franklin added
10 points.
* UTA is one of three 2022 NCAA Tournament
teams that Kansas will face in the non-
conference schedule. The Lady Mavericks
earned a No. 14 seed and led No. 3-seed lowa
State for 27 minutes before falling 78-71 at ISU
in the opening round of the tournament.
» Kansas continues to receive votes in both of
the national polls, earning 13 points in the latest
Associated Press Top 25 Poll and six in the
Coaches Poll.
+ Kansas was picked fifth in the Big 12
Conference preseason poll, which is voted on
by the league’s head coaches.
* Wednesday’s game will be KU’s annual
‘Hoops for Troops’ game, which will feature
the celebration of military members and first
responders in the Lawrence and surrounding
communities.

KANSAS NOTES

» Four of KU’s starting five against Jacksonville
are returning starters from a year ago as Zakiyah
Franklin, Holly Kersgieter, loanna Chatzileonti
and Taiyanna Jackson each started at least 27
games last season.

* Three of the four earned Preseason All-Big
12 recognition as Kersgieter earned a spot on
the team while Franklin and Jackson received
honorable mention.

e KU’s fifth starter in the season opener was
sophomore guard Sanna Strom, who finished
with seven points, two rebounds and two steals
in her first career start. Strom knocked down
two three-pointers while playing a career-high
28 minutes in the game.

* The Jayhawks’ bench outscored Jacksonville’s
13-9, led by eight points from newcomer
Wyvette Mayberry. A junior transfer from Tulsa,
Mayberry was 2-5 from the field and 2-3 from
three-point range in her first game as a Jayhawk.
* Head Coach Brandon Schneider is now in his
eighth season as the head coach at Kansas in
2022-23. Last season, he guided Kansas to the
largest win improvement in program history
(+14) and a fifth-place finish in the Big 12 at 11-7.

* Franklin, who earned All-Big 12 Honorable
Mention honors last season, after averaging 12.0
points per game and led the Jayhawks with 4.0
assists per game as a junior. She entered her
senior season ranked 10th on KU’s career assists
list with 318, and was second in the Big 12 in free
throw percentage (85.6%) last season.

» Jackson claimed a spot on the All-Big 12
preseason team for the first time following a
dominant first season donning crimson and blue.
She became the first-ever Jayhawk selected to
the Big 12 All-Defensive Team last season after
setting a new single-season school record with
95 blocked shots, which ranked fourth in the
nation.

* Kansas also returns junior forward loanna
Chatzileonti, who was third on the team in
scoring (9.9 points per game) and second in
rebounding (5.6 per game) last season.

* Other returners for the Jayhawks include
guards Chandler Prater, Mia Vuksic and Sanna
Strom, forward Katrine Jessen and centers
Chisom Ajekwu, Nadira Eltayeb and Danai

* Joining the roster this season are four new
players: transfers Wyvette Mayberry and Breeley
Oakley and freshmen Bella Swedlund and Zsofia
Telegdy.

* Mayberry projects to have the biggest role
of the newcomers after playing the first two
seasons of her collegiate career at the University
of Tulsa. Mayberry started 44 games over two
years at Tulsa and was an All-Conference Second
Team selection in 2021-22 after leading TU in
scoring at 14.1 points per game.

e UT-Arlington comes to Kansas with a 2-0
record following wins over Texas Southern

* The Lady Mavericks finished 20-8 last season
and were picked to finish second in the WAC this
year behind preseason WAC Player of the Year
Starr Jacobs. Through two games, five different
UTA players are averaging double figures, led
by Jireh Washington at 17.0 ppg.

* Head Coach Shereka Wright is in her third
season at UTA and she led the Lady Mavericks
to the NCAA Tournament for the first time since
2007 last season.
